I will leave it to you or to 
anyone who knows anything of my 
truthfulness to say whether you believe 
I would lie on tins or any other subject.
There is no doubt about the Indians be­
ing starved under the Macdonald admin­
istration. When they were rnovitg 
some Indians in box cars to their re­
serves one train had occasion to lay 
over at Regina, and the whites being 
curious to see them went to the station.
The poor, miserable beings were trying 
to hud what lice they could on each 
other and eat them. If they were al­
lowed they would hunt the back yards 
in town and eat the filthiest garbage 
they could find. As for seduction, the 
half has never been told. It has been 
told by Conservatives anil with truth, 
that the Government agents would give 
the must and best provisions to the 
squaws who would best satisfy their 
lust. At the police barracks at Rejma 
a young squaw came to one of the rooms 
and begged (or food. She waa told she 
could have some,, (showing her a plate of 
inviting food), it she would yield to 
temptation. She refused, and several 
times during the day again sought for 
food, but her pleadings were in vain, 
until finally at the close of the day the 
terriole pangs of hunger forced her to 
surrender herself to the vile creatures.
What would the Tories of Goderich say 
of a young fellow who plied a squaw 
with liquor until crazed with drink, and 
then gave her 60c to hold the hands of 
a young squaw, aged 12, until he effect­
ed his vile purpose on the poor thing, 1 
beard thia fact stated boldly by the 
participant and others.

The Hamilton correspondent of the 
Toronto Globe writes the following :— 

The proposal to remove the li irtun 
street bridge over the Northwestern 
railway track has recalled the story of 
the death of William McGregor and its 
strange sequel. William McGregor was 
an engine driver on the Great Western 
railway in 1881, and lived at Niagara 
Falla. He had been suspended in Au 
gust of that year for some neglect of du­
ty and came to Hamilton to ase the 
Superintendent, About half past one 
the next morning an engine on the 
Northwestern ran over his body almost 
under the bridge, which is a couple of 
miles from the Great Western station. 
It was thought quite evident that the 
man had been on the track under tho 
influence of liquor and had been acci­
dentally killed. No inquest wa- held 
and the event soon passed out of the 
minds of all but those intimately cun 
nected wilh it. One day about a year 
afterwards Detective Joseph Gates grow 
confidential towards z Globe reporter and 
said, "McGregor was murdered and his 
body placed on the trick to be run over. 
Wu know where his 
some day we'll got ihe men who killed 
him." Detective Tom Wynn, of Nia 
gsra Falls, had taken an interest in the 
case on account of his acquaintance with 
McGregor. Galea worked with him 
Detective Joseph Rogers was also asso­
ciate^ with him, and about three years 
after McGregor s death Wynn and Gatos 
walked into a revival meeting at Blen­
heim one night end arrested a sailor 
named Timothy Depew. Depew was 
brought to Hamilton and indicted for 
the robbery of a si ver watch chain from 
McGregor. Then an interesti: v story 
was told in tho witness box. It was 
shown that Depew and another sailor 
named Charles Woods had been part of 
the crew of the schooner Undine at the 
time of the supposed accident. They 
wire in McGregor's company that night.

left their wages uncalled for. The three 
men were seen alter midnight or the 
track, not far from the bridge where Mc­
Gregor’s mangled bedy was found an 
hour later. Depew and Woods, with a 
couple of women, went to Hagereville 
next day, and Woods left the party 
there, the ethers going on to Canfield. 
Here Depew sold a siv»r watch and 
chain, and told one of the women that 
it be'onged to a man wiih whom he and 
Woods had a fight. Woods had struck 
the man and knocked him down on the 
rails, and an engine caire along sod ran 
over him. While the body waa being 
examined lie and Woods hid behind a 
clump of bushes beside the tiaclr. 
The man to whom the watch had been 
sold at Canfield waa found and the chain 
recovered, but the watch had been stolen 
from him in turn, and waa never gut 

However, he had had it repaired 
at Dunnvilleand the watchmaker's books 
showed that the movement and rumber 
were the same as those of a watch that 
McGregor had had repaired at St. 
Catharine» a year before. Thia identi­
fied the watch aa that taken from the 
dead man. The chain waa produced in 
Court acd identified by McGregor’s son. 
Depew had berne a good character, and 
the women who supplied some of the 
links of the evidence had none. Further 
than to show thia the defence could pro­
duce little evidence. When the case 
waa tried before Judge Os er in 1834 
the jury stood eleven for conviction to 
one for acquittal, and the one man re­
mained obuinate. The jury waa dis­
missed, and the case traversed to the 
next Assizes. Then it waa further ad­
journed till January, 1835, when Depew 
was convicted of the robbery, and Judge 
Armour sentenced him to fourteen years 
in the Penitentiary, virtually declaring 
him guilty of a greater crime than rob­
bery. Woods was never found, because 
his bones are lying at the bottom of 
Lake Huron. He had sailed on the 
schooner Explurer from Goderich, and 
vessel and crew came back no more. 
Many year» ago the same achooner sailed 
for the Manituulin with a cargo of whis­
key and mill machinery. Only the nap 
tain, who was also owner, returned from 
that trip, and he reported that the ves­
sel had foundered i:i a storm off the 
Greenock shoals. A few years since the 
vessel was raised by Jez, of Port Huron, 
but the whiskey in her cargo had turned 
into atones and holes had been bored in 
her hull. Jex sold the old craft, and 
she was rebuilt! She traded on Lake 
Huron for a season or two, and then 
went out for her last trip, on which the 
fugitive Woods sailed.

[There is one error in the above state­
ment, regarding the final reeling place 
of Woods’ remains. Wood»’ body was 
found, and sent to London, where his 
parent» reside, and there interred.]

ance of His truth among us, clearly and 
unreservedly to state what are the 
practices to which we refer, and to take 
such action as tho we fare of our sacred ; 
religion demands.

While allowing to congregations all j 
reasonable liberty in the conduct of 
their own affairs, we yet feel that certain 
abuses in connection with tile raising uf 
money for church purposes have crept 
in among us, of so secular and unholy a 
character that to leave them unchecked 
would be nut only to injure the spiritual 

watch went to and ity of the church at large, but also, bv 
implication, to make us partake of ctner 
men's sins.

In acoordance with the above, and the 
virtue of the authority committed unto 
us the chief pastor over thia portion of 
our Lord’s flock, we now formally inhibit 
all churches and congregations within 
our diocese using the following methods 
of raising money for ecclesiastical or 
parochial purposes :

First—Raffling, throwing of dice, 
games oi chance or gambling ot any 
kind.

Secondly —All theatrical, dramatic or 
impersonating exhibitions, whether 
public or private.

Beyond these two injunction» if is 
not our intention fo proceed, preferring 
to leave other mariera connected with 
this subject to year Christian judgment 
and sense of what ia right as professors 
of the faith of cur L"rd Jesus Christ. 
Wo may, however, state our cpini m, 
and in this we think we have the “mind 
of Christ."

The only true and Scriptural method 
by which we can raise money for the 
cause of Christ is the exercise of the di­
vine principle of self-renunciation. The 
spirit too often invoked is that of self- 
gratification, or aggrandizement. Our 
offering», to be acceptable to God, meat 
represent —not the price which some have 
paid for amusement, and other» for gain, 
but the self denial of our heart» for the 
love we bear to Christ.

elelcre About Patent#— How lbe Invent- 
ere lire Who ‘‘Bee Their Owe Show."

TYom our Special Correspondent.
Washington, D. C.,

March 6th. 1887.
There are ten books in the secret ar­

ch ires of the United States Patent Of­
fice for which patent attorneys in Wash­
ington would be wiliing to give $100,000. 
They are the books containing the names 
and addresses of inventors whose cases 
have been rejected during the past ten 
years. There have been an average of 
23,000 cases tiled in the Patent Office 
every year for the last ten years and a 
yearly average of 18,000 patents grant­
ed. Last year there were 35,000 appli­
cations tiled and 24,000 patents issued, 
the largest number in any one year. Ou 
this showing something like GO per cent, 
of the applications have been patented. 
So there have ben during the last ten 
■years about 100,000 rejected cases. 
These in part inclrde cases defeated in 
interferences and applications allowed, 
bit <m which tiuul fees have not been 
paid.

Now good attorneys get fully 93 per 
cent vf their cases allowed and patented; 
hence there must bo some reason for 
only GO per cent of the applications be- 
iig a lowed. The reason is this: fully 
S 000 inventors every year make out 
their own cases and try to get them 
t trough the Patent Office. Not know­
ing the routine they almost invariably 
get involved in the meshes of red tape 
and the intricacies of Patent Office pro­
ceed ure. The difficulty may be slight, a 
mere informality, a defective drawing1 
au improperly worded application, «an in­
definite specification, or a slight inter­
ference requiring a few amendments, 
which a skilful patent attorney could 
make in liaif an hour. Put to the in­
ventor these prove an insurmountable 
obstacle ; his appliction is rejected, and 
he gives up in disgust or despair.

Applications for patents in the Unit­
ed States Patent Office go first to the 
twenty eight principal examiners, ac­
cording to the subject matter. If they 
are rejected, two years arc allowed in 
which to amend them or take other ne­
cessary action. If no action shall have 
been taken at the end of two years, such 
cases are treated as abandoned, «and are 
sent to the division where they ate en­
tered in the books which the Patent At­
torneys so much coy et. Fully 50,000 of 
the rejected cases of the Last ten years 
fa I under these conditions. At a low 
• itimate 2i,000 of these rejectee* cnees 
put in the hands < f a competent attor­
ney, could he patented. A patent attor­
ney’s fees on Much conditional cases 
would be about $25 per cat e—a gross 
sum «if <325,000. Count out dit gusted 
investors and those not ab'e.1 k> pay, 
still an enormous number would get out 
patents if they knew huw. Hut the 
trouble is just here—no one outside tlie 
Patent Office is allowed access to those 
file books. And without them they can 
not learn the name and addret-n of in 
vent ore.

Iji 1854, Commodore Perry concluded 
a treaty with Japan by which all her 
ports were thrown open to commerce 
and the empire to the Gospel.

baptized adult converts, 3,115; members, 
11,078; native ministers, GO.—Compiled 
by Japan Evangelical Alliance.

Of the churches 57 are wholly self- 
supporting, and one hundred and one 
partially. The native contributions fer 
all purposes amounted the past year to 
about $20,000. There are twenty-two 
churches in Japan. The Methodisi 
church of Canada began work there in 
1873. It has (> male missionaries 3 of 
these in school work, one in medical and 
evangelistic wotk, one in teaching and 
evangelistic work, and on furlough. 
Those men are given two provinces of 
1,500,000 souls, 250,000 souls each. The 
statistics of April, 1880 give us 501 mem­
bers, 110 of whom are under twelve, an 
increase of 144 over last year.

Among the rules giten by a German 
journal for reuniting stain# and grease 
spots from c’othirg ate these :

Matter adhering mechanically —Beat­
ing, brushing and currents of water, 
either on the upper or und^r side.

Gum, Sugar, Jelly, etc.—Simply wash­
ing with water at a hand heat.

Grease—White goods, wash with siap 
or alkaline lyes. Colored cottons, wash 
with French chalk or Fuller’s earth, and 
dissolve away with benzine or ether.

Oil Colors, Varnish and Resins—On 
white or colored linens, cottons or wool­
ens, use rectified oil of turpentine, alco­
hol, lye and soap. On silks, use bet zm *, 
ether and uiild soap very cautiously.

Stéarine —In a 1 vases, strung, pure j 
alcohol.

Vegetable Color». Fruit, lied Wine | 
and Red Ink.—Oil white goods, sulphur 
fumes or chlorine water. Colored cot­
tons and woolens, wash with lukewarm 
soap, lye or ammonia ; silk the same, 
but more cautiously.

Alazine Inks.—White goooe, tartaric 
acid, the more concentrated the older are 
the spots. On colored cottons, woolens 
and silk, dilute tartaric acid is applied 
cautiously.

Blood and Alhumoncid Matters.— 
Steeping in lukewarm water. If pepsin 
or the juice of Carica papaya can be pro­
cured, the spots are first softened with 
lukewarm water, and then either of these 
substances are appliod.

Iron Spots and Black Ink.—White 
goods, hot oxalic acid, dilute muria 
acid, with little fragments of tin un 
fast-dyed cottons and woolens, citric acid 
cautiously and repeatedly applied. Silks 
impossible.

Lime and Alkalies,—White goods,
« simple washing. Colored cottons, wool­
ens and silks are moistened, and very- 
dilute citric acid is applied with the lin­
ger end.

Acids, Vinegar, Sour Wine, Must, 
Sour Fruits. — White goods, simple wash 
ing, followed up by chlorine was, if a 
fruit color accompanies the acid. Color­
ed cottons, woolens and silks are very 
carefully moistened with dilute ammo­
nia with the huger end. In case of deli­
cate colors it will be found preferable to 
'«lake some prepared chalk into a thin 
paste, Wfcth water, and apply it to the 
spots.

Tannin from Chestnuts, Green Wal­
nuts or Leather. — Whit a goods, hot 
chlorine water and cencentrated tartaric 
acid Colored cottons, woolens and 
silks, apply dilute chlorine water cau.i 
ou sly to the spot, washing it away, and 
reapplying it aovurat times.

Tar, Cart Wheel Greiiso, Mixtures of 
Fat, Resin and Acetic Avid.—On white 
goods, soap and oil turpentine, alternat­
ing with streams of water.

• »t the Act, by which an accused is made 
a competent and compellable witness, 
he is not bound to criminate' himself, 
and in Queen vs. Fee, Judge Proud 
foot tivok the same ground. Appeal was 
made to the Chancery Divisional Court, , 
and thev hold that the defendant is a 
compellable witness in behalf of the 
Crown, even to the extent of criminal- j 
ing himself, thereby over-ruling the de- j 
cision in the Queen vs liai pin. The ] 
court also held that the Divisional Court I 
has jurisdiction to review the decision of I 
a judge in single court in criminal mat ; 
lets’.

Scott Act Repeal.—The St. Mary’s 
Argu% says : “The hotel-keepers of 
Huron held a meeting last week to take 
steps towards securing a repeal of the 
Scott Act in that country. A petition is 
to he prepared asking the Secretary of 
State to allow a vote to be taken on the 
question. We have been told all along 
that the Act was openly violated in 
Huron, and that the hotel-keepers sold 
all the liquor they had demand for and 
that without paying any licenses. Now

The First Member.—The first parlia­
mentary election for the united counties 
of Huron, Perth and Bruce was in 183o, 
Lut the people took very little interest 
in the contest, as there were not many 
votes in the whole county, those few 
being scattered at very wide intervals 
along the Huron Road. Capt. Dunlop, 
Conservative, was the successful candi, 
date, hie opponent being Col. Anthony 
VanEgmond, (father of the Vas Eg- 
monda still living) who was a radical 
supporter of tfie doctrines of the agita­
tors in Upper Canada. In 1854 Perth 
became an independent county, when 
the late T. M. Daly was returned as 
supporter of the Hincks Administra­
tion.—New Era.

Cabbage. -Boil the ealibigs "ently

A Nutritious Broth.—A quarter of a 
teaepoouful of beef extracts, the yolk of 
an eau beaten jip, a cup of boiling water, 
a little salt added and served with a 
slice of hot toast, makes a palatable and 
nutritious luncheon, and an excellent re­
past for invalids.

Tomato Soup.—To one quart of boil 
ing water add one quart of tomatoes; hoil 
again and put in one teaspoonful uf soda; 
aa Boon as it has ceased foaming, add 
one pint of milk, four rolled crackers, 
butter, pepper and salt, and serve very 
hot.

Ginger Bread.—One cup of molasses, 
one cup of hotline water, one talile.poon- 
ful of lard, one teaspounful of baking 
powder, one teaspoonful of ginger, two
cups of flour.

Cooking Without Eggs or Milk.—Two 
teacup» of light brown sugar rolled flue 
with rolling pin, one teacup of laid, one 
of water, one teaspoonful of soda dis. 
solved in water, mix and roll thin, cut 
out and bake quick; as much in baking 
aa making.

Potato Croquettes.—Pare, boil, and 
mash smoothly about six gotd-sized po­
tatoes. Add one .tablespoan of butter, 
two-thirds of a cupful of hot rich milk or 
cream, and whites of two eggs well bea­
ten, salt and pepper to taste. When 
cool enough to handle work into shape, 
roll in egg and bread crumbs, and fry in 
nice, wholesome hot lard.

••Conching’’ is a very effective form of 
needlework, and the title may be applied 
to all forms of embroidery in which 
threads of crewel, silk or gold are laid on 
the surface to he ornamented and stitch­
ed on it by threads coming from the 
back of the material. Conching out 
lines nowadays are unusually thick 
strands of double crewel, filosselle, silk 
cords, or gold thread, used to finish the 
edges of applique, or in geld outline 
work. Those strands, cords or threads 
are caught down at regular intervals 
cither by silks or tine gold thread.

Red Rice.—Take one and one half 
pints of red currants and one-half pint 
of red raspberries. Put them into an 
earthen disband set inside a kettle of 
boiling water until the fruit is broken 
and the juice runs freely. Strain off the
juice, which may then he diluted with 
one part water to two of juice if desired. 
Sweeten to taste; and for each pint of

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THE DEAD RECTOR.

Sketch of the Life of Ven. Arch­
deacon Elwood.

Thf Funnil Service In SI. G«*or*e'» Church 
—An ImpuNlog Ceremony—.1 i^rgc A»« 
scuiMuge Itlniiop Baldwin Luloglsc* 
the Deceased.

“The sun also ariseth, and the sun goeth 
down, and hasteth to his place wiiero he 
arose."—Ecclesiastes v : 1.

The subject of our sketch was born in 
the city of Cjrk, Ireland, in the year 
1810. He was the son of Captain Ed­
ward Elwood, of the 7th Royal Fusiliers, 
and Esther Lindsey, and inherited all 
those qualities that distinguish the Irish 
gentleman of means and culture, ilis 
family was among the oldest of the gen­
try of the county of Roscommon, dis 
tinguishea alike for its fervent Protest­
antism and its loyal attachment to the 
crown. Edward Lindsey Elwood was 
sent at an early age to the private school 
of Rev. T, P. Huddart, where many of 
the distinguished men of the time re­
ceived their early training, me of 
whom, besides the subject of vor 
sketch, gave their life and Ju’oois to the 
service of our young but hardy Uanadi^i 
nationality. We instante such men as 
the present Chief Justice Hogs$er*y, of 
this Province, Ii was undoubtedly a. 
this school that Mr Elwood laid the 
foundations deep ancl broad, of that 
liberal culture tli.it marked his after 
days. He entered Trinity college, Dub­
lin. and graduated B. A., in 1831, pro 
feeding to his M A. decree seven years 
liter, ilis college days were marked, 
as Jhe case with must men of fni'k in 
taeuiselves and ni the better side of 
humanity, by a devotion to bis studies 
;.nd earnestness of purpose that enabled 
liiin to take a high rank upon the rolls 
of his university. Pursuing his studies 
in theology, devoting his life to the 
service ut the Chinch, ha was ordained 
Deacon October 6, 1833, by Rt Rev. 
Dr. Knox, Bishop of Killaloe and Ktl- 
li liera. His eaiiy ministry wi»s charao 
terized by a religious fervor and an un­
tiling solicitude that invariably won 
him a large meisuie of sympathy and 
support in lus particular sphere ot labor. 
Ou Ascension Day, 133G, lie was ordain­
ed Priest by the Lord Bishop of Lime­
rick.

Henceforth his life was devoted to 
the sole end ot preaching the Cîospei 
and leading sinners to the Cross. He 
was first stationed in the Parish of 
Screen, in the Diocese of Tuarn, from 
whence he removed to the Parish of 
Bally more, in the Diocese ot Armagh. 
For six years his residence was fixed at 
Tauderagee, in this parish,and his labors 
vero fruitful not only in the inculcation 

of Christian truth, but in creating and 
cementing those ties of personal esteem 
and sacred friendship which are the 
symbol of worth and the bond of the 
various elements in the work of the 
church. His services in this parish were 
gracefully recognized by ins devoted 
parishioners. Upon his retirement, they 
presented Li il i * i • a lii^hii complimen­
tary address and an accompanying pres­
ent ut valuable silver plate. Of Mr 

wood's teeimir reply in recognition of 
these hoiioir., u impossible to npeak 
loo highly. The t me of that reply is 
so replete v/itu fervid zeal, Christian 
huiLil.ry, and suppressed emotion, as to 
at once indicate that depth of feeling 

and sincerity of motive which all know 
to have accompanied him to the ripeness 
of ago and in the f Jtiunent of his life’s j 
^.reat labor. |

On leaving Tandcragee lu hold charge 
for some time of the Parish of Drum- 
kanagher, in the Diocese cf Armagh, 
where his labors were equally acceptable 
to the laity and to the superior clergy.

< But possessed of no ordinary share of 
the missionary zeal, and longing for a 
life of greater activity, though calling 
for much self-sacrifice, ho emigrated to 
Canada in 1848, to engage in that con­
test with the difliculties of early colonial 
settlement, which demanded his untiring 

’.eal and unflagging hope fur their com­
plete removal. Few at the present day 
can form a just conception of the almost 
insuperable difficulties that beset the 
path of the missions!y in those early 
days. To the generation of missionaries 
fast disappearing from the stage, is due 
the credit of spreading the (iospel in the 
humble settlements ef those times, and 
of pouring the sunshine of God’s word 
upon the humble and otherwise cheer­
less hearth of the lonely pioneer. 
Amongst those harbingers of the Cross 
the subject of our sketch will ever hold 
a foremost place, not alone in the minds 
of those amidst whom he so zealously 
labored, but also in the annals of the 
Church, that tell of the victories won and 
the crosses planted iu those early y eu re, 
when the seed of the church was sown by 
ineu who prized the unsearchable riches 
of Christ above all earthly advantages.

For some months Mr. Elwood was sta­
tioned at York Mills. Here, as at all 
periods in his arduous career, his untir 
ing solicitude for the welfare of the peo­
ple under his charge, bore the fruits of 
irieudship and unqualified esteem. In 
severing his connection with the congre­
gation at York Mills, he received another 
token of that affectionate esteem which 
was ever an unfailing result of his urban­
ity and sincerity to all. He was pre­
sented with a beautiful silver service and 
an address that reflected the feelings of 
a devoted and sorrowing congregation.
Mr. El wood’s reply allows at the u.ne 
the strength of Uis attachment to his 
work, and th&t deep spiritual longing 
which is so essential a counterpart to 
missionary zeal. In 1840 ho was sent by 
the late Bishop Strachan as mission­
ary priest to Goderich and parts 
aujacent. Here, till the hour of his 
death he remained, his circle of 
labor constantly narrowing, as oth­
er ministers of the Cress entered 
the field, but its character gaining in in­
tensity as favoring conditions confined 
his attention to his immediate charge.

! reflect upon the difficulties incident to 
| such a journey in thv.e days, the greater 
appeal's the reward of gratitude posterity 
should mete out to him who dared all 
the perils of Ihe time in spreading the 
light of the c.OSH. The world may ca 
such deeds obstëure ; oui his story will 
chronicle them as ihe greatest successes, 
and thé enlightened Omislian sentiment 
of the sge will accord to them a large 
space of the moral Weil being of the gen­
erations V. come From this time on­
ward Mr Elwood continued to till tno 
duties of Rector of Goderich with con­
summate tact and anility to the day of 
his dea'h. His oft repeated wish that 
he might die in harness has been real 
izfcd, and it seen»» titling that one whose 
life had been i*. series «*f labors, arduous 
indeed, ahoulu retain to the last a sub 
atantial remembrance of ihe laonrs that 
made his life • joy, by tin- j *ys that sent 
him forth to labor in the ah.idow of the 
Crues. H« was made a Canon and a 
Domestic Chap'aiu to the Bishop in 
1869, and on Jan 1st was imde Rural 
Dean These honors he bore with that 
humility and uuosleufcaii n so indet 
libly impressed upon ah the great works 
of his life. The additional duties de 
yolved upon him were discharged with 
all the zeal of his devoted nature, and 
the widened sphere of bis lah'-re oiouuht 
h»un more iht » cviitaut with Jie Diocesan 
clergy, by whom he waa umveraa ly es­
teemed and beloved. His high rt-puta 
tioii and his long career of faithful ser­
vice continued to biinv U»*w unitors, and 
in 1876 he was made Archdeacon of Hu 
run. His activity in church work ne­
cessarily diminished a a age crept upon 
huu, but his interest in the «ff.nrs ot Ins 
parish continued keen and unabated to 
the end. He bred to see ihe conyrrega 
tion among whom he had so long labored 
possessed of a church in a flourishing 
condition, and an organization a most 
perfect for the fulfilment oi all the du 
ties that an ever widening spirit of Chris 
tianity feels called upon to discharge. 
In all those movements, educational 
and moral, that mark the humanitarian 
spirit of the a^e, he whs closely identi 
tied. For mao3 years he was a Trustee 
of the Goderich High eeh-ol, uud to his 
uu|iriug solicitude is due in great moa 
sure the flourishing state of secondary 
education in the town of Goderich. In 
to the social circle tie carried a courtesy 
atic urbanity of temper that at once 
stamped him as a gentleman and a Chris 
tian, and in all the relations of life hit 
course was marked by that equanimity 
of mind and careful consideration for the 
feelings of others that furnish the trues* 
evidence of enlightened toleration and 
catholicity of spirit. He has at last 
gone down to hie grave in the fulness of 
years, to a well-earned peace after life’s 
hard battles, to the enjoyment of that 
reward which so justly crow ns the life 
of the soldier of tne Cross. Those words 
of Christian cheer, those notes of hu 
man sympathy, those fervent appeals to 

* Christian charity, and those trumpet 
tones of eloquent warning which once 
moved the hearts of his hearers, will 
now be heard no more ; but in the silent 
watches of the Church’s bereavement, 
there will still remain to memory his ex­
ample of large-hearted Christianity, his 
genial catholicity, his unaffected sol ici 
tude ; and through the windows of those . 
memories will long be heard the tones of 
that marvellous voice.

When the news of the death of hi 
who had for so many years been a part 
of the life and being of the community 
in which he dwelt, was spread abroad, a 
reeling of deepest sorrow was the univer­
sal expression. Each one, no matter 
what his callir.g or his creed, felt that he 
had lost a friend. But the great day of 
the Christian soldier's deliverance was at 
hand.

THE FUNERAL SERVICE.
The scene at the funeral on Friday 

afternoon was rue r.ot so oil to be for­
gotten. The ceremonies befitted the occa­
sion and the rr.au. Sc. George's church 
was draped in a manner at once deeply 
suggestive and solemn, and the sorrow of 
the public waa shown in the large con­
course of people who thronged the edi­
fice. The church waa densely crowded, 
every seat was occupied, and scores of 
people packed the aisles. The floral tri­
butes, so numerous, attested the indivi­
dual regard of those who had known him 
beat and loved him most. All felt that a 
great and mournful act was being per­
formed in the community. The Bishop 
of Huron, accompanied by Ver. Arch­
deacon Marsh, Rev. J. Edmonds, of 
Seafortb, and J. F, Parke of Blyth. 
entered the church, surpliced. and re­
peating the sentences prescribed; and 
were followed by the coffin containing 
the late Archdeacon’s remains, borne by 
the following pall bearers, all clergy­
men :—0. H. I. Channel*, M A., 
Meafoid ; R. Hicks, B. D., St. Paul’s, 
London ; W. J. Johnston, Goderich : 
Rural Dean Craig, B. D , Clinton , J. 
W. Hcdgics, Bayfield ; James Carrie, 
Dungannon. The coffin waa literally 
covered with floral emblems. At this 
service His Lordship the Bishop of 
Huron spoke feelingly and earnestly 
upon the demise of the late rector, and 
during his address many of the congrega­
tion were in tears. The Bishop spoke 
as follows

BISHOP BALDWIN * ADDRBHti.
Permit me to say a few words concern­

ing the memory of him the last offices 
of whom we are gathered here this after­
noon to perform. I am sure that I. as a 
comparative stranger, .va not able to 
enter into all your feelings as you think 
of him whom God has just called to his 
long rest. I mean that in this congre­
gation there must be many whose pri­
vate ar.d social life have been, as it were, 
interwoven with his history. He haa 
baptized your children ; he has perform­
ed the marriage service for your sons 
and daughters ; he has stood for long 
years where 1 now stand to comfort the 
mourners, to cheer the sorrowing, and 
to point the wanderers to that blessed 
homo where there is a pardon, a wel­
come and a rest awaiting the erring and

the Lord has now called away from the 
scene of his labors sn this life. Let us 
rejoics that it is for his gain. I think 
we can only rejoice when a saint falls 
asleep in the Lord. St. Paul says fol 
himself, “To die is gain * The tears, the 
clouds, the anxieties, the sorrows, alike 

I are forever past. Our departed friend 
sleeps in Christ, and 4‘Blessed are the 
dead who die in the Lord.” Blessed, 
because with Christ , blessed, because 
they ure in that atmosphere where sin 
never enters, and where no aluuds ever­
more disturb tne sunshine of the pres 
euce of the Lord. And now, as we read 
the sublime lesson which the Church of 
England has appointed to he read on this 
solemn occasion, we see the substantial 
comfort, th® massive light, the exceed 
iog great glory which revelation throws 
upon the dark, troubled, subject of 
death. It shows us that it is gain to die, 
and that whilst this body shall pass 
away, and the the outward frame gw to 
its mother earth, that what is now sown 
iu corruption shall be raised in incorrup- 
lion—that what is now sown in weak­
ness shall be raised to glory. When we 
think that dear pilgrim on life's rough 
way/we think of him, do we not, as ha 
walked in these streets, or eat at hie 
own fireside ? But when we next fee 
him, it shall be in a better body ant in 
the resurrection glory, changed in a 
moment, in that glad hour when Jesii 
Ubri»t shall come to Ik> admired ii 
His saiiiie. When the dead in Cl.r 
shall rise, our dear friend shall r] 
again—rise with the sainted dead, 
t«> meet his Lord—and so shall lie t^r 
be with the Lord, in his resurrecl 
body. It speaks to every one ; to afin 
this church who are sighing fer t 
whom the Lord has taken away, f II 
sneaks to them, and it telle them t 
is not all of death to die. It tells 
that all who have fallen asleep in 
are oidy there for a little while, 
ing the personal advent of Christ ; 
ing the vlad m iming when the 
shall be past, and the day brea! 
the joyous moment come when 
shall be with us again. This is t?i 
of the church—iho psrsonal sec'uil
