THE ATTORNEY GENERAL

As is customary on the second read-
ing of a bill before the House the at-
torney general explained the terms
and operation of his bill respecting
“An Act for Insane Persons.”” The
law at present is = contained in
chapter 90 of the Consolidated Ordi-
nances. This ordinance provides
that when information is laid before a
magistrate that any person is
pected of being insane he may issue
a warrant, hear evidence and com-
mit the person to custody. The act
of the attorney geneﬁf further pro-
vides tha! where the person is able
to pay, his maintenance is paid out
of the fuuds of his own estate. As
the law now stands the government
cannot recoup itself; nor is there
provision for taking medical testi-
to the mental state of the
The new act will provide
for this eratingency. .Before a per-
son can be committed to the asylum
he must be adjudged not only in-
sane, but dangerous to be at large
The Province of Alberta is at pres-
ent supporting 110 lunatics in the
Brandon asylum and two in the Sel-
kirk institution. The estimated ex-
pense for the province for these un-
fortunates next year is $50,000. In
consequence of this large expense the
government propose that within a
year to establish a provincial asylum,
and inquiries are now being made
as to the best and most modern form
of an asylum. TUntil this institution
is established the lieutenant governor
is empowered to make arrangements
with the government of another pro-
vince. An important provision is
made in the act for obtaining a fam-
ily history, and report on the physi-
cal condition of an insane person be-
fore the magistrate. The object is to
safeguard the province from undesir-
able immigrants. Under this act
wherever an ‘immigrant has within
two years after landing in Canada
been committed to an asyium, or be-
come an inmate of & jail or charit
able institution he may be deported
by making a requirition to the De-
partment of the - Interior. The pro
vincial government has already taken
advantage of the Dominion act pas-
sed last session, to deport a consid-
erable number of undesirable immi
grants.

FROZEN TO DEATH

intense cold, unable to find the trail
which he had missed, and overcome
by exhaustion and cold, Geo. Thomp-

In the great™coal sirike in Pennsyl-
vania a few years ago, in which 150,-
300 men were involved, one party, the
miners, wanted to arbitrate, but the
coal barons refused, and it was not
until President Roosevelt forced them
that they allowed the dispute t3 be
settled in that -way.

There seems to be only one country
hat has arrived at a solution of this
problem, and that is New Zealand,
which for the past 8 or 10 years has
been free from labor strikes and lock-
outs, and if statistics mean anything,
New Zealand has prospered .under the
system -that they hhave adopted, name-
ly, compulsory arbitration.. Voluntary
arbitration is good as far as it goes,
but when it is most needed it fails
and fails utterly.

Imoartial Tribunal.

What is needed is a tribunal that
is entirely impartial, to whom both
parties may submit their disputés,
and whose decision will be final and
binding. 5

When one contemplates the enorm-
ous costs of labor disputes that have
becurred during the last quarter of a
century, it is appalling. Great Brit-
ain, the leader in voluntary arbitra-
tion, has an average of from 800 to
1,000 strikes annually at a cost to
the country of some forty millions
of dollars. France has an avergge
of upwards of 500, Germany annu-
ally -settles about four per cent. of its
labor difficulties by arbitration, and
there has been about 25,000 strikes
in the United States in the last 25
vears, at a cost of some five hundred
millions of dollars; while during the
last ter or twelve years the country
I have referred to, New Zealand, has
had no s‘rikes,-and so far as I have
known the people are well satisfied.

Considering what I have said in
regard to this question, and I have
hardly touched the fringe of what
might be said relative to it, I think,
Mr. Speaker, that the members of this
House will agree with me that the
Government should be in possession

estimation. )

1t was the Ross administration that
first projected a railway into that
great unexplored region of Ontario, |
and the same public enterprise that
built this railway'is very clearly in
evidence in Senator Ross’ speech upon
what is now generally known as the
last West. Mr. Ross’ first speech in
the Senate easily places him in the
front rank in that legislative body, as
his abilities in public debate, his ad-
ministrative capacity, his forensic
powers as a political advisor and hia
advocacy of sane imperialism have
given him a high place among colonial
statesmen in an age that has called
the ablest men of the land to the
councils of the Empire.

A TIMELY PROVISION

It
provides for a report of a very ex-
haustive nature upon the physical
and mental condition and the family
history of the subject who has been
pronounced insane.

This report becomes important
from the fac® that there is a Do-
minion law which provides for the
deportation of any immigrant who
within two years of his landing in
Canada becomeg insane. This report
of the patient will then show if it
is a case for deportafion and if so
the Dominion government will be
called upon to enforce this law. This
is a highly important matter in a
provinee to which the tide of immi-
gration is turned as it is to Alberta
at the present time.

“Man Frozen on the Prairie,” or
something like that. The sfory set
out the bare faets of am Austrian
set‘ler in the Vermilion district who
stayed too long op' the prairie ome
bitterly cold night® vainly endeav-
oring to round up his cattle; that he
was badly frost biti:n and brougit
to the Misericordia hospital for treat-
mentes
Atat was the story’s first appear-
i‘w?; it was hews. Thereafter the
hospital notes centained enly occa-
sional two or three line reports of
the patiect, but all the while the
case was growing more momentous
to the man himself.

Hope was dying out slowly in him.
Medical science and careful nursing
were futile. Reviewing the cause of
his being there one might agk if he
regretted the humanitysand the thrift
shat drove him farther and farther
on the white prairie to round up his
:‘hi\’eringf famished cattle. He
saved the. cattle, and a neighbor is
now tending them--the man who
found him suffering alone in his
dreary; bachelor-shack.

But Opfer can .never be a burly,
active farmer again. His two' feet
and one hand haye been amputated
one by one as the sick man could en-
dure it to be done. He had gone
through the hardest phase of pio-
neering; he could look forward to
to a buxom Galician wife probably
some comfort, to a good prairie home,
ani the solid delight of a man who

~looks about on broad acres with a

sense of possession. But his own in-
dustry, his own sense of humanity
have defeated his dreams of ‘mak-
ing good.”- Through no blame of }1s
he is now a cripple for life. It is
one of the tragedies of the Canadian
prairie, another lcaf from the big
book of trying experiences that go to
make this west developing the great
land of the century.

For some of the tragedies we can-
not even offer compensation. But in
this case something might be done
in finding suitable employment for a
man afflicted as Opfer is.

Lack of Election Law Not Felt.

]~‘antunm~1y the lack of a Contro-
verjed Elections Law has not had any
evil effects as yet in the Province of
Alberta, for the very good reason that
the elections that have so far taken
place in- this province have been con-
ducted in such an honest manner
that in no one single cese has any
elector in the province, no matter on
which side of pelitics he may be, has
felt so dissatisfied with the result of
any eleciion that he has desired tc
invoke the provisions of any such law
as i3 embodied in a Cofitroverted
Election Act.

Now while this has been the case
up to the present time, and so far as
this side of the House is concerned,
we are convinced that the elections in
this ecountry will continue to be con-
ducted, as long as the present ad-
minis“ration remains in power, wit
that same absence of anything ap-
proaching questionable election meth-
uods, which has characterized the elec-
tions held in this province up to the
present time. The best evidence of
which is the fact, as I have already
pointed out, that there has not as
yet been a single protest lodged
against any election in the province.
Similar Provisions to Territorial Act.

The. Government have, however,
felt it thzir duty to introduce at this
session g Controverted Elections Act
having similar provisions to those
which were formerly in force in the
Nortn-West Territories, and which
have been found to have worked out
quite satisfactorily since the passing
of the original acts in the year 1897.
The Government feeling that the
principle adopted in modern Umes
in almost all legislatures in the Brit-
ish Empire of deputing to the courts
of the country the trial of election
matters is a much better principle
than permitting them to be decided
by a select parliamentary committee
as was the custom in older times.

Gleichen Election.

There is another circumstance, how-
ever which has weighed with the ad-
ministration in coming to the con-
clusion that this act should be in-
“troduced at such an early date in the
presen’ session. As the members of
this. House are aware, we ree:ntly had
a bye-election in the constituency of
Gleichen, My honorable friends on
the opposite side of the House were

. not_very successful in that contest,

and whilz there has been no indica-
tion that any one thinks that that
election was conducted in anything
but the fairest manner, nevertheless,
in order to give any one who might
désire to contest this election in the
courts the right to do so, the Gov-
ernment has infroduced this act this
early in tie seszion, and if it meets
with the approval of the House the
bill will r:ceive its third reading and
be in a position to receive the early
assent of the Lieutenant Governor so

that any ane who desires to contest

the wvalidivy of the Gleichen election
may do so within the time limited by
the act for filing a petition for that
purpose.

low dip in the mercury. On Saturday
it came to a show-down. There was
no coal in town and none in sight,
and many a stove showed a black and
gaping maw, hungry for the dusky
diamonds which create the artificial
chincok. Public feeling beeame alarm-
ed and a public meeting was called,
at which the citizens called on the
C. P. R. to protect them from the
frost by hurrying in some coal from
somewhere. Then the wires were hot
for an hour and the superintendent
sent back word that there were 15
cars on the way, from Bankhead and
that theywwould be in the city by
midnight. The cars did not arrive
on time, though several citizens, more
anxious than others by the spectre
of the coal famine, stayed up all
night to see it come in. But on Sun-
day morning the train arrived and
all the Sabbath day the coal trains
dashed 'to and fro about the belle
city of the cow country, delivering
coal in 500 pound lots to citizens who
had o have the fuel or resort to con-
stant Delsarte to keep themselves
from freezing to death. Fifteen cars,
howevier, wed a mere drop in the
bucket. Before the stars #winkled
again it was all distributed in small
lots and there “were still many -eiti-
zens unsatisfied. Only to the most
heedy was the coal distributed and
all who had a day or two’s supply
had to take what the boys call. the
Mexican stand-off. It was a kind of

a scramble, with the premiums go- |

ing to the most imaginative romane-
er. By actual count at the coal of-
fice there were over three hundred
new born babes in Calgary families
on -that eventful Sabbath morn, who
had to have coal at once, and the
number of frail and sufferinz moth-
ers-in-law who were pinched and
reached by the biting cold, was stu-
pendaus beyond all the dreams of the
census taker.
