The Last of Cook.

It is about time we heard the last
of Dr. Cook and his pretensions. The
University of Copenhagen, which ap-
pointed a commitiee of experts to ex-
amine the proof that Dr. Cook him-
self placed before them, declare that
the documents afford no satisfactory
evidence. Some of the experts who
examined Cook’s proofs have not hesi-
tated to describe the whole of the
Polar case worthless 'and fraudulent.

But the most clinching blow to his
claim to serious consideration is the
action of the Board of Governors of
the Explorers’ Club. The Board has
not had Dr. Cook’s polar claims under
consideration, but quite another mat-
ter, viz., his claim that he ascended
the summit of Mount McKinley in
1906.

The committee of the Club has been
investigating Dr. Cook’s claim of
reaching the top of Mt. McKinley, and
reported that it must be rejected as
unworthy of credence.

The committee consisted of man}
distinguished men. It disregarded the
evidence of his guide, who also de-
clared CooXx did not climb Mt. Mc-
Kinley, and based the findings or
facts which showed that no credencc
could be given to statements made by
Cogk.

Individual-signed reports are sub-
mitted by Herschel C. Parker, profes
sor of physics at Columbia, and Bel-
more Brown, both of whom were
members of the Cook-McKinley ex-
pedition, and-'by Charles Sheldon, whe
has recently returned from a year’s
residence on the slope of Mount Mc-
Kinley, where he went with the ex-
press purpose of studying the config-
uration of the mountain, with a view
to the possibility of its ascent.

Prof. Barker reports that he was ¢
partner with Dr. Cook in the McKin-
ley expedition, both physically and
finanéially. Dr. Cook assumed the
lead, with a plan which proved un-
feasible, and the party only got out
with their lives, thanks to the locai
knowledge of Belmore Brown, one o!
its members.

‘It was perfectly understood,” says
Prof. Parker, ‘that after this misad-
venture all further . attempts were
abandoned for the season, otherwisc
Prof. Parker would not have left the
expedition.’

Instead of this, Dr. Cook, it i
charged, sidetracked all members of
the expedition, until there remained
only Cook, his guide Barrill, and one
packer, who was subsequently got rid
of also. These defections left Dr.
Cook, says Prof. Parker, no instri-
ments capable of measuring the alti-
tudes he says he attained. Moreovey,
he adds, the summer’s experience h
shown that of all the party, Caok and
Barrill were the least gifted physical-
ly for arduous mountaineering.

" Belmore Brown in the main. con-
firms Prof. Parker, and says in addi-
tion that in Dr. Cook’s book there is
not one date given from the time he
Jeft the Chulitna River. This makes
intelligent criticism impossible, he
‘declares. He asserts, further, that he
never saw Dr. Cook make a single

mrold barometer mdlng during the.

attained the summit of Mount Mec-
Kinley.

Brown revamps .his charges with
the declaration that Cook and Barrill
had no ice-creepers, and that, though
Dr. Cook later told Prof. Parker that
he and Barrill were roped together
for every foot of the last stages, Prof.
Parker and Brown both remember€d
that they had destroyed the climbing
rope as defective before they quit the
expedition. Furthermore, in none of
the pictures published in Dr. Cook’s
book does a climbing rope show.

Brown and Sheldon also report that
various photographs in Dr. Cook’s
book do not represent the peaks they
are said to picture, and Sheldon de-
nies that he is the author of the ap-
pendix C in the book, which Dr. Cook
credited to him.

The committee as a whole therefore
concludes in part that:

' ‘Dr. Cook’s account of the ascent is
not only dych as to be unconvincing
to the expenNenced mountaineer, but
under analysis\it becomes incredible.

‘That he entered into a secret finan-
cial agreement. with a publisher,
which resulted in embarrassment to
his associates.

‘That he broke his agreements’ be-
fore his fellow club members to sup-
ply his original photographs and data
upon which his book was based.’

Prison Notes.

A warder at \laldstone (Eng.) jail
was recently arrested and charged
with aiding a convict under his
charge to forge a document which
was to be used for swindling pur-
poses.

The case had a curious parallel in
one which happened at Rendsburg
Prison, near Berlin, a little more than
a year -ago. For some time past coun-
terfeit five mark pieces had flooded
the country. The police failed utterly
to' discover their source wuntil the
mother--in-law of a prison warder was
seen passing two of these coins.

The Police Commissary entered the
prisbn in the guise of a convict, and
watched the warder, and discovered
that the coins were being manufac-
tured by night in one of the cells hy
a convict. The warder had secured
for him his kit of tools, and brought
tktem into the prison. The convict,
working by night, made about a score
of counterfeits every twenty-four
hours, and the warder took them out
and passed them.

Both in the shops and in the out-
door labor gangs in English prisons,
convicts communicate freely by talk-
ing without moving the lips, and
many are the plots hatched for future
crime or more immediate escape.

A few years ago a “lifter”, who had
made two attempts to suicide and two
at escape, was sent from Dartmoor to
Portland. There he met an .old ac-
quaintance—a thorough bad lot, wiom
we call by his initial “S.”—and they
began to make fresh plans for escape.
S. got hold of some thin pieces of
copper, with which the . “lifter” could
make keys, and they took into their
confidence two other men, one of them
in the blacksmith’s shop. No. 3 man-
aged to get impressions in bread-
paste of the keys of the prison gates;
No. 4 gave the “lifter” a couple of
files, and the latter cut the skeleton
keys.

No. 3 then managed to test them,
and, finding they would work, hid
them in a shed. But here a warder
found them, and, though it was im-~
possible to prove who had made thém,
the “lifter” was promptly despatched
back to Dartmoor.

In September, 1898, a number of
Hindu aparchists were brought up for
trial at Aljpur, on the evidence of
an informer pamed Goswami. They
were hardly in the, dock. before two
of them drew revolvers and opened
fire upon the informer, who fell dead,
while two Europeans were badly
wounded. Heére was another case of
a prison plot. There must have been
collusion to enable the scoundrels to
get revolvers smuggled into :he
prison. »

New Curling Rink

Some fifty curlers associated them-
selves and formed the Newfoundland
Curling Rink, Ltd. The President is |
Mr. W. D. Reid, and the Secretary, Mr.
F Donnelly. A committee of two,
consisting of the President and Mr.
(. Duder were ‘appointed to arranze
for the building of a rink. The rink
was begun about the middle of Octo-
ber and to-day the carpenters leave it,
and last might the floor was fléoded
for the first time. It is called the
Avalon Rink and is situated to
south of the Prince’s Rink, with the
front door abutting Factory Lane.
Its outside dimensions are 178 feet hy
85. The big heams across are built of
spruce 2 by 9 each bolted together by
7% bolts. There is a considerable
number ‘of bolts in the building, $190
having been spent on them. Inside
there are four curling rinks, and two
waiting rooms, one for ladies, one
for gentlemen, with lockers and lava-
tory accommodations. The rinks are
lit by incandescent lamps, mno arc
lamps being in use in the building.
Over each tee in each rjnk is suspen--
ed a bunch of 50 candle power iamps.
There is a locker for each member of
the curling clubs, large enough to
take a pair of stones and a broom.
Altogether there are 106 curlers in the
two gerntlemen’s clubd! the Mic Mac
and the Terra Nova’'s, @nd 25 members
in the Ladies’ Clubs.

With a2 new rink, with a large and
enthusiastic body of curlers, it is evi-
dent the “roaring” gamie is on the ove
of taking on a new span of vigorous
life.
