We notice the Postmaster General 

states that it is proposed to expend 
$50.000, during the coming year, to 
strengthen the land lines and string 
additional wires on the poles on the 
main telegraph lines.

As to telephones, he says the Postal 
Telegraphs are more interested in the 
extension of the telephone to the 
smaller outports to connect them 
with the larger telegraph centres and 
thereby affording a means of contri­
buting to the Telegraph Revenue, and 
he expresses the opinion that the 
whole telephone system needs to be 
properly organized and placed under 
the supervision of a competent tele­
phone expert before it can be regard­
ed as satisfactory.

The statement by Sir Edward Grey 
that Montenegro has placed the fu­
ture of Scutari, unconditionally, in 
the hands of the European Powers, is 
most satisfactory and should abate the 
tension which has prevailed for some 
considerable time.

It will be noticed that the highest 
Court of Appeal in the British Isles 
has, according to the cable despatch 
of to-day, had before it a question of 
contempt proceedings against a party 
to divorce proceedings. The Court 
quashed the proceedings and laid 
down the principle that every court of 
Justice is open to all subjects of the 
King and that no Court can proceed 
legally in camera. This is a vindica­
tion of the right of publicity, the 
greatest guarantee, a country can have 
against the cloaking and suppression 
of prosecution. We have never been 
able to understand why preliminary 
proceedings in the Magstrate’s Court 
in Newfoundland are so often held in 
the Magistrate's room and not in open 
court. Such proceedings in England 
are always held in open court. Here 
it savours too much of camera pro­
ceedings. So far as we know, there is 
no authority for it. except a usage 
which has crept in here and which is 
quite foreign to English custom. It 
would be well if the Magistrate’s 
Court should take cognizance of this 
judgment and shape its preliminary 
inquiries and coroner's Inquest ac­
cordingly.

Terrible Outrage 
Results in Murder.

Yesterday afternoon the Minister of 
Justice received a telegraphic mes­
sage conveying the intelligence of an 
awful outrage at Musgrave Harbour, 
which had resulted fatally. The in­
formation contained in the message 
was most meagre, and in substance 
was to the effect that a girl had been 
criminally assaulted and had died 
within twenty-four hours of the out­
rage. The Magistrate at Fogo was 
instructed by the Department to pro­
ceed to the spot and investigate.

LONDON, Noon.

LONDON, To-Day.
An end was put to-day as to the pos­

sibility of secret proceedings in di­
vorce and other suits in the United 
Kingdom by a judgment delivered by 
the House of Lords, sitting as the 
highest Court of Appeals. The Divorce 
Courts had adjudged Mrs. Scott guilty 
of contempt of court for circulating 
among her friends a report of a case 
heard in camera, in which she had 
been accused of infidelity but had 
been vindicated. The Lord Chancel­
lor's opinion, in which the other Law 
Lords coincided to-day, reversed the 
judgment for contempt of court, which 
the Court of Appeals had sustained. 
The Lord Chancellor declared that 
"Every court of justice in the land 
is open to the subjects of the King, 
and the court has no power to sit 
otherwise than with open doors."

OTTAWA, To-day.
A bill to provide for more advan­

tageous conditions for telegraphic 
communications between Canada and 
the United Kingdom, and other parts 
of the British Empire, introduced in­
to the House yesterday by the Hon. 
L. P. Pelletier, occasioned some de­
bate. It was intended to ratify a con­
tract to fill the gap in the present 
All Red Cable Service. At the same 
time it creates an ocean telegraph 
board to be composed of the Post­
master General, the Minister of Mar­
ine, the Minister of Railways to make 
regulations governing the system. 
At present the governments 6f Brit­
ain, Canada, Australia and New Zea­
land control the trans-Pacific cable 
and the Board of Management of that 
line has leased a telegraph line from 
Vancouver to Montreal from the Ca­
nadian Pacific Railway's Telegraph 
Company, by contract with the Post­
master General. He explained to the 
House a wireless service will be se­
cured to complete the communica­
tion between the Antipodes and Brit­
ain.

Robinson Stunned by
10 Years Sentence.

First Policeman Convicted of Grafting
Reels and Lowers Head—Clemency
Plea Fails.
Policeman Thomas F. Robinson, 

who was convicted of extortion re­
cently, was sentenced to not less than 
six years or more than ten years in 
Sing Sing by Justice Seabury in the 
Criminal Branch of the Supreme 
Court.

Robinson is the first policeman to 
be convicted of grafting in the pres­
ent police investigation. Poliçeman 
John J. Hartigan is already in Sing 
Sing under sentence of not less than 
two years and six months or more 
than three years and six months on 
conviction of perjury before the Grand 
Jury.

The first of the sentences for actual 
grafting appeared to stun the prison­
er and his friends in the court room. 
Robinson had worn a smile through­
out his trial and he heard the verdict 
of the jury with the same expression 
on his face. He had lost the smile 
when he was brought into court later 
and when he heard the sentence he 
reeled slightly. He soon regained 
control of himself, however, and went 
out of the court room on his way back 
to the Tombs with lowered head. Sev­
eral friends shook hands with him 
again as he left the room.

Justice Seabury pronounced sen­
tence without comment.

According to friends of the police­
man, Robinson did not expect nearly 
so heavy a sentence. He had based 
liis hopes for a short term on the 
minimum of two years and six months 
received by Hartigan. Hartigan, how­
ever, was not even mentioned as ever

having had to do with the collection
of protection money. He was con­
victed of having committed perjury 
in order to shield Inspector Denis 
Sweeney.

Robinson was convicted of having 
extorted $50 from Ludovico Tancredi, 
proprietor of the Venice Restaurant in 
125th street, under threat of arrest if 
the money was refused. Tancredi 
testified that he ha,d been convictéfl 
and sent to the workhouse by ihe 
police when he had refused to pay 
graft on an earlier occasion. Rob­
inson appeared as a witness against 
him, and on a second arrest, he said, 
he paid $150 to Tom Lloyd for the 
police, and the case was dropped. 
Tancredi also said that Robinson 
urged him to “put a few girls” into 
the rooms of his hotel so that he 
would be able to pay the protection 
money demanded.—N. Y. Sun.

Aviator Was Lost
In Flight.

Paris, April 29.—Aviator Gillaux 
was “lost” for more than twelve 
hours, when a 1,000 mile flight landed 
him in Kollum, a small town in Hol­
land. Yesterday he managed to com­
municate with Parisefriends, reliev­
ing their anxiety.

Gillaux arose from Biaritz at 4.22 
o’clock yesterday morning, and re­
mained in the air until 7 o’clock last 
night, -when he landed at Kollum.

It was impossible for the aviator to 
get telephone or telegraphic com­
munication with Paris until yester­
day, and great uneasiness was felt for 
his safety.

PARIS, May 5.
The coming visit of King Alfonso to 

Paris on Wednesday, is regarded as of 
considerable significance for Europe, 
as it is said to mean the entrance of 
Spain into the Triple Entente.

LONDON, May 5.

of Canada. It is pointed out that ev­
en in the absence of further relapse 
it will ta.ke several months before the 
Duchess is completely restored. The 
Duke has expressed his desire to be 
with the Duchess durng her conval­
escence. The official bulletin states 
that she had a fair night, and her con­
dition shows some improvement.

Programme of Merit

All 
these families are of mixed .Russian 
and Chlneee blood and the present 
chief of the settlement, Vitus 11 Znam- 
en*ky. looks like a pure Chinese,

The Imansk republican* have taken 
extraordinary precautions to keep 
their existence a secret from the out­
side world, The trappers, explorers, 
and tramps who have fallen lpto 
their hands have always been put to 
death, except where they undertook to 
join the republic, and never to leave 
It. Ths choice, however, was Vjery 
seldom given to an educated person, 
as such would be likely to tire of life 
It, the republic, and make an attempt 
to escape.

The Commission discovered that M.' 
Kyrlll Feodoroff. the rich grain mer- 
chant of Marllnsk, who disappeared 
mysteriously five years ago, fell a vic­
tim to the republic’s laws. In J»ly. 
1907, M. Feodoroff, with two Cossack 
servants, went exploring In the Sun­
gari and districts. They were seized 
near Imansk town by Znamensky and 
the guards of the Republican govern­
ment. One Cossack was killed while 
resisting. Feodoroff and the other 
Cossack were beaten on the soles of 
the feet and given pardon on condi­
tion that they stayed in thp republic 
and abandoned all hope of ever re­
turning home. In order to save their 
live# they promised. Feodoroff was. 
given up for dead; his wife sold his 
heuse in Marllnsk, and migrated to 
Moscow. x

It discovered that the republic tun) 
first been started as a holy retreat 
for ascetics and that It afterwards fell 
Into the hands of Russian and Chin­
ese convicts and prospered amazing­
ly. The founder was the millionaire 
ascetic Inno.kenti Sibiriakoff, who in­
herited a fortune of $25,00,0,00,0; fell 
under the influencée of mystical per­
sons; and finally gave up his property 
and wandered about Siberia and Rus­
sia as a "Besserebrennik"—a beggar.

When travelling in East Asia he 
was struck by the secluded position 
of the Inman. He gave $5.000 to three 
holy men to build log houses and a 
log church. The good men and about 
twenty other persons, prayed there 
for three years.

In the fourth year there descended 
upon them a baud of Yakutsk con­
victs, who murdered the whole twenty- 
three persons. These invaders start- 
ted the Imansk Republic which was 
at first, a mere robbers' den, and for 
two years kept pirate boats on the 
Ussuri River. The republic develop­
ed. More bandits and convicts came, 
fought, murdered and drank. Next 
came Chinese with their wjveg. TJ)e 
bandits murdered the Chinese and 
stole their wives. The settlement 
grew; made ils own constitution and 
laws: and In the village and country 
around counted nearly 5,000 adher­
ents at the time it was discovered by 
Veliki.

Terrible Code of Laws la Force.
The Russian Commission carefully 

guarded by the 500 Cossacks, set It­
self to examine the laws and eeotiomie 
state of the republic. They had op- 
portuhltlee to see the law at work. 
When they entered the village a man 
was being hung up by the heels for 
Mealing a horse, And not far off a 
naked Chinese, who, had been beaten 
to death, lay In the enow, Around 
,his body daneed Hie Imansk women, 
and sang me seeing imiga, The ptm= 
(eked Chinese, it appealed, had brok^ 
en the ineal fishing lew,

The imansk population had Invent­
ed, lit their native ignorance, a code 
of lawa a hundred times more severe 
than that of the ancient Hebrews. For 
about tVenty offences death Is in­
flicted. Among these Is not counted 
murder, P16 punishment for murder 
Is beating and the payment of a fine 
of thirty poods of meat or fish. The 
"State Attoreny" of Imansk, an ex- 
eonvlct named Ifobulleff, gave the 
following as offbnees fbr which the 
only punishment Is death:

What will become of the Imansk re­
public Is not yet settled. It Is still 
flourishing,/- The Cossacks withdrew 
when the Commission returned to 
Vladlvostock. The Imandl» people 
thereupon held a meeting and threat­
ened to resist by force any attempt 
to ;uake them submit to Russian laws.

M. MaklakoR's present plan, It Is 
stated, Is to disperse the Republicans 
and \ise them for colonIzlrig tlte Low­
er Ussuri.

Weights and Measures !
The following Sections of the Act 

Respecting Weights and Measures 
are published for general informa­
tion s—

“Any person who shall use a 
beam, scale, weight, or measure, in 
the sale or exchange of any commo­
dity. not assayed and stamped, or 
who shall alter the same after being 
so asseyed and stamped, or who shall 
use steel-yards, except fot the pur­
pose of weighing hay or straw, or 
who shall use a beam made of wood, 
shall forfeit a sum not exceeding 
twenty dollars,”

“Salt may be sold by measure, or 
by weight; if sold by measure, there 
shall be eighteen gallons to a tub 
(liquid measurement), and three 
tubs to a hogshead. Any person who 
shall sell or dispose of salt by meas­
ure otherwise than according to the 
standard hereby established, shall 
forfeit a sum not exceeding twenty 
dollars.”

"The , Chief Inspector, and Inspec­
tors shall, when' required, inspect and 
adjust all beams, scales, weights and 
measures, brought to the office of 
either of them, according to the said 
standard, and they shall stamp or 
mark thereon the initials of the 
reigning Sovereign, and * their own 
proper initials.”
