“Britons, Hold
Your Own.”

The sooner it is recognized that the
real objective of German ambition is
overseas dominions where German
colonists can emigrate, the sooner will
it be realized that the British Empire
is fighting for its very existence. Less
than twenty years ago Germany began
to build up its Navy. Then Germany
was a negligible power at sea. To-
day she is formidable. The advent of
thc Dreadnoughts which were render-
ed inevitable by the experience of the
sea fight in the Far East where Togo
was victorious gave Germany a chance
to start building big ships on a big
scale. Great Britain has had to strain
every nerve to outpace her. To-day
however, she is only second to Britain,
and had Britain not intervened she
could have easily crippled the ¥rench
Navy and would have endeavoured to
seize on Belgium, Holland and Den-
mark and obtain complete coatrol of
the Baltic Sea and the Eastern sea-
board of the North Sea. The peril of
the British Empire would have been
increased a hundred fold. For within
a few years she would have then been
enabled to confront Britain on the
sea and if successful crush her At
home by her millions of trained
troops. The ultimate objective of
Germany is the British Empire. She
has enormous resources at home, and
an overflowing population which has
been emigrating very extensively to
the United States, Canada, Australia
and other British Colonies. A short
time ago, a Newfoundlander who was
travelling in Soutk Germany told us
that last year he was in conversation
with a professional man there who
teok him for an American. In the
course of the conversation the German
complained that the Kaiser was doing
nothing. Asking him what he ex-
pected the Kaiser to be doing, he said,
well, -.there’s England and her calon-
ies. They are rich and have room for
Germans. . The Newfoundlander then
enquired -what that had to do with it.
He replied, it had everything to 4o
with it. “They wanted British wealth
and the British Colonies, and they in-
tended to have them. The Newfound-
lander then asked the German, who
told him he was one of the many
Socialists of the German profassion2i
and middle class, whether the senti-
ment he was expressing was held by
many others in the city. In reply, the
German answered' in the affirmative
and told him it was shared by nine
out of ten men of his class. The New-
foundlander disclosed that he was a
Britisher and a loyal one at that. The
German hurriedly closed the conver-
sation and left him. This conversa-
tion, incidental as it was, however, is
typical of the thought which has been

- directing German' policy for the past
twenty years. Here is what the New

York Independent said recently:—

“When, Winston Churchill, the First

Lord of the Admiralty, in his Man-

chaster speech on the 18th of last
October, renewed his proposal in be-
half of the British Government that
Great Britain and Germany agree to
take a year’s holiday in battleship
building, Grand Admiral von Tir-
pitz, naval secretary of state for Ger-
niany, replied:

The German navy has a purely de-
fensive function, and no aggressive
purpose.

et within less than a year Ger-
many declares a war so stupendous
as to.stagger humanity, while the
-whole armed camp of Europe leaps to

. the challenge.”

‘We must all prepare for a severe
struggle and prepare to go maafully
through the period of adversity, which
‘must-mark it. United action is essen-
tal. We read of Irish Nationalist

- crowds cheering soldiers in Dublin
- bound for the front, in the midst of
their sorrow for the Dublin nutrage.
We have been. stirred by Redmond’s
_patriotic words and Carson’s burying
the hatchet.

Movement.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—Whilst we all rejoice at
the admirable spirit of loyalty and
enthusiasm that was the chief charac-

teristic of last Monday’s meeting, and
whilst there can .be only one opinion
as to the desirability of sending a con-
tingent of troops to assist the Mother-
land in her hour of trial, the question
that suggests itself to some of us is,
are we in a position to do so? If we
can answer: that question in the af.
firmative, there is no further room
for ~debate, but, Mr. Editor, I submit
there are many loyal citizens in this
country to-day who 2re not prepared
to say “yes” to that question. At the
opening meeting held a few days ago
presided’ over by the Governor, the
Premier Sir Edward Morrig intimated,
in. somewhat ambiguous terms it is
true, that the-financing of this pro-
ject should be taken up by wealthy
patriotic citizens outside of the Gov-
erment. If this is correct, it behoves
us to consider what financial obliga-
tions we are likely to be called upon
to bear. In' the first place the con-
tribution of 500 Volunteers fully
equipped, with thc additional cost of
transportation. and allowance for
families left unprovided for, is going
to ccst some one not less than $250,-
000. Upon whom is this charge to
fall? If the country is determined
the contingent shall go, ; then the
country only should be called upon
to pay. In other words, this work
should begin and end in the Govern-
ment of the Colony. In Canada and
Australia when like offers are made
they come from the Government, and
as I understand in our own case the
rovernment promised this contingent
to the ,JJmperial Authorities, it is
clearly their duty to bear all the
costs of the promise. It might mean
that our Government would have to
impose certain taxation to raise -the
necessary revenue, but even so, if they
feel that the country demands that
this contingent be sent, they should
have no compunction in levying such
a tax, and then if some of our wealthy
patriotic citizens chose to contribute
to this fund, well and good, but the
whole movement should, in my opin-
jon, begin and end in the Government
of the Colony.

If on the other hand the Govern-
rent do not feel that they can adopt
any such course, then let us drop our
public meetings and go to our homes
and quietly sing “R11;e Britannia” and
“God Save the King” by our own fire-
sides.

THE MIGHTY STRUGGLE.

LONDON, Aug. 19.

Complete silence is maintained as
to the foriunes of war in the big fight
which is understood to be in progress
somewhere along the line extending
through. Belgium  and Luxemburg.
The despatches give evidence of -the
presence of masses of
troops pushing their way to the front
behind an impenetrable screen of cav-
alry whose dashes in search of infor-
mation as to the whereabouts of the
troops: of the allies have resulted in
sharp clashes and heavy casualties.
The Commanders of the allied forces
of . France,<Britain and Belgium, will
not permit anything about their posi-
tions to be made public, and since the
cfficial note-made known thie presence
of a large expeditionary force on the
continent, its movements have been
hidden from the outside world. At
Brussels, it is said, the position has
not changed since vesterday, when it
was reported from Brussels to be ex-
cellent for the allies. The fate of the
Liege forts is not definitely known.
German despatches describe them as
being in the hands of the German ar-
my since the arrival of heavy artil-
lery, while -the Belgian military au-
thorities assert that they are still in-
tact and holding out bravely. In Al-
sace Larraine, the French turning
movement through SQllt!1ern Alsace
appears from French reports to be
progressing favorably for the French.
This seems to receive confirmation in
the despatch sent out by the Wolff
Bureau, the German official news
agency, saying that two batteries of
guns were captured by the French
who continued their forward march.
All these reports, however, - refer to
preliminary meetinigs of  opposing
bodies of troops leading up to the
great battle which may already have
begun. Even leading Frenchmen take
occasion to point out to their country-
men that the decisive conflict. is yet
to come, and that too much reliance
is not to be placed on reports of de-
moralization among the German
troops. On the sea it is reported that
a naval encounter on. the ‘North Sea
has occurred, but this is witheut offi-
cial confirmation. On the Russo-
German-Austria frontier, fights of
small importanc€e are recorded.

While the nations of Eurépe are éi-v
gaged in the throes of a conflict that
promises to surpass in magmtude'
anything vet recorded in history, the
news of the death of His Holiness
Pope Pius X comes flashing from con-

/ tinent to c¢ontinent, conveying to the
world the information of the loss of-a.
great man, and to the Roman Catholic
Church that of their Supreme Ruler.

TFor a ‘short tinie past His Holiness
had been ailing, and it is quite safe
to assume that the heart of this great
man who was such an advocate of
peace, was deeply moved by the seri-
ousness -of the present struggle
amongst the nations, which did not
tend to improve his condition.

At.1.45 a.m. to-day came the sad in-
telligepce, “The Pope is dead.” -His
Holiness Pius X was in many respecf,s
a striking contrast to his predecessor,
Leo XIHI. who was nat only a great
Pope, but a great staiesman as well,
a scholar, held in reverence by the
whole world. Pope Pius too was a
scholar and a leader; but unlike his
predecessor was one of the people
having sprung fronr l0wly parentage.

Pius X, Giuseppe Melchiorre Sarto,
was- born on June 2nd, 1835, at Riese,
Province of Treviso, in Venice. His
parents were Giovanni Battista Sarto
and Margarita (nee Sanson), the form-
er a postman, died in 1852, but, K his
mother lived to See her son made a
cardinal.

His early education in Latm was
received from the arch priest of his
town, who gave him private lessons
lLater he studied for four years at the
gyvmnasium of Castelfrenco Veneto,
walkinnig to and fro every day.

In 1850 he reeceived the tonsure
from the. Bishop . of Treviso, and was
given a scholarship of the Diocese of
Treviso in the seminary f *Padua,
where he finished his classical, philo-
sophical and theologiéal studies with
distinction.. He was oxdained in 1853:
and for nine years was chaplain to the.
pastor at Tambolo where he had to
assume the duties of the parish owing
to the pastor being: invalided, while
laboring assiduously in the care of his
flock he was perfecting his knowledge
of theology, besides conducting night

elected vicar-capitular. .In 1884 ‘he
was appointed Bishop of Mantua, and

In 1893 Leo XIIT created him a
cardinal under the title of San Ber-
nardo Alle Terne at the secret con-
sistory, and three days later he was
recognized Patriarch of Venice, re-
taining ‘meanwhile the title Apostolic
Administrator of Mantua. Cardinal
Sarto was obliged to wait eighteen
months before taking possession of
his new diocese because the Tialian
government refused its exequatur,

had been exercised by the Emperor of
Austria. This opposition was not
raised because of any personal o©b-
jection to Cardinal Sarto. The Inter-
national Eucharistic Congress of 1897,
tke centenary of St. Gerard Sagredo
in 1900, the blessing of the <corner
stohe of the new belfry of St. Mark’s,
and also of the commemorative chap-
el of Mt. Grappa in 1901 were events
that left a mark on him and his peo-.

After the death of Leo XIII the
cardinals entered into conclave, as is
the custom upon the death of a Pon-
tiff, and after balloting Giuseppe Sar-
to was elected on August 4th, 1903 by
a vote of 55 out of a possible 60. His
coronation took place on Sunday.
August 9th, 1503. :

In his first Encyelical the new Pope
showed his great zeal for the direct
interests of the ‘church. His efforts
were at all times directed to the pro-
motion of piety amcng his flock. He
was familiarly called the “Children’s
Pope,” because of his recommending
that the first Communion of children
should not be deferred too long after
they had reached the age of disere-
tion.

During the whole of the reign of

LONDON; Aug. 20.

At last there is definite news from
the front in Belgium. The Kaiser’s
legions are being hurled in full force
against the Allies" lines of defence,
northeast and south of Brussels. The
attack, which began last night, start-
ed at Tirlemont, 29 miles E.S.E. from
the Belgian capital. The German for-
ces simultancously attacked the Bel-
gian army headquarters at Louvait,
18_miles* E. and N.E. from Brussels,
and at Dinant, 20 miles south of Na-
mur on the Meuse. The Germans be-
gan their advance at Tirlemont with
a heavy artillery fire, under cover of
which their infantry moved from
their entrenchments to meet the Bel-
gians. A fierce hand to hand con~
flict ensued, the immediate result of
which, the Belgian War Office an-
nounces, was that the Germans were
hurled back. A despatch to the Lon-
don Times from Belgium, the exact
origin of which was stricken out by
the censor, says: The Germans con-
tinue to push forward their patrols
in that part of the country where the
allied armies are ready to receive
them. The damage to the German de-
tachments is invariably great. Ger-
man scouting parties have been seen
all around Namur, and two forts at
Maizent and Dave were engaged for
the better part of the day; the former
particularly. extracting heavy toll
from the invaders. Some of the ex-
ploits of the French are nothing short
of amazing. There would appear to
be little exaggeration in the accounts
already published.

The German prisoners- had beetroot
and carrots in their knapsacks. They
declared they had been living upon
these for several days.

A FRENCH CAPTURE.
HAVRE, Aug. 19.

The Austrian steamer Dinorah,
barley laden, was captured off Guern-
sey by the French despatch boat Or-
on. The Austrian steamer Emila’ for

Trieste, has been brought into Ai-
giers as a prize of war.

BATTLE IN PROGRESS.

LLONDON, Aug. 19.

A despatch from Brussels says a
fierce battle is in progress between
the Belgians and Germans along an
extended front. The Daily Express
estimates that ‘two hundred German
ships have been captured at sea, by
the British, French and German war-
ships, valued at three hundred mil-
lion dollars.

JAPAN AND THE U S. A,

LONDON, Aug. 19.

Sir Edward Grey, in a message o
the State Department, Washington,
explained England’s position regard-
ing the Japanese ultimatum to Ger-
many. It is believed there was no
necessity for America becoming
aroused, particularly if England has
given assurances, as is possible, for
the behaviour of Japan in the future.
There is not the slightest possibility
of Japan interfering in German Sa-
moa. England would not permit that.
Credence is given to the report that
Japan has engaged with England,
that her action will not extend be-
vond Chinese waters. It is Dbelieved
this will suffice to meet all Americal
requirements.
