Near Little River is Searston, from 
which place may be seen Codroy, and 
near by may be also seen a small 
house which was built* and occupied 
by a young sailor man named John 
( hesterton, who some sixty years ago 
was rescued from shipwreck by the 
late Capt. James Young, of Codroy, 
and who told me .the story under the 
following circumstances. Twenty 
cars ago I was standing in the tin- 
are shop of the la*te W. J. Pippy, and 

Capt. Young and some of his crew 
re there making some purchases. 

Xmoiiÿ"them I noticed a tall elderly 
centleman, and what was peculiar

about him was the fact that he kept 
close to the good Captain and follow­
ed him in his different movements 
about the shop.

The next day I met Capt. Young on 
the street and I asked him who the 
man was, and why it was that he kept 
so close to him, and followed him as 
a child would do, and he told me the 
following story: —

“That is a man whom I rescued 
from drowning when he was young 
and I was younger. The night was 
dark and storm beat upon the shore. 
It was November month, and about 
bed-time. Suddenly the cry was 
heard that a ship was in distress just 
near Codroy Island. A boat was soon 
launched and manned, and I was one 
of the crew and manned the bow oar. 
Amid the roaring of the storm and the 
cries of the mariners we pushed out 
and on, and atier a desperate strug­
gle we reached 'the wreck. She prov­
ed to he an English brig with a crew 
of ten all told. In the rigging I saw 
one man, and called to him to jump to­
ward the boat, he did so and I caught 
him and helped him in over the gun­
wale. Most of the crew were lost. 
The man whom you saw with me at 
Mr. Pippy’s shop was the man whom I 
rescued. He was twenty-three years 
old then and is now nearing seventy. 
He belonged to Dublin, Ireland, and 
was married just before he left home. 
He got such a fright during the ship­
wreck that he has never since ven­
tured on the water, nor has he ever 
left Codroy. Hp lost all tracevof his 
family, but of late he has heard from 
his only child, a daughter, now a wo­
man of family, and living in Dublin, 
and about forty-six years of age, and 
he has come down to St. John’s with 
me for the purpose of taking passage 
in the Allan boat to England to see 
his daughter.”

A year or "two later I again met the 
gallant Captain, and I enquired of him 
the whereabouts of the man, and he 
told me that he had found his long 
lost daughter, but it was all so strange 
to him that he returned to Newfound­
land, and resumed his quiet life with 
his friends at Codroy. And so when 
visiting Grand River a short while 
ago, on asking Mr. MacLellan, a busi­
ness man of that place, what buildings 
those were on the other side of the 
beach, he informed me that they had 
been built by the shipwrecked sailor 
of whom I have written.

The little brother and sister of Lit­
tle River, sleep side by side; the 
rescued sailor of Dublin sleeps alone. 
The voyage of the children was short, 
but that of the sailor was long. Such 
is life, and such are its mysteries.

The Recount.
The proceedings for the recount in 

the Prohibition Election were resum­
ed in .the -Court House yesterday af­
ternoon. Mr. Justice Johnson gave 
his decision on the preliminary ob­
jections raised by the counsel for the 
prohibition cause. His Lordship stat­
ed tligt he had.decided that there was 
but one election, and that therefore 
the affidavit upon which the order for 
the recount was given was good and 
sufficient for the Court to grant the 
said recount. His Lordship also held 
that the period of twenty-one days, 
allowed by the act within which to 
make application for a recount was 
from the declaration of the count of 
St. Barbe and that therefore the ap- 
plicatioh was made within the period. 
He then announced that he would not 
begin the count until the boxes from 
St. Barbe are received. Counsel for 
the prohibition cause gave notice of 
appeal from the decision of the Judge 
on the preliminary objections. The 
St. Barbe ballot boxes are n6t expect­
ed to reach here before Thursday next 
and in the meantime, the matter of 
appeal will probably come before the 
Full Bench.

Up to the Government
Yesterday afternoon Mr. 
Justice Johnson overruled 
the objections of Mr. Dun- 
field to his order for a re­
count on the ground that 

there was but one election, one count­
ing of votes, and that therefore one 
affidavit was sufficient for a recount 
of the whole votes cast in the island, 
that the application was in time on 
the 26th within 21 days of the count 
for the whole island. Mr. Dunfield 
intimated that lie would take steps to 
appeal to the Full Court against the 
ruling. Even if the notice of appeal 
lias not yet been given, we shall treat 
the matter at issue as sub-judice, 
and offer no comment on the merits 
of the contention. Mr. Justice John­
son also intimated that he would not 
commence thé re-count until all the 
boxes were in his custody as he was 
not checking the counts by districts 
but for the whole island. As Mr. Jus­
tice Johnson refuses to recognize the 
dates on which the 18 Returning Offi­
cers made the declaration of the 
Polls in their several districts, and 
refuses to recognize the certificates 
made by them for their several dis­
tricts in the form of Schedule B of 
the Prohibition Plebiscite Act, can he 
recognize any act of these Returning 
Officers? Were the Deputies legally 
appointed? Were the booths legally 
opened? Were the ballots legally 
cast? If there should have been only 
one District and one Returning Officer 
has there been a legal count, aùd if 
not what is it Mr. Justice Johnson 
will recount? We have made these 
remarks, not in the way of discuss­
ing the legality of the ruling, which 
if not actually sub-judice, will soon 
be, but for the purpose of endorsing 
the advice of the Daily News, that 
the Government take up the matter 
at this stage. If any mistake has 
been made in appointing 18 Return­
ing Officers instead of one; if 18 
Returning Officers have illegally ap­
pointed deputies; it is an administra­
tive mistake of the Governor-in- 
Council. It is therefore up to them 
to follow up the appeal, mentioned by 
Mr. Dunfield, and undertake it 
through the Attorney peneral and 
■such counsel as he may appoint. It 
is their business to get a decision 
from the Full Court. If the Supreme 
Court sustains the ruling of Mr. Jus­
tice Johnson, and the Prohibition 
cause has sustained any damage by 
their administrative mistakes, it will 
be for them to remedy it by legisla­
tion. If under the Act, for instance, 
there should have been only one dis­
trict and one Returning Officer, means 
should have been provided by which 
1,500 or more electors who happened 
to be out of their districts, could vote 
in any booth. They were stopped 
from voting because their names were 
not on the Voters' List in the district 
they happened to be in Nov: 4th. Thé 
Prohibition Measure was a Govern­
ment Measure. Mistakes in drafting 
if any were made, were made by the 
Law Clerk appointed by the Govern­
ment. The blunders in administra­
tion, if any, were Government blun­
ders, and it is up to the Government 
now to correct their mistakes.

OTTAWA, To-day.

SHIPREADY FOR MERCANTILE 
BUILDING.

LONDON, To-day.

This will mean that ships 
partially finished at the outbreak of 
the war will be first completed. The 
question of increased building costs 
caused a difficulty, but the Admiralty 
intimated its willingness to accept 
ships on its own account if original 
owners should demur.

RESULT OF DERBY RECRUITING 

CAMPAIGN NEXT SATURDAY.
LONDON, To-Day.

In an appeal addressed to all men 
rf military age in the United Kingdom, 
Lord Derby, director of recruiting, 
says the recruiting campaign is com­
ing to an end and by December 11 we 
shall know whether the men of the 
United Kingdom between the ages of 
19 and 40 are prepared to give the 
army the forces it requires. The ap­
peal concludes by urging every eli­
gible man to join the army and show 
his country he puts her interests be­
fore bis own, to show the world. Al­
lies, neutrals and enemies alike, that 
(here are hundreds of thousands of 
her citizens who are ready to fight for 
lier. The joint labor committed also, 
issued an appeal to the free men of 
Britain to justify the confidence in the 
voluntary system and enroll them­
selves at once in the great volunteer 
army, which stands between us and 
the loss of our rights and liberty. No 
figures concerning recruits thus far 
enlisted under Lord Derby’s plan are 1 
obtainable, but a member of the Re- , 
fruiting Committee is quoted as say- j 
ing the results pointed to undoubted 
success and in a greater measure by 
far than had ever been anticipated. 
The only pressure put upon Britons 
Ihus far has been the pressure of pub­
lic opinion. The remarkable scheme 
which Lord Derby is directing will 
place the country on a basis of or­
ganization for service as comprehen­
sive and intelligent as that of eon- 
'■cripts. It relieved the army of what 
Lord Derby calls “the hand to mouth’’ 
method of recruiting by campaign 
posters, speech, making and personal I 
exhortation. It gives the Government 
definite knowledge of the numbers of j 
men'eligible for military service with 
i heir degrees of eligibility, with equal­
ly definition of statistics of those en­
gaged in indispensable civilian pur­
suits. It has separated them into 
classes as men of continental nations 
are grouped, so that the War Office 
may call up class after class when 
they are required. Informal but effi­
cient local courts being evolved in 
which men consider themselves ex­
empt from service or think they have 
been wrongly" classified may appeal 
even to a court of appeal from the 
decision of these local tribunals. All 
the machinery of conscription has 
Veen organized except the factor of 
legal power to enforce the process of 
machine compliance. It is still vol­
untary but the power of public opin­
ion remains entrenched in the back­
ground. and with an accurate know­
ledge of men who may be considered 
shirkers, local committees will be able 
to invoke the pressure of public sen­
timent accurately and strongly upon 
tlieir heads. When the canvass is 
completed, the civilian organization 
will stand ready to -furnish men at 
will when the War Office asks for

them. It will be for a drill sergeant 
and the general staff to do the rest.

All individuals have been given an 
opportunity to fill the cards. Volun 
teering is under two classes, these 
ready for immediate service and 
those to be placed in reserved groups 
and continue their occupations, sub­
ject all- for service with their groups. 
The committee will have accurate in­
formation regarding the status of the 
great majority of men who fail to re 
spond to the invitation and place 
themselves at the disposal of the ar­
my. There are 46 groups, 23 for sin 
gle men including widowers without 
children dependent upon them, each 
year of age constituting separate 
groups, 23 similar groups for married 
men, thé first group consisting of sin­
gle men of age IS years to 46, of 
married men age to 40. It is propos­
ed to call up groups for military ser­
vice in their- numerical order except 
that men of 18 years will not be call­
ed until they reach the age of 19. 
Several classes of men may be ex­
empted from service, although all 
eligible® will be listed in groups, not­
ably munition workers, certain class­
es of railway men, farm laborers and 
in special industrial places. Local 
tribunals may decree exemption par­
ticularly for those whose employers 
can prove them indispensable; local 
tribunals may pass upon any disputed 
case which were organized under the 
direction of the local government 
board by selection committees from 
the town councils, Metropolitan bor­
ough councils, urban rural district 
councils. The principal duty of these 
tribunals is the decision of claims of 
men of military age and fitness to be 
excused from military service on the 
ground that they are indispensable in 
a trade or for personal business or 
domestic reasons. The appeal ’ court 
for these bodies consists of members 
with Lord Sydenham, chairman, Sir 
George Younger, prominent brewer, 
and 3 former Government officials. 
By .common consent, politicians and 
newspapers which were debating hot­
ly the question of conscription have 
dropped the conflict till the result of 
the work of Lord Derby’s committee 
be made known. There was uncer­
tainty over the statement made by 
Lord Derby indicating the govern­
ment might ' enforce conscription up­
on unmarried mc.->. ■ efore any married 
classes are called out, if single men 
fail to come forward in sufficient 
numbers, and an ambiguous reply by 
Premier Asquith when called upon 
for stale—cut :r. a House upon 
thaï joint. Lord Deroy wrote the 
stal ,ne,.t which the Premier endors­
ed as correct that married men are 
not to be called up till young single 
men have been. If these young men 
do not come forward voluntarily you 
will either release married men from 
their pledges or introduce a bill into 
Parliament to compel young men to 
serve, -which, if passed, would mean 
that married men would be held to 
their enlistment. M

BELLAYENTURE AND ADVENTURE 

SAIL AT LAST.
After having a farewell celebration, 

which lasted two days, the firemen of 
the steamers Bsilaventure and Adven­
ture put in an appearance on hoard 
this morning and at 8 o’clock the 
ships went out the Narrows, perhaps 
never to return. They will first go 
to Sydney to take supplies of coal, 
thence proceeding to Archangel, Rus­
sia, where they will be engaged keep­
ing the passage open this winter and 
tor which purpose they were pur­
chased by the Russian Government. 
The Bellaventure and Adventure are 
fine ice-breakers, having proved them­
selves as such while prosecuting the 
sealfishery in the northern ice floes. 
The departure of these ships will be 
sorely missed in this country as they 
afforded employment to a lot of our 
people, particularly during the seal­
ing voyage.

Despatches from the Isonzo front in 
the Austro-Italian theatre of war 
state that despite the icy cold bora, 
which was .blowing at the rate.of 60 
miles an hour over the bleak heights 
of Carso, the Italians are constantly 
making attacks along the whole front. 
Their heaviest assault is now directed 
on Gorizia bridgehead, which is es­
pecially violent.

Italians appar­
ently are hoping to break through the 
whole line of Austrian defence here.

The sufferings of the campaign 
have been intensified by the violence 
of the bora, which have been more 
terrible than the heaviest snowstorms.

A Hand-Grenade Tells the Story of Its 

Adventurous Career.

They talk, some of them, of long 
descent! Now, I am so old that my 
origin is unknown.

According to some I was born in 
Granada, in Spain, whence my name,, 
in 159A; while-others assign me to the 
fifteenth century. It is certain, how­
ever. that I was extensively used in 
the seventeenth century, and that in 
all armies companies of picked men 
were formed to know me.

I was then a small, thin, spherical 
shell, weighing about three pounds, 
and provided with a fuse, which was 
lighted at a fire before I was hurled— 
from a distance of twenty or thirty 
feet—at an enemy’s works.

My first appearance with the British 
Army was made in 1667. After I had 
been used for a considerable time I 
was entrusted to special troops, called 
grenadiers—strong, highly-courageous 
soldiers, who were trained to throw 
me.

Regiments as Godchildren.
The name now survives in one re­

giment of the British Army. This is 
the Grenadier Guards, in whose record 
room are preserved two original gren­
ades.

So it is in the Russian Army. One 
of the Tsar’s crack corps, the Gren­
adier Guards, similarly owe their title 
to me.

In the wars of the seventeenth and 
eighteenth centuries I played a great 
part, particularly when I was well 
made; but I became obsolete in the 
nineteenth century, and seemed to be 
doomed to perpetual oblivion. Then 
a strange thing happened. The Rus­
sians fell back on me in the defence 
of Port Arthur.

Once I "was loosed 
from a British trench, returned, and 
then again sent into the'enemy's front 
line.

A New One Every Bay.
But many varieties of manufactured 

grenades are now supplied to British 
and French troops, some of them Un­
known before the present war.

At one part the Japanese construct­
ed a stone breastwork, forming three 
sides of a triangle, and their troops 
lay behind this for nearly a week, 
unable to advance or recede.

These 
burst with terrible effect, blowing the 
bodies of some of the Japanese into 
the air.

When, .again, a number of the Mi­
kado’s soldiers broke into a Russian 
trench at each end, the defenders 
hurled at them blazing tow, explosive 
grenades, and grenades filled with 
petroleum.

STOVES VS. OPEN GRATES.
Almost the whole space of all 

newspapers is, and has been devoted 
to the war and war topics, and be­
cause one has very little to say that 
has not been said, I more often than 
not write upon what may be called 
domestic subjects. It is a relief to 
talk about other subjects than the 
war and I hope that the readers of 
tlte Telegram and of this column in 
particular will share this relief with 
me to some extent. I have come 
across an old argument concerning 
the relative values of stoves and open 

.replaces and in this period of ap­
proaching winter and talk of coal and 
high prices, perhaps we may learn 
something to our advantage. In the 
case of open grates we are told that 
anywhere from 50 to 80 per cent of 
their heat is carried up the chimney; 
that all the “ills that flesh is heir to” 
come when one is Toasted on the one 
side and cold-blasted on the other; 
meaning that the draught created by 
the fire and drawn towards the fire fs 
at the back of one seated before the 
Tire. There is also an objection, and. 
a very weighty one to those who live 
in a city like St. John’s, that the 
smoke of soft coal'pollutes the at­
mosphere, makes the air sooty and 
therefore dirty and deposits its dirt 
on buildings. For this last reason I 
think that in some States of America 
the burning of soft coal has been pro­
hibited. So much for the case 
against the open grate.

Put a stove in a room and you will 
at once find the difference. The air 
of the room becomes dry, so also the 
walls, the ceiling, the furniture and 
everything in the room. There is a 
sense of suffocation unless artificial 
ventilation is made in the walls or 
ceiling to carry off the super-heated 
air and allow fresh cool air to enter. 
This dry effect of course is more no­
ticeable in countries where the clim­
ate is dry. The winter atmosphere of 
the United States is very dry and 
some attribute the lank aspect of the 
typical American to this, and also the 
great fires that devastated some citi­
es of U. S. A. appear to be due to the 
general dryness of buildings render­
ing them readily inflammable. In 
England this is not the case as an 
English house is enveloped in a foggy 
atmosphere and encased in damp sur­
roundings and the stove is almost 
necessary to provide comfort. In 
this connection I should think that 
Newfoundland has a fairly dry clim­
ate in winter.

So there you have the bad sides of 
both. The stove is more economical 
than the grate, except when you burn 
anthracite at present prices! But after 
all, who would not rather see a bit 
more coal go up the chimney for the 
sake of sitting before and looking in­
to a glowing fire? Is it not the most 
(pleasant looking spot in the room? 
Is there any old Scrooge who would 
try and save money at the sacrifice of 
such heat-warming influences as 
come from a blazing grate? I know 
of a house that has been built lately 
without a single open fire place. It 
is surely one of the most unimagina­
tive proceedings that we could think 
of, but of course, everyone to his 
taste! I suppose steam heated houses 
are comfortable, though it is a wonder 
how our grandfathers stood the cold— 
they don’t seem to have suffered much 
through the want of hall stoves and 
furnaces! •

After all I think the best arrange­
ment for us, at least, is to have the 
halls heated by stove or furnace and 
to have open fire places in the rooms. 
Thus the. cold air in the halls is 
warmed before it filters under the 
doors, etc., into the rooms, and the 
inevitable draught is a warm one, 
while the open grate sees that the

air in the room is constantly being
changed.

Now stir the fire, and close the shut­
ters fast,

Let fall the curtains, wheel the sofa 
round;

And while the bubbling and loud his­
sing urn

Thrqws up a steamy column, and the 
cups

That cheer but not inebriate, wait on 
each.

So let us welcome peaceful ev’ning in.

RECOUNT AND MR. FURLONG.
It is remarkable, and yet perhaps 

it is not so remarkable after all, that 
we seldom squeal unless our own 
corns are trodden on. It is not alone 
that we will not see another side to a 

; question but that we generally see 
only that side which is our own par­
ticular personal petty self. In the 
case of Mr. Furlong being employed 
to ask for a recount I don’t think that 
he can be censured for taking the 
job if he wants to, and as a matter 
of fact being the Solicitor of the 
House cannot debar any lawyer, in 
this country at least, from arguing 
points of law- in the Court House. But 
it is a very different matter when Mr. 
Furlong, as a Solicitor and Director 
of the Nfld. Products Co. prepares a 
bill in which Newfoundland gives to 
is present in the House gowned as 
its Solicitor when the House is de­
bating it. It is also a grave matter 
when Mr. Furlong, in the gown of the 
Solicitor of the House and being pres­
ent in the House by reason of this of­
fice, in his private capacity as Soli­
citor for Mr. Cashin, advises that gen­
tleman that a discussion of the to­
bacco case in a Committee of Privi­
lege would be prejudical to his case.

1 
consider that in these last years es­
pecially, the fact that the Solieitor of 
the House has been a Director of the 
Reid Nfld. Co., is a most serious mat 
ter, in view of the large interests of 
the latter.

Some say that the recount will take 
two months so that the House may be 
open and perhaps closed before the 
other points of dispute are settled. It 
will be a matter of particular interest 
to see what action the House will 
take with reference to the election.

PROHIBITION HOLIDAY.
The Methodist College and all the 

Methodist schools of St. John’s were 
given a holiday yesterday (Friday) to 
celebrate the triumph of Prohibition. 
It is not so much a “crowing over” 
anyone’s defeat, I should gather, as a 
way of bringing home to the children 
the victory in a fight that the Meth 
odist Church has always waged 
against Alcohol. As a body, this de­
nomination has consistently urged the 
abolition of liquor and one cannot 
get away from the fact that the pas­
sing of Prohibition was due in no 
small measure to its efforts.

Moreover, it seems to me, that this 
legislation will affect and benefit tlje 
man of to-morrow most. Legislation 
cannot, in a true sense, mean a great 
deal all at once. It checks wrong do­
ing, though it may not prevent it, but 
its tiue force must be directed to 
those who come after. We should 
legislate not only for our present 
needs, but principally for the future 
needs.

Prohibition is not going to bring a 
Heaven on earth all at once. I know 
it is going to make hundreds of homes 
happier, but I do not shut my eyes to 
the fact that smuggling will go on

War News.

OFFICIAL.

LONDON, Dec. 3. 
The Governor, Newfoundland:

In Russia an enemy bivouac was 
surprised on the Dvina. The enemy 
fled, leaving a hundred killed and 
wounded. On the left bank of the 
Styr the enemy was driven south­
west. Otherwise, nothing to report.

QUIET IN FRANCE.
PARIS, Dec. 3.

The night passed without any inci­
dent of importance, the War Office 
anounced this afternoon.

NO DIRECT CONFIRMATION.
LONDON, Dec. 3.

No direct and specific confirmation 
has been received in London of the 
statement that the Rusians had en­
tered Bulgaria. It is recalled, how­
ever, that last week Emperor Nicho­
las was said to. have promised Pre­
mier Pachitch of Serbia, the appear­
ance of a Russian army in Bulgaria 
within a week.

“WILL WIN OR DIE!”
ROME, Dec. 3.

The Glornale Italia to-day prints an 
interview with the Serbian Minister 
to Italy, concerning the rumour that 
Serbia might capitulate. The Minis­
ter is quoted as follows: “I abso­
lutely deny that there will be any 
capitulation, this word being un­
known in Serbia. Their people 
either win or die. The Serbian people 
and Government are determined to 
tight to the bitter end. Next to their 
Allies, Serbia will be loyal to the last 
man. In a short time Serbia will 
have a fresh army of two hundred 
thousand men, full of enthusiasm, to 
throw on the flank of the enemy. Site 
only needs supplies of arms and am­
munitions.”

REPORTED ON ALBANIAN SOIL.
ROME, Dec. 3.

Foreign Minister Sonninos, in his 
statement concerning Albanian and 
Italian assistance for the Serbian ar­
my, is interpreted in some quarters 
here as meaning, that the Italian ex­
pedition to the 'Éastern Coast of the 
Adriatic is in course of execution. In 
some instances mention is even made 
of the number of troops already land­
ed on Albanian soil, which, accord­
ing to the rules of the Italian censor­
ship, it is not permissible to state.

HEROIC SERBIANS.
MILAN, Dec. 3.

The correspondent of the Corriere 
Della Sera, who departed from Mon- 
astir by the last train which left that 
city, telegraphs that four thousand 
Serbian troops, sent to assist Colonel 
Vassitch, the Serbian Commander, 
were too exhausted on their arrival 
to be of value. They had marched 
for 17 days over rough Albanian 
roads, struggling through snow or 
rain. Sometimes they went forty- 
eight hours without food. It was not 
a fighting force, but groups of ghosts 
which entered Monastir. The corres­
pondent says that although they were 
fit only for hospital, they went imme­
diately to the front to cover the gen­
eral retirement of the army. It 
seemed only the spectre of an army 
as it faded out of sight, with the snow 
swirling about the soldiers in icy 
blusters. As the t,rain drew away 
from Monastir the correspondent saw 
at a distance a faint gleam of light, 
which was the Serbian headquarters, 
where Col. Vassitch was still at work 
determined to be the last man to 
leave the city.
