SWISS RECOGNITION.

PARIS, March 7.

The Jugo Slav committee in . Paris,
informed the Associated Press to-day
that the Swiss Government had offi-
cially recognized the kingdom of the
Serbs, Croatians and Slovens. The
Swiss Government did not recognize
any general boundariees, pending the
decision of the Peace Conference.

AMERICANS ENDANGERED,

LONDON, March 7.

When Spartacan:- forces captured
the main telegraph office in Berlin
Thursday, the members of the Ameri-
can Red Cross Mission were endanger-
ed by the shooting. According to an
exchange report despatch from Ber-
lin, Col. Taylor ordered the woman
with the mission to seek safety in the
Palace Hotel.

DARING HOLD-UP.

NEW YORK, Mar. 7.

PARIS, Mar. 7.

i Thursday afternoon, until the depart-
ure of Premier Lloyd George, on a
brief visit to London about March 20,
! every day will be crowded with work.
{ The Right Honorable Austen Cham-
berlain crossed the Channel on Wed-
' nesday with the Premier, who on ar-
rival in Paris lengthily conferred
with the Right Hon. A. J. Balfour and
Lord Milner. At the meeting of the
Supreme War Council, Premier Lloyd
George insisted on the necessity of
firmness, definitiveness and prompti-
tude on the part of the Allies towards
Germany, pointing out that the ar-
mistice had not merely military, but
political consequences, for which the
heads of the Governments were re-
sponsible. He therefore insisted on
strengthening the terms drafted by
military experts, especially as regards
the German navy. At the instance of
the Premier, discussion on the mili-
tary terms of the armistice were ad-
journed until to-day, in order.that a
motion embodying his views may be
framed. The Council adopted the
naval terms of the armistice, but the
question as to the fate of the Ger-
man fleet and its apportionment to the
Allies was reserved. The sitting was
characterized by absolute unanimity
regarding the disarmament of Ger-
many. Attorney General Heward at-
tended the meeting of the War Crimes
Responsibilities Commission, which
has employed its report indicating
the authors of the crimes, both high
and low. Captain Andre Tardieu, at
a reception tendered journalists, said
the Belgian Claims Commission had
not yet considered the questions of
Dutch Limberg, and added that no
military zone would be created in
Schleswig, because the Danish Gov-
ernment had declared that the pres-
ence of Allied warships at Flensburg
would suffiice to prevent German in-
terference with the plebiscites to be
taken regarding self-determination.

WILL BE INVESTIGATED.

LONDON, March 7.

(By the A.P.)—An official state-
ment issued by the Canadian mili-
tary headquarters in reference to
rioting at Kingmel Park, says it is
regretted that some of the accounts
of the fighting, in which Canadian
soldiers took part, exaggerate the
seriousness of the incident, but give
no details of what happened. It is
explained the lack of shipping facili-
ties to take Canadian soldiers back
home is due partially to the strikes,
and it is said that the dissatisfaction
of the soldiers over alleged preferen-
tial treatment in embarkations may
be attributed to the fact that the men
have been divided into sections, ac-
cording to the Canadian military dis-
tricts from which they came. By this
means some short service men were
sent home ahead of some who had
been under arms for a longer period.
A special court of inquiry has been
ordered to conduct an investigation.

GENERAL ENGAGEMENT.

LLONDON, March 8.

Describing the fighting in Berlin
cn Thursday night a despatch to rhe
Exchange Teliegraph Company from
Copenhagen says that during the
whole night there were sounds of
heavy detonations of cannon and ex-
plosions in the district where fight-
ing was taking place. Flame throw-
ers and trench weapons of all kinds
were employed in the struggle, which
was particularly violent around the
police headquarters which the Spar-
tacans made desperate efforts to cap-
tcre.

The Oppression
of Labor.

The word servant is too familiar
to every person to make necessary
any definition. It is a word in com-
mon use in every day life and our
literature, from the Bible downwards,
contains many repetitions of the
word in its various meanings. The
first reference to - servitude of the
nature of slavery in the Scriptures, is

father of Canaan in these words:
«Cursed be Canaan: a servant of ser-
vants (i.e., slave) shall he be unto
his brethren.”

During the patriarchal age it was
the custom to have, as members of the
household, bondmen and bondmaidens,
which were men and women under
bond to the master of the house to
give service without wages, and the
word bondman became -among free
men, a term of contempt, an equiva-
lent for slave, and was often used de-
risively and opprobriously. Bond
service existed throughout many
generations, and even to this day the
formal indenturing of an apprentice
to any trade or profession is part and
parcel of the ancient system, though
done with more modifications than_in
earlier times, a sum of money being
paid at the termination of the ap-
prenticeship. The Israelitish bond
servants, though slaves in a sense,
had a fairly comfortable and easy life.
1t was not until centuries later in the
world’s history that systematic slav-
ery obtained, when nations, by con-
quests, were placed in servile sub-
jection to their victorions foes, and
mrade perform menial work. Perhapsi
the greatest subjugation of a power-
ful nation, bloodlessly, was that of
the Hebrews, the whole race of which
was kept in bondage by the Egyptians
for probably two hundred and fifty
years, and during this period of en-
slavement were subjected to cruel op-
pression. Not only were they forced
to toil at public works, but measures
were taken to prevent their too rapid}
increase, from the fear that any large
augmentation of mumbers might cause
them to ally themselves with the ene-
mies of the Egyptians.-

In this state of enslaved mnation-
hood did the children of Israel live
for two and a half centuries, until a
leader was raised up in the person of
Moses, who after many vicissitudes
brought them out of bondage so that
they became once more a free people.
Moses by reason of his efforts in
bringing about successfully, with
Divine aid, the release of the He-
brews from their taskmasters, may be
regarded as the first union leader, the

prototype of the friends of the op-

pressed who came after, and to whom
is due the uplifting of labor from the
sloughs into which it had fallen. But
the enforced serfdom of the children
of Israel, had its repetition in many
countries subsequently, repeated wars
and conguests producing a condition
of things that naturally brought
about changes in the status of ' na-
tions. Forced labor has existed, from
the earliest times—the strong impos-
ing their will upon the weak—and
personal servitude appears to have
been the lot of the greater portion of
mankind, the slaves being men cap-
tured in war, or acqmired by pur-
chase, or who had surrendered them-
selves to the dominion of others as an
alternative of starvation, or in pay-
ment of debts. And it was the hands
of these slaves that tilled the soil,
worked the mine, built the walls and
houses and wove the cloth for their
masters.

In discussing the subject of labor,
it will be necessary to enquire into
many causes, in order to determine
its relation to the progress of the
world, for labor has laid its impress
on history, both ancient and modern,
and whether forced or voluntary, ac-
cording to the times, has contributed
toward the enrichment and endow-
‘ment of certain classes without par-
ticipating proportionably in the wealth
which its hands have produced.

Important Decision
IN THE SUEHE COUBT.

‘Henry Stone vs. Matilda Quirk and
Others.

This was an action tried in Decem-
 ber last, in the Central District Court,
before Judge Morris, who gave judgz-
ment for the plaintiff. It was appeal-
ed in the Supreme Court, and the ap-
peal was dismissed on Tuesday
Ly the Full Bench.

The defendant, Matilda ~ Quirk,
claimed tho ownership of a piece of
heach in Bay Bulls, which had been
used since “the memory of man run-
reth not to the contrary” for a public
landing place_for boats. The plaintiff
had pulled his boat upon the beach,
and left it there in spite of a warning
by the defendant, that she owned the
teach, whereupon the defendants
(wife, husband and son) destroyed
the boat, cutting it in pleces with
axes. Plaintiff claimed one hundred
dollars ($100.00) damages.

At the trial before Judge Morris,
the counsel for the defendants en-
deavoured to raise the question of

had no jurisdiction to hear questions
of title, and that in any case
the destruction of the boat
would not be warranted even if
the woman in the question
owned the beach. He gave the
plaintiff sixty dollars ($60.00) dam-
ages.

In the argument before the
Bench on Tuesday the same poinis
were raised, and the decision of Judge
Morris was upheld on both. The
question of the ownership of the
beach was not considered the woman,
who claims the land can raise that
gquestion in another action if she likes
In the meantime, the decision is
valuable for this purpose, it shows
that if a fisherman pulls his boat
upon a vacant beach, a person claimn-
jug ownership thereof has no right
whatever to injure the boat, but must
take peaceable and lawful steps to
ssert their right of ownership to the
beach. This is a point which ought
to be of considerable interest through-
out this Colony.

Home Parks as
Big as Countries.

Naturalists hate expressed a fear
that, with the exploitation of the
waste places of the earth, the bigger
wild animels, especially if they are
more trouble than they are worth,
like lions, tigers, the rhinoceros and
the hippo, will be crowded off the
map by all-encroaching man.

There is reason in this fear, and
however much the tiger or the jagu-
ar, say, or even the great snakes,
may be disliked, yet there is a senti-
ment in the world against rendering
any species e)x_tinct. This idea, with
others, has led to the establishment
of great national parks, which are
really great game preserves.

One of the largest of these is in
Canada, and is called Jasper Park.
It is a land of lake and river and
mountain between the Saskatchewan
River and the Yellowstone Pass. 1t
is nearly as big as Wales, and is the
haunt of bears and elks, of beavers
and skunks and foxes, and ita rivers
teem with fish.

There is room for them, and a few
more visitors as well.

Then there is the Yellowstone Park
in Wyoming, U.S.A. It is 3,676 Square
miles in area, and includes a lake
twenty-two miles long.

New Zesland has two national
parks. Lake Wakatipu, 112 ‘square
miles in extent; i $he centre of the
one in the southern island, and the
other in the north island includes the
famous Lake District of the southern
hemisphere.

Some people think it time the Gov-
ernment of the Old Country did like-
wise, setting aside the English Lake
District, the lovely Trossacks, and
the Lakes of Killarney for national
possessions. But, among other things

Though/the visit of John R. Mott is
fresh upon us, it may not be out of
place to add a word or two about it;
for like the Rev. Mark Guy Pearse,
John R. Mott has gained world-wide
renown. As a layman, he stands a
peer among his associates, and his
life-work has won for him the admir-
ation of all Cristendom.

His special feature has been along
the line of missions, and also in con-
nection with Y. M. C. A. work. In
these departments he has long been
a master—not a master in authority,
but a master in counsel and co-opera-
tion. Herein lay, and still lies, much
of his success. Many good men de-
feat themselves, and forfeit their in-
fluence, and never become great be-
cause they unduly assert their own
personal opinions and refuse to take
advice from those who know, and who
should know, the best course to
adopt. John R. Mott is great, and his
greatness is increased by his agree-
ableness. Perhaps it was his agree-
ableness that caused the mistake
which occurred at the last meeting
which he held. At any rate it was
generaly understood that it was not
John R. Mott’s choice.

and tHoss who attended _Were, Tepre-
sentative of the higMest and beést in
our oommunity. Pulpit and press
supported the movement, and for the
time it seemed that the cause of mis-
sions was going to get a great boost.
‘But it was not so. There was some
sort of collapse in the end; and ‘when
the good man took his departure all
the interest which he created, and all
the great things which he said, were
forgotten and his name was dropped
and his visit bgrely remembered.

It was early in July, 1914, that
John R. Mott came to St. John’s, and
some said that the outbreak of the
war was the cause of his work col-
lapsing; and it may just be that such
was the case, but there are others
who hold a different view, and who
think, that the collapse was caused
in the following manner.

While John R. Mott was in the city
his name was on every lip, and the
cause with which his name is so
universally identified, was directly
before the public. His last meeting
was held ot the College Hall, on Sun-
day evening, July 5th, at 8.15. The
meeting was published in the papers
as being a missionary meeting, and

really closed a few minutes earlier
than® usual, in order to give the peo-
ple a chance to be at the hall on time.
The meeting was for men only, and
was attended by one of the largest
audiences that the hall ever seated.
Governor Davidson occupied ‘- the
chair. His Lordship the late Bishop
Jones was on the platform, and with
him were the principal. clergymen of
the city and also several representa--
tive citizens.

The Governor gave the usual chair-
man’s address and paid a high tribute
to the speaker of the evening, and
made direct reference to the great
missionary work which the latter had
accomplisied. The Governor then
called upon the speaker, and in doing
so said that he was to speak upon
missions. Everybody was full of the
topic and expectation was at its
highest. John R. Mott was to speak,
and missions was the topic. Of this
there could not be any mistake. The
press Lad published it, the pulpits had
announced it, and the people expected
it.

Amid the applause of the moment
the speaker arose, and then began the
greatest disappointment that ever a
St. John’s audience experienced. The
speaker did not make any reference
whatever to the topic which _the
chairman had announced; nor did he
say why he was taking up the top1c
upon which he did speak. He began
an address upon “Impurity” and the|
sccial evil, and for the space of one
hour dealt out its nauseous maeitter.
At the close of the meeting the peo-
ple filed ou tof the building, but never
before did such a disappointed audi-
ence leave the College Hall.

Much comment was indulged in as
to who had blundered. Some said
that the topic had been changed on

He did a lot
of good while in*our midst, but the
glory was robbed from his idealism,
and the grandeur of the man as he
appeared to his admirers who had
heard of him, was dimmed by the final
address which he gave. - It should not
have occurred. Everything has its
proper time and place, and such a
great man as John R. Mott should not
have finished his public speaking in
such an inglorious and disappointing
manner as he did: “If nothing else,
it was an injusticé® the good man
himself; but it wa§ more, it was a
breach upon the public—a breach that
never was, though it should have been,
explained.

He found out and
interviewed the patriarch of the vil-
lage one of those human repositories
of local tradition, and ascertained
the fact that the first inhabitant of
Englee was' an Irishman named
Shaun Moe (undoubtedly John Moore).

English Deserters.

The English youngsters did not
come ot in such large numbers by
each ship as did the Irish. The ma-
jority of them shipped on board Brit-
ish vessels on a voyage to Newfound-
land, and when they arrived here they
jumped the ship, married, settled
down and carried on the fishery. Of
course great numbers were shipped
at Poole, Bristol and other ports of
England by the representatives or
principals of Newfoundland firms
who lived in England, and a fine
class of men they were those English
youngsters. Honest, industrious and
big-hearted fellows, and very many of
them became our most enterprising
and successful planters, seal-killers
and master-mariners. Again large
numbers deserted from the men-of-
war ships that were moored in our
harbors during the winter months in
years gone by, and I can remember
several of them, who were very old
men, when I was a small boy, and a
pity it is that I cannot relate some of
their personal experiences. De Ju-
bainville says that the legends of Ire-
land are just as interesting as those
of ancient Greece, but I maintain that
the Jegends and traditions of New-
founidland are more interesting than
either one or the gther.

Scofch Traits.

The 8Scotch immigration to this
country was never very extensive,
but what they lacked in numbers
they make up in natural commercial
ability, keen intelligence, as well as
thrift apd economy so characteristic
of their race. They grasped the first
source of employment that came to
hand and eventually struck
out in business for them-
selves. Their natural adaptability for
business . enabled them to quickly
forge to the front in the commercial
life of our country, and we have an
example of what they have done, and
can do, in the enterprising and time-
horored firm of Baine Johnston & Co.,

whose house-flag was known in all
the great centres of commerce before
Queen Victoria was born, when the
Great Napoleon was crowned by Pope
Pius VII, when he was at the zenith
of his power and glory after the bat-

grand old firm is with us to-day, ever
foremost in the commercial life of our
country, with the same vigor and
success, thanks to the energy, fore-
sight and enterprise of Mr. Walter
Baine Grieve, as it was 100 years ago,
yor, I should have said far more so.

An-Irreparable Loss.

He
had lived and died in poverty; his
errors, whatever they were, being veil-
ed by no drapery of convention, nor
refined away by the ordinary acces-
sories of elegant self-indulgence. He
left behind him no relatives who
could defend his -memory—no sect to
battle for his opinions—no wealth to
purchase venal advocacy—no station
or organized influence to disarm in-
dependent criticism. It was because,
long after he was dead, and his faults
and follies were forgotten, it was dis-
covered ‘(as it had been WPefore by a
few keeen-sighted’ and appreciative
friends who knew and loved him)
that in this man’s soul there had been
a genuine inspiration—that he was a
patriot—an artist—that by his genius
and independent spirit he had given
dignity to the pursuits by which the
mass of mankind live, and quickened
our love of Nature by exquisite de-
lineation. It was found that hypo-
crisy stood rebuked in the presence of
his broad humor—that he had put one
lyric invoecation into the mouth of a
dead warrior that would be worth to
his country, in any emergency, an
army of ten thousand men—that he
had painted one picture of his coun-
try’'s rural life, so touching and so
true, that it challenged for her the re-
spect of millions who knew her not,
and gave choracter and refinement to
the thoughts of those who knew her
best.
