Doctoring for Everybody.

A writer in the Atlantic Monthly
recently spoke of the international
mind. As a nation could not live of
itself, but in conjunction with other

nations, so came the Xnurnatlonalt
mind which. found expression in the
Ieague of Nations Conference. There
is also an inter-church mind seeklng.
adequate expression. This inter-
church mind is an expression of the
Apostles’ Creed. There were bar-
riers in the way: causes of separa-

| tion. These are (a) Theological, (b)

Church Gavernment. Theological
differences arose in the early Chris-
tian church. Later a revolution came
within the catholic church and among
the revolutionists themselves theolo-

y | gical differences prevailed. In earlier

days in Canada there were different
schools of theology and these differen-
ces found expression in pulpit and
congregations. These theological
grounds of division have passed away.
The second cause of separation is
church government. They are three
forms: Prelacy, Presbyterianism and
Congregationalism. Their coming to-
gether is not a surrender of a par-
ticular form, but it is possible to find
a system comprehensive enough -to
embrace all that is good i three sys-
tems. Dr. Pedley presented” his ar-
gument in the form of a syllogism
and stated his major premise. What-
ever in the way of church ' govern-
ment in itself subject to the Kingdom
of God, that should be in the ideal
church. All forms of church govern-
ment have their value.

His conclusion -was that we -must
find some way  of getting together,
We have no right to think ‘of the
question as one we can take ‘up or
leave alone. It is an integral p rt
of our loyalty to Christ to work for
a united church. Christ came to
break down the walls of partition.
Loyalty to Christ demands that we
lift up heart and voice and prayer for
the fulfilment of the Master’s words,
“That they all might be one.”? '8
