CLEVELAND. Oct. 17.
The progressive railroad strike, 

scheduled to begin Oct. 30, can be set­
tled by the raldroads or prevented by 
the Government, Warren S. Stone, 
President of the Brotherhood of Loco­
motive Engineers, said to-night, when 
agked his opinion of the situation. Mr. 
Stone said the cause of the strike Is 
largely on account of railroad man­
agers in requesting a further ten per 
cent, wage reduction, and the elimina­
tion Of favorable working agreements 
on upwards of seventy five roads, in 
addition to the 12 per eent. wage re­
duction which went into eltect July 1. 
The railroads ean settle the strike by 
the elimination of these conditions, 
Mr. Stone said. “The Government can 
prevent the strike by taking over the 
railroads, and this is what win happen 
eventually." Mr. atone said he believ­
ed the railroads “want a strike," and 
that further reduction in wages is 
much less desirable to the railroads 
executives than the abrogation of 
rule* or regulation* “won by employ­
ees in various ways, as a result of 
years of organised effort Jf it had been 
a question of wags reduetions only, 
there would have -been no strike,” Mr. 
Stons said, adding that he has from 
76 to 100 letters giving instances of 
attempts by differeit read* to brink 
down working rules that have been 
secured by arbitration, by decision of 
the Railroad Labor Beard end to other 
ways.

CUT OUT UNNECESSARY TRAINS.
