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PUBLIC NOTICE.

Under an Act representing the St.
John's General Hospital (6 George V.,
Chap. XIX) and with the approval of
the Governor in Council, the Board of
Governors - have fixed and prescribed
the following scale of fees to be levied
from and paid by all persons who oc-
cupy beds or undergo treatment at the
Hospital:

SCALE OF FEES.

Every person receiving treatment in
the St. John’s General Hospital shall
pay fees according to the following
scales:—

Persons admitted to the public
wards, $1.00 per day.

Persons occupying private
rooms, $10.00 per week in ad-
dition to the daily fee of $1.00.

To cover cost of dressings, an-
aesthetics, and for the use of the
Operating Room, patients under-
going operations shall pay a fee
of $10.00 in addition to the fees
specified above.

Every applicant for admission to the
Hospital must bring or forward to the
Superintendent of the Hospital, cer-
tificate signed by a duly registered

proper subject for Hospital treatment.

Under the provisions of the General
Hospital Act, 1915, all patients who
are unable to pay fees shall be re-
quired to bring with them a certificate
of their inability to pay, which shall
be signed by the Resident Relieving
Officer, or where there is no such Of-

“ficer by “a Justice of the Peace, a
' Clergyman or other responsible per-

sons.

The fees of such patients thereupon
payable by the Commissioner of Pub-
lic Charity, by virtue of the said Act.

“That, we disapprove of the condem- |

nation to death of those guilty by law
of the crime of murder” was the reso-
lution for debate put’ before thc mem-
bers of the Methodist Cclleg> Literary
Institute at the opening of the fifty-
sixth session last night. There was a
large attendance of members, and the
debate was followed with great in-
terest. Mr. Reg Hearder pres’ded,
and conducted the proceedings in a
very capable manner. The speakers
to the resolution were Messrs J. S.
Currie, W. S. Sparkes and J. J. French.”
Against the resolution were Messrs.
R. Cramm, R. H. Tait agd Max Zar-
bhour.
be briefly summarized as {ollows:The
affirmative speakers held that capital
punishment was a relic of barbarism
and contrary to 20th century ideals;
that life being our most sacred pos-
session the State was not justified

ing it; that capital punishment was

ineffective in that it did not prevent;

"_crime. The opponents of the resolu-
tion resfed their case largely on the
argument that capital punishment was
a deterrent, and that the fear ol death
kept the criminal within check and
was a safeguard to qociéty. It was
held that opposition to cqgitdl pun-
ishment was merely 3entim
punishment to be effective must be
meted cut to fit the crime. In the gen-
eral discussion that rollowed the op-
ening speeches almost all of the speak-
ers supported the negative point “of
view, and the result of the vote was a
large majority against the resolution.
On next Thursday night the question is
“That Education is the only satisfac-
tory remedy for Poverty.”
