Apples.—The Milton Champion says : 
The apple trade of the neighborhood is 
becoming of considerable importance. 
Messrs. Moore & Orr, of Oakville, have 
shipped from that port alone 2,500 barrels, 
purchased from every township in the 
County, the cost of which delivered at 
the vessel averaged $1.75 per barrel. 
These have been shipped direct to Liver­
pool or Glasgow, or to New York by way 
of Oswego James White, Esq., has also 
shipped some two or three hundred bar­
rels to Great Britain, and we have no 
doubt others have also shipped largely, as 
the crop this year was good, and the 
traffic is greatly on the increase.

Local News..............
Union Prayer. Meeting.—The us­

ual monthly Union Prayer meeting will 
be held in Knox's Church this evening, 
a’ half-past seven o'clock. A full at­
tendance is very desirable.

UST’The Sons of St. Andrew at Fergus 
intend celebrating “theday” by a dinner, 
and the Rev. Mr Smellie will be request­
ed to preach the annual sermon on Sun­
day, December 1st.

Fergus Fair.—The Record says that 
the last fair in that village was a good 
one. There was no enquiry for living 
skeletons, but for prime beef there was an 
active demand, and high prices were the 
rule in such cases.

Municipal Returns.—We b.-we re­
ceived a copy of a blue book con aiuing 
municipal returns for Upper and Lower 
Canada for 1866. From it we learn that 
the total assessed value of real estate In 
the County of Wellington in that year 
was $9,151,622, being an increase of 
about $50,000 ; the assessed value of per­
sonal property was $1,021,208, a decrease 
of more than $500,000 on the previous 
year. Our arrears of taxes were $16,052, 
of which none belonged to Guelph ; and 
“ other assets” $26,175, of which $8,743 
is on Town account. Our liabilities were : 
Debentures, $138,050, on which $76 inter­
est was over due (in Elora) ; other liabili­
ties, $8,419, none on Guelph account. 
The only liabilities of the Town were 
$7,430 debenture,swith three years, inter­
est. There were 10,417 ratepayers in the 
County, 1,024 in Guelph. The assessed 
vafeie of real estate in the Town was $1,- 
659,783, and of personal property $279,- 
166 ; the expenditure for educational pur­
poses waa $6,889, for salaries and other 
expenses of municipal government $2,- 
966, and for roads and bridges $3,577. 
The rate imposed for all purposes varied 
in different municipalities from eight and 
two-fifths mills to five mills on the dollar. 
The former was the rate imposed in 
Guelph Town.

Curliana.— The annual meeting of 
the Elora Curling Club was held at Big- 
gar’s hotel, on the 18th inst., and office­
bearers forthe ensuing year were elected. 
The annual meeting of the Fergus Club 
was held on Thursday night, when a 
similar ceremony was gone through.— 
The annual match of the latter will be 
played on the 11th December—frost per­
mitting.

Shooting Match.—Variety in amuse­
ment as well as in everything else seems 
essential to human comfort. Every season 
has its own peculiar games or sports, and 
fall, or especially this fall, seems to bring 
with it a rage for shooting matches. We 
have scarcely announced the grand rifle 
competition which is to take place in this 
town, when we hear that another is to 
take place at Listowel on the 5th prox., 
between the Listowel and Hollin Volun­
teer Companies. Liberal prizes are offered

Fatal Railway Accident —A young 
man named John Ryan, a brakesman on 
the Great Western Railway died on 
Thursday last from being run over by 
the train between Wyoming and Wat­
ford. Ryan was engaged in putting on 
the brake, and slipped from the top of a 
freight car, the rear part of the train pass­
ing over him, cutting off both legs, and 
inflicting other severe injuries. The un­
fortunate young man was taken to Sarnia 
and medical aid procured, but after lin­
gering for a few hours, he died.

Not easily kept back.—Clifford is 
not a big place, indeed there are only 
nmety-eight inhabitants in it, but these 
ninety-eight are decidedly opposed to 
having their light put under a bushel. A 
correspondent of the Elora Observer says, 
that a meeting was held there recently 
for the purpose of consulting on the ad­
visability of laying the claims of Clifford 
before the Directors of the W. G. & B. 
Railway, as being a fitting place for a 
station on that expected and greatly to be 
desired railway, and that the following 
estimation was made of the amount of 
business transacted from 1st. Nov., 1866 
till 1st. Nov., 1867 Wheat bought 120,- 
000 bushels, coarse grains 40,000 bushels, 
pork 800 tons, butter 500 kegs, cattle 700 
head, pearl ashes manufactured 300 bar­
rels ; three stores, goods disposed of 
between $80,000 and $90,000.

Railway Meeting.
A meeting was held in Toronto on 

Saturday for the purpose of devising 
means towards the construction of the 
railway to be styled the “ Toronto and 
Nipissing ” and the " Toronto, Grey and 
Bruce railways,” upon the narrow gauge 
principle. The meeting was largely at­
tended, most of the merchants and busi­
ness men in Toronto being present, as 
also a numerous delegation from Owen 
Sound and other places interested. The, 
following resolutions were adopted :—

Moved by Mr. H. S. Howland, seconded 
by Mr. A. R McMaster, “ That, in the 
opinion of this meeting, any movement 
having for its object the increase of rail­
way communication between Toronto and 
the north-western and north-eastern sec­
tion of Ontario, should receive the earnest 
support of every one interested in the 
development of the resources of the coun­
try, and in the promotion of the prosperity 
of this city/’

Moved by Mr. John Boyd, seconded by 
Mr. Elliott, “ That the projected narrow 
gauge railways, viz., the Toronto, Grey 
and Bruce, and Toronto and Nipissing 
railways would, in the opinion of this 
meeting, prove of great valiie to the coun­
try through which they may pass, and 
add materially to the commercial interests 
of Toronto, and this meeting is hereby 
pledged to aid the provisional d" rectors in 
obtaining the requisite charters for their

nstruction.”
Moved by Mr. Thos. Clarkson, seconded 

by Mr. À. M. Smith, “ That this meeting 
approves of a judicious apportionment of 
the public dominion for the purpose of 
assisting in the construction of important 
public works calculated to open up the 
settlement and develop the resources of 
the Dominion. And in view of the fact 
that nearly all the railways in Canada 
have been largely subsidized by loans or 
assistance from the government, it is 
hereby resolved, That this meeting peti­
tion the Legislature of Ontario for a grant 
of land to aid and assist in the nstruc­
tion of the Toronto, Grey and Bruce, and 
Toronto and Nipissing railways.”

Moved by Mr. R. J. Turner, second' d 
by Dr. Rosa, “ That considering the large 
amount subscrib e by the city of Toronto 
towards the construction of e: "sting rail­
ways and the great expense " curred by 
the municipality in affording ' e right of 
way through the city, amounting in the 
aggregate to upwards of one million and 
a half 1 iJlars—it is the opinion of this 
meeting that it is neither right nor ex­
pedient in the present state of the city 
finances that the corporation should be 
called upon to take stock in the proposed 
narrow gauge railways or incur any 
.expenditure that would increase the pres­
ent rate of taxation. But in view of the 
great importance to the city that the ter­
minus of the projected lines should be in 
Toronto, this meeting invites the hearty 
co-operation of the City Council not only 
in procuring the necessary charters frotn 
the Provincial Legislature, but in grant­
ing a right of way to, and ground for a 
railway depot in such locality as may be 
deemed advisable.

Pork Packing.
The Chicago Tribune says:—It is gen­

erally conceded that . the present pack­
ing season will be a short one at all the 
principal packing points. At'Cincinnati 
it is expected to close about New Year, 
and the same time is fixed upon at Louis­
ville. Here it is supposed that the sea­
son will last until the first of February 
though many of our packers are of the 
opinion that it will not extend beyond 
the middle of January. At the present 
high prices for corn, the majority of the 
farmers will not feed their stock. This 
is plainly exhibited in the fact that the 
great bulk of the hogs now being mark­
eted are, in their flesh only fit for the 
manufacture of English meats and bacon. 
The proportion of hogs fit for making 
mess pork is very small, and it is gener­
ally conceded that the yield of mess pork 
and lard will be lighter than in former 
years. It is thought that the number ol 
hogs packed will equal that of last year, 
though at Cincinnati, Louisville, and oth­
er points on the Ohio River, it is feared 
there will be a failing off. We are of 
the opinion that on the Mississippi an 
equal if not a larger number will be cut, 
However, it is too early in the season to 
make any calculations with safety. The 
crop of corn is larger and a very excel­
lent quality. There has been a marked 
ncrease in the hog crop west ot the 
Mississippi, and though the farmers 
along the lines of railroad may prefer to 
market their corn to feeding it to their 
hogs, we are of the opinion that the re­
ceipts later in the season will be of a bet­
ter quality—more suitable for the manu­
facture of mess pork and lard—as they 
will be made up ofhogs which have been 
fattened on corn, which the farmers 
could not market, except at a loss. The 
receipts here early in the week were of 
good quality—better than at any time 
this season—but they have since fallen 
off in quality, and are now about on an 
average with those previously received.

Police Court.
Before T. W. Saunders Esq., Police Magistrate.

Monday, 25th.— John Andrews, a 
watchmaker of Elora, was charged by 
Chief Constable Kelly with having pub­
lished a plan for selling watches, chains, 
and other gold and silver jewelry to the 
amount of $500, bv lottery ; tickets twen­
ty-five cents each, to be drawn at Bain’s 
hotel on the 23rd December next ; said 
plan not being caused and procured to be 
published by Andrews as joint tenant of 
the said personal property, nor for the 
purpose of raffling for prizes of small 
value, at any bazaar to be held for any 
charitable object. The intention of the 
defendant to hold the lottery was an­
nounced by bills, which were printed for 
him at the office of the Guelph Herald, 
and for which his brother had given the 
order. Mr. McCurry appeared for the 
defence, and after the hearing of evidence 
the Magistrate said he would reserve his 
decision until to morrow morning.

London, Nov. 28rd—Hie Holiness the 
Pope who was at first strenuously averse 
to any conference whatever for the settle­
ment of the Roman question, has, at 
length, withdrawn his objections, and is 
now in full accordance with the proposi­
tion of Napoleon. The Government of 
Bavaria, which it was asserted would not 
join the conference, has also signified it* 
acceptance of the French plan. Many of 
the details of the Conference have already 
been,agreed upon. Munich, in Bavaria, 
has been chosen as the place, and 11th of 
December as the time.

London, Nov. 24th—The expected de­
monstration of sympathy for the fete of 
the Fenians, Allen, Gould and Larkin, 
took place to.day at noon. A funeral 
procession, consisting of about 2000 per­
sons, was formed aud slowly marched to 
Hyde Park. One of the most conspicuous 
objects in the procession was a large black 
banner, upon which was inscribed the 
motto, “ Man’s inhumanity to man makes 
countless thousands mourn.” On the ar­
rival of the mourners at Hyde Park, » 
solemn meeting was organized according 
to the programme previously announced, 
three stands had been erected on the 
grounds, from which during the after­
noon the people were addressed by vari­
ous speakers. Strong appeals were made 
to the sympathies of the audience, and 
the hurried executions at Manchester 
were condemned in bitter terms. Not­
withstanding the peculiar nature of the 
occasion and the character of the assem­
blage, good order prevailed throughout 
the proceedings, and the police who were 
prepared for an emergency, were not call­
ed upon to interfere. This evening a simi-. 
lar meeting was held at a public hall in 
this city, which was largely attended by 
Irishmen. No disturbances whatever oc­
curred, and the city is perfectly quiet.

London, Nov. 24—The prominent Fe­
nian leader, Col. Burke, was arrested in 
this city to-day. It is alleged he was the 
organizer of the secret expedition which 
threatened the captbre of Chester Castle 
in February last.

Paris, Nov. 24th, evening—Despatches 
from Rome announce that the Holy Fa­
ther, in accordance with the advice of 
France, liaé ordered the releTse of all the 
Garibaldians who were taken prisoners 
by the Pontifical forces during the late 
campaign. Transports have been order 
ed to sail on Monday from Toulon for 
Civita Vecchia, where they will take on 
board one division of the French expedi­
tion in Italy and return to France.

Florence, Nov. 24th—It is reported that 
Garibaldi is lying seriously ill in prison, 
and that his sons have both hurried to 
his bedside with medical aid. The jour 
nais of this city deny the truth of the re­
port that the Italian government is about 
to raise a new loan. %

Latest from Ottawa.
Parties are beginning to organize on 

the question of the Intercolonial route. 
The members below Quebec go for the 
North Shore or Robinson route. A 
large party in New Brunswick do so 
also. The Nova Scotians generally 
advocate it likewise, as it involves the 
question of supremacy between the 
cities of St. John and Halifax.

Mr. Sandfield McDonald has not 
yet disposed of the Queen’s printer- 
ship of Ontario.

The1 Judges for York and Halton 
are not yet appointed. It is said that 
local courts have not been held in Hal­
ton for some time—still the Ministry 
will not make the appointments. A 
number of worn out politicians arc in 
the field for those offices.

To show the general stagnation, if 
not disorganization, in the depart­
ments, it is sufficient to say that the 
departmental reports for the fiscal 
year ending30th June, 1866, are just 
being delivered. When the reports 
for the fiscal year ending. J une, 1867, 
will be sent down, it is difficult to-say. 
It seems the less the officials have to 
do the longer they take to do it.

The only appointments in the gift 
of the Sandfield McDonald Cabinet 
connected with the Legislature of On­
tario are the office of Clerk and Scr- 
geant-at-Arms The new Speaker, 
whoever he may be, will have the ap­
pointment of the House officers and 
employees. It is expected that an un­
derstanding will be come to with him 
in advance of his election, to make 
those appointments which nave been 
promised, such, for instance, as that 
Vance shall have the charge of pri­
vate Bills

American Despatches.

Nova Scotia.—The limes says the 
Nova Scotian Legislature has taken faction 
against the Union, and it is rumored 
in Ottawa that there may be a recall of 
the representatives of that Province from 
the House of Commons of the Dominion.

Great Protestant Demonstration 
in Ireland.—On the 30th October last, 
a great united Protestant demonstration 
took place at Hillsborough, near Belfast, 
in connection with the Established

persons were present from all parts of 
Ulster, including Episcopalians, Presby­
terians, and others, drawn by one com­
mon object.

* And bo after months of speculation 
on the probable fate of the groat Afri­
can missionary and explorer, the news 
all at once comes to us that he is still 
in the land of the living, or at least 
that in April last he was exploring 
the wastes of that comparatively un­
known continent, some hundreds of 
miles ffom the sea coast. Thus has 
the Dr. for the second time come as it 
were to life again ; for every person 
who has read his travels must remem­
ber how he sat hidden by* a tree to 
hear his funeral senppn preached by 
his worthy father-in-law, when his 
prolonged absence had given reasona­
ble grounds for entertaining the be­
lief that he was indeed numbered 
among the dead. The intelligence of 
bis safety will be cause for general 
congratulation ; for beyond the inter- 
-est which always attaches itself to an 
African explorer, there has been more 
than an ordinary decree of solicitude 
awakened for Dr. Livingstone, by tire 
"knowledge of his many thrilling /ad 
ventures and miraculous escapes, hü 
unflinching courage in the face of dan­
ger. his devotion to science, and his 
enthuiasm for the promotion of Chris­
tianity among the dark savages of a 
torrid clime. Success in the dissem 
ination of the truths of the Gospel has 
not smiled very benignantly on his 
efforts ; perhaps the time for success 
in that direction has not yet come 
and hence we may reasonably ask if 
the explorer be performing strictly his 
duty to himself, if he be not perforin 
ing more than his whole duty to the 
world, and if he be not tempting fate 
to risk his life in a land where there is 
no immediate prospect of much being 
effected in the interests of true reli­
gion, where in fact the promise is so 
bad that he appears now to be less 
Livingstone,the missionary,than Mun­
go Park the devotee of science. But 
every man has a destiny that he must 
accomplish, and the fruits of the inde­

A Clear Case of Bargain and Sale.
During the canvass previous to the

The Fenian Ex<
For ont» the sword of justice has

leaped from its scabbard in England, 
unrestrained by the appeals of mercy, 
and three men who had been found 
guilty of murder, to which they had 
been prompted by their Fenian feel­
ings or obligations, have swung from 
a Manchester 'scaffold, a warning to 
those who might be tempted to imi­
tate their crime. In the eyes of those 
who judge calmly, Allen, Larken and 
Gould will be considered as having 
richly merited their fate ; but the 
mistaken ideas of many of their coun­
trymen will invest them with the 
crown of martyrdom. In examining 
the conduct of those who Jiave lately 
stood in British courts charged with 
being parties to Fenian outrages and 
consequent loss of life, one cannot 
help being struck with the desire 
which they evince to walk in the foot­
steps of the brilliant but misguided 
visionary Emmett. They make him 
theit prototype, and when asked what 
they have to say why sentence of death 
should not be pronounced against 
them, they all make speeches, imita­
tive of his matchless death speech, as 
nearly as their abilities will permit 
them to approach. This was particu­
larly observable in the case of Burk, 
who was tried in Ireland, and whose 
speech when Chief Justice Whiteside 
put the usual question to him was a 
feeble, hobbling parody on that which 
Emmett addressed to Lord Norbury, 
and which will stand while stands the 
English language as one of the bright­
est jewels in the casket of impromptu 
orations. There is something conson­
ant to the moody musings of the Irish 
mind in the executions of those who 
are pleased to style themselves martyrs 

,on the altar of their country. It is 
'pleasing to think of a foolish attempt 
on the part of a few rash men to take 
Ireland by force of firms from the 
British government, and it is just as 
agreeable during certain intervals to 
think of their execution, and of the 
glories which inconsequence reverted 
to their name. Their praises will be 
secretly sung in,places,m all the thril­
ling wildness of Irish melody, and the 
lustre of their renown will be scarcely 
less grand than that of Brian theBrave. 
Indeed, it is to be feared that the 
aspiration after martyrdom in the 
cause of Ireland is growing very mis­
chievous in its tendency, and it is per­
haps questionable whether many of 
the so-called liberators desire most the 
‘ freedom ’ of their country or the ter­
mination of their own worthless lives, 
and a sort ol heathenish apotheosis. 
’Tis an ignoble aim, for they can re­
ceive no tribute but from ignorance. 
Of course we have had threats from 
the American Fenians of what they 
would do if the sentences on their 
brethren in Manchester were carried 
out. They were going to burn the 
British .shipping in New York harbor, 
then murder the people of Canada, and 
commit the most appalling crimes in 
England. All this bravado is stale ; 
the executions have taken place, and 
no one has or very likely will for some 
time “ raise his fincer,” as Cicero says, 
“ against the stability of the State.”

The Grand Trunk Bill.—We 
learn from the London Daily News 
of the 7th instant-, that the deputation 
appointed at the meeting of the Grand 
Trunk Railway Company of Canada, 
on the 31st ult, have had a conference 
with the directors, the result of which 
is, that as regards the bill to be pre­
sented to Parliament, all the clauses 
to which objection was taken by the 
meeting are withdrawn. The powers 
of the bill are now confined to the 
raising of a sum not exceeding £500,- 
000 in equipment mortgage bonds, 
No 2 (such bonds in no way to inter­
fere with the priorities and rights of 
the existing equipment bonds), and to 
the enabling of variations being made 
in the terms of the agreements with 
the Buffalo and Lake Huron and 
Champlain Railways, with the con­
sent of those respective companies.

The Bev. Newman Hall writes in the 

Christian World : —“Just within the 
principal entrance from the Pont de Jena,

of the Emperor. First, there is the Mis­
sionary Museum, where the missions of 
Great Britain, America, Paris, Ac., exhib­
it the gods of tfie heathen, and other ob­
jects connected with Christian labors in 
idolatrous lands. Near to this, the Relig­
ious Tract Society have a building.— 
Then yu i come to the Bible Society’s 
House, always occupied by visitors. Mr. 
Hawke's Gospel stand is a circular build­
ing, with a number of open porches, in 
which are twelve persons, who speak 
fifteen different languages, and dis­
tribute gratuitously separate Gospels in 
French, German, Italian, Danish, Swed­
ish, Dutch, Greek, Russian, Polish, He­
brew, Portuguese, Spanish, Arabic and 
Turkish. It is generally surrounded by 
eager groups, who thankfully receive 
the precious volume proffered. From 
April 1st to June 26th more than eight 
hundred thousand copies of separate 
Looks of the New Testament have been 
distributed. Upon Whit-Sunday alone, 
34,000 Gospels were given away. Six 
hundred soldiers are daily marched into 
the Exhibition. These all receive a Gos­
pel, and thus 25,000 soldiers and officers 
Lave alrerdy received the Word of God. 
Persons are seen daily sitting on the 
Boulevards and riding in the omnibuses 
reading these little books. For the small 
sum of fifty shillings, one thousand copies 
of Gospels can be provided. It is hoped 
that Christian people will not suffer the 
supply to cease so long as *he Exhibition 
continues open, although I was told the 
stock was being rapidly exhausted. Last, 
not least, is the Salle Evangclique, where 
Protestant worship is carried on during 
tli-i week. Such an opportunity of evan­
gelizing France and Europe at so little 
cost of money and labor, was never yet 
afforded ; for, instead of colporteurs go­
ing through Europe, Europe comes to­
gether iu one place to receive the Word 
of God.”—Evangelical Christendom, for 
August.

Business Education !
fTIHE importance of "a thorough Business F-du- 
A, cation is pressing itself upon the attention 
of commercial circles more and more every day, 
and its advantages arc perhaps more emphaticu'ly 
shown by nothing more than by the vantage 
ground on which it places the fully trained clerk 
above the imperfectly trained one, when looking 
for a situation.

The British American Commercial College 
has in full operation such a course of instruction as 
to give it practical fitness to do the work propo ed.

An important characteristic of this Institution 
is its maturely organised actual business ays! cm, 
whereby the College is made a type or model not 
only of an extensive business house, but even of a 
large trading community. Another distinctive 
feature of this College is that it attempts no ex­
traneous teaching. Its work is one, and to the 
accomplishment of that work every effort is direct­
ed. Just as the University and Grammar Schools 
must be separate institutions, so the Commercial 
College and the Elementary School must be di. 
tinct. Common sense and experience alike show 
that such a combination is not compatible with 
efficiency.

The time required to complete the full course 
varies considerably, according to the atte ulauce, 
attention and ability of each student. Young men 
however are earnestly «rationed against the injuri­
ous practice of hurrying through the covrae ” >m 
the mistaken idea that they will thi s ">e gainers by 
the saving of money in the item of board. Infinitely 
more advantageous would it be to the stude it 
since his full coarse of tuition is already paid for, 
to incurthe comparatively small additional expe ■- 
se of a few weeks bo rtl in o (1er to make rinse1'" 
completely master of the course ; and thus, by a 
small present outlay, quality himself for some lu- 
curative situation. The crudne. s that such hast : 
entails is highly detrimental, not only to the stu­
dent himself, but also to the College w ic e he 
graduates ; and, besides, it brings opprobil n on 
Commercial Colleges enerally. The common prac­
tice, thereto! e, of holding out this crowding sys 
tern as an inducement to students is most decept­
ive and highly reprehensible.
