A Narrow Escape. — Last week Mr. 
Francis Little, senr., was discovered lying 
in a top buggy half-way down Wallace’s 
Hill, Port Hope. The buggy was over­
turned, and the horse standing quietly 
contemplating the situation. Mr. Little 
was perfectly insensible, and could not 
have survived long in the position in 
which he was found, he being in a help­
less state of intoxication. The embank­
ment over which he drove is about fifteen 
feet high.

The Welland Tribune says that a hus­
band in the neighborhood of Port^Robin- 
eon, becoming suspicious of his wife’s 
fidelity, came home suddenly and unex- 
pectedlyjand found a neighbouring young 
man questionably engaged in his house.

Hints to the Provincial Exhibition 
Committee.—A correspondent of Lohdon 
Free Press thinks the time allowed for 
Provincial Exhibitions is too limited to 
do justice either to the exhibitors them­
selves or the general public, many of 
whom eome a considerable distance. He 
admits there is a difficulty in the way of 
providing feed for live stock ; but believes 
it would be a great improvement if every­
thing displayed in the Crystal Palace 
could be arranged on the proceeding 
Thursday or Friday, so that the judges 
may finish on Saturday, and the doors be 
thrown open to the public on Monday 
morning. This arrangement would pro- 
biibty lessen the crushing so painfully felt 
Wednesdays and Thursdays, and besides 
the railroads would not be bo bard 
pressed.

The Goderich Signal defends Mr. 
Donelly, who was lately fined for over- 
punishing one of his pupils. It says :— 
The fact that he is sustained by the 
Board of Trustees of the school and 
three-fourths of the people of the village 
is sufficient refutation of the slauderoue 
mi statements that have been circulated 
respecting him. Should his health be 
sufficiently recovered; he will resume 
charge of the school at the close of the 
summer vacation, the trustees having de­
clined to receive hia resignation.

London, Aug. 2,—A dreadful accident 
occurred this morning, on the North­
western Railway, neaf Wigan, to the 
Scotch tourist express train from London. 
Twelve persons were instantly kitted, and 
thirty wounded. Among the killed is Sir 
John Anson. Many of the injured per­
sons will die.

The Duchess of Inverness is dead. 
Paris, Aug. 8.—Ex-President Thiers, 

yesterday, in the course of hie reply to 
Madame Kneohling, who presented him 
with a gift from the Gadies of Mulhouse, 
declared the attitude of France towards 
the foreign powers should be strictly 
neutral. Difficulties in Spain were purely 
internal. If France claimed inviolability 
of her territory she ought to respect that

London, Aug. 3.—A meeting was held 
in Hyde Park to-day to protest agâinst 
the grant to the Duke of Edinburgh 
Bradlaugh presided. It was resolved 
that the Queen be petitioned to refuse 
her sanction.

Madrid, Aug. 3.—The Intransiguente 
demonstration which was extensively ad- 
vertised for to-day fell through because 
some of its promoters objected to the use 
of the red flag.

St. Louis, Aug. 3.—The Texas cattle 
plague is prevailing in North-west 
Missouri. It has carried off several 
thousand head.

Madrid, Aug. 3.—In the Cortes, to-mor­
row, Castelar will move adjournment of 
the debate on the federal constitution un­
til the Provinces have been officially 
heard from with regard to the division of 
the Republic into States or Cantons. 
Republican batteries have opened on the 
Insurgent positions in Seville. The 
troops are only waiting for re-inforce- 
ments before making a final assault.

Madrid, Aug. L—An insurgent frigate 
entered the harbour of Malaga to-day, 
closely followed by a German man-of-war. 
She shortly afterwards sailed still pursued. 
It is supposed that she will be captured.

The insurgents of Grenada offer to 
surrender.

Madrid, Aug. 2.—Many persons who 
joined the insurrection in the south in 
favour of the independence of the cantons 
have abandoned the cause in consequence 
pf the excesses committed by the insur­
gents.

Many buildings in various quarters of 
Seville have been burned. Every house 
and store has been entered by the insur­
gents and plundered of the contents. The 
conduct of General Contreras in bom­
barding defenceless towns is producing 
an immense re-action throughout the 
country in favour of the National Gov­
ernment.

The frigates seized by the insurgents 
at Oarthagena are partly manned by 
gftHey slaves. The commanders of the 
English, French, and German squadrons 
in Malaga held a conference with General 
Contreras in which they urged him to 
order the return of the seized war vessels 
to Carthagena.

All communication between Madrid 
and the cities in Andalusia has been in­
terrupted by the insurrectionists.

Madrid, Aug. 2.—The Bill providing 
for the separation of Church and State 
was introduced in the Cortes to-day.

Advieôs from Valencia state that the 
Government troops attacked that eity 
this morning, and have driven the in­
surgents into the Plaza de Moress, where 
thqy are beseiged.

Barcelona, Aug. 2.—Dons Alfonso and 
{•abatis, the Cailist commanders, are 
fortifying Prato de Lausarres, 40 miles 
north-west cf Barcelona.

New York, Aug. 3.—Advices from Pana­
ma to the 25th ult. report the revolt in 
Chiriqui suppressed.

A great earthquake occurred at Val- 
poraiso at 2:20 a. m., July 8th. Shocks 
were worse than those of 1837. Great 
damage was done to houses and churches' 
though nothing to be compared with the 
last earthquake of San Salvador. Some 
lives were lost by falling walls, and^one 
lady died from fear. Prisoners tried to 
break out of jail but did njt manage it. 
In Santiago the «hooks were severe but 
no great damage was done beyond the 
breaking oi mirrors an* the rending of 
some walls.

A violent storm at Lima, on July 8th, 
unroofed many houses in that city, caus­
ing damage of half a million dollars.

New York, Aug. 4.—London cor­
respondence says that it is officially stated 
that the English Govt, knew nothing of 
the Persian concession to Baron Reuter 
until it had been granted. Earl Gran­
ville stated in the House of Commons he 
first heard of it from Reuter himself last 
September. A correspondent says Reuter 
regarded hia concession with the eye of 
an Englishman, which he regards himself 
by residence and interest, acd offered 
Granville the opportunity to reap politi­
cal benefit of the grant for England. 
Granville ignored the political significa­
tion of the concession and treated it en­
tirely as a commercial speculation which 
it was out of ordinary line of policy of 
the Government to protect.

The Carlisle are increasing in numbers 
in the Basque provinces of Navarre and 
Catalonia. Vessels of foreign powers in 
the harbour of Cadiz have interposed to 
prevent the insurgents from attacking 
the arsenal.

New York, Aug. 2.—A prize fight be­
tween Seddons and Chambers took place 
this morning near Prospect Park Fair 
Grounds, Brooklyn, nud çetnRed after

fourteen rounds, which occupied nearly 
one hour, in the defeat of Seddons.

Buffalo, N. Y,, August 2.—Twelve 
blocks have been burned, in Portland, 
Or agon. Water supply insufficient. Twenty 
three blocks are a total ruin. The loss 
extends into the millions.

A Chinese correspondent says, in. an­
swer to the demands of European and 
American representatives for revision of 
the treaties of 1858, that the Prime Min­
ister ot China states nothing cap be ac­
complished until the Emperor reaches 
his majority, and assumes complete sov­
ereign rule. The demands laid before the 
Government at Pekin are the extension 
of trade in the interior, the opening of 
new porto, the navigation of rivers by 
steam, the construction of railroads and 
telegraphs, the granting to merchants 
and other citizen» in the interior the pri­
vilege of travel to and fro, effective mea­
sures for the suppression of piracy, and 
important modifications in the tariff.

The Sultan of Turkey Is actively reor­
ganizing his military forces in order to 
keep pace with the military organiza­
tions of the other European powers'.

An Artful Dodoeb.—About a month 
ago a man was engaged to work by Mr. 
D. B. McDonald, with the understanding- 
that he was to remain threemonths. Be­
fore two weeks of the time had expired, it 
was seen that the fellow was using every 
endeavor to get away, having another of­
fer of employment during the harvest at 
two dollars a day, but he did not wish to 
forfeit his wages. While driving the 
team the other day, by some means he 
was thrown outot the waggon on the soft 
sapd, and was apparently severely injur­
ed. He was carried home, and after 
seemingly suffering, the most intense 
agony for a day, stated his fear that he 
would not recôver, and asked for the 
Wages due'him to send to his friends. 
On his demand being complied With a 
sudden and tmadeountable change for the 
better took place, and he left for parts un- 
known.-—Stratford Beacon.

A deputation from Mt. Forest visited 
Owen Sound on Friday, regarding rail­
way extension from Palmerston to Owen 
Sound ■ via Mt. Forest and Durham. 
They also brought before the meeting • 
another scheme, being the Pert Dover 
and Lake Huron Railway, to run from 
Port Dover on Lake Huron, through 
Woodstock, Stratford, Listowell, Palmer- 
stbn and Mt. Forest to Owen Sound. 
Several were ptesent from Minto and 
said that they would not object to the 
bonus, though on the extreme south of 
the township. A resolution was finally 
adopted, to act in securing railway con­
nection from the south to Owen Sound 
via Palmerston and Mt. Forest, leaving 
open the question of which railway to 
suggest.

Littell’s Lmxo Age.—We have re­
ceived this weekly magazine for August 
2nd from the publishers, Littell <fc Gay, 
Boston .It contains the usual amount 
of entertaining reading. The contents 
for this week are, “ French Marriages 

The Parisians,” by Lord Lytton ;
“ Links in German Literature “ Inno­
cent,” a tale of Modem Life, by Mrs. 
Oliphant ; “ The Brontes “ Persian 
Etiquette and Peculiarities besides se­
lect pieces of poetry and miscellany. 
The publishers have a small number of 
complete sets of the Living Age, which 
they offer at a large reduction. These 
sets cannot be reprinted.

Windsor can boast of having an honest 
an.

station here, on Wednesday last picked 
up in one of the sleeping cars a pocket. 
book containing nearly $1,900, evidently 
belonging to John Cutliffe, a passenger. 
Promptly upon finding the book, Land­
grave turned it over to hie principal, who 
took steps to have the owner discovered 
by means of the telegraph.

A Curiosity.—The Parry Sound Lum­
ber Company’s men last week picked up 
a saw log off Moose Point, branded A.G„ 
once the property of Allan Gunn, Erq., 
of Algoma Mills.—After floating around 
on the waters of Lake Huron for the last 
four years, it at last found rest within 
the booms of the Parry Sound Lumber 
Co., 258 miles or more from the land that 
grew it.

We have received from the office of 
Routine and Records two blue books, one 
the report of the Minister of Agriculture 
for 1872, and the other on the Indians of 
British Columbia ; also a report on the 
shortest route between Europe and 
America.

A Communist named Michael Serigne 
escaped from a French convict ship on 
the Australian coast, by swimming nearly 
nine miles ! He rested fof an hour on a 
ship’s cable, after he had swam more 
than half way.

Drummondville has been excited over 
some of Uncle Sam’s detectives making 
their appearance in search of evidence 
to bring as witnesses against certain 
dealers at Niagara Falls, N. Y., for sell­
ing smuggled goods.

According to a recent census taken by 
the police, the city of New York contains 
23,460 tenements. Assuming the popu­
lation to be 900,000- it is something 
more than that now—there would, on an 
average, be over 38 persons crowded into 
one tenement.

This argument cuts both ways, for, if 
correct, His Exoellenoy would be 
equally bound to act on the advice 
of the accused Ministers in selecting 
the Commission which is to try them. 
Let Sir John A. Macdonald once get 
a finger in tbe Commission pie, and 
we may be sure he will contrive to 
manipulate it so as to prevent that 
fair trial so ouch needed.

The necessity for «he Parliamentary 
discussion now petitioned tor is only 
rendered, more urgent by the an­
nouncement of the Commission. If 
the Commission is one as perfectly 
constitutional and satisfactory to the 
people as the Tory journals contend, 
it would only strengthen their posi­
tion for the people’s representatives 
to have an opportunity of saying so. 
But if, as we believe, the Commission 
is an infringement upon the rights 
and privileges of Parliament—if it is 
*‘a mock tribunal, appointed by the 

„Government in order to withdraw 
the allair, if possible, from the cog­
nizance of the well-known and only 
constitutional Court ot Enquiry into 
the matter, the House of Commons” 
—then no argument is needed to 
show that the House should meet 
without delay.

The Monetary Times says :—Antici­
pations ot a commencement being 
made this year with the Pacific Rail­
way and the financial operations it 
would give rise to are likely not to 
be realizedi Whatever political re­
sult may issue from the pending in­
vestigation, one thing is manifest, 
that this great scheme has received a 
heavy blow and Canadian credit 
abroad must be anything else than 
improved by what has transpired. It 
is said that a new charter will be re­
quired, and to the original difficulty 
of raising capital abroad will be add­
ed the very serious, possibly insuper­
able one which has been created by 
the heavy discounting which has oc­
curred of certain prominent reputa­
tions in the political and monetary 
world of Canada.

The best that can be ^aid for the 
state of things in Spain is that it has 
grown no worse in^he last few days. 
The Government, m fact, appears to 
exercise a reasonable degree of en­
ergy and discretion in its treatment 
of the Cantonal insurrections. The 
loyal troops are completely success­
ful in Seville. Several wavering 
places have returned to their alle­
giance. Meanwhile, the enemies of 
the Republic do not seem to profit by 
their momentary advantage. The 
Çarlists are making no progress to- 
ward Madrid, and the insurgents, of 
Carthagena can apparently make no 
use of their stolen navy, which now 
seems getting tpo hot to hold.

The most noteworthy feature of 
the money market during the past 
week has been the calling in by the 
Government of a portion of their de­
posits with various banks, causing a 
scarcity of cash, more especially in 
Montreal, and some pressure for 
funds. In the stock market the 
dullness is unmitigated and may be 
expected to continue at least during 
the balance of the hot season.

Baptism of One Hundred and Fifty 
Indians.

The Mainland Guardian gives au ac­
count of an interesting ceremony held at 
St. Paul’s Mission, Lytton, British Co­
lumbia, on Sunday and Monday, the 
Whitsuntide festivals of) the Chuzeh of 
England.

During the preceding days, Indians 
steadily assembled to the number of 
about six hundred, and took up their 
positions in encampments according to 
their villages, all about the picturesque 
site of the Mission. Betweeen three or 
four hundred horses adorned with highly- 
colored furniture added to thq romantic 
surroundings, as well as attested the in­
creasing prosperity of the native race. 
The church was decorated with the, 
beautiful wild flowers of the land.

Solemn, hearty, and protracted ser­
vices were held, at which many addresses 
were given by the Bishop of Columbia 
and Mr. Good. Native speakers also ex­
horted their brethren. On Sundqy after- 
noon the Bishop baptised 124 adults, and 
19 in thé evening were confirmed, ont of 
those baptised last year. On Monday, 18 
infants, children of the baptised, were 
admitted to the Christian Church. 
Among those baptised were 23 chiefs and 
headmen. Most of them had been for, 
tiro or six years Under instruction and 

"'probation. The improvement in knowl­
edge, good habits, and appearance is 
manifest.

The Huron Agricultural Society pur­
pose holding their Exhibition this year in 
the Village of Kincardine, on the 2nd of 
October.

An exchange says that within the last 
fortnight a new kind of potato bug has 
made its appearance in the county of 
Kent. They are etriped like the ordinary 
bug, but about three times its length. 
They also possess long legs, with which 
they travel off with remarkable celerity 
the moment a person approaches the hill. 
They are numerous and voracious, while 
their activity makes it almost impossible 
to kill them. They do not confine 
themselves exclusively to the potatoes.

The Harvest in Ontario.
Fall Wheat itself, taking the Province 

as a whole, will be fully an average crop. 
Out of 106 places which reported we find 
that 48 put fall wheat down as above the 
average erop, 32 said it would reach the 
average, and only 26 that the yield would 
be below the average and poor. Judging 
by these returns, from the more hopeful 
reports of the press, and from consider 
able personal observations, it is certain 
that the crops have wonderfully improved 
during the past five or six weeks, and 
that there are now good grounds to hope 
that if nothing unforeseen occurs the 
harvest of 1873 will disappoint the fears 
indulged as to its unsatisfactory character, 
Spring-sown grain, turnips, and grasses 
bave recovered sufficiently from the 
drought to be far more abundant in yield 
and weight than could have been expected 
from their appearance early in July. It 
has been estimated by experienced obser­
ves that these crops have been improved 
25 per cent, in yield by the late rains, 
which means a net gain to the country of 
a sum of money which will bo appreci­
ably felt in all Us financing and business, 
public and private, for the next year.— 
Monetary Tima.

Vital Statistics.—The death rate at 
Quebec averages, annually, 41 per thou- 
eand of the inhabitants.
