Farmers sell
their produée in flour barrels, and mer-
chants transier the eame to standard
barrels, making a profit on quantity as
well as on the price. In the eale of
eight hundred barrels of potat from &
farm, the proprietor loses one hundred
barrels, worth two hundred and fifty
dollars, for which he might as well be
paid. The middle man, not the con-
sumer, profits by this. Farmers, see to
it that you employ the one hundred qubrt
barrel hereafter.—Hamilton Times.
