Fire On Thursday Nlghf,
About ten’o’clock on Thursday night, 

the citizens of Guelph were aroused from 
their reveries by the alarming eound^of 
the fire bell, and on turning ont it|wa» 
discovered that a two storey’frame shed, 
situated in rear of Pringle’s jewelry store 
was on fire. The fire engine was quick­
ly on the spot, but its services were not 
much called into requisition, as the fire­
men and a few active individuals with 
pails, and others with axes, had prompt­
ly got the flames under control. The 
fire orignated in the upper storey of the 
shed, which is on a level with the rooms 
of the Young Men’s Christian Associa­
tion. A barrel stood out in 'the shed 
in which the ashes from the stoves in 
the rooms of the Association were emp­
tied, and proper precaution not having 
been exercised in seeing that there was 
no fire amongst them before putting 
them into the barrel, they set fire |to the 
building. The loss sustained is very 
slight, but had the fire taken place at a 
later hour of the night, the consequen­
ces would in all probability have been 
very disastrous, as there are a number of 
frame sheds and combustible rubbish in 
that neighborhood, in which, if the fire 
had once obtained a footing, it would 
have been very difficult to subdue. This 
ought to be a warning to people to be 
very careful how they dispose of the 
ashes from their stoves, as a slight neg­
lect in that way, may produce very seri­
ous results. We might also add that it 
is a great mistake to put these wooden 
sheds and out-buildings close to stores, 
filled with valuable goods, for the risk is 
thereby greatly increased, and destruc­
tive fires often occur in this way. The 
Town Council and the Insurance Agents 
ought to look to this matter.

Improvement in Wheat Grinding.
Quite a revolution is reported to be at 

present going on in the milling industry 
of the West. A machine of French in. 
vention*, but which could hot be put to 
any practical use in that country, has 
been brought to America, and so per­
fected by American inventors that by 
its use it is claimed that a superior flour 
can be made from spring wheat, the 
quality vastly improved, and about fifty 
per cent, more flour extracted from the 
grain than by the old system of grinding. 
The main features of the new system 
lies in the manner in which the bolting 
process is performed, the following de­
scription of which is from the London 
Free Press

The machinery consists of a hori­
zontal sieve made of bolting cloth, which 
sieve has a short, quick motion imparted 
to it. Into this sieve at one end the 
middlings are put. The motion starts 
them along the sieve towards the other 
end. A blast of air is introduced under 
the sieve while a suction is created 
above. This air carries off all the lighter 
particles, the heavy particles which con­
tain tho flour, fall through the sieve into 
a receptacle below, while the bran is 
carried off to the end and falls out as 
tailings. This heavy material so caught 
and preserved is again ground and bolt­
ed, and from this comes the best article 
of flour that has ever yet been known 
for ccneral use. The defect in this ma- 
ihinery heretofore has been in keeping

Ontario Legislature.

THE FINANCIAL STATEMENT.
Hon. Mr. Crooks made his financial 

statement. He prefaced his remarks by 
a reference to the expenditures whieh 
had been deliberately entered upon in 
pursuance of the policy that it was not 
desirable that tho surplus revenues of 
the Province should remain an unpro­
ductive investment, but that they should 
be utilized as far as possible, with a view 
to the deve opnosnt of the country on 
the one hand, and on the other to com­
pensate the municipalities which had not 
borrowed against those which had bor­
rowed, and were relieved by the measure 
of last session. The result was that the 
statements which bad been made up in 
the Treasury Department showed une­
quivocally the prosperous position of the 
Province at present. The financial posi­
tion of tho Province on the 80th Sept., 
last was as follows :

which are held, and rightly so, as assets. 
He next referred to our liabilities, as 
given in the table above. He gave these 
figures on correct data, which were part 
of the records of his department; data as 
to which there could be no question; but 
there might be things in the future to be 
considered before they could definitely 
say that they could rest content with tho 
conclusion that he had arrived at. He 
proposed to mention-these, and he would 
give his hon. friends all the information 
they might desire in regard to those 
points with respect to which they might 
think there were certain obligations the 
Government were bouud to fulfil.

year. It is clear, therefore, that thq



current year will show » surplus upon its
operations of from six to seven hundred 
thousand dollars. He then went 
into a very minute statement giv­
ing the items from which reve­
nue was derived, and those respecting 
the expenditure. After dwelling at 
length on this subject, he said it was idle 
to assert that in our time at least any 
ratepayer of the1 community would ever 
be called upon by a tax-gatherer of the 
Province of Ontario. (Oheers.) As fat 
as the Government of Mr. Blake or this 
Government was concerned, there was 
no room for asserting that the expendi­
tures of the Province had been in any 
way governed by extravagance (oheers) 
while the records of the country showed 
the contrary. Any impartial or unbiassed 
person who investigated these records 
must come to the conclusion that the 
expenditure was governed neither by ex­
travagance nor parsimony. On tho ono 
hand he claimed that the Government 
had been free ttom extravagance, and on 
the other hand from the opposite vice of 
parsimony—(hear, hear) — but,with our 
large resources, a Government would be 
unworthy of the confidence of the people 
if they did not endeavor to act with that 
cautious and wise liberality which 
would involve expenditure, bnt ex­
penditure which wouldbe productive of 
amuifold benefits to the community.

Mr. Crooks then referred to the pros­
perous condition of the Province, as 
evidenced in many ways. In 1840 the 
banking capital in Upper Canada Banks 
amounted to only #2,000,000; in 1807 
it amounted to $13,000,000 ; in 1874 to 
816,197,250. At the same periods the 
deposits were, respectively, $798,060, 
$14,000,000,t [and $20,442,570. This is 
exclusive of large sums invested in Build­
ing, Loan, Assurance, and other so­
cieties. The rapid development of the 
railway system in Ontario is another 
proof of general progress. The lines 
completed now cover 2,445 miles, and 
662 miles more are under construction. 
The amount expended upon lines, repre­
senting 1,110 miles completed since July, 
1867, has been $26,282,709. It is esti­
mated that in 1874 the expenditure on 
railway construction will not bo less 
than $2,049,572, and to complete lines in 
progress will absorb $9,993,621. He 
then in conclusion went into a full ex­
planation regarding the sale of the Mu­
nicipal Loan Fund debentures in Lon­
don. He argued that he had obtained 
'ho full value for them, that he had used 
his best efforts to place them in the most 
advantageous position on the market, 
and repelled the attack made by the < *p- 
position, that he or the Government had 
sacrificed the interests of the Province. 
He closed an able speech by saying : The 
grounds he had brought forward were all 
thorough substantial grounds for coming 
to the conclusion that tho prosperity of 
Ontario depended upon certain elements 
of success which wore not in any way 
doubtful. If they were able to show this, 
then they were affording tho highest cor­
roborative testimony of that opinion 
which the Governor-General lately ex­
pressed in Toronto, and which they found 
was now ringing in the ears of the peo­
ple of Great Britain — that in every re­
spect, with regard to tho institutions of 
the Province, with regard to those mat­
ters which had reference to the protection 
and preservation of lives and property, 
us wall as in those matters which tended 
to the improvement and civilization end 
general culture of tho country, and with 
regard to its natural and material re­
sources, Canada had for its future the 
brightest and most brilliant auguries. 
(Hear, hear.) It was impossible for him 
to add to tho eloquent words in which 
our position hod been set before the Em­
pire at largo by His Excellency ; all that 
remained for him was to tako as a warn­
ing for this Administration, as well as for 
any that might succeed them, that under 
any circumstances the people of Ontario 
wore in a position to call to account any 
Administration which acted contrary to 
their wishes. If the account which on 
Administration gave of its proceedings 
was not full and satisfactory it was plain 
that the people of Ontario had tho will, 
as they had the power, to displace them 
and put bettor roupie in their places. 
(Loud cheers.)

After soma discussion, the debate was 
adjourned.

Canada Trade with the Antilles.
To show the benefits to he derived l>y 

tho uouutry having a Government alive 
tu its interests like the one v;e have at 
present—wo copy the following from the 
Now York Bulletini of the 17th.

Canadian commercial enterprise, in 
feeling its way to the future, is not in- 
ciiued to halt at the proposed Recipro­
city Treaty with tho United States. It 
lias a sharp eye to tho commerce of t he 
West Indies, and, with a view to its 
systematic development, we see it has 
just taken a step which certainly Iooks 
as if it “ meant business.” The govern­
ment has called lor- tenders for ;» fort­
nightly steam service with St. Thomas 
and Guiana, and another between Canada 
an i the island of Cuba. The tenders are 
solicited by the l’ost Oüieo Department, 
and tho subsidy or payment mado by tho 
government will bo for the ‘carrying of 
mails. In taking this step,"tho Govern­
ment, we are told, has decided upon 
establishing à regular and first-class 
system of steam communication between 
the Dominion ami tho Antilles. For a 
long whilo past, journsls devoted to 
Canadian trade interests have been 
earnestly urging a more thorough 
development of .tropical trade, and this 
movement of the Government would 
seem to lie the response to it. The com­
plaint has been that this trade, though 
a’raady Urge and lucrative, has been per­
mitted to remain stationary. Last year, 
indeed, there was a positive decrease, as 
will be seen by tho following comparison 
with the customs returns for the year 
previous :

The Financial Position of the 
Province.

We give to-day as full a summary 
as we can of the Hon. Mr. Crooks' 
speech in the House on Friday, 
which he entered into the fullest ex 
planations in regard to the financial 
position of the Province. Any one 
who carefully follows the Treasurer 
in that speech cannot fail to come to 
the conclusion that under the man 
agement of the present Government, 
the Province stands as well,financially 
as ever it did : and that while the 
utmost liberality has been exercised 
in aiding every laudable enterprise, 
due care has been taken to practice 
economy whenever deemed advis­
able or judicious. The exhibit must 
be regarded as a most satisfactory 
one, and effectually disposes of the 
counter statements and complaints 
of the Opposition.

Mr. Crooks shows by the plainest 
figures that the surplus, after taking 
into account all the direct and in­
direct liabilities, will amount in 
round numbers to five million dollars, 
which is quite a handsome 
sum for a Government to commence 
another year’s business with. Com- 
in g down to the estimated revenue 
and expenditure of the next year,, 
we find that he puts the former at new 
two and a half millions in round 
numbers, and the latter at two mil- 
lions, two hundred thousand, which 
would leave a surplus on the year’s 
business of something over three 
hundred thousand dollars. This 
too, cannot but be satisfactory, anc 
effectually disposes of the direct tax 
ation howl raised by the Opposition.
Such a full and reliable statement of 
our financial position cannot fail to 
greatly strengthen the hold the pre 
sent Government has on the country

SPECIAL NOTICE.

Our Schools.
To the Editor of the Mercury.

Sib,—To those Interested in our Pub­
lic Schools (and every ratepayer should 
be so) the appointment of anewPrincipal 
of the High and Public Schools, as at 
present projected, is a subject of serious 
thought, not unmingled with anxiety. 
There is a general impression, eo ’ as 
my observations havo extended, that 
fuch an appointment is prematura ; that 
i\ lias been too hastily resolved on ; and 
that -there are at present weighty rea­
sons, for thinking the step unwise. If 
such'a Principal be appointed (and I do 
not say but that a head should bo ap­
pointed nur Common Schools) it is timo 
enough when the new Central School 
building is completed, and when the 
great proportion of the Common Sbhool 
pupils will be concentrated therein, and 
so be under his immediate and efficient 
supervision. In tho present scattered 
condition of the schools the appointment 
in the opinion of many who have given 
the subject any thought, would be, to 
say the least, unwise. Hasty and in­
efficient action has characterized most cf 
the proceedings of the School Board, and 
has resulted, so far, in that want oi effi­
ciency so unnecesasanly mentioned in 
tho advertisement inserted in the Globe. 
I cannot but think that tho Trustees 
should imitate tho example of tho Coun­
cil of Public Instruction, who bclore in­
troducing important changes, consult 

, tho Teachers themselves as to their ad­
visability. If this course had been pur­
sued, I feel confident fewer blunders 
would have been perpetrated at tho ex­
pense not only of tho Town funds, but 
what is far worse, at the expense of the 
best interests of our school population.

Tho Trustees are, however, surely not 
serious in their proposal to appoint a 
Principal or Inspector over the High as 
well as Common Schools. They must 
surely doubt their authority to make any 
euch appointment. If their advertisement 
means anything, that is their intention. 
Tho Principal of tho High School has, 
to say the least, been rather unfairly 
and disrespectfully treated in putting 
forth such an advertisement. Mr. Laf- 
fertvis, I believe, understood to be a ripe 
echoiar, having taken double honours in 
Classics and Mathematics in the Univer­
sity of Toronto, which fact was charac­
ter zod by Dr. MeCaul, tho President, as 
” the rare honor of a double first.” It 
is to be hoped, however, that in regard 
to the proposed appointment, the Board 
will not do anything precipitately, but 
will, in the meantime, occupy themselves 
with devising means for supplying 
additional temporary school accommo­
dation, os the schools are at present 
much over crowded, each school having 
more than the legal number of pupils. It 
would be much better if tho Board would 
direct their attention to this matter, and 
leave the appointment of a Principal un­
til his services arc required an I can be1 
properlv made available. -
