Following is a more extended state~
ment of the basis upom which the diffi-
culty between the Canadian Government
and the Huodson Bay Company - is
proposed to be settled than ‘has
been published heretofore.

I have no object in _view but the placing
of education and its belongings before the
public in such a way as to cause the teacher to

system shouid prosper and become effective,

I'have oo desire for popularity, but a sin-
cere wish to raise the public tone of thought
in all that is honorable and manly: Are the
people of Vaocoover Island goiog to submit
to the aoti-progressive spirit that character-
ises the Exaa_ulive Goveroment of thig colony
aot only in edacation but in other things?
A free  education causes liberality of
view, dissipates false and erroneons ideas,
batters down the walls of prejucice and
bailde up a prosjerous and enlightened
people.
