Connell, who had returned to the scene
from the hospital early in the morning,
still in a hysterical condition, to go into
a neighbor’s house, when he was attract.
ed by a peeuliar movement of a China-
man in the garden.

We find a good deal of fault with our
reading books sometimes, and certainly they
might be better, but no matter how excel-
lent the text book, it will never be suffi-
| clent, entirely alone, to arouse enthusiasm.
Very often the child, if he has older bro-
thers or sisters, knows every story in the
book before he begins it. And, even if he|
did not, when he has himself mastered the
lesson, it is not Inspiring to hear the lag-
gards in the class drilled upon it. - How
would we like one book, even if it were the
best possible? BEmerson fervently records
somewhere that he is determined. “‘never,
never, to read any book but Shakespeare,”
but judging from his wealth. of guotation
and allusion he very promptly thought
better of his resolve.
It is not likely that my opinion will have
any weight upon the weighty subject of
school readers, but to free my own mind,
let me put in a plea for a reader that is
literature, rather than oné consisting of
miscellaneous information. If a child wants
to know, or as more often the case, his
teacher desires that he should, how tes, |
cotton and sugar grow; or how rubber and
logwood dyes are produced, he can find it
in an encyclopaedia. This literature of in-
formation is poor In this use, when it is
merely a string of facts, but valuable when
it arouses that spirit of wonder which

it 18 'possible to find passages of real liter-
ary merit, which give this sort of Informa-
tion, but they should be chosen for their
power, rather than for the facts contained.
Any intelligent child has some idea of where
to look for these things. He does not know
where to look- for literature pure and sim-
ple, unless he already has something by
which to match.it. - For another reasonm,
only the best and finest work can stand the
repetitiont and general wear and tear that
the extracts in a school reader have to
undergo. I know.this is usunally urged on
the opposite side, I e., that it is a pity to
spoil beautiful poems, ete., by hearing them
daily murdered. So I can only give my
own feeling. that the ordinary lttle rhymes
and verses become pretty soon accompanied
with acute disgust. While the few really
fine things we have in our school readers
occur. like so many oases—green and fresh
every time. If I had my wish, it wou'd
be that we should be'able to employ a great
deal of supplementary reading matter of a
very varied nature, but that the reader
proper, in all but the very lowest grades,
ghould consist of carefully and appropriate-
Iy chosen selections of real Mterary value.

By appropriate, I mean those which ap-
peal to children and interest them. In our
present fourth reader we have one lesson
from George Blipt—the death of Mrs. Bar-

ing, that it is almost impossible to read
aloud, or to listen to, unmoved. And many
teachers usually omit it. But think what
we might have from the same writer. Mag-
gle-and Tom Tulliver in their childish play§
and quarrels, Letty Garth in her kitchen
schoolroom, where her mother taught
grammar and- mede apple ples; and ‘even
Silag Marner and-Baby Bffie. This is only
cne example. Most of our great writers
have their bits fof children—the poets even
more than the no¥tlsts. ‘And children often

does adapt itself to the childish mind. But
above and beyomd’ everything. else, don’t
bore children inryour zeal for their Mterary
developments. This is fatal.

We must give them what interests them,
because none but second rate study can ever
be done without 1 it This remind
one of Dr. Johnson’s dictum: “In brief, sir,
study’ what you most affect.”” But suppose
they like something that is not good for
them. 'Then it must be our study to find
something possessing the same attractions
minus the disadvantages. Give them some-
thing that they like; but at the same time,
gently lead them to like that which is worth
liking. I have said that there are scraps
of all the best,authors that appeal to child-
ren. Read bits to them, tell them storles,
make them feel that there is something de-
sirable in those books you speak of—give
them “gleams that: sting with hunger for
full light.” That is the real aim—not to
make them scqualited with certain factsy
about authors; not that they may have read
such and such works—"which no gentle-
man’s Hbrary should be without!’'-good as
theses may r in their place. “It is the
desire, the Teeling and the love” that we

must strive £or : :

To take an instance. A child may have
been taught at school that Longfellow was
un American poet, born 1807, and dleq 1882,
and may have read part or all of Byangel-
ine, without grasping either. the story, the
rhythm, or the pathos of it, and without
gaining the least conception of Longfellow
as a real man.

'The reason why this movement
was accompanied by such a fine spell during
a month when unsettled weather and rain
usually prevail, is due to the fact that the
winds during this period were from the re.

wards the ocean, where the barometer was
lower (or the air lighter.) These land winds
therefore, are dry, whereas should the baro-
meter be high off the Coast and low inland.
moisture-laden sea breezes would prevail on
our Coast and cause copious rains, particu-
larly on the western slope of the higher
mountain ranges. °

and 36 minutes bright sunshiney .04 inch of
rain; highest temperature was 56, on the
12th: and the lowest 40, en the 9th.

Second, those who,
with every encouragement, won't read.
And third, ‘and ‘by far the largest number,
those who might read, but as & general
rule, do not, Briefly, those that will, those
that won't, and these that don’t.

Some children take to reading instinc-
tively; thiey become possessed of the me-
chanical power with great speed. And
thus holding the keys of the grand kingdom
of print, read everything that comes in
their way, and are apt to be buried In a
book when parents and teachers want their

books, eclose. at hand, for reference, for
selectlon, for loan, the teacher can often
reach the very ones who are somewhat lost
in & lafger library—the ones who. with a
mild inclination to read, try a book far out
of their line, and naturally find it dull; try
another, with possibly the same result, and
then, decide that they ‘‘do not like reading."”

If the teacher reads an interesting part
there is generally someone anxious to bor-
row the book.  His account may be discuss-
ed in class, and thus rouse quite a general
fnterest in the ‘children, and often in’their
parents, too. © ¥ i
