The Trials and Trih
Moose Hunters,

The big bull moose now hanging up in front
of Mallon & Co,’'ssta’l in £t.

The two moose were shot on November 224
by the foreman and oue of the men in the
employment of Messrs. Pattee & Perley, lum-
bermen of Ottawa, on their limits near Chalk
river, and near the Petewawa road, about 30
miles from Pembroko. They came upon four
of them after tracking them for hours, and
shot the two bull moose in a very dense
thicket, 1t took about ten shot« to kill them.
They then took out the insides and cleaned
them and singed s me of the hair on them to
keep off the woives, which were very numer
ou« in that vicinity; we conld hear them
every night at the shanty. Myself and Mr.
McCernay went oug th-re expecting to get a
chance at.the othér two, but owing to the
crust on the snow, aithough we tram -
’i_reat many mfles, we could not vet near them,

‘o get the two mo se out of the woods was
very laborious work: it took seven msn and a
span of horses frcm noon until 9 o'clock at
ni. ht to get them to the Petawawa road, and
then to the shanty, from whera we brought
them to Brockville. Idon'tthnk I wantdny
more moose hunting. It is the work of the
sturdy back woods huntsman or Indian, -who
are at home in the wilds of Canada, and who
can make their bed in the snow at night and
take up the track in the morning; that is
about the only way that moose can be shot.

A CHRISTM 18 TRER BLAZE.

Forty Persons Injured but Nome Very
Sertounly,

Cricaco, Dec. 25.—A huge Christmas
tree bearing all kinds of gifts for the pa~
tients and attendants at the county hos-
pital and lavishly illuminated with wax
candles caught fire to-day while a hundred
or more people were closely ahout it. The
small room was densely packed and “Santa
Claus was forcing his way through the
crowd to the tree to distribute the gifte.
Suddenly s wreath of colored paper caught
fire from a candle and slmost instantly
the entire tree and its contents were a
pyramid of flame. The garments of those
next to the tree caught fire and everyone
rushed to the door in a panic. Before the
room was half emptied of the crowd, some
one with fire extinguishers subdued the
flimes and drenched the clothing which
had caught. Some forty persons were in-
jured but none fatally.

LaTER.—The survey of the sitnation
shows that at least one hundred persons
were injured. . The greater: part received
bruises by -being tramped on by their
panic stricken neighbors, A numberof
children patients had been brought in'o the
chapel in their cots, Before they could be
removed several suffered from smoke apd
fright, and one or two were slightly burnt,
The excitement was intense, and but for
the coolness of the hospital attaches grest
loss of life would certainly have occurred.

FATAL FIRE IN NEW YORK.

Three Children Bur~t 1o Death om Christ-
mas Morning.

New Yorg, Dec. 25.—A fire started at
an early hour this morning in a two-story
frame dwelling in 166th street, occupied
by Patrick Driscoll and hie family, , The
occupants were in bed when the fire
started. They were awakened by the
smoke pouring into the bedrooms. The
smoke was so thick through the rooms and
the halls that escape was made most diffi-
cult. Patrick Driscoll, however, found
his way out and gave an alarm of fire.
When the firemen reached the scene the
building was in flamee.. Scon the entire
s'ructure was consumed. Mr. Driscoll,
his wife Mary and a son named Patrick,
were severely burned. J.hn, Julius and
Mary, aged respectivelv 17, 14, and 7,
were burned to death.

THE BTATE OF TRADE.

Bradaireet’s Week!y Report of Business—
A Deerease in the Numbor of Faliures.
NEw YoRrx, Dec, 25.—Special telegrams

to Bradstreet’s from loading trade centres
this week report the dulness in wholesale
lines y at this ® There are
some exceptions, motably at St. Louis,
where the distribution,of dry goods is as
full and firm as it has been of late,
Throughout a good portion of the north-
west, also, notably in Jowa, the movement
of merchandise haw likewise been large, At
Chicago arrangements have been made
by baukers for an active and increased
business daring the remainder of the win-
ter. The general merchandise markets
there exhibit the lack of animation gener-
ally observed at this time, Prices of lead~
ing staplesare firm, and the general belief
appears to -be that prices are likely to
advance shortly after the opening of the
new year. At the east there is less doing
in wholesale départments. There is, how
ever, a very general steadiness in most
staple lines,

At Boston the confidence in a favorable
prospect .for the latter portion of the
winter is marked. The distribution of
fry goods from eastern cities is as quiet
'as expected, Commission houses are
doing rathor more than jobbers. There is
feported to be' a fair movement in brown
cottons on export orders, The domestic
consumption is moderate, Raw wool is
as firm as ever, The demand is fairly
active for low and medium grades as of
late, but there is also some request for the
finer floeces. No weakness is noted any-
where in the list.

. The movement of groceries has been

&eltrictod. Dairy products are improved

and higher. The wheat market has been

dull, and prices tend downward. Increased
guantity sfloat, visible supply and (pros-
pectively) foreign stocks combined with
speculative selling at home, are responsible
therefor, There is still a conspicuous ab-
sence of forelgn demand. In the north-
west the larger millers are now credited
with being long of wheat. In any event
wheat at Minneapolis and Chicago has
been well held. Indian corn is in
limited export demand, but is freely of-
fered. Oats are duli and lower. Hog
products have been weak and lower, but
on a sligh'ly improved inguiry both at
home and abroad have been a little firmer.

Pig iron is strongiy held and pricesare un-

changed, though an advance at the east «f

$1 per ton within a week or 80 would not

be surprising, Hardware and implements
have been held more firm'y for slight ad-
vanoes, owing to the strength in iron.

There have been twentv-four fewer
business failures in the United States
teported to Bradstreet’s this week (five
days) than last, 103 againet 217; and 402
fewer this year to date than during a like
portion of 1884, or 10 964 agsinet 11,366.

A B8AD CHREISTMAS,

Nanticoke's Melancholy Recollection of

the Entombéd Twenty=six, ?
. WILKESBARRE, Pa,, Deo. 25 —Nanticoke
gever witnessed a sadder Christmas, The
festive gatherings in household and church
were overshadowed by the prevailing gloom
and sorrow, None could forgnt the terrible
fate of the twenty.six men and boys buried
200 feet below ground in the dark cham--
bers of the [atal slope. After further dis~
aussion and consul ation by the engineers
to-day, the company finally decided to
sink a new shaft from the surface at a
poiat directly above where the bodies are
snpposed to be, This shaft will be about
175 teet deep, and it will take from four to
ix weeks to complete, even with the most
rapid work. Exoavating of the blocked
gangway from the foot. of the slope goes
steadily forward, but it is a very slow
process, and months will elapse before the
mine is cleared. Prayers were offered
this morning in every church. throughout
the Wyoming valley for the unfortunate
men,

A few people still profess to believe that
there is life in the mine, and that if the
men can be reached in a day or two some
of them can be rescued. This belief is
based on past experience. The Sugar
Notch accident is cited as proving that
men may live entombed a long period and
s:ill suffor but little, The hope that has
been and is being entertained by the peo-
p'e of Nanticoke is that the miners who
had beem at work in the breasts of an elé-
vation of 45 feet from the gangwaywmay,
after the water subsided and the sand had
become fastened solidly in the main open~
ing, have wandered to the gangway and
come across & mule, upon whose flesh they
could obtain subsistence, and that in this
way life’ might possibly be preserved for
two or three weeke,

Wou'd be Appreci-ted Were,
From the Montreal Star.

Among the things which might be doue,
and which it would pay to do in Montreal,
is the preparation of eatables at our mar-
kets for the table, At Covent Gurden in
London, or at Quincy market in Boston,
vegetables are sold wash-d, scraped and
ready for the pot. Here carrots, turnips
and 8o on are presented at the stalls just
as they left mother earth, barring that they
may have since wilted, So with meat and
poultry. Few butchers notch their meats
with & view to adap’ them to gridiron or
roastpan; and poultry is rarely offered well
picked and cleaned.

Invitingness is an element in price if
our butchers and hucksters but knew it.
Cleansing and preparation for the table
can be more cheaply done wholesale by
a dealer than retail by buyers. So well
understood is this in England, that oot
only are berries sold picked and ready for
the table, but the time honored elements
of plum pudding, raisins, and currants,
are quite commonly to be had stemmed
and cleansed for their immediate dough.

A
Jetter to the Witness gives 20 cents as the
price of the six pound brown loaf just now,
whereas in Hamilton the four pound loaf
is wold for 9 cents, which would be at the
yate of 13} cents for one of six pounds.
As flour is-not more than an insignificant
fraction dearer in Montreal than in Ham-

ilton, it is evident that the bakers are not ‘

doing the fair thing by the pablic down
below. In Toronto the best Vienna bread
is delivered for 12 cents a loaf, but even
this would be at the rate of only 18 cents
for six pounds, instead of 20 cents for
brown bread, which is surely a glaring
imposition.

The light
hurts the business of street-walkers in
more ways than one, Theee women incur
much greater risks of arrest now than
formerly, because it is much easier to
watch their actions, Men who desire to
maintain a respectable reputation are also
deterred from responding to the attentions
of the fallen, They can mever tell when
they will be unexpectedly detected
by friends and acquaintances, or by the
police. The streets where the women live
are so well lighted that visitors incur »
great risk of detection, Many favorite
meeting places up-town are broken up
because the street corners are flooded with
light.,” The chief mentionsd several
localities where. electric lights have been
placed much to the disgust of those whose
deeds love darkmess rather than light.
Captain Davidson fully concurred in these
observations,

LOAFERS DOWN ON THE LIGHTS.
Another class which is completely dis«
gusted with the introduction of the electric
light consists of those who either insult
passing women from motives of sheer ine«
nate cussedness, or for plunder of the de-
fenceless, *‘Wky,” said a gentleman in
the dry goods line, ‘“‘the increase of our
evening trade has been very great since the
introduction of the light. Ladies are not
pow afraid to go out in the evening unat-
tended. They are not more liable to in-
sult or attack than in the daytime. Con-
sequently those who find it inconvenient to
do their shopping before dark do not hewi-
1ate 10 eome and make their purchases in
the evening.” The light is, therefore, very
unpopular with hoodlums, garroters and
sucak- thieves,

A QUEER OBJECTION,

One of the most singtlar objections
comes from a stockholder in the Albany
railway. I thiok the electrio light is a
nuisance,” said he, “‘because it interferes
with an established business,” * How
so?" “Simple enough to explain,” he re-
sponded; *‘it diminishes the receipts of the
uptown tramway line very seriously.
