eounitry. But it will be'said: ““Are not some
of gur best Canadian farmers of to-day the
deleendants of - poor but honest emigrants,
whe in an ‘earlier time landed here without
& penny, and settled. in the bush?’ Thisis
true, $0o, but times have changed singe then,
snd possibly it may be wise for us to.change
our policy to suit the changed times. ' In'the
earlier part of the present centyry, when
the fourth' of ‘June, the birthday of King
George the Third, was still Canada’s greas
annual holiday, there were no soup-kitchens
in either Toronto or Hamilton or London.
Nor was there a vast fleet of ocean steamers
thien in existence, each in' keen competition
with others for the - business of carrying
freight, which the companies and their agents
had" found to be immensély more profitable
$han the carrying of merchandise of any kind.

The times haye ‘changed, and we must
qbange with them; that seems to be about
the amount of it. Competition is everywhere
getting keener in. our days, -the “‘struggle for
existence” is getting harder , 80 our best auth-
orities agree. In the matter of European
immigration to America we ‘have seen great
changes of late. The coming over, into both
Canada and the States, of English, Irish and
Scotch is an old story ; and both German and
Hollanderhave been familiar as immigrants
from time away back.
