ANOTHER INTERESTING CHAPTER
OF THE SERIAL,

Further Evidence of the Superiority of
the Trolley Over All Other Systems
in -Use—Inhabitants of the Smoky

> City And the Quaker City Testify to
Its Merits, %

PHILADELPHIA, April 17.—We arrived in

. Philadelphia to-night, having traveled by
rail (tell it not in Gath, whisper it not in the
Ministerial Association) all of Sunday over
‘the splendid Penuosylvania railroad that
threads the Alleghany mountains between
Pittsburgh and this city of brotherly love
In all the citiés which we passed through we
could see the cheerful trolley car with its
trailer plying through the streets, except in
this city, where thé cable cars and horse cars
are at this moment lumbering by the hotel.

Sunday Cars in the Quaker City.

Perhaps it. would not be out of place
to state at this point that the
street cars are operated on Sunday both in
Pittsburgh and in Philadeiphbia, yet it would
be impossible to conceive two more staid and

¢ placid cities than these are on the Lord's
day. We have not seen nor heard so much
of Philadelphia in this respect, but we have
walked through the’ principal streets and
despite the street cars there isa Sabbath re-
spectability and repose on all bands, We
heard an excellent report regarding Pitts-
urgh. It is an extraordinarily active bust-
ing city, full of t works like the Edgar
Tuomson Steel Works, where thousands of
brawny fellows earn big wages, and yet we
are informed that Sunday is a particularly

| quiet day. ¢

Mr. Greenwood, the manager of the Pitts-
burgh, Alleghany ands Manchester Street
Railway, informed me that the receipts for
Sunday were very much smaller than for
any other day of the week. Sunday drink-
ing simply does not exist. It is put down
with the strong hand, with the consequence
that the Sabbath of this, sweltering, grimy
city of tall chimneys is as sweet and repose-
ful as Toronto’s at least.

The Trolley in Perfection.

But this is beside the subject. The theme
of these letters i trolley| v. storage and we
must return to our muttons, We bave seen
the trolley system in ection in_two
places—Cleveland and ittsburg. In Pitts-
burg we have seeo it under the
most trying conditions — narrow and
crowded streots-parrower and more crowded,
both with vehicles and human beings, than
Toronto's strests ever are, unless we include
high days and holidays. Yet there seemed
but-little difficulty in the troiey car careen-
ing safely through the throng.

It may perbaps be too early tospeak of the
two points which are chiefly alleged against
the trolley, namely, its r and its un-
sightliness; but I can speak it so far as we
have gone.

» The Safety of the System.

First, then, with regard to the safety of
the system, and in considering this question
the eapdinal point in the discussion must not
be lost sight of. Why is Toronto desirous of
abandoning her horse carst Because her
widened borders and the spirit of the age
demand rapid transit. We cannot bave

* rapid transit without accepting all that goes
with it.- Now, so far as we can learn, there
is no danger connected with the trolfey ex-

. cept what is incidental to any surface method
of rapid tramsit. The danger does mnot
arise from the ~troiley wire, but from
the rapidity with which the vehicles
fnore through the streets. The companies
using the | trolley simply defy auyone to
rove that their wire has ever killed any-

quite candid about it, hav-
ing no occasion to be anything else. Mr.
Greenwood said if a man caught bold of the
wire with both hands with his feet in firm
connection with wet ground he would
get g shock that would be mighty unpleas-
ant, but it would not kill him, The tracks
are certainly not good recreation grounds
for children, neitﬁer would they be,as I
said before, in any rapid transit surface sys-
tem. The deadlineéss of the electric light wires
has given the trolley wirc a bad name, but it
should always be remembered that the latter
transmits but 500 volts, while the former is
about 2000, We never heard any serious
objections to the electric light wire, bow-
ever.

y. They are

Neither Ugly Nor Unsightly.

Now with respect to its unsightliness, it
is certainly not an ornament to the streets
we have seen, but I must say if we were not
looking for them I am sure we would never
observe them. They are certainly not ob-
trusive, and the people in both the cities we
have been in say they never think of them.
At a street corner where cars come from
four directions, there are quite a number of
wires, especially where a turn is. made, but
they do not form mearly so unsightly a
spectacle as the network of wires we mnow
endure without a murmur. The unsightli-
ness is & myth, and once the wires were
strunug up in‘our city we would never hear
auything more about it,

Philadelphia possesses but little interest
for us. It has ‘neither trolley nor storage
cars, the cable and horses being the two sys-
tems. However, this is the headquarters of
thie Washington storage cars, and we will
have an_interview with them to-morrow.
We are told that there was formerly a stor-
age battery car running in this city in
Lehigh-avenue, but it has been withdrawn
for some montbs.

The association was called to
order shortly after 10 by the president,
Mr, William.Macintosh, P.8,I., Madoc, and
Mr, R. W. Doan, Toronto, in the secretary’s
chair,

The usudl business over, Dr. L J: Ricbard,
Ph.D. of Brantford, presented the report of
the Committee on Revision of the Constitu-
tion. . This report recommended radical
changes, involying a change of name to the
Ontario Educational Association " and an
amalgamation of all branches of edu-
cational work into the ome
association. On motion of Dr.
A, P. Knight, - Kingston Collegiate Insti-
tute, the discussion of the report was post-
poued till Tnursday. Some discussion took
place, the main difficulty being the relations
the -varions special associations—modern
languages, science, classical; mathematical,
otc.—shall bear to the: general association.
The meeting then adjourned,

Several of the sections
for orgamization.. . After this, while in the
publie school section, Mr.S.B. Sinclair,B.A.,
of Hamilton, the president, delivered an
able address on the influence of teach-
ers' conventions upon the public school
teachers’ environment, and on the
means of increasing the good influence
exerted upon teachers by conventions.
He welcomed the delegates that were stran-
ers in the convention and urged them to
take an active™part in the groceedlngs on
the ground that it would benefit the meeting
and would interest individuals. He closed
with a plea for specializing in conveution
work and sat down witn hearty applause.

Among the Scientists,

The science section met in the after-
poon and first heard an exceedingly
interesting address from Dr. A. y £
Knight, Kingston -Collegiate Institute,
entitied, *‘Penikese and Wood Hall.” The
first part of this paper was an unusually at-
tractive sketen of the great biological schools
of the United States, that of Penikese being
Agassiz’s laboratory, the latter the one now
existing. After a strong appeal fora similar
biological laboratory for Ontaric for the
benefit of teachers and university men,
Dr. Knight passed to some practical bio-
logical, work which elicited high praise from
those present. Prof. T. H. Smyth then read
an able and technical paper upon *‘The
Borderland cf Physics aund Chemistry,”
illnstrating in many ways the light that each
throws upon the other.

The Modern Language Association,

This section or association was. remark-
ably well attended, the.room assigned to it
being too small, Vice-President = G. A.
Chase, B.A., in the chair. Viece-Chancellor
Boyd, the honorary president, read his ad-
dress, speaking strongly in favor of educa-
tion in political functions and of British con-
nection.

A paper on “American Speech and Stand-
ard English” was sent by F. H, Sykes, M.A.,
of Johns Hopkins University, Baltimore,and
was read by Mr. J, H. Cameron of Univer
sity College.

Mr. Sykes considers the peculiarities of
American-English to be derived in great
part from the provincialisms and dia-
lectal forms imported from England with
the first colonists, ‘These peculiarities are
largely confined to the co loquial speech,
though they are not, and in Jvhe nature of
things canuot be, entirely eliminated from
the written language., A very large list of
words can be given which bave rbeen
created, or which is much more usual, modi-
fied from others, to designate objects and
operagions that are distinctively American.
The phonetic differences between English
and American speech were not treat-
ed in detail, as tne subject is
very extensive, but attention was called
to the several important points, such as the
nasal quality of the American voice, the
bringing forward of the articulation from
the throat and palate to the front of the
mouth, the manuer of forming the *“r” and
soon. This interesting paper closed with
the words of Charles McKay, who thinks
that ‘‘our noble speech promises to become
the predominant language of civilization of
the coming centuries, and is already beard
like the morning drum-beat of British power
in every part of the globe.”

Miss Eliza Balmer, B.A., then read an in-
teresting paper upon the methods in use in
German schools, it being remarked in the
discussion whicn followed that considerable
use is made of dancing. The association ad-
journed after several votes of thanks.

Ciassical Association.

The Classical Association met in a class-
room at 2 p.m. and was opered by Mr. A. B.
Nichoison, M.A., Lecturer in Philology
Queen’s University, with an excellent paper
on “Aryan Culture Before the Separation.”
After Insisting on the continuity of all
history, ancient and modern, Mr, Nicholson
directed the attention of his audience to the
common origin of the Aryan or Indo-
European family of nations and languages,
gnd from the discourses afforded by
the comparative study of ' languages
drew a most interesting picture of
the civilization of pre-bistoric ages.
Their manner of living, their social
customs, their progress in war, agricuiture,
pastoral life and their religious convictions
can largely be ascertained from the com-
parison, and the speaker gave many in-
stances of words found in enough of the
related languages to prove that the objects
they represent were known to the primitive
people. The paper closed _with a sketech of
the transition from primitive culture to the
later Greek civilization as shown in Homer.

Mr. J. Henderson, M.A., St. Catharines,
read & paper on “The Matriculation Ex-
amination,” in which he took up the cudgels
on behalf of Greek in the Highschool course,
especially urging the greater teaching of it
in the lower forms and outlining on the
blackboard a plan of study for primary and
leaving examinations which would give
Greek a better cbance of being taken up
early in the course. All present favored
any feasible way of encouraging Greek, but

showed the practical inferiority of the
matriculation standard to that of the junior
leaving examination, to which it is sup)
to be assimilated, and made a strong plea
for the raising the standard of matricula-
tion, vigorously assailing the arguments ad-
vanced against this reform. He then sub-
mitted a scheme of study for primary and
for sepior aund, junmior leaving ex
aminations, differing trom the present
plan in advocating the abolition of the
supplemental matricalation, the complete
amalgamation of the junior leaving and the
matriculation examinations, and some de-
tails of obligatory and optional work. He
was questiohed a good deal, and fear
was expressed by classical men that the study
of Greek would be even®’ more discou
than at present, while the modern language
men were alarmed for the safety of. Frencn.
The meeting lasted for a long time, but
finally adjourned, only to have a supple-
mentary = meetiug held, in  which
the . question of drawing closer to
the Teachers’ Association was discussed,
the general feeling being earnestly in favor
of general unity. Finally it was resolved to
postpone the discussion till noon to-day.

The Public School Teachers

held theif open meeting in the Public Hall
at 8 p.m. Mr. Macintosh, the president,
was in the chair, supported on the platform
by the Hon. G. W. Ross. The president’s
address was the first thing on the program
and in it Mr. Mackintosh acquitted himself
well. He reviewed nis 25 years, connection
with the association and uttered an earnest
appeal for unity of all educational igter-
ests so as to most increase the influence
of the profession and to improve its position,
instancing the great Educational Association
of the United States.

The paper of the évening then came on,
“Edueation in the Twentleth Century,” by
Mr. J. E. Bryant, M.A. Mr. Bryant went
about his subject in a thorough manner,
first treating of the intellectual and social
trend of events, and concluding that the
tendency is towards the securing of abso-
lutely ~equal rcivil rights to every
citizen and the greatest possible amouunt
of local self-government. Then, after a re-
view of the work of the 19th century,
regarding it in the most roseate manner as
the most wonderful period in mechanical
progress with literature and religious and
moral progress that the world has ever seen,
Mr. Bryant proceeded ‘to declare himself
strongly in favor of the Socialistic idea.
Outlining the present wretched condition of
life he predictea a period of collectivism,
somewhat resembling that outlined by Mr.
Bellamy. From these premises he proceede
to assail the present university ideal of educa-
tion,and to put forth a scheme of educabi&

| of a utilitarian type, in wnich he advoca

a great reduction of arithmetic and gram-
mar and a scheme of state-aided free uni-
versity education, in which classics should be
all but eliminated and moderns and science
elevated to the chief place.
