The Girl Called at a House in Camden-
Strcet the Night ef the Murder—The
Boet-ctives Still Decline to Divuige the
Motive That Clara Gave Them in Her
Confession For Shooting the  Young
Man—Had Been Cherishing Revenge-
ful Ferelings Toward Frank Westwood
For Four Years—iler Name Now Being
Connected With the Priestman Tragedy
of Seven Years Ago.

The World is able this morninz to

+ throw further lizht on the Westwood
‘tr&;edy, and to give what it thinks will
prove ou evidence to be & history of
one of the most remarkable crimes in
the Canadian catalog.
In the way of preface it is just to say
that the clearinz up of the mystery re-
famoves a load of inost unfair suspicion
i that has been cast upon members of the
. Westwood family, and which has caused

" them endless annoyance since the murder

occurred. If ever a reason were wanted
for tbe publie withholding judgment in a
ecase of murder, it may be found in this
one, for it is now as clear as day that
the Westwoods knew nothing of the im-+
mediate facts attendinz Frank’s shoot-
ing. And for the very same reason' The
World refrains from asking anyone -to
-sndemn Clara Foxd. She must stand
her trial, and condemnation must be re-
served until than. What The World
gives below is not in the way of con-
demninz the gzirl, but is am effort to ex-
plain a great tragedy. The public, Lav-
inz been unjust to the Westwoods, mist
not now be unfair to the uniortunate
woman in jail. A

And yet it scems to be the fact that
Frank Westwood was shot at the door
of his father's house on tha nizht of Oct.
6 by the mulatto woman, Clara Ford;
and while it is likely that Frank West-
wood knew who shot him, it is (nuite
surmisable that Slara Ford, who was
expert in han@ling revolvers, who knew
the zround, ld easily have rung the
bell, kept within the shadow and fired
the dhot without the victim knowing
-whence it came. : \

Premeditated and Deliberate.

The next siznificant point is thay the
murder was premeditated, deliberately
planned aud éxecuted in cold blood. There
§8 no possible’ wronz that Frank West-
wood could have done to Clara Ford
bersell which would justify takinZ his
Jife. She was an immoral woman and of

loose tonzue, and the young man ‘must

ve known her as such, And yet
there must have bheén something in the
woman’s mind that instigated her to act,
. but what that was is not yet known
&0 the public. The detectives know
Jomething from the ¢onfession which they
will not yet divalge. .

This gir{ Ford is, as The World describ-
yd yesterday, sexually perverted. Physi-
sally she is a woman, but on: the ‘mental
jide she has dll the characteristics of a
men, and this is organically manifested
in _the shape and &ize of her Feet "and
pands, the set-up of her body and in
{er chest development. The medical

uthorities which describe these cases of
Jexual perversion show that the women
who are thus characterised have an in-
ordinate desire to mdsquerade in men’s
tlothes, to do things that men do and
in the way that men do them, to go
about horses, to be engaged in men's oc-
pupations and to be mannish under all
possible circumstances. _This girl Ford
got on and off the street cars like /a
man and wasg a by-word to all the istreet
ear drivers and conductors in this re-
spect. She smoked, she chewed, she

drank, she swore, she ®pit, she shaved,

she kept a razor, and carried it. She
always possessed revolvers, she .could
pandle them like & man and was an px-
pert shot. Like womén similarly
tharacterised she was soldier-mad
and on a day when the volunteers and
soldiers turned out like yesterday she
would follow them all over the country,
climb fences and run after the bands and
uniforms. She took employment as a
stable boy. She was confirmed as a church
member, as a boy chorister, and she
has @eid on many occasions that she
pught "to have been & man. Even when
jn the habit of a woman she often had
men’s clothes on bel‘leﬂth.

The Friestmman Murder.

‘Another characteristic of these people
who are thus sexually perverted is their
§ntense jealousy, their giving way to
paassions of rage, and their constant re-
turp to old tracks and hauntsy; This zirl
could not keep away from Parkdale, for
more than one cause, as will be subse-
guently developed in this article, for
many ‘- people in Parkdale believe that
this girl knows something of the Priest-
man homicide, ' Wwhich occurred in that
suburb seven years airo.

Another characteristic of these persons
—also acharacteristic of Chattelle, who
like this .woman s sexually perverted,
but in guite the contrary way, in that
his weakness was for women's clothes,
to wear corsets and women’s underwealr
and to fondle veils, bonnets and the like
—is that they revel in blood. This woman
constantly went to slavghter houses for
bullocks’ blood and drank it, and delizht-
ed to dip her fingers in it,and at times
to write with her blood-dipped finzex on

J the boards words like “munder” and of
similar import. V
jut all this does not zo to show that
she was not, as a tailoress, a goo#d
tailoress, or that when engaged in do-
meetic work &hat she was not a wood
gervant, or that she was not, to hun-
dreds of people with whom she came in
contact. just what would be ex yected _oi
an ordinary woman; but with her life
as an ordinary woman, there was con-
stantly associated her other life, in
which this sexual perversion manifested
jtself in such peculiar fashion. It is the
gecret of the woman's whole history and
of her erimes, and alienists and those who
aro the hizhest authorities in Psychiatry
are easily able, with this knowledze in
hand, to account~for her conduct and
for the crimes committed by these pecu-
Jiar people.
Well-linown to Frank Westwood.

Traced on th * Night of the Tragedy.
Perhaps no person is better qualified
to speak of Clara Ford's career during
the past three or four years than Mrs.
William Crozier of 84 Camdeg-street. It
will be remembered that Clara told
Sister Dorsay that she was in Manitoba
for some time, returning eight months

winter she boarded at Mrs. Crozier's
l house and since then has had her washing
i done there and ecalled regularly for it.
On Saturday evening, the 6th of October,
the night of the Westwood tragedy,
Clara called at Mrs. Crozier's place
shortly after 8 o’clock and remained
{there talking to the children until &
{few minutes past 9,swhen she left. Sle
was then dressed - in woman's clothes.
From that time until she returned fo
Sister Dofsay’s house, about midnight,
no trace of the girl's movements have
as yet been discovered, but it is claimed
by the police that she had on a ‘man's
suit underneath her dress. On the Mon-
day following the tragedy she agajn
called at Mrs:  Crozier’s place.
She was asked: ‘“Have you
heard of the Westood tragedy?”
She picked up The World, looked at the
hem{;ng and remarked, “It is a good job
.that I was not upin that locality, or
they wmight suspect me of having com-
mitfed the murder.”. She then threw the
paper down and did not contipue the dis-
cussion of the subject. !

Admisstons Made By Clara,

Clara was also in the habit of calling
at thé residence of Mrs. Crozier's son,
who resides at 133 Teeumseh-street, hav-
ing been acquainted with Mrs. Crozier
before her marriage. Mrs, Crozier was at
that time cashier in the Temperance
League Coffee House, Elm and Terauldy-
street, where Clara served as a waitress,
Clara’s masculine appearance and pro-
clivities .were frequently made the sub-
ject of joking on the partof her friend.
She took ’the jokes good-naturedly and
seemed rather pleased that she should bs
considered masculiné, and once remarked
to Mrs Crozier that she thought a mis-
take had been made that she was not
bors & boy. She would rather be a man
than a woman. In reply to a suggestion
by Mrs. Crozier that she would make a
good-looking man, she said she would
dress up as a young man some day just
for fun, but, “I never knew her todo it
myself,” said Mrs, Crozier. “The only
remark I ever heard her make about the
‘Westwood affair, since it occurred, was
that whoever did the thing must have
known the place well, as they did aot
leave by -the front gate in Jameson-ave.,
but certainly left by the rear way and
emerged on to Hawthorne-terrace, and
unless they koew that locality would not
be able .to make their way as easily as
they apparently did.” - Clara  always
claimed that she had no negro blood in her
veins, but that her father wvas a Spanish
lawyer,bwho didld thrée months béfore her
birth, her mother dying just one month
after that event. This is the story that
Miss McKay, with whom she was left,
as a foundling, told her, and as a con-
siderable sum was deposited with Mrs.
McKay for the girl’'s keep, when she
was left there as a baby, the story may
have some foundation in fact.

Swore She Would Be Revenged.

About four years ago Mrs. Clarke was
living at the home in [(Hawthorne-ter-
race, along with three of her children,
her son Augustus having gone to the
Northwest. While he was away Mrs.
Clarke made an arrangement with the
girl, Clara Ford, to sleep in her house
every night, as she was just that kind
of a bold, courageous girl, that gave
thein confidence, and they always thought
that Clara was as good as a man in
the house when she was about. On two
or three occasions she drove stragglers
off the premises; and had that way about
her that made the other women feel safe,

This arrangement econtinued for some
time, but eventually - Mrs. Clarke, for
some reason or other, became dissatisfi-
ed with the girl and forbade her further
to come to the house. A few weeks
thereafter the Misses Clarke gave a small
party to some of their-iriends. One of
the young men, who was a guest at the
house that night, heard a noise and
went out on the verandah and found the
girl Clara Ford there. He asked her to,
explain herself, and she would not, but
followed him into the house and there
intimated before the company that one
of the Westwood boys had said some-
thing derogatory to one oi the Miss
Clarks. All those present said they did
not believe it. The girl was so insistent
that the young man said, “I'll g6 and
bring over Herb Westwood,” who hap-
pened to be at home, aud who im-
mediately came over. He confronted the
girl, said she had made a false state-
ment and then she said it ‘'was Fraonk
‘Westwood who had made ‘the remark.
They went over and brought Frapk, and
he too gave Clara Ford a straight de-
nial. That night she vowed vengeance.
Soon after the Clarkes moved away
feom there to amother portion of Park-
dale, and sinee then they have known
or seen very little ©f the girl. The
Miss Clarkes at times saw her in dis-
guise, though never in boy’s clothing,
going about Parkdale.

The Theory They Are Working On.

If the detectives are workifiz on any
motive, so far as The World can gather,
it is simply that younz Westwood had
tantalized Clara ¥Ford recently with some
of her mannish tricks and propensities
and that she murdered him by way of
revenze. The authorities in the medical
books go to show that people sexually
perverted, as she was, will commit
crime of Zreat import on small justifi-
cation in moments of intense raze and
jealousy. The 2irl was an inordinate de-
vourer of novels, and when her room
was searched a score or more volumes
were found.

Did she Kill Priestman ?

“Priestman was shot on the nizht
Percy was born, and Frank Westwood
was shot on the night that Percy died,”
was the stranze remark made by, Clara
Ford three days after the shootingz, The
Percy she referred to was Percy Clark.
Some people in Parkdale profess to
believe that Clara knows somethinz with
respect to the shooting of Josepli Priest-
man, jr., the Toronto agent of the North-
western Masonic Assurance Association of
Chicazo, who was found dead on the side-
walk in Mississaqua-avenue, on Friday,
Auz. 26, 1887, It will be recollected
that Priestman was found dead on the
sidewalk at 5.10 o’clock on the morning
stated, with a bullet wound in his head,
and a British  bulldog revolver
with one chamber discharzed was
found lying beside hitn. He had leit his
kome at 9.80 the previous evening,say-
ing that he had to make & business visit
to a man below the railway, and that
he would return in an hour. At B.15 next

Flora McKay, fthe 14-year-old girl
who is gaid to be a sister of Clara Ford,
has found.a home with Mrs. Fyle of 282
Jarvis-street, since ‘her reléase by the
police. This is the lady who bought a
large quantity of the Westwood effects
at the recent sale.

When interviewed by The World she
said that she had known Clara Ford for
about dive [years, but knew nothing
whatever of her character, good or bad.
She did not know whether Flora was the
daughter or sigter .of the prisoner. Tt
wis possible she ‘might her child.
Clara and Flora had shown a great deal
of familiarity with the case. This she
attributed to the fact that they had
been neighbors so long.

REVOLVELS™AS ARGUMENTS.

How Momo Mills Famfilles S:ttle Their
Little Differences.

Orangeville, Nov, 22.—The family trou-
bles of John 8., Harkies and John Kidd
have beer the delizht oi the country
Zoesips for the last few months, Revol-
vers have taken a part in the decision
of the disputes and finally Harkies +was
shot in the arm and charges his wile,
who is a sister of Mrs. Kidd, with having
wounded him,

Iz Auvzust last John Kidd, who lives at
Mono Mills and is 98 years old, married
Gertrude Robbins, who was just  sweet
16. The aged bridegroom objected to
his wife's relatives and asked his son
“Tom"” to send them away. “Tom” ar-
rived, and with-the aid of a revolver
persuaded mother-in-law Robbins, Mrs,
Kidd nad his sister, Mrs. Harkies, to 1e-
move. He  was aiterwards arrested,
charged with assault, and bound over
to keep the peace, Such was the end of
Aet I. of the family drama.

Mrs, Havkies and Mrs. Kidd, remained
in Orangeville after the trial, and on
Monday night Harkies drove his wiie to
Mono Mills. The party agrived rather
late and went to mamma-in-law’s house.
That is all Harkies did. Heg puat
away the horse, and when he returned
the door of the house was locked fo him.
Gently he knocked, but without avail.
Then he kicked in a panel of the door
and put his arm through to unlock it.
There was a report and Harkies’ left
arm dropped by his side. The bullet had
gone completely through.

Harkies- immediately swore out ‘war-
rants, one charzing his wife with the
shooting, and another saying that Mrs.
Kidd was an accessory. The preliminary
investization was set for Wednesday,
and when it was held Mrs., Harkies was
[#eleased on bail.

H avy Fighting Once More.

Londony Nov. 22.—The Star publishes a
despatch from Yokohama stating that
the Chinese Pei-Yang squadron of war-
ships attacked and shelied the Japanesa
troops who were jnarching apon -Porg
& thur, the troops having taken a road
uear the coast. The Japanese.ileet.came to
the assistance of - the ‘troops -and a
desperate fight took place between the
Chinese 'and Japanese warships, the re-
sult of which is not known. The;
Chinese battleship Chen-Yuen beeame
useless during the fight and ran ashore
in trying to avoid ‘the torpedoes at the
entrance to the harbor of Wei-Hafi-Wei.

London, Nov. 22.—The Globe prints a
despatch from Hiroshima, -stating that
advices have been received there from
China in whNich it is intimated that it
is the intention of the Chinese Govern-
ment to offer an indemnity of 100,000,000
taels and also deiray the expenses
of the war as one of the condition of
peace.

Chin-se Preparing For Battle.

A despatch from Che-Foo to the Central
News says that all the vessels: of the
Chinese fleet are now at Talien-Wan and
troops are marching southward to attack
Port Arthur. The Chinese there are mak-
ing preparations to present a determined
front against the enemy. ¢

The captain of the Chinese warship
Chen-Yuen, Lin-Tai-Sau, committed
sm'cide by taking a large quantity of
opium because of the stranding of his
ship. The vessel struck a rock, and is
probably @ total wreck. The Chinese au-
thorities at Shanghai, however, have ar-
rgnged to send ships and men to her as-
sistance, believing that the Chen-Yuen
can be flooded and repaired. »

TORONT V'S OITIZEN SOLDIERS ROUT
THE INVADERS.

s

Sham Fight in the Northwest of the City—
Smart and Successful Engagement—
Brilliant Scemes of Mimic Warfare—

Splendid Muarch Past Witnessed By
Many Thousands.

Toronto's citizen soldiers spent the
greater part -of Thanksgiving Day,in
whipping an imaginary enemy. The said
enemy, according to rumor, were repre-
sepkpd by 4000 men, thriia baktalons,
Being infantry, and the remaining legion
pavalry ; but in repiity the invading
forces nkmbepred only 72 men of thq
Royal School of Infantry and; 24. Royal
Canadjan Dragoons.

At an early hour the foer were dis-
covererd epcpmped on Wells’ Hill in the
morthwestern suburbs of the city, and
were, foupd to have capitured thy bridge
on Spadina-roed, between Davenport and
8t. Clair-aveuug.

2 / Defending the City.

The enemy were upder the courageous
leadership of Capt. Cartwright, -who, had
for his secopd Lieut. McLean of Otfawa.

amd Hamilton, including the Queen’s Own
difles, the Grenadiers, the 48th High-
landers and the 18th Battalion, were
quickly on hand to defend. the Queen City
against the attack of the invading
rebels.

Capt. Cartwright's army first acted
as & skirmishing party, and had been
glorying in the jon of the bridge
aforementioned for about two hours,
when they were dislodged by a skir-
mishing party made up of four com-
panies of the Queen’s Own. The posi-
tion was carried by strategy. Major
Delamere depl
woods, where ir dark uniforms were
undistinguishable, until he was in the
very teeth of the foe. Then, with a rush
the brave ladt emote the red-coated
enemy and drove them north into  the
wilds of Webb'e farm. ’

A Twe and a Walf Hours' Battle.

Then the real warfare commenced. It
was nearly 11 o’¢lock when the first skir-
mish occurred, and for twojhours -and a
half the battle waged fiercely and with-
out cessation. The enemy was driven
north by stages. The hills and gullies
‘and wooded fastnesses resounded with
the crack of musketry. No sooner would
the enemy halt for breathing space than
the riflemen would be upon them with hot
fire and hasten their retreat. )

Then Capt. Cartwright’s legions mefde
a stand on the brow of a hill about half a
mile north of St. Clair-avenue. - Viewed
irom the ranks of.the defenders of the
Icity the invading army appeared a thin
red line of fighters, and the valleys to the
north supposedly teemed with the redels.

The Cavalry in Reserve.

The cavalry had taken up a strong po-
sition in the woods. to the east to act
as a reserve, and ' ‘as a cover to any
retfeat that might be made. The Queen's
Own in general line took a position in
an orchard about 800 yards to the south
of them, and kept up a continuous’ fire
while their reserves of Grens, Kilties ami
18th were brought up. ;

It was just 156 minutes to 1 when thé
defenders were - demoralizged b,
the  sight * of "« the ' ‘volunteetsiral”
‘1ying to ‘the attack. The citizen soldiers
advanced quickly, covered by the firing’
of the Quéen’s Own, The 48th and the
13th Battalions’deployed to the east to
ward Upper Canada College and gradually
closed inon the cavalry, who were * am-
bushed in the woods; while in the eentre
of the field the various companies of
Grenadiers and riflemen applied all their
energy to driving the infantry from their
Dposition on the opposite hill.

After a few minutes of anpihilating.fire
at long distance range, returned but fit-
fully by the enemy, Captain Cartwright
was obliged to withdraw his forces still
further to the north. As he’disappeared
into the valley the defenders,  at the
double, occupied his -late position. He
made a last stand on an .elevation of
land near the junction of Eglinton-avenue
and Spadina-road over a mile away from
his first position.

Theh the volunteers adopted the same
tactics as those they performed at the
earlier stand and by easy stages, but with
great rapidity, alternately lying down
and standingup, closed in on their oppon-
ents in the form of a crescent.

An Unsuccessful Maneuvre.

:} gallant * maneuvre was
this stage ‘tried by the caval-
¥ Suddenly they emerged from
their place of concealment behind some
farm-buildings, dashed through the val-
ley and up the hill, at ‘the top pf which
the volunteers had &ccupied a position’
expecting to take by surprise the eastern
wing of the advancing line, composed of
the Kilties. The Highlanders, however,
had seen the movement and received the
charge with a withering fire, which, had
the cartridges contained ball, would
have completely swept the horsemen off
the face of the earth.

The city’s defenders tontinued to ad-
vance and finally compelled the invaders
to susrender,

Ten Thousind Spectators.

The spectators of the affray numbered
about 10,000, scattered as they were
over *the tract of wooded country that
formed the battle field. From a pictur-
esque standpoint the spectacle was emi-
nently .satisiying. Th eddy was_clear
and sunny during the hours of the bat-
tle, and at every point of vantage the
sightseers were gathered. The small boys
were ubiquitous and had no loyal respect
for the red coats. They would break
through the ranks while the soldiers were
lying down to fire, and as the winds wax-
ed cold they builf innumerable fires of
brush, which, while they sometimes ob-
scured the wind in the long-range firing,
added to the warlike effect. The great
basin-like valley, ‘where the first stand
was made, seemed like a country laid
waste with blazing cottages all about.
To the morth lay the enemy, and to the
south were the Queen’s Own, undistin-
guishable among the apple trees, except
by the puffs of white smoke and the roll
of the volleys. As the red coats made
their first advance from the pouth to
the foe, ' who were’ half a mile
away, the sight was a splendid one. The
1500 or more of them gave the effect of
thousands, a e&dlid mass of scarlet with
bright glints of gold, as the &un flashed
on tg{eir, buttons and accoutrements.
Then théY gradually spread out in a
line, a third of a mile long, a * thin, red
line ” that advanced by degrees.

An electric lamp
of a given capacity has a light effi-
ciency 18.8 times that of a gas flame,
with the same amount of energy. Al-
lowing for the loss of energy im the
various transformations from ‘the gas
used in & gas engine, it is found| that
for every candle power produced by con-
suming gas in a burner direct there
aan be produced through the interme-
diary of the gas emgine, dynamo: and in-
candescent lamp 2.57 candle power
from the same gas. :

* In Germany and England the utilization
of gas in this way is mow very exten-
sive. While in America the application
is not yet common, it haq been made in
numerous instances, and successful results
are reported in mearly all cases. Care-
ful tests with gas engines at Cornell
University show that with gas at $1.50
a thousand feet the cost of electric light
with a sixteen candlé power lamp rangzes
from three-tenths of a cent an hour
when the engines are fully Joaded, to
thirty-four one hundredths and thirty-
six one hundredths of a cent when run-
ninz under a light load. With gaa burn-
ed direct, on a basis of five feet an hour
to produce the same amount of light,
theeeost would be  three-fourths of a
cent, With gas at the Toronto price
the cost of eiectric lizht would be about
two mills an hour, i

The same principle applies to gasolin

and oil engines used for electric Jight
zeneration. As engives of this kind, as

ruz almost automatically, and require
but little attention, there shauld bo a
large field for isolated electric lighiing
plants, both in city and country.

The reason why the introduction of
lighting plants of this description has
not been on the extensive scale that
their economy would naturally promote
appears to be that nobody haqy made a
business of providinz such installations
in their entirety. Whoever has . desired
to take advantage of such an economical
application of enerzy has had to go to
one party for his' engine, to another for
his dynamo, to another for his cleetric
wiring, etc. There ought to be a most
promifing field for enterprise in making
it & busineés to supply complete Plants
of the kind under a guarantee of efficient
periormance. ;

PERVERTED NATURE.

The medical profession and scientilic
men have latterly been making a special
study of what is technically knowa as
sadism, or the perversion of the sexual
instinet. The circumstances n\g:ding two
recent murders in Ontario are such as
may bring these cases within the scope
of their’investigation. If Clara Ford is
the murderess of Frank Westwood, and
it is said she has made a confession of
the crime, the facts of the case are 8o
peculiar as to take it out of the ordin-
ary class of crimes and assignitto a
class where the motive is apparent to
those only who have made a special study
of this subject of the perversion of the
sexual instinct. According to the dicta
of medical science Chattelle, the murderejr
of Jessie Keith, is clearly a monstrosity
of Nature. It is simply impossible for
the ordinary man to conjura up & motive
for the butchery of which this fiend is
guilty. But medical science is able to
refer this case to a special class, the
tharacteristics of which are well known
and well understood.

The crimes of sadism, as the doctors
name it-—the crimes of the cruelty of love
—take many forms, monstrous and in-
credible. Ofttimes they are never report-
ed in any fashion. Again they are over-
looked, and sometimeés ‘they are dismissed
with a paragraph in the papers because
the details are loathsome. ~Yet they
compass us about hydra-headed and
dreadful. They take place in the crowded

.| city and in the-lomesome country. They

are enacted behind the doors of the me-
tropolis and: in the mountain fastnesses.
They are the darkest excrescence on the
body of civilization, and so great has be-
come the menace from them that some
of the, brightest lights of the medico-legal
world are making a special study of
them, and books filled from cover to cov-
er with hideous, startling cases are is-
sued from the press. History tells us
that Greece and Rome and many an older
nation perished by the same great woe of
sadism whi¢h now finds expression in
Whitechapel murders and the like, and in
the many: ¢ther forms in which erotic lun-
acy manifests jtself.

Freda meanwhile
was running away, but Alice coolly fol-
lowed her, caught her by the throat and
severed her windpipe, and she fell gasp-
ing and weltering in a pool of blood and
quickly died.

The murderess took one farewell look
at her friend, and then turhed, flinging
away the ragor, And ran up the hill,
where another friend was sitting in a

She then drove home and told her pa-
rents what she had done.

Alice Mitehell is .now in an asylum,but
she gives evidence of not the least trace
of insanity. Her mental constitution is
perfect, except in regard to her sexual
instinst.

The Chatelle case is a sample of another

phase of the malady. Many instances are
quoted in medical works exactly analog-
ous to it. Itseems to be a fac-simile of
the Jack-thé-Ripper and several other
well-known murders.
' Whether the Westwood tragedy will
afford us another example of perverted
nature it is too early yet to determine,
but the eccentricities of the murderess,
if such she*be, are so marked as to arouse
the suspicion that this case should not be
judged by ordinary standards.
