Bill to Amend the
Liquor Licence Act

(Published by request.)

Hon. Mr. Pipes moved the second
reading of the bill to amend chapter
100 reviged statutes, the liquor license
act.

He said that most of the provisions
of the bill had already’ been before the
house. The first. section dealt with the

| meaning of the word “person”’ and de-

fined it to mean any ‘‘person, firm or

corporation.” The second section dealt
with the matter of penalties and pro-
vided that the penalty for a first of-

fense should not be less than twenty
dollars nor more than fiity dollars.

For a second offense the penalty was
not less than forty nor more than
eighty dollars. For a third offence
the person found guilty was made lin-
ble to a penalty of eighty dollars and
in addition to imprisonment with hard
labor for a period not® exceeding two
months in addition to any penalty to
which he might be linble by reason of
non-payment of fine.

Section four made provision in refer-
ence to the sending of liguor into plac
es where the Canada Temperance Act
was in force as follows:
