The most profitable use
of commercial fertilizers requires
prudent buying and intelligent prac-
tice in making applications to the
land. Persons desiring infcrmation
on this subject are invited to corres-
pond with the Field Husbardry Divi-
sion, of the Central Experimental
Farm, Ottawa.
