t-T. S. POSTAL mISTORY.

The Amiertia Post orfice, c>ne of our earhiest institutions, was provided fur by
legisatiîciii Ma hset in 1639.

In 167:> a mmontlîly post wzis establislhed fromi New' *Y<îrk tu> Boston.
Benjamlin Frankin, was firest Postmnaster-Genrml of the 1U. S., the *jtablisli-

nient ofl the GemeraI. Post office hein- one of the first acts of the Continiental, Con-

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The Stamps of British Gujana.

The first issue of S8tamps was in 1850, wlhen a 2, 4, S and 12 cents, printed oit
thick wvv colored palier, was used. Several speciniens of the 4 cents, rose. are
said tù hav e been printed on tissue paper. 1 do net see a 4 cent, rose, recorded in~
alny catalogue, and cannot vouch for the genuineness of this variety. The Most of
the genuine staxnps have the iniitiais of the Postuin.%ster written across the face of the
stinus. There seeinis tu lbe somne doubtas to these initiais, soi-ne Say thiat l'O. R. D,"
is Correct., anîd other say that 4'E. D. %W."' is the proper signification. These stamps

are înned ainong the unobtainabie. In 18.51, a second series wvas issued, a 1 cent,
inag-enta, and 4 cents, bIne. Thesa stanips were of eîitireiy différent; design frora
the last issue. They were steel engravings, printed on eoioredl paper. There was
ani error iii the spelling of the %vord "Patinius " fur -' ?etinius," whichi was mnade by
the engra vers, Wàterloo & Sons, uf London.

In 1853 there ivas a i anti a 4 cent used, ivith date iii corners ; in 1860 a 1, 4,
1 n 4 %vere used unperforatcd ; aiso a 1- 2, 4. 12 & 24 perforated ; ile 1802 a1 1

cent, brown, and iu 1863 a 1 cent. black, was issued ; in 1803 a 6, 24 and 48 cents ;
in 1876 a 1, -9, 4, 6, 8, 12, 241, 48, and 96 cents wvere used. Provisionais, 1 cent, red;
4 cents. red, blue, yeilow and red-brown. In 1862, a smies cf primitive-Iooking
staînps %vere used. Thev -svere type-set, and of the foUiwing value -1, 2 and 4
cents ivithi horizontal bar across the bottoin, and vertical bar down the centre, used
fur a 1 cent stainp and 6 cent-s cf 187 6, abIiterated in the saine wvay. The 6 cents cf
1876 with licorizodt-al bar at top and bottoxin, Official Stanîp, withi the word"Ofca,
obliterated by a horizontal bar; 1 cent cf 1803, 1 cent cf 1876 and 2 cents cf the
saine date wvere used. There -%vasiso;a series with the word " Officia]," struck out
by a bar, and alsu a vertical bar down the centre cf -the starnp ; 1 cent on 4 cents cf
1876 ; 1 cent on 6 cent% càf the saine date: 2'- cents on 8 cents cf 1860, and aise on the
eaîîîe vazlue of 7.

lu 1881 the bair of litLration was dispensed with, and a newvseries of surcharges,
,vith new values surcharged, was issued, &' on 48 cents cf 18133 and "1l" and '<2" on
Uti5 cents of 1876, Officiai starnps surcharged, '1" on 1C cents cf 1860 ; "41" on 48
cents, " on 12 cents aud 24 cents cf 1876. In 1882, four new stanîps were used;
«t 1 cent, black on rose, and 2cents, black on yellk.w, withi representation cf a two-
niasted vesse]. There was aise the saine design stainps wvith a three-masted vessel
depicted on1 them.

We now arrive nt the last series on the scheduie, the Officiai series :-1 cent,
black. 1863 ; 2, 8, 12 and 2-4 cents of 1860O, and the 1, 2, 4, 6, 8, 12, 24 and 48 cents
cf 1886, surelhared "Officiai "'; there is aise a 1 and 4 cents reportedi, with diagonal
surcharge-

The above stainps are tedious to ccdlect, but are interesting on account cf tuie
variations in the position cf the obliteration bars and the surcharges. Thes are

diflicuit te ci-assifý, analI ain lieartily glad te bave donc with thein, and hope we
nîay net have a repetition cf the sanie.
