‘Iake thoroughly ripe geapes and
cook them allowing them to boil ten minutes, putt-
ing only ecnough water to prevent burning uatii the
juice flows. Express and strain the juice and
boil again, skimming it until nothing more rises
to the surface.  Put this juice while hot into
bottles or jars and seal tight,  When cold, if
found 1o thick, water 1aay be used.  Juice of
grapes thus prepared will keep two years or longer
if properly sealed.  For convenience it is kept in
quart or pint bottles so that only enough for one
service need be opened at one time.~ -7%e C. £.

THE LORD'S SUPPER.

We have given our readers from the pens of
others several articles bearing in some way or
Holding to,
and practising weckly communion, it is very in-
portant that we should give carefui attention to
the ordinance from every standpoint.  We there-
fore take the opportunity of adding -a few words
on several points.

Where possible there ought to be a separate
table for the emblems.  If they are placed on the
stand used for a pulpit, there is danger of their
being disturbed.

‘he table-cloths should be white, clean, and
welbironed.  Colored, soiled, or crumpled cloths
are very unseemly. ‘The write= has seen one
small red and white table-napkin theé sole article
The .effect
upon outsiders need not-be deseribed,

It would be a good idea if the table could be
set befere the audience begins to assemble.

‘There is o difference in practice among the
bretheen in regard to the place which the ordin-
ance shouldhave on the programume,some attend«

e e b g torit-before thetsermoy, dthers after.  The

R

writer perfers the latter orde, as it gives the more
honerable place to the breaking of bread: T hcn,
too, towards the close of the service the minds
and hearts of the majority of the congregation
would in all paobability be more in harmony
with the ordinance than at the opening.

In regard to the common habit of the presiding
, elder calling upon others to give thanks, it may

¢ observed that the Saviour Himself gave thanks
" both for the loaf and for the cup. @

It would seem to be improper Yor those giving
thanks 1 make a gencral prayer, or to offer gen-
cral thanksgivings. ‘The Lord Jesus took bread
and blessed it. ‘The thanks should be specific
not general,

“I'he demeanor of the participauts should be
devout, Anything approaching to levity should
be sedulously shunned. Young people some-
times err in this respect.

1t does not look well for the deacons to partake
standing up before the audience.

‘T'he remarks made at the table should be such
asare calenlated to direct the mind to the Saviour,
and fill the heart with love to Him, It is not
necessary to defend the frequent observance of
the ordinance on every occasion,

A hymn should be sung immediately after the
cup has been returned to the table. It has been
found 1o be a good plan to announce the number
of the bymn beforchand, and for the congregation
fo remain seated while it-is being sung. The
practice followed in some praces of taking up the
contribution before singing the hymn is open to
serious objections.  For instance, those who are
first hielped areapt to be fumbling in their pockets
for change, while others are being served.  Any
one who has observed the two actions going on
at the same time, will have felt how exceedingly
mcongruous they are.  Let them beseparated by
an appropriate hymn, and one danger will be
avoided.

Careful attention given to these points will add
much to our individual profit, and comfort, and
at the same time will greatly help to commend
weckly comuunion to others. Tet it be seen
that the frequent observance in 1o wise detracts
fiom it~ solemuity, and what is pcrlnps the great-
¢st objection to weekly communion will vanish,

We persume no one wilt deny that there isa
Jiability of our being less thoughlful and less
reverent, than we should be, in connection with
the breaking of bread, growing out of our doing
it cvery first day of the week, But the Lord’s

Supper is not peeuliar in this respect, as has often
been pointed out, In reading the .Seriptures,
in singing, in prayer, there is the same danger,
and the same need to be on ourguard,  Yet no
one tells us to read God'’s word the less, to praise
Himthe less, to pray to Him the less, Tt isoften
said in these days that the prayer-meeting is the
pulse of the church, and it may be so. But we
would suggest to the brother seeking fora measure
of his loyalty to the Master to observe whether
the weekly breaking of bread in memory of the
Lord is to him a great and increaring joy.

Walkerton Ont., Oct. z2nd 1886,
Brethren Fowler and Munro:

About the time your readers are locking over
the columns of November EvANGELIST my present
engagement in Ontario will clese. T expect soon
to return to Indianapolis, Ind. At this time 1

The $150 you sent me for books and tracts
has been carefully used and I am now buying
tracts and books as I am able to spare the
means.  You will understand that while we sell
most of the tracts and books yet we always sell
for less than they cost, and wherever we think
the poor people are really desirous of books, we
judiciously give them away, so that our cost re-
ceipts pay but little more than carriage, colport-
eurs commission ete. I hope therefore, that we
will receive a small approf)riation that we may be
able to w.rry on this important branch of the
work, for the more books and tracts we get the
people to read the more they want to read.

Our Zenana work is being carried on by
Bhakhtibai, our preachier’s wife, bat we need a
Jady to give all her attention to this work. Miss
Kinsey has not been able to assist in any work
for over four months. I spend censiderable-of
my time daily in the schools, teaching and super-
intending the work, We hope the way will be
made clear for Miss Levermore, of London, to
«come and take charge of this work. Ve have
‘been correspondiog with Mr, and Mrs. Moore,
of London, about-her”
