SCIENTIFIC GLEANTNGS,
LOW TEMPERATURE EXPERIMENTS,

Mr. Colemn, president of the chomical section of the Philosophical
Ruciety ol Glasgow, glves the following as the result of his exporiments
on flesh at very Juw temporaturex,

At aboaut —< 882 C, tho flosh of nnimals, sueh as mutton, becomes so
exeevdaney hard that it rings like poroelain when struck with an iron
instimm g, indeod eruchies by the blow of a hammer into o fine powder,
in which muscle, fnt and bone are intormingled ; and, what is atill more
singular, aceording to the experiments of mysolf nnd Profl, MeKendrick,
reernitly communicated to the Suciety, it apprars that microbin alive in
the fled before tho feecsing operation can be detected atill alive after
thawing, even alter exposuro to — 88° €, or -~ 1130 I, for ono hundred
hours—thus pointing vut that potential animal lifo in the wolid stato is
capable of being brought into activity by heat and by moisture, just as »
dry pea she- into activity by heat and moisturo of tho svil aud the hest
of the sun.

A NEW HEMOSTATIC.

AL a reeont meoting of the Academy of Medicine at Paris, Prof.
Bonafoux read o paper on a powder which possoases great hamostatic
powers, and is capable, it is said, of arreating the bloeding of largo artorics,
so that it will prove servicable in importsut surgical oporations,  This
powder is cumposed of equal parls of colophony, carbon and gum arbic,
Exporiments havo been tried with it on the brachial artery in mau, and
on thoe suller vessels, on the earotid of thio horso, aud other bluod veasols
of tho samo animal, with marked success. It has always provented con-
secutive hemorrhago.  Tho application can bo lifted in the course of two
or threo days, wheli the vessels aro fouud to bo complotely oblitorated.

HOW TO MAKE A HECTOGRAPIL OR GELATINE PAD.

Good ordinary Glue 108 parts. Glycorine $0 parts, Barium Sulphate
finely powdered (or the same amonnt of Kaolin) 25 paris, water 75 parls,
Dissolve the Glue iu tho water, thon add tho Glycurine, &c., and heat
for somo time in a salt wator bath,

HOW DISEASE IS SPREAD.

Every ono knows that scarlet fever is infectious, but it 1s not often
one is ablo to traco the prugress of the diseaso through simple caroless.
noss 80 casily a3 in a caso which has just comme under tho notico of the
sanitary world. .\ young Scottish lassie, in domestio service not far from
the town of Elgin, died from scarlet fovor, in hoer plaro.  Ilor clothos
wore carofully packed up, and her *kist™ containing thom conscienti-
ously sent hume tv hor native villag . On ita nrrival at tho station there
was tho nsual dilcully of golting it conveyed ovor the hills to the place
of its destination, so thore it had to remain awaiting a friondly lift.
Meanwhilo the infected “kist” formed o happy hunting ground for the
station-master's childron, who, in duo timo, all foll ill with scarlet fover.
At last tho friendly lift came, the box wns carried howe, and the con-
tents gonerously distributed among the neighbors. Necdless to say that
au outbroak of scarlet fover in the village was the result.

WHITEWASH.

The following is a receipt fora whitowash suifable for outbuildings
on a farm, &e., which it is said will not rub or wash off, nor injure trecs,
aud can be tinted.  For ono barrol of color wash use half a bushel of
whito limo, throo pecks of hydraulic coment, ton pounds of ochre, one
pound of venetian red, oune quarter of a pound of lamphlack. Slake thoe
Jime, cut the lampblack with vinegar, and mix well togother, then add
the coment and fill tho barrel with water. Let it stand twelvo houra
bofore using, and stir frequently while putting on, Tho wask is not a
clear white, but a light stono color, which mayObo more or less chinged
by the othor colors. This covers well, hardans without scaling, and wiil
not wash ofl.

OCEAN WAVES.

Mr. Taber, writing to tho Scientific American, makos the following
obsorvations on occan waves. During a long experionce on tho saveral
ocoans, I have noticed that tho heavy waves caused by wintor storms in
high lati‘udes often move far boyoud tho limits of tho winds that produce
thom. Tho strong northwest gales that ssweap uver the north Atlantic
abreast tho British Provinces and Now England often sond gigantic waves
{o tho southwest far within tho tmdo wind region. These waves at times
invado tho western coast of Afriecn from Morocco to Cape Vord, so that
vessols have been swamped by heavy rollors while at anchor in the open
roadstoada, notwithstanding light winds and calms provailed on the
African sens, The shores of the tropical Capoe Vord Islands are also
dashed by heavy waves from the northwest. The islard of St. Heloeus,
situated in 16° south ltitudo, in reaclied by heavy scas from tho same
direction, which mnke it impossible to land while they are in force, and
at timnes vossols anchored noar the shoro are wrocked. Tho southwest
galos of tho Southern Ocean often sond thoit waves far into the tropical
latitudos, reaching tho shoras of Poru and Contral America in tho Pacifio

'
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Ocean, and tho Leaches of Gluinea in tho Atlantic. These waves show
their groatest volumo during poriods of torrid calins, as thoy have not
forco suflioiont to croes a tropical ocean in the faco of a strong trade wind.
In consequence of the prevailing gales of tho high latitudes boing wos.
torly, the westorn shores of continouts aro dashed by heavier waves than
their eastern coasts, evon in tho tropical togions where tho provailing
winds blow from the castward.

INDELIBLE INK FOR RUBBER STAMPS.

"Tho following ink is said to ho totally indelible. It consiats of 16
parts of boilod linsced oil varnish, 6 patta of tho finest lnmpblack, and 2
to 5 paris of iron perchloride. Diluted with 1.8th the quantity of loiled
oil varnish it can Lo used for rubbor stamps, It should not bo used with
metallic type,

THE HIRED GIRL QUESTION.
A lady correspondent writes us as follows on this much voxed question ,
It is strango that so littlo is said on a mattor so closely connected with
the ovary day life of almost every family, as the hired girl question. It
is & matter that needs scrious comsideration, aud for tho sake of the
hundreds of women who aro obliged to bo wife, mother, nurse, seamstress
and kitchen maid combined, it should bo discussed. It scoms as if the
host of our girls have gone to the States, and one wondars how it is possi-
ble for thom all to do any botter thero than thoy could have done in their
own province.
“BUT THE WAGES ARE HIGHER THERE,”
they eay ; true, but if thoy would exert themselves as mueh hore as thoy
are obliged to do in the States, they could command as high wages, with-
out going so far from homo to got it. To bo sure, the girls have not all
ono away, but the average girl one gets to hire now-a-days is far from
eing tho help sho should be, and fow will submit to be taught anything,
—indeod it is an jusull to some to hint that they need to bo {old anything
wore than they know already. Qur mothers discourse on the

they used to got, but ouo looks in vain for them now, for if o bousokeeper
comes across such a treasuro she wisely holds on to her, and they aro
*not in the markoet.” Tho home trining must bo deforiorting. Girls
leave homesnow days to hire out who do not know how to sweep a room
rroperly, or to cook the simplest dinner, or to do any of tho hundreds of
ittle things that must bo done in every house, yot thoy will want the
highest possible wages, while you are endeavoring to learn thom somathing
of how thiugs should be done, when in fact they aro scarcely worth their
board, How is it that girls learn so much moro readily in the States
than here? 1Is it because that thero they aro brought into competition
with 8o many others that they are obliged to do their best, or loso their
situation, while hore, whero girls s ecarco and whon the housewifo con-
siders that

EVEN I'OOR HELP IS BETTER THAN NONE,
she has to give the hired girl more of hor own way than is good for cither
of them. The demund for good girls is much groater than many are
aware, for many who now do without help rather than have a poor girl,
would be ouly too glad to have the burden of housework raised a little
from their shoulders, if one suitablo to take charge could be found. If
there was only some institution where

QIRLS COULD BE EDUCATED ON HOUSEMOLD MATTERS,
thero would be many applicants for its graduates. But if thero was such
& building reared and ready for its inmates, it is doubtful if many Nova
Scotin girls could bo induced to entor it. so fow realize how much they
need to know to mako housowork what it should ho to all girls, the one
art abovo all others which should bo thoroughly learned, and which she
canuot afford to noglect, and which she will always find useful in what
ever state of life she may be called to fill.

WITHDRAWAL FROM THE SOUDAN.

The British evacuation of the Soudan has brought to a termination
one of the most ignoble struggles in which Britain has ever been engaged,
The insane desire to crush the Mahdi, prompted as it was by the outbreak
of popular resentment upon the death of Gordon, has now given place to 2
profound indifference to all that portains to the falsc prophet and his
followers. No doubt the impending danger of a war with Russia was the
immediate cause of this change in public opinion, and the Gladstone
cabinet availed themselves of this change in a manner that would indicate
their aversion to tho campaign in the Upper Nilo, For the present at least
the old sad mew Mahdis may well be left to themselves to settle internal

difficultics ; but it must not for & moment be supposed that the withdrawal
of Dritish troops from the sun-burnt Nubian deserts means the British
evacuation of Bg{pt. The British Government, and more_especially the
Rritish bond holders, canviot afford to allow the land of the Pharoahs to be
given up to anarchy and rapine ; and our occupation of stragetical points
and supervision of the Government in Tower Egypt is likely to continuz
for many years to come,

RAILWAYS IN INDIA.

While Canada is making rapid strides in her internal development, and
binding together her scattered provinces with an iron band, British India
is likewise engaged in gigantic national undertakings, which, a little more
than a quarter of a centurv since would have been regarded as impossible
if not impracticable. Canada’s national highway is now almost complete
from Ocean to Ocean, and in a few weeks a continuous all-rail line will
stretch across the continent from the Canada Atlantic to the Canada Pacific
seabonrd, a distance of three thousand eight hundred miles. British India
has absorbed in the building of her railways nearly one billion doliars, and
now boasts of ten thousand, eight hundred and thisiy-two miles of com-
pleted railway, with upwards of four thousand miles now under construc-
tion.

The Hindoos by no means share the prejudice of the Chiness againat
travelling by rail, and year by year the passenger and freight traffic upon
the railways continues to increase. ‘The latest returns show the number of
passengars carried in 1884 to have been sixty-five millions, while upwards
of seventeen nullion tons of freight were shipped over the various roads.

With such commercial enterprise in India and Canada, and in fact in
all the British colonies, the British Empire will soon become a grand
republic of naiions.

-

GROWTH OF CANADIAN CITIES.

The growth of the principal centres of trade during the decade ending
1881,as compared with the previous ten years, is fully given in the fourth
volume of the Census of Canada, and indicates a steadily increasing
development.

The city of Montreal in 1861 cont a populat
three hundred and twenty-three. The consus retums of 1871 showed an
increase of 18.7 per cent., the population being then cne hundred and seven
thousand, two hundred and twenty-five. In 1881 the population of
Montreal was one hundred and forty thousand, seven hundred and fifty-
onc ; showing an increase in the Jatter decade of 31 3 per cent.

The city of Toronto in 1861 contained a population of forty-four thous-
and, cight hundred and twenty-one ; and in 1871 the population was fifty-
six thousand ninety-two; being an incrcase of 25.1. During the past
decade the percentage of growlh in population was more_than double that
of the preceeding ter years ; being 54 per cent.; thus giving the Queen’s
city in 1881 a population of eighty-six thousand, four hundred and thirty-
cig|

of ninely th d
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ht.

Halifax, which is erroneously supposed to be the only finished city in
North America is, despite her detractors, annually increasing in population,
and should the rate of increase during the past ten years continue for the
next half century the city will in 1931 number upwards of one hundred
thonsand inhabitants, .

Habfax 1n 1871 contained a population of twenty-nine thousand, five
hundred and eighty-two - being an increase of 18.2 per cent. of that of 1861.
During the decade ending 1881 the population had increased by 22 per
cent. ; it being in that year thirty-six thousand and fifty-six, exclusive of the
military, the number of which at the present time is about two thousand,
five hundred. i

While these statistics are of general interest, proving ss they do the
increase of population in these ¢ ial and manufacturing centres, the
ccnskusdretums indicate that the growth of our provincial towns is still more
marked.

Yarmouth, Windsor, Amherst, Truro, Pictou, New Glasgow, North and
South Sydney, which twenty years ago were compa.rahvefiy insignificant
villages, have in the past two decades grown into progressive towns, and
should they centinue to increase in population as they have done for ten
years past, Nova Scotia will soon have within her bordcrs a number of
prosperous cities.

IMPREGNABLE GIBRALTAR.

—

The fortress of Gibraltar, in the maintainence of which the British
people take a national pride, is the only strong-hold held by usin the
Mediterrancan which may be considered as impregnable. The recent im-
provements in its means of defence and the eflorts made by the military
authorities to strengther: the fortifications indicate the desire of the people

of Great Brilain to retain possession of this world-renéwned fortress. At
p t every available point for def bristles with artillery ; the mount-
ain is honey-combed with gallerics and bomb-proofs, steep escarp bat all
approach, and batterics hewn in the solid stone, frown alike on friend and
foe. Immense stores of provision, water, and munitions of war are con-
stantly maintained and the whole is garrisoned by 3 thoroughly efficient
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force of about five thousand iafantry, with onc thousand srtillery, and a
smaller body of engincers, .

Gibraltar was known to the carly Phoenician navigators as Alube,
which the Grecks corrupted into Calpe, its classical name. It formed
with Abyla tho Dillars of Hercules, at onc time decmed to be the western
boundary of the world.

Its presens name was probably derived from Tarik 1lu Zeyad, the
Saracen general, it being calied Qubel Tarik, or Hill of Tarik, from which
it became corrupted into Gibraltar.

Germany is about to try the cxperiment of taxing all classes of
speculation whore stock, bonds, and goods are bought for the purpose of
sclling again and no delivery of the same is made or intended to be made
in the transaction. It is the purpose of the Reichstag to check if possible
the rampant dealings which have terrorized many of the larger German
cities ever since the Franco-Prussian war, or, if that cannot be done, to at
least make the men who live by such practices pay a revenue to the State.
The evil with which Germany is thus attempuing to deal 1s not confined to
that country alone, but is as wide-spread as civilization, and while it may
prove an easy matter to suggest checks and remedies it will be found a
dificult one to make them effectual.

WEEKLY PAYMENTS.

The large number of bills favorable to the poorer classes lately passed
by the legislatures of scveral of the American States, indicates a general
advancement in the right direction. The efforts of Labor in its batiles
against Capital arc beginning to have the effect. Tt is now a law in many
of the States that employes of all corporatious be paid weekly, It is the

destiny of most men to work for their living, aud among those so working
there are many who cannot afford to live even for a short time in idleness.
“The laborer is worthy of his hire.” The man who completes a job adds so
much to the valuation of the world and can justly demand payment for it.
That work when but half’ done is worth a proportionate amount, and that
amount the laborer can demand if compelied to quit before finishing.
Prompt and frequent payments are necessary to the poor man, If he does
not receive his wages at the end of each week, debt stares him in the face,
and with this debt comes a heavy rate of interest, charged for the incurred
risk by those with whom he deals, Shopkeepers preferring a cash business
exact weekly settlements and in justice to themselves demaud a premium
from those making other arrangements. If this be the case with those
supplying the working men with food and clothing, why are nnt the latter
who produce all wealth, entitled to make similar demands? At the end
of every week waen the workingman goes home to rest with his family he
should carry wich him the procceds of his week’s labor.

RIEL A PRISONER,

The taking of Batocke, followed quickly, as it was, by the capture of
Riel, and the voluntary surrender of many of the rebels, has brought to
a speedy termination the rebellion of the half-breeds in tho North- West
Territory. The trouble with the Indians is a more difficult matter to

scttle, and it will probably be several months before the safety of life
and property will again be assured beyond question. Our feeling of
indignation against the cowardly agitator, Riel, has now given place to
one of contempt and scorn. The prowess of this would-be chieftain appears
to have oozed out at his finger tips upon the first decided defeat of his sup-
porters ; and, instead of standing by thoso whom he had incited to take up
arms against the Government, he was among the first to show the white
feather, and to take means to insure his own escape. Lortunately, his
whereabouts was discovered by General Middleton’s scouts, to whom, after
some parleying, he agreed to surrender himself. How much better would
it have been for all concerned, had he been shot by the scout when first
recognized ; as it is, we presume he will be tried in the Civil Courts of the
country for high treason, in which case he will probably be convicted, and
receive the punishment which he so richly deserves. Canada has twice
suffered from Riel's fanaticism and itch for notoriety: and the country
cannot afford to run the risk of a third rebellion. Riel should have all
the justice he deserves, but the law should be allowed to take its course,

The scntiment of the meeting was decidedly in favor of the pro-
posed centinuance. An «ffort is being made to raisc onough moncy to
cover the additional expense,

The leading medical men of Spain, who are generally yeputed very
learned men, have long been contending that the dunger from cholern,
just as well as the danger from small-pox, can be averted by vaccinauon.
The theory has latzly gained in favor. At present, miny people in
Valencia, Spain, are being moculated with the virus of cholera, on the
principle that this will make an attack of the disease itsclf quite harmless.
The resnits of these experiments are being closely watched by scientists,
‘I'he virus becomes a tumor on the patient at the point of inoculation, and
makes him very weak (but aever it i« maintained fatally so;) he is pros-
tated for about twenty-four hours, but fully recovera in less than twenty-
four more. M ny doctors are at Valencia studying the new system.

COMMERCIAL AND FINANCIAL.

FINANCIAL.

Tue world’s trade relations, in its present financial history, presonts
one unbroken chain, binding together the commercial world ia one grand
whole. Onecgreat heart beats responsive to the cull from cvery well
organized financial centre. That which to any degree eflvets any member
of this ccmpact scems to te]l with effect upon the whuls syst>m. The
financial heart has had its seat in London. From the continent of Europe
and America conies its gold blooil. passing through the heart, circulating to
avery part of tho commercial world, niding the streams of trado and specu-
lation to gain in volumo and financial vitality. We must not, howover,
give the great contre too important a place in tho world's finances. Every
member must act well its part or a perfect wholo cannot bo sustained or
confusion of interests avoided.

Woe at once recognize tho important part held by Now York in the
golden chain, & moro important part of lato at least, thar. that sustained by
either France or Germany, and it would now appear that India is at no
distant day to oceupy a prominent place in the financial world. German
financiers have boasted of their controlling power in the finances of Europo
aud Asia, but assertions of this kind are readily * discounted ” by monied
institutions, and events confirm the well founded opinion of these institu-
tions. Germany may bonst of her power to command all the capital she
requires for extraordinary national expeuditure, but, lot there be a war
betwoon England and Russia, of any continusnce, and she will find the
gold of tho continent either bought up by England ar sout to America for

rafs keeping.  Then the * United Empiro " may not find it quito 2o rasy
to flourih her declaradon of defiance in the fiea of England  Monied
inatitutiune will reoner or later hava to graplo with German fivancial storma
that way Gix their full strength, A Jowish eloment of the most dangarous
character to financiil health, Jargely prodominates in tho groat trulo contres
of Gerany.

France ean nover hopa to commar* and sustain an importanco in groal
linaneial contren.  1or unsable governmont and fickle character of her
peeple will ever tell agiina: her jn “or attempt to eatablish any very con-
siderable banking relations with othoer natione.  ‘Tho great financiers of
every country have lvoked and will continue 19 look with distrust upon thn
inance of any nation that hea not a tixed forin of governwent.

No country or atato can becomo financially iudependent until it first
controls a fureign cotmmerco and ovtensive tado reltiona with other nations.
Thetefure the Russian goverument must bo content to borrow from other
nativhiz—when sho can, and rob her morchants aud l\m\ll{ ropudinte Mnk_o
the pooplo of any stato or country industrious, commercial and freoand tlgenr
financinl puwer will soun bo felt and recognizl among the monied institu.
tions of naticns. Rumsia lamentably lacks in theso essentials.  Hor trado
rolationg, when vompared with those of the Biitish Empiro, are not oxton-
¢ivo and have over beon serioualy hampered. A war with England would
so involve Russia that her fiuancial position would scarcoly bo above that
of the “Sick Man,” aud the inevitable results would bo repudiation.
Doubtlessly money londers ot London are not slow in interproting tho
signs of the times. .

"The only nation other than Eugland that has shown a continuod and
really brilllant power of recuperation, and ability to maintain o lasting
financial position with Great Britain, is that of the United States  In the
Cuirie of Jan. 1uth, in our financial article, the following roforonco
to the linances of that country was mado : —

“ The report of the Hon. 1lugh McCulloch, Secrotary of Stato for the
United States, shows the almost marvelious tinancial advancement of the
United States and their unlimited power of racuperation. At tho closo of
tho war the national debt was three thousand million. Tho intercst pay-
ablo by Government was then $150,997,6G97.87, at an avorago mnte of
6-34-100 por cent. At present the national debt is only §1,408,482,048.00
while tho interest is scarcely $17,323,831.00, and tho avoruge rate per cent.
3 92.100.  And to offect this wondotful reduction the taxes necessary havo
neither weighod on tho peoplo nor checked the growth of tho country.”

Weo would simply ask if any nation of Europe can show an equal
linancial powar .1 exccutive ability sufficiont to accomplish such unparal-
olled aud unlovked for results, ;

Jut to roturn to our little Province.  If looked at from a financial
stand point, our general tinencial strength is not as encouraging as can bo
fairly oxpocted. In comparing our carly financiul history and trade oper-
ations, with thoso of the presont, we sco a combination of causes which
have lead up to the unfuvoinble state of our pre.ont fiasnees. Or to put
this important featura of Pmvincial life in simple facts, wo arguo, that, we
should as a peuple bo now in a positivn to show, instead of a fulling off, a
largoly incroased financinl strength, Lot us look at a few of the chiof
causes that have lvad to this reversion.  First, thon, wo have lamentably
neglected to bring our great mining advantages up to tho merits of a manu-.
facturing industiy, wo have thus lost thy resultant merits and edvantages
that would have followed from a wils development of this important
national fountain of wealth,

Our Governments have uniformly n - ccted this most valuablo and
unfailicg sourco of the peoples wealth, But fow ave sware of the wido
spread advantages arisivg from any very oxtended operations in mining,
A proof is st hand. In'cur coal mining operations, the resulls to our
people can scarcely Lo estimated ; thus, thousanda »f tons of shipping find
employment, from which thougands of people, direc ly and indiruetly roceive
paging temuneration. How oasy it is to conceive that if our vast iron,
copper, gold, ete., each form but a triflo of the results that we derive
from our coa! operations, what a volume would oar vast mining advantages
givo 1n swelling our financisl resources.

An uther—our fishing intorests have nover been properly or systomat-
ically worked.  An old stager, in the West India and forvign fish business,
knows well the oxtensivo and often large paying interosts that roceive their
financinl influence from this one but extonsive employment. .

An other—our farins have beon sadly noglected or poorly aud ignor-
antly worked. This means, to some counties at lwaat, no incongldomblo
item. Wo trust our present govornment will establish an agricultural
schaol and model farm. .

A further causo, and one of somo noto, in our reduced finances, is the
hearding and vicious system of depositing in foreign banks. ~ Thosu
doposits could often be placed on mortzage and used in promoting the
trado of the Province aud enhancing our finances.

Four million dollars conld be profitably employed in doveloping the
mines of Capo Broton, to say nothing of farming, fishing and shipping
interests that await tha application of skill and capital.

Furthor, there is an undeniable bleeding of the financial life of this
Provinee which will sooner or later toll upon the proudost and best of our
commercial houses, It requites but littlo avlention to decido, from what
part omanates tho bleeding, but to doviso a romedy is not so easy. 1Its
ultimate consequencos, howovor, are apparont, and evon somo alroady feel
a foretastn of tho scarcity of the circulating medium.

Our Halifax Chamber of Commcree has signally failed in dovising any
means for improving tho financial strongth of either tho trader or mechanic.

Halifax is, howovor, under an obligation to tho West India merchants for

CIVILIZATION VS. THE TOMAHAWK AND SCALPING KNIFE.

Whon the Independence of tho American Colonies was acknowledgod
by Groat Britain, thay occupied compartively speaking but a small strip
of country extending along tho Atlantic coast from Maine to the Carolinas.
At that timoe the Seminoles, the Crecks, tho Cherokees, tho Shawnees. tho
Delawares, tho Mohawks, thoe Miamis and the Ottowas ronamed over all
of that portion of the country lying west of the Alleghany Mountains
and oast of tho Miesissippi River. Theso tribes woro much more power
ful and numerous than any that exist at the present day  Nearly all of
them have disappeared boforo the march of the Auglo-Saxon race. The
early pioneers— thoso vidottes of civilization—with thoir axe aud gun met
tho savago foo in the wilds and valloys of the Ohio and Mississippi
rivers, and not being contonted to halt here, they havo continued their
wmarch until the shores of tho Pacific havo beon reached and the country
from ocean to ocean has been converted into fruitfu) ficlds and blooming
gardens, and in less than a century threo millions of peoplo have increased
to rearly fifty millions.

Tho British possessions of America cover more torritory than the
United States: and whilst the diversity of soil, climate and productions
aro not so varied as are embraced within the limits of the United States,
yet Canada has & mngnificent future before her. Her soil, climato and
productions, taken in ceunection with tho union with the British Empire,
all conspiro to make her one of the most favored portions of the Amorican
continont. Just at tho present time Canada is engaged in a war with tho
Aborigines of the North-West. Lo one whose parents and grandparents
holped to conquer the * blue grass region ” of Kentucky from tho savages,
thisis no extraordinary ovent. Thoe North Americin Indians aro ox-
clusivoly a carnivorous race of people, and in only a few exceptions have
they showed any desire to till the earth or carn their living * by tho
sweat of tho face.” And just in proportion as their chances for securing
“ vonison " decline, just in proportion will they like * ravening wolves™
swoop down in truo Jarbarian stylo, and devour the whito man’s subsisi-
onco and commit crines too hideous to mention. Just now the outlook
for pioncers and settlors in tho North-West is somewhat gloomy, but they
must not despair in this ago of railroads, telegraphs, and improved modes
of warfare. They have many advantages over the pivncers of Kentucky,
who scttled in those days in what wero called ““stations.” Each settle-
ment bad its * block-house,” a kind of fortress where the people could
all ropair in caso of an invasion by the savages. Through the port holes
of these *“block-houses” ks besieged were conabled with their old
“flint-lock ” British 1muskets and rifies to drive off tho encmy, whose
only mode of warfero in those carly days was tho bow and arrow. Tho
women within these ¢ stations™ were sometimes called upon to display
their skill in shooting at the *redskins"—hence the descondants.of thess
brave mon and women have become proverbial for theiz skill in handling
what is now known as the * Kentucky rifle.” The reader may recall to
mind that I{entucky was called the “daik and bloody ground.’ It
received this soubriquet from the fact the various tribes of Indians
adjacont to this country, over which the decer and buffalo roamed ia count-
less thousands, held this field as common hunting ground. Hore thoy
wor wont {o repair late in the autumn to lay in their supply of meat.

¢ hen tho white sottlers bogan to come in and occupy theso grounds,
thoy did so at the peril of their lives. A long aud bloody war was tho
result; butin the ¢nd the ““ meat-enting savage’ was not able to copo
with tho hardy pioneer; and to-day Kentucky, the oncs * dark and
bloody ground” is claimed as the “garden spot' of the United States.
WWho knows but what, in the course of time, that the great valley of tho
Saskatchowan may yet becomo the “ garden spot” of the Dominioti of
Canada?

A great deal has been eaid and wrilton about the causes of the present
Indian troubles in the North-West. To ono who has seen much of frun-
tier lifo in tho Wost, the presont war is no enigma. The failuro of crops
to some extent, tho scarcity of game and partictlarly of the buffalo, and
the long hard winter, all conspired to make it an casy watter for Ricl to
stir up a robollion amongst the ignorant savages of tho North-West. A
hungry lundian is easily porsuaded to comiit acts of violence to appease
his appetito—hunger knows no treaties, rospects no laws. 1 may be mis-
taken, but I think tho Canadian Government has got a big job on its
hands, and the sooner it tealizes this fact tho better for the whole country.
It will tako tou thousand troops, scattered at proper points along and in
the vicinity of the Canadian Pacific Railway, to put cown the Rebellion,

and afterwards to maintsin law and order in that country for somo years

THE SCOTT ACT.
To the Editor of the Critic:

this subject.

Fati:or Mathew, after devoting his life to this subject, leaves on record
the following, and much more in the ane line:—

‘ Tho principle of prohibition seems to mo to be the only safe and
corfain remedy for the ovils of intemperanco. This opinion has beon
strongthoned and confirmed by the hard labor of more than twenty years
in the temporanco cause.”

Bishop Lynch has not had the oxperience that Father Mathew had,
and cannot thereforo speak with the samo authority.

Cardinal Manning recently said in a speech at Bolton, England :—

‘It is more mockery to ask us to put down drunkenness by moral
and religious means, when the Legislature facilitates. the multiplication
of the incitoments to intemporanco on every side. You might as well
call upon mo as a captain of a ship and say: ¢ Why don't you pump the
water out whon it is sinking, when you are scutthing tho ship in evury
direction?” If you will cut off the supply of {emptation, I will bo bound
by the help of God to convert drunkards; but uniil you have t.ken off
this perpetual supply of intoxieating drink, we never can cultivate the
ficlds. You havo submerged thom, and if over wo reclaim our portion,
you immediately begin to build upon it a gin-palace or somo temptation
to drink. The other day, whero & benevolont man had established a
sailors’ homo, I was fold thero were two hundred places of drink round
about it. Ilow, then, can wo contond sgainst these legalized and uiti-
plied facilitios and temptations to intoxication? ‘Chis is my answor to
the bland objurgation of thuso who toll us the ministers of religion are
not doing their part. Let tho Logislature do its part and wo will answer
for tho rest.”

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MUTTERINGS AND GROWLINGS.

So the miserablo hound Riel is at last the captive of our bow and of
our spear, and already the beginning renders the end all too phainly
discornible.  Alveady ho who runs may read the proparation for a course
of shuftling, dodging, and eventual truckling to the detestable Fronch in-
fiuence to which wo have periodically to bow down, like unto that which
aforotune set this mischiovous and craven cur freo to bo the instrument ol
shedding s soa of blood, mvery drop of which was more precious than that
of Riel and his whole mongrel crow to boot.

Tho WWeek was abused somo time ago for hinting that General Middlo-
ton was trammelled from the first by instructions from Ottawn a8 to the
disposal of tins Incarnation of Impudenes, It mildly adhered to the
posaibility that it was not mistaken, and the event proves it to have been
nght. It is a disgraco to the conduct of the campiign that the General
should have been compelled to offor any terms o1 protises to the 1ehel
Ho should have been left freo to court-martial him as soon as caught.

It 18 not oreditablo that he should be allowed to speak in the Goneral's
tent, in the way of offering remarks, as ho is reported to Lo permitted to do.
He should not bo allowed to open his mouth except in answer to the sternest
questions. He should bo treated as ono treats arattlesnake, and in no way
oléo. I neither know nor care how many are likeminded with myself (in the
North West and ju Ontario they mighit be counted hy thousauds) but 1
have not a shadow of hesitation in saying that nothing but Riel's life,
worthless as it is, can furnish atonement tor the incaleulable evil ho has
brought to paes. 1 would hang him fur poor Scott's murder alone ; to say
nothing of the sixty or soventy valuable lives of Canadian soldiers which
have been sacrificed on thae altar of his French presumption aml vanity.
To say nothing of the Half-breeds bo has deluded to their death—the
homestoads ravaged—the priests and civilitns murdered—the women
enduring the agonies of Indisn captivity—tho setting back of the rapid
riso of the Territories towards wealth and comfort.  If there is any gal-
toring with justico (as there assuredly will be) in dealng with this
wurderous ruffian, I trust it will be remembered against the Government
at tho next clection. I know some who will not forget it.

Oue thing satisfactory, which, in all reason. and by all right, should
evolve itsclf out of the exigencies caused by Riel’s upriging, is o more
wholesome stato of public feeling with regard to the Militia. It is always
tho unexpeeted which uceurs, apd who shall ray when some other occasion
shall arise at which the absolute necessity of an efficiont de.+estic military
force shall make itself felt. It may bo romembored that occasion has, in
fact, existed before now. About oight years ago, when the railway people
struck, the Queen’s Own had to be sent to Belleville. ‘T'here rivting had
begun, and the presence of that excellent regiment had the best effect.

Honceforth, in view of the altogether admirble behavior of the troops
in their maiden field, subjectod to the most trying kind of fighting to
which men can be set, ] suppose pecple who do not happen 1o have a
turn for soldiering will have tho Jecency to refrain from sicers at the
Militia of their rountry.

I have alwa) 5 maintained (and I have beer thirly yearsa volunteer
officer, twonty-cight in Cannda) that the world had no finer material for
soldiors than Canada. 1have ever endeavored to lead oflicers to think
highly of their position and of their men, and 1 am 1cjoiced (huwever
unhappy the occasion) to find my opinions so unmistakably confirmed.
I am infinitely glad that vo linperisl truops have been present to over-
shadow tha conduct of our vwa furces in a campaign which ought to give
us full confidence in them ; and I trust no decorations will wmar the senso
of the simple performance of duty. Ithink we do not want to sco a
fresh army of K.C. B.’s and C. M. G.’s. Wo have more than enongh
already.

It has always beon my endeavor to instil into the corps to which I
have had the honor to belung, a sense that the Canadian Mihita 13 an
institution per se—a nativnal army of the best sort, which, properly sup-
ported, will always obviate for us tho necessity of any consudorable
standing army, and not a gaping copyism of Impenal mihitary traditions,
many of which are cumbrous and cunvenuvpal to tho last degroe, and
oentirely unfit for Canadian vatumlizitivn. The red-tapo complications of
« war office forms,” and modes of payment, stoppages, cte., we aro happly
freo from to a great extent, and vur disciphino can never 1o the naturo of
things. bo of tho distant character of that of the Impenat servico, nor 18
it in the least desirable that it should be. But I do hope that the present
omergency will result in a proportion at least of every battalion, boing
supplied with efficient necessaries fur taking the ficld at a moment's notico.
1f our splendid Militia had been well provided, a large portion of the
oxpenso of the present campsign would have been saved, and it should
always be borno in mind thut the expenditure for militia training goes out
of one pockot of tho country into the other.

“Ruwpe StEAks AMD OVSTER SatcE.—Wash tho oystors free from grit,
stgaim their liquor, aod put some of it, with as much wator, 1nto a rauce-
pail, with a blade of mace, sume lemon peel, and ground white pepper;
udd Dutter and four, rubved together, and boil up; take out the mace
and lomon peel, put in the oysters, and a spoonful of mushroom ketchup
simmer 8 few minutes, and pour into a turcen. If too much of tho
oyster liquor bo used the sauce will bo tuo salt. A hittle crenms o fine
%dditiou. The sauce should resemble thickoned gravy rather than melted

utter,

Tansive with GuyvceriNe.—The property of glycerine to preserve
leather has been known for a long time ; it is now pioposed to employ it
in tanning, to increaso tho elasticity and resistance of tho leathor. This
system of tanning is particularly adapted to straps and belts of machi-
nery, a8 it keeps them from drying and eracking. It is only necessary to
immerso the leather, tanued in the usual manner, in a bath of glycerine,
and to leavo it for several weeks, when the pores will be impregnated
with a greasy substance, and the leathor will bo found to be much moroe
clastic and tenacivus.

CLeaNING Sitk.—Use potato-water for all colours and kinds: grnto
somte potatoes into culd spring water, say a large potato to overy quart
of water, of which tive or six wiil do for a couple of dresses. 1f for
very light silk, paro the potatoes : if any very dark, merely wash thom
clean,  The pwmof water must not bu stirred iv the least for forty-eight
hours ; then very slowly, and steadily pour off’ the clear liquor, but not a
particle of the sediment, into «n open vessel— a bath, or such liko. Dip
the picces of silk into this liquid up and down a few times, without the
least creasing thom ; then wipe them on a flat tablo with a clean towel,
first ono side, thon the other. Itisas well to hang cach one as dipped
upon a Jino to allow the drops to drain off a littlo before wiping. llave
o dawp cloth to cover them in till thoy aro dome, then iron ono way on

tho soiled sido. 1t ix astonishing to seo how nico a dress looks done in
this wanner.

Gireat things
have gonerally small begiunings ; and we muy expeet that the beginning
thus mado by the pupils of our public scheols will ultimately bear
fruit in tho ombollishment of vur streets with much-necded shade irnes,
aud, what is of oven greater importance, in tho cruation of a healthy rospect
and love for these fuirest productivng of aature.

As might be expocted on the fist oecasivn of the Kiud, sume mistakes
wero made,  The ch lren wero nut cal'ed upun 0 take any active part in
the work of tree-plu. ing.  Standing by and watching wah Loaging eyes
and cagor hands while paid laborets perform the work dues not quite sttt
the tastes of tho enthusiastio school boy, huwever it may pay the laborers.
Thero was no work in connection with Arboer Day which the pupils could
not havae woll performed, under the direction of tho teachers. Next year
we hope to sco all the work parcelled out among the pupils, who would be
onl* wo delighted to do it. Genorally speaking, Arbor Day was a pro-
no-.reed sucers?, oxceeding uvven tho most sanguine expectations of its
advocates,

MORAL EDUCATION IN SCHOOLS.

‘T'he question of Moral Lduecation in the Public Schools is receiving
much attention just now at the hands of several American educational
papers. It scems to bo one of those matters upon which a writer can say
much without suying anything very definite  No plan for giving regular
instructions in morals his besn pointed out, although the fact that such
instructions are given in German schools is frequently roferred to.  After
all, theorctical morality as it might be laid down by rules and precepts and
taught in fixed quantities might well be compared to a synopsis of the
grummatical rules of a foreign language without the words upon which to
apply them. Morality may and should be taught as occasion arises to
illustrate its precepts.  Such teaching, it will be said.is desultory and
hap-hazard ; it is at Jeast practical, and, we think, sufficient. School lifs
is lifo in miniature, and afiords ample opportunitivs for thoe exercise or the
violation of all the cardinal virtues.

It i cortain that tho morality of somo schools is higher than that of
others.  Rut this can very rarely be traced to direct moral instiuction. It
is maro often due to the character and judgment of the teacher. The
rules of conduct which it is necossary to onforce in school are matters in
which tho conscience ¢f the pupils may bo set in uction. The principles
upon which these rules are founded are the broad principles of human
conduct. A strict observance and an intellizent understanding, then, of
theso rules with such further instruction as may be based on them, are the
best means of developing a conscicntiousuggs which is the easence of wmorality.

In the »tudy of history and of litérature, good morals may alko be
incidentally taught. ‘The abalysis of such characters as Henry V., of
Milton, or of Geo. Washington on tho onc#and, und of such as King
Jonn, King Charles 1I, or Aaron Burr ou the other, cannot fuil to develoj
in the youthful mind an admiration for tho good, and a detestation of evil.

The best moral instruction for schools. then, is incidental and inditect,
otherwiso its subtlety and most of its power are lust.

DIFFERENT METHODS WITH DIFFERENT PUPILS.

A fact which soon impresses itself ou a teacher’s mind s that thore 1s
a vast difforence between the characters as well as the abilities of pupils.
Heo learns to classify them accurding tu their sevoral charactenistics.  Lhus
one class will cunsist of the sluw but sure, the natarally sorious, possessing
bitle onthusiasm, but an indumitable wall, another wall bo composod of
the bright and interesting boys who dash at their work with Celtic spinit,
but who are the moro easily dauntud and reywire the mure tender care.
Ono *ypo of boy has an inpate love of real advancenent , the ambition of
another is {0 make a show in the world, to shino 1n society, to load a
butterfly existence. Some boys are almost consumed with s passion Jor
preducing sport , thoy are tho cluwns of the school room, to their winds
nothing 1s so important as u joke,

Now tho teacher who sets his mind on eradicating any of these pecu-
linritios must procoed with extromeo ciution lest ho go too far. It is much
aasior to destroy than to build up; and very oftena boy's peculiaritics are
in thenselves harmless though they may requiro modification and some-
titaes restraint.  The task of combining all of theso varous eloments into
a harmonious wholo without destroying harmless individuality is as inter-
csting as it is difficult. The forward must be placed undeor steady restraint,
the diffident encutiaged, the unambitious stimulated; and each individual
caso diagnosed and treated as Lodily ailments aro troated by the physician.
This involves much psychological study, but it will bo amply ropaid by
tho rosults.

NOTLES.

The teachers in the United States aro struggling for permanent tonuro
of offico. It seems that at present cach teachor is voted upoen evory yoar
by tho school trustocs, aud somotimies the most worthy of thuin aro cast

out whilo almost uscless ones aro omployed. ‘Tho politicsl leanings of tho

teachors are, it i3 allogod, mado to count in thelr candidature. Fortunpt'oly
weo in Canada havo a school systemn almost ontirely freo from political
intoiference.

A Society has beon fouudad in Japan for the introduction of the Roman
mstead of the cumbersome Jupaneso alphabet. I this is effected, aud
with Sapanese progreasiveness 1t probably will be, the task of learning the
Japmeso language will be greatly simplified hoth for matives and
foreigners,

A prominent New England educator, llon. A. . Stone, of Springfield,
Mass., svverely criticises suine of the presont condutions of the public
vdueational system. o siys the greatest need of a large number of
teachers is a knuwledge of their business; that in very many cases pupils
are taught to menotize instead of being lod to a working understanding of
fundasmental priveiples.  “*There is no disguising the fact,” he rvomarks,
“that all alonyg the eductional hotizon there is guiug un o contest betweon
training and cramming, between indopond -zt and routive work."—2The
Current, quoted in The Educational Veelly,

A young man, » Bostonian, graduated at tlarvard,a fow years ago, with
honora.  He looked over the professions and himself, and decided that his
vueation was business  Ho applied to sevoral merchants, through his father,
for employment ws a clerk. Ons reply met the application—“We don't
want a college graduate for a clerk ; wo prefor a boy who comes from tho
Fuglish High School.” At last, the father asked a morchant on whom he
had a claim for consideration, to receive the young man as salesman. The
merchant did not absolutely refuse, but hesitated.  “I would like to oblige
you,” he answered, “but, to speak frankly, I don’t beliave in college gradu-
ntes. They are too uppish, and they dont know anything but & little
Greek amd Lalin, and less arithwetic. They can’t sell goods, and they
don't like to boue duewn to hard work.” “Try him for six month,” said the
father, *and then, if hy don't suit, discharge him. But I want you to give
him a fair chanco to show the stuff that's in him.” The young man was
taken on trial.  Ilo was observing, eager and obliging, ready to do even
tho most insignificant duty that pertained to his business. The goods of
his house he mads his constant study, cagerly assisting in every depart-
ment, that he might acquire the knowledge ho sought. The 1esult was that
with a mind trained and recoptive he learned in twelve months’ time what
it would havo cost an untrained clork two yoars of apprenticeship. At the
ond of that ‘imo he was put upon the road us n salesman. A good sales-
mar's strong point is his knowledge of human nature. The young man
had studied human naturo where thero wero several hundred specimons of
all sorts. Thus oquipped, and with the address and manners of a gentle-
man, ho wont vut among buyers. Ho made failures, of course, but thoy
taught him more than his successos. Exparionce gave him confldenco. aud
goon the employer complimented him. The four-months' salesman sold
large bills to paying customers, at satisfuctory prices. One day the mor-
chant said to the youth’s father: “I am satisfied ; he is a botter salesman
than some mon wo have had in our employ for soveral years. I believe
now in colloge men—at least, I should say, perhaps, in colloge men who
have good common sonse, and are not afmid of hard work.”"—Youth's
Compariion.

ANECDOTE OF RossiNi.—Tho manager of the San Moso Theatro had
offended hitn. To add to his impuitiusnce, he had given to Rossini n
librotto to set to music, which was so oxtravagantly absurd that wo make
it the groundwork of even a tolerablo opera wag impossible. Rossini
detormined that, if ho must be covored with ridicule, ho would at all
ovonts onjoy the luxury of comprehonding in one common catastropho the
manager and al! his company. So he apportioned the libretto in the fol-
lowing mannor: ‘Che bass he made to sing at the top of his voice, and
the prisa doonne to indulgo in incrodible utterances from the lowest rogion
of her notes. To a comic singer, whose appearance on the stage was nor-
mally the signal fur a shout of sympathetic fun, he allottod the gravest
and most touching of the airs, while for another artist, who was so
lamontabls a singer that in point of fact ho could searcoly singat all, the
most difficult music was provided, and bLy wa, of sdding to thke poor
man's suflerings, as woll as those of his audience, ho was ordered to bo
accompanied paanissine by a pizzicatv of violins. Rossini, who was
present to enjoy the joke, found it dusirable to leave the house bofore the
opera was finished. It is a pity that such a capital idea for a musical
burlesque has never been embodied on the stage.

JaPaNESE Uneaches or Proyise.—After 2 Janpaneso lover has proven
false to his vows, tho deserted waidon rises at about two o'clock in the
morning, and dons a while rob and high sandals or cloge. Her coif is a
metal tripod, in which are thrust throo lighted candles; around hor neck
sho hangs a mirror, waich falls upon her bosom ; in her loft hand sito cor-
ries a small straw figuro - tho offigy of her faithless lover—and in her
right she grasps : hamuer and nail, with whicit sho nails it to ono of tho
sacred trees that surround the shrine, Then sho prays for tho death of the
traitor, vowing that if hor petition be hoeard sho will horself pull out the
nails which olfect the god by wounding tho mystic tree. Night aftor
night sho comos to the shrine, and each night sho strikes in two moro nai's
bolicving that every nail will shorton her lover's lifo, for the god, to save
his troe, will surely striko him dead. It is a curious illustration of the
hold superetition yot has on the Japanese miud.
