$39,749,075, as agalast $34,017,012, or
an increase of $5,777,063. The importe
during the mnonth were valued at
$10,218,059, as against $11,030,075, a
decrease of about $800,000.

Tc surplus la returned to the banks
to be stored up there prealsely as any
article of merchandise is stored in ware-
hoses when not immediately wauted,
but witl this differenco, that an arti-
ele rof 'ierchandise is sure to come into
consumption sooner1 or later. The
tendîency, in this country, to drive
money ioto the banks, is still greater
ti;an in England, owing to the inter-

est more genîerally-allowed on deposits.
The world las a certain demand for

gold; it is ready to pay a certain
price for it and this price ultimatdly
deternlines 'the supply of gold tron the
mines. It is a comnmodity of irregular
production, or rather discovery, and
lite Iîtost miiing products cxlibits
great variatios in the supply, and that
supply ls regi'lated ln the long run by
the profitableiiess of gold miniig rela-
tively to thtat of other occupations. If
gold le produced more cheaply lt fills
it value; in other worda more gold
must be given to purcline tha saime
cominodity that before, and prices rise.
In ,tiat case a larger cuîrrency wotild
be reunired ta perforai the saine work.
Hia d ;n1t a. paper cirrency and banîking
cote to tle rescuîe, ait ineredibly
larger qlitity of tie irecils mctal

woild be naaîled thai before the imîod-
ern developmiient of commerce, as w-is

the casu in Californîia in the early days
of gold mniiniig in tlat State. Or if

the stock could not have been enlargedf,

The quetion bam been olten asked

Ii England "What ks a pound? " The
answer la'simplè: it Le rather less than
a quarter of an ounce of gold of -a
determinate degree of fineness. The
monetary 'vord pound is a purely legal
definition, so that where a debt of a
certain number of pounds or dollars
tas been contracted, the law will en-
force the repayment of a like number
of gold pLeces of that denomination.
Alltlhat the law does k to call apiece
of gold a pound or so many dollars,
but the law cen prescribe nothing as
to its value or power of purchasing,
Every tean settles for himself what
amount of goods he wIll give to ob-
tain that pound or dollar; that ls, the
real 'worth of the coin is determined
by what it will fetch by its market

price, like everything else. This mar-
ket price is not the price in any par-
ticular country, but the price wierever
business is transactod throughout the

trading nations of th world. Gold la
easily 'transported from one country to
another so that any appreciable dit-

fcrencô In its value, that is, in its
power 'of purchasing other commodi-
ties, is quickly rectified by its trans-

mission from the land in which it la
aheaiper and brings less, to where
it La dearer and procures more. Owing
»o Itha greant facilities of comnunica-
tion -in modern times, a very slight
liscrepancy of value le instantly cor-
rected by a. stream of exportation, so
that when writers talk of the depre-
ciation 'of a eurrency by reason ô! ex-
cess, they speak of a tact of no prac-
tical significance among the nations.
A »iilltary emergency, compélling a
sutdden export of goldi to an arîiyi
abroad, 'or very sudtiden and extensivei
orders for mercantile purchases in for-
eign countries might, for the morent,

produce a considerable diminution of
the coin In a nation whieh held no re-

serves le bankers' hands, but the va-

cuuni and the inconvenience would bc
of brief duration. Gold would flow in;

on every aide, so long as people had
commodities "whercwith to buy it.
There Le, probably, no other commo-
dity, the scarcity of which would pro-
duce so little inconvenience or -would.
be so rapidly remedied as that of gold,
A iscarcity of cotton would indeed he a.
subject for great alarm, but a defi-
ciency of gold would at once cause it
to 'Pour In from thec rcser'toirs at-ttc
Wholn ivorld, hankers whol had pledged
themsatve 'to pay godi, anti merchants
who ow'idebts- abrad'being tlié iily
persous %who:mst iLcur 'any real"loss,
and. that would: t the utmo'st, be trifi-
lng. A smali premium on the value of
the metal ivould :bring ln auy supply
that might,be -wanted À premiuma.of

two to three per cent would draw
torrents f! gold to England from- all

the world, and would restore the whole

of the sixteen millions of gold at the
bant, if it tad all taken wing. It
costs Great Britain much more than
that percentage ln interest to keep the
collars of the bank of England full of
gold.

The 'neta1 which possesses the quali-
tics which best fit it to te chosen as
the lstandard of value l the question
which, 3trictly speaking, does not be-
long to the science dl currency, and we
need not enlarge on It here. What cur-

rency does say respecting it l, that
the utmost attainable fixity of value
is the fupreme anU paramount cou-
sideration. The standard determines
the ineaning and worth of all con-
tracts and ks the measure of all pro-
perty, and as otten as the value of a
standard suffers a fluctuation, so often
every value W! propcrty expresses ea
different amount of -wealth. An eesily
fluctuating standard would be a nuis-
ance Wf the first order. It would Intro-
duce confusion Into every man's ac-
counts, and change 'into every man's
position.

AiE FIRE INSURANCE ASSOCIATIONS
COMBINES?

There is a good and timely article in
the Iast number of the " Insurance
Times " (New York) entitled " Associa-
tions vs. Combines," in which the two

are compared.
There la a very prevalent idea exist-

ing anong property owners, that the
Associations 'of Fire Insurance Compan-

les are simply combinations, formed to
chteck competition, and therôby keep up
rates. We have alway@ maintained
that this supposition le aietirely erron-

cois, and arises from ignorance of the
method bf conducting the business of

rire Insurance, and also as to the ob-

ject of Underwriters' Association. In

the first place, as we have often pointed
out, Fire Insurance differs froin other

branches of commerce, inaamuch as
both the period and the amount of the

transactions are to a certain extent
indefinite. There is an unknown quan-
tity in lire insurance, whieh mates it
impossible to calculato qach individual
eale, as La doua in other lines of trade,
and it la only by an accumulated num-
ber o! transactions, And a record ex-
tending over a considerable time, that
rates can be. fied satlsfactorily. This
being so it is niaifestly botter to have
the experience of th whole, than to
judgo by' the resulta of aingle coma
pany.'

CANADlAN CATTLE IN BRITAIN.

The fact that Cinadian cattle have been
scheduled or, in other words, that an
order hita gone forth requiring then ta he
slaughtered oni arrivai in England, has
caused considerable discussion, but there
seems little relison t fent that this coun-
try will b much the loser in the long
tut. The North West il experimenting
tiis year iith dressed beef for our enast-
erni mnarkets and Great Britain iniportà
imiiense qaintities of beef, pork and
mautton, the itter reaching there from
distant Australia. It has bien objected
ftt sections of this couintry doa not pro-
duce fead enotught to fattel live stoeck, but
these ire excepioms and tiis difficultycan
bc overcome -by selling lenin stock to rais-
ers elsewhiere, or by the fre importation
of Ameriaiiii grain for feeding purpases.
Mr. A. J. Tioiilsont, Toronto, who lias
for years bein I proninent cattle deaier,
apon being asked his opinion oit the sciedul-
ing of cattle in Great Britain, said:-I
do not thinkz thera ne aniy cotitagious
diseases anog Canadiant cattle, and I am
of opinion tiat the scieduling should not
have been dote. I <lo not, however, think
that it vill in the long run do any;harm
ta Camîdia, thougi the loads oi the ocean
wvill b old ait ai loss of fron 40 ta 50
per cent. Toese loods are made up ai
cattle titat tire neither stockers nor biefs.
if they were biefs the loss would not
be le grent. I do not thini the slcelul-
ing will do any harn. It will pay the
Caniadion farnier ta fatten his cattle at
bome. Soine parts of the country are
idapted to raising stockIers, and lit other
parts these stockers cat be fatitenied. We
could fatten in Canada many more cattle
bitan we do. The farmer would have all
the nanure for his farta. When I go
through the coîuntry I sec that the far-
mîuer who0 fattens his cattie is prosperous.
For dealers ithe cattle trado, has.. been a
losing business for years. A reason for
this is tliat Canatîdian freiglhts have killed
the trade. If the, scieduling romains in
force we can ship from what pointa we
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plese. I can seld cattle front any point
in Cinaida to Boston or Ncw Yo'k $5 a:lthad cheaper than I can to Montreul. The

THE AMERICAN PORK PACK.

Cincinnati Price Carrent :-Exact data
regarding summer packing operations for
the seuson now closed can not lie offored
at this time, but the general rosults are
closely known, and serve all purposes of

ordinary comparluon. The aggregate
number of hogs haudled for the elght
months tu the West ls about 7,750,000,
agaînst 0,000,000, last year and 9,540-

000 in 1890; for fîve years proviously the
general average was 5,685,000, and for
the next previous perlod of five years an
average of 4,285,000 hogs. The increase

this season over last year ls about 1,050,-
000 hogu, while the total ls about 1,790,,-
000 less than in 1800. When it became
apparent ln June and subsequently that
a great shortage ln the corn crop was
inevitable It was accepted as the proper
policy to hasten stock into market and
save the grain. This was encouraged by
the strengthened prices ln the market
centres for both corn and hogs. Thus
the sumnmer season record of packing bas
been enlarged' several hundred thousand
boga, from a supply that otherwise would
bave become visible subesequent to the
first of November. At the present time
the prevalent talk suggosts e, short supply
of hogs compared with last year-and
quite likely this will prove ta he the case
for somle weeks in the early part of the
season now opeuing. These conditions go
toward making an appearance of scarcity
of stoek,' under the lessened offeringe
than ls actually the case in a proper com-
parlson of the position. It li not, there-
fore, in order to accept with great con.
tidence the probability of current values
belng sustaineld, or that the winter supply
0f, hogs ls likely to, fall essentially short
oùlast year., Under these possibilities, and

other conditions surrouliding the packing
interest at this thlne, ther le imuch to on-
courage a halting course.

Canadine will be glad to
observe the increase ln the trade wih tho
dominion, ln reference to which the col-
lector general mays: "The trade wlth
Canada oxhibits some indications of em-
bracing goods othier than fislistuffs and
unmanufactured woods, ln wblch it bas
been so long practically confined. Cana-
dian manufactured goods are now finding
their way to thîs market, as the follow-
Ing will show: Durlag the year carrlages
to the value of £1,380 were imported ;
clothing, £1,548; furniture, £827; hard-
waro, £678; cottons, £427; boots and
shoes, £513; woolens, £572; musical in-
struments, £429; and unenumeratod goods
£854; ale, also to the value of £5,358;
whisky, £278; flour £1,264; and foods,
such as choeso, butter, hams, etc. to the
value of £1,547 came from our sister
colony during the year. With botter fa-
cîlities for shipplig to Canada, etc, a con-
siderable percentage might . be deducted
friom the volume of exports to the United
States.-Kingston, Ja., Gleaner.

PIIESIDENT CLEVELANn.

'Th6 electionu of Grover Cleveland as
president of the United States. possesses
but little iuterest of an oconomic character
for Canada.. It l not at -aIl probable,

even with such a majority that any at-
tempt will lie unade to change the tariff
on the products of this country muost'ly
affected by the MNcKiniley bill. The Domo-
cratil party ls not what lt used to be in
the ante-bellun days, and any movemoit
now towards a concillatory polley with
England or a reciprocal one with Canada
would not find favor ln the minds of the
masses In the great cities, or among the
manufacturers wio as yet fear too much
the competition Of the cheap labor of
Europe, and conîsequently lot in the deeds
0f the legislators. Thiese have not always
the courage of their convictions. Thoir
motto lu Expediency. But hero as well
as thore, a relief IS feIt that it ls all over
-that we shall now have a change of
theme ln the columîns of the Amriean
nowspapers, whileh are read to a luch
greater extent in Canada, than our papersa
are lu the States, and whlieh-regret;ully
e lt sald-are consequently educatinîg our

people in a greater or less dogme to look
beyond the line for what concerns thom
moet, politically as wcll as economincally.

THE ORIGIN O- CANNING.

Few people are aware tliat .we are ln.
debted to the people of old Pomnpell, who
were al smothered ln the first century
of the Christian éra, for one of the most
important industries of our timo-the
canning business. Years ago, whien the
firsi, excavations wero made ln that
blirled city, an Amerleanu came upon sver-
al jars of fige.
