TH E MRON TARIFF.
Our reecit articlo on the proposed in-

crease in ihe tariff on pig irion, lias natu-

rally excited cosiderabIlo atteition,
tlhroughout the coauntry anîd lbas provoked,
as imiglit lave been expected, somq hostile
criticisi from those whose inîterests it
Im igl 1 be .sipposel to con tIavene. Usually
this criticisi ias been moßeratein tone

aInd written iiin the same cali and jidicial
stiain tit we have ndoievored to preserve
ii our ownî articles on the subject,.the oiily
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exception is one gentleman, who publishes
an attack upon our views in the corres-
ponîdence colunmn of a morning contem-
porary, anid who appears te bave lost his
fteiper as well as lis grip of the facts upon
which lie bases hls argîne its. It is not
the custom for one paper to take any notice
of correspondence appearing in a ceioten-
porary, but as this letter in particular
bears traces of a professional poi, we v'eu-
turc to draw attention te one or two points
where we believe the writer, in his lesi'e
te provo his case, lias sonewhat outstrip-
ped the facts on which lie bases his attack.

For instance, he ridicules, in sonewhat
unigenîtle fashion, tic suspicionî that soue
of the scrap iron miglt really be of the
nature of pig iron, but imported in this
shape to avoid the tariffi rate of $2 per ton,
and thon goes on to nake ;the extraordin-
ary assertion that it would cost fromi $10
to $12 per ton to cast flho iron in irregular
shape and break it under the laimier.
Wliere lie obtained these figures fron it is
difliclit to say, for none of the experts to

Viomii this question has been put, coume
any where near sich an aiouint, and eue
even placed the additional cost as low as
50 cents per ton, which woufld leave a
uhaigin of $1.50 per ton. We aclnowledge
that nost of flic geiitleimoi consulted re-
garded the re-melting of the pig a necessity
which at the present rate of dufy would
render it, unpr'ofitable, but slould the
tariff be raised to anythiig nir the Uniited
States figures, what is to hiider any en-
terprising founder froi baking advantage
of this anomalous condition of affairs ?
Tihat we are net alone in this suspicion, is
proved by the accompanying extract from
the very journal in which his letter was
puliblished, in which it is stated editorially,
hat:-" As we understand it, the nakers
"of iron do net so inuch objet to the frc
"importation of what mnay legitimiately be

termed scrap iron, but to the practice
"of importing under liat guise iron that
"comes into direct comipetition w«ith pig,

and is really of the cliaracter of the latter
"in different and irregular shape."

The petty error of substituting the word
tous for cwis. in tle statistics given, was
iiierely a inistake of the proof-reader and
does not invalidate the argument in any
Vay. Wliether the amount imporfed was

203,000 tons, or 203,000 pouids, or 203,000
ewts., flic comparison holds good, and
consequently the reduidancy of adjectives
with whici lie seizes upon wliat lie must
have knîown vas merely a petty error in
1,he correction of the proof whicli, in so far
as it affected the line of argument was ab-
solitely iimmaterial, is altogether uis-
placed.

Of course it must, be understood '
bat the governient will tako no steps
that may tend te inîj ure our infati, iiaui-
acturing industries, already weiglhted as
they are by tlhle active coipetiti on of otlier
couintries and tliat it will always bear
their interests ini mind in any revision of
the taritf, but the ainomaly ve have just
drawn attention to, will nLot, we believe,
njure tlcmn by its renoval, and as i, vill.
advance the prospority of an equally iiii-
piorftant Canaudian industry, witlhou t doinIg
so at tleir expense, it muay fairly be con-
sidered as a legitimate expression of the
present protective policy.

T1E FLOOD QUESTION.

Although
the meeting was called by miîerely personal
invitation, the attendance comprised a
large portion of Ouri most eCterprising and
successful citizens. Sir ). A. Smitl pro-
sided, :ud Mr. James Coristinîe acted as
secretary. A series of resolutionîs, pre-
pared beforehand by practical mon, were
proposed, enbodyiing the ense of the citi-
zons conicerninîg the grcat fosses suffered
by the mercantile, mnîufacturin c and
labor interests f Montreal througli he
periodic overfiow of the river-the hiind-
rance te traffie by wlich Other centres
reaped the benlefit froi ou1r disasters ; bhe
suspeision of nanufactiring operatiois
through flie sibnersion of inachinery
and the inability of the masses of the wage
eariers to leave their partially iiundated
homes ; and tie injuriouîs cflet upon the
health of the people. A recommenlation
was included calling for a general mîîeeting
of the citizens to be ield shortly to discuss
ways and means to provide against futiur-e
visitations. From the una îinity with
wlich the resolItions in' the mlai were
received, i was evident that. the meeting
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was vigorously in eiriiest and ratther con.
cernîed aboit. milting a start ttan in stiudy-
ing howv anmid in wliat in nniimîr the w'ork
wais to be donc and pail for. Ail wcero
alive Io uIhe present grea iecessity of
providIing Sote reiedy for the Cvil ; the
tosses eitailed were o leavy that the
great question of Ilie iour was to tike
actloi witiout dellay in order nut to be
eanglit unî1prepareil anotlir Helason ; the
loissei of il siigle otverlow wo nl iore
thanl pay the iiterest of any soinui requîiiriel
to lil il e necesry walls or emiba nuk-
incits. 'lie resolutions provided for the
appoiiintmetf a ommitotee to tale stops
for carrying out. t lic object of the imeetimig.

Where fihe space was small
enougli to be af fected, thme water returned
therein to the outside or river level, al-
tiough s3veral blocks distant, m a fraction
of an hour, after pumping w-as discontinuel.
It disappeared according and as rapidfly as
the flood lin the river subsided. lad thtis
takenl place onl3y 011 a lovel with and where
the drain or sewer pipe service connected
with the premises, a reiedy for basements
above tLhaît level were simple enough ; înt
the faut is otlierwise,-the water rises lu
cellars amii bisemneits liaving solid stone
wualls and ccment or mortar fonîîdations
little less rapidly tian it dlOes along the
open street or in basemients into whicht it
miay flowt throuigh ile windows froin the
street. It will doubtless 'e deeined neces-
sary to build the embankiment or wall as
waItr-tight as possible oni ant equally
sectre ftoindation, as wt'eil as to keep the
sewers fairly free by pumpiinig over tle
revtmenît wall or extending tlie main
conduits to emipt'y below St. Mary's
current.

Muchi mi port anmce appears to be attachied
to the remioval of the lcdi long w r at St.

lin viiew of the delapidated coudition of the
revetment, wall the govermiiîeit will be
exîpected to render somie assistance, should

the vork assume the shape outlined. It
is to tie lotcpeI tht aniy over zeal may niot
drive us to " o'erleip the saddle." Wc had
helier get the "u tnerwvater canal" tthrough
Lalo :St. Peter com pleted to the 27 fecet
depth befotre pressing for the assumcption
of thli cost of thmat however st.rictly nation-
al unertaing. 'This the Governiment
cannot fail to tic ii good ti mue, and the
intluentia Il arior mien, tiose of tiem wh'lo
lire wrorkiig hardor and more effectively
for ouir iiteiesti tian they could, perhaps,
if they wer in Paurliammenut, may be trusted
in t.his matter to know wlhat they are
about.

As it is mimuost impossible for anyu muan
or boidy of men to assist in promoting any
grent public belnefilt such as thiat proposed
vitlout heing suspected of and charged
with laving axes to grind, it, is to be
hoped that eitizens wvill look îupon thie pre-
sent needed work, whatever shijpe it

assume, from a broader point of view and
let no obstacles, social or legal, interfere
witlh its prompt prosecution. Had the
proposals made during last yèar received
even slight encouragement, the city had
probably escaped the calamity of the last
fortniglt. Is it a inatter to be very greatly
regretted that a man wvho honorably un-
dertakzes and complotes some great nia-
tional or public vork bas been able to
nake a handsome profit thereby ? At ail
events let us see to it, before it is again too
late, that effective mensures be taken to
prevent the possibility of another cry over
Spilt milk-in the spring of 188S.

RAILhWAYS AIND CANALS.

The annal report of the Minister of
Railways and Canais discloses less fea-
tures of general interest tihan was usual
before file completion of the Canadian
Pacifie Railway. It shows that the pres-
ont length of the railways owned and
operated by the Government amounts to
1,190 miles, of which 978 belong to the In-
tercolonial Railway systen, and 212 to the
Prince Edward Island Railway.

'l'lie workinlg of these roads Can hardly
be considered satisfaetory, and have cn-
tailed upon the coun'try a net loss of $190,-
6*35 during the year. On the Intercolonial
there is a net loss of $100,042. on the east-
crn extension a loss of $27,862, the Prince
Ed ward Island shows a loss of $61,150,and
the only line showing the least profit is the
Windsor branch, which has relieved the
prevailing monotony of deficits by show.
ing a surplus of'$4,428. But it must be
remembored, as an otfset to all these short-
ages, that a suim of $115,000 las -been
charged against the earnings of. the Inter-
colonial tiis year for improvenents sticl
as are isially chargod to capital account,
and whicli represent works outside of those
necessary for maintenance and renewal.
Were this sum transferred to capital ac-
couint, the year's earnings woîuld show a
profit of $8,958, but doubtless the Govern-
ment considere. that the present capital
accoint was alrcady sutfliciently large, and
lierefore preferred to charge it with the

year's expeises.
The coal transported during the year

shows a considerable increase, as 105,791
tons were carried, or 52,893 tons more tian
in the preceding twelve monthls. In fact
the incrosing output froin the mines now
taxes the road's resources to the utmost,
and a larger nuibor of coal cars is necess-
ary to liandîle this class of freiglht satisfac-
torily. Tiis shows a gratifying amonnt of
activity at the mines, but unfortunately is
not of mnuichi service to the railway, as the
low rate of freight fixed by the Govern-
mnent in order to develop the resources of
the Lower Provinces, iot only precildes

auy idea of profit to the road, but even
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causes at times an actual loss. Still the
gross earnings of the Intercolonial have
doubled during the past decade; the
amont of freight carried is one and a lialf
times as great, and the number o passen-
gers is larger by one-third.

Se far as the important question of canal
enlargement is coancerned, the report is
net nearly so satisfactory. Althougli it is
now acknowledged tliat the proper depti
of these important niethods of commununice-
tien should be fourteen feet, the Welland
is the only one that will be ready for navi-
gation at titis depth at the openaing of hie
season. Noue of the otiers are touched,
and althouglh the Lachine Canal is equipped
with locks, bridges and culverts adaîpted
for'this depth, the actual depth of the canal
is only twelve feet. In the Cornwall Canal
a still less promising condition of affairs is
visible, as ten and a lialf miles out of the
eleven and a half comiprisiig the canal
will only permit of nine foot navigation.
The Beaularnois, Williamsurg and Galops
canals have not been toucled during the
year, and consequently the iiicl taîlked-of
enlargeient of our canal accommodation
ta the uniforn depti of fourteen feet is
confined ait present te the Welland onliy.

This is not satisfactory, and ail tends te
indicate a certain amounit of neglect of our
important vater-waîys during the pastyear.
Thanks to the energetic action of the mer-
cantile communiiity and thie vigorous atti-
tude of the press, the Governimeiit's atten-
tien lias been finally roused te the import-
ance of increasing otir facilities for trans-
portation in order te meet the severe coai-
petitiona of Aierican water-ways, and a
kind of ialf-hearted pronise las been
given te the effect tait seul action will
shortly be taken iin the matter of incrcas-
ing their navigable depth as well as in te
permanent reduîction of the existinîg tolls.
lut it is hardly likely in th existing cou-
dition of Governument finances that any
expenditure will be entered upon whicl
can by any means be avoided or post-
poned, and coisequently ve cannot look
for any stops in the direction of increased
navigation facilities during the coiniig
year unless sanie inisual pressure be put
upon the Cabinet.

NATURAL GAS.

Althougli comparatively uiioticed tantil
of recent years, natural gas lias of late
made such gigantie strides in ils application
to industrial purposes that ils discovèry,
evei vithin miles of any city, is now con-
sidered tantaioint to making tliant fortun-
ate locality an industrial centre. Probably
but fewa of our business men have sus-
pected that Montreal nmiglt come to enjoy
such an advantage as the abundant supply
of a iatural and easily applicable fuel, and
consequently the announcement hat na-

tural gas lins been struck within a few
miles of the centre of this busy city will be
recived with somne amount of pardonable
incredulity.

It is only a few nonthe siice the engin-
eer of what is now ' The Combustible Gas
Company," first discovered traces at
Longue Pointe, on Montreal Island, wyhich
encouraged him to commence drilliug for
gas in that neighborlood. The well,
which is being drilled by Pittsburgh ex-
perts, is now down somue fifteen hundred
feet and, vhen eiptied of its .water, al-
ready shows a pressure of gis estimated at
401bs. When the gas bed is reached, a far
greater pressure is reasouably expected ns
the present supply of gas is mnerely that
which bas filtered through the strata and
forced ils way up a tube containing be-
tween fourteen and fifteen hundred feet of
water. Anothier and still more promising
Weil is being drilled by the samue company
at Louisville, Quebec, and withini a few
weeks some interesting levelopimeits are
probable.

Natural gas, like petroleui, appears Io
have been known for iundreds of years
before any attemlpt te couvert it to practi-
cal uses as atteipted. Tie iintli edition
of the Encyclopedia Britaniica, (that
issued complote by Charles Scribier's
Sons, di New York,) States tiat this gas
was first used for illuminating putlrposes at
the town of Szechulen, in China, and sub-
sequently at Marmaro, in Hunary. On this
continent, tie first discovery was made at
Findlay, in Ohio on an October eveniing in
ISS . A well was being sunk for vater
when a sudden rush of gas becaine ignited
from one of the liglhts and continied to
burn for about three montlis. 'lie first
use of this gas was made two yeas Inter,
when Mr. Daniel Foster conducted hie gas
ite his house by means of wooden tubes
and burned it there from an old gun barrel.
This fire has, it may be said, burned con-
tinuously to the present time. In 1S72
attention was again directed te the enor-
mous supply of natural gas rnning to
waste, but il was net intil live years ago
that some drillers in Pennsylvania, boring
for oH, struck the enormous McGugin. well
of gas which blazed for months skyward,
and furnished a novel centre of attraction
te excursion parties iho never dreaned
that, a few years later, these apparently
useless gas wells would revolutionize hie
fuel question.

We may say 1S84 was the first year in
which tlie fact that this apparently in-
exhaustible supply of naiurai gas miglit he
valuable as a source of liglit and fuel first
dawn ed upon thie manufacturing coin-
iiuniity but, wchena once the idea struck
root, it was net long before il developed
nto that natural gas " craze " whicli took

possession of the Pittsburg region for many
monthis and is still raging in Oho and

Indiana. The rpring and stimuer of 1884
witnessed a rush te drill wells and lay pipe
lines that ade' conservative people hold
their breatis, and froua that time te the
present moment, natural gas lias become
onle of the greatest factora in deciding fite
industrial fate of cities, and lias conse-
queiitly been eagerly and pertinaciously
souglit by capitalists and manufacturers.

One fact is very encouraging for the
wells now being drilled in% this vicinity,
and that is, that the geological formation is
similar te that obtaining in the Findlay
field, namely, Iimestone of Lower Silurian
age. The discovery of the gas producing
strata at Findlay vas a genuine surprise
both to Iho geologist and the oil borer. It
is the first instance, we believe, of large
stocks of oil and gas existing in limestones
of the Lower Silurian age and at the
bottoin of tliat great division of geological
lime, and the additional fact that the Jace
of the gas bearing country is approxim-
ately level and shows but little outward
signs of disturbance, is another uinusual
occurrence. Both of these conditions are
iiexpected and tend tu show that the
theories already formed upon this subject
are not airays applicable.

If the well at lLongue Poiite justi lies the
anticipations of ils projectors, the benlelit
to Montrcal wilI be very grelat and will
extend te every brancli of lier very exten-
sive and varied mniiufacturinag industries.
The possession of ia cheap and cleanly fuel
and illuminant, witliin aiable distace,
will be i factor in lier developmnent wliose
importance it is impossible te decry. With
lier present posîtion at thie lhead of oceai
navigation te aid lier, witli large and in-
creasing railroad acconnnodation te ex-
tend lier freighît facilities, it only needs
the discovery et naiatural gas te enaible lier
imianufacturers tocouipete successfully wiLli
tieir inost favored rivais. ''ie news seens
te be almost too good te be truc, and ils
practical confirmation will be looked for
vith great interest, but if the future justi-

fies present anticipations itl is impossible
to overrate the inportance of the under-
taking or the benefit that will accrue.

THE MARITIME BANK.

The meeting of the slhareolioders of the
defuict Maritime Bank, held on W'edies-
day last, te receive the report of the pro-
visional liquidator, disclosed a condition of
affairs inuch vorse thanl was at first
iinagined. ''lhe books cf thie concern iave
been examined and reported on by an
ofilicial anditor, Mr. Jolni T. P. Kiniglt, of
the Merchants Bank of Halifax, withi the
resuilt thait ainow, for the first timlie, those
wiio placed tiheir confidence in the bank
cau forn a true idea of ils standing.

Ii the sworn statement of February the
28ti last, the total liabilities were placed at
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$1,401),482, anid tlie axssets sh 'o i a surplus
of 1l1511 ; buxt if this statmenioit ie correct
thle liabilities iiist av i ncresed at ia
mîost ailariniîg rate, for a week later, ae-
cording to tic reixrt of the expert, they
ami1lonnlited to $2,112,15t, iesides :025,000
worth of exchanige bearing tlic banxk's en-
dorsatioi.

'le assots oi tle otler hand have
diinishe4ed with eciail rapidity. The
allegeil oaux of $100,000 to tIhe 'rovinlcial
Civeriimeit, whiicli ligured as axn asset, is
wiped out by iiaac a ag',çnit, whici

*315,000 more. Over ia million dollars is
represenled by overdrawnix accomuis, bills
discouinted anld hypothemated, and collat-
oral secuirities llso hypothecated.

If the failure of the Maritime Bank proves
notliing else, it shows that aimateur bankers
are a mistake, and it will, w'e hope, finally
explode the coxmiion theory that it is an
easy inîatter' te manage a banxk. Wiat the
final resuilt of the liniqidation will be it
appears impossible to prediet, but it is
evident that if thxe assets pay the note-
ioldxers and the Goveriniment claiis, it is

a1ll they wxiill de, anid Chat the rest of the
liabilities must he met by recourse te the
double liability of the saliriueholders, a fact
wh'iiclh ixay mean poverty to miany muid
rxi hx t somie.

DRESS FABRICS.

Very few prettier fabries are in the
market this year, frein anl artistic point of
view. thliant the iinw Frenchi sateeis, witl
Cheir close, firi twills and sm1ooth, glossy
surliices. They look moro thaii over like
satin foulards, and their delicately tinted

patterns are roally w'orks of art. Thiey bid
fair te be favorites for monioniig woai, and
for evening wear will be much used for
backgrounds to lace and other transparent
tissues.

'le zephyrs, gimlanimis, and chxami'brays
broiglit oxnt tiis season are mnuchx beyond
the average. 'ie tuifted striped ginglixaims
slxowi aie especially noticeable, as they
have the dlesigns wvon sa closely resemt-
bling the silk and wool stripes of last
sxiimxmer, that ib is tliflicilt te realize Lhat
they are onliy cottons, while in bleaxt.y of
colorinig uixd novelty of comxibinlation they
far exceed the fabrics on whici they are
modelled. 'l'le solid colored chambrays
and ginxgiamixs comle in all the mew shades
of piiik, ieliotrope, and corin-color, and
will he uîsed ii comnbination with letainmes,
grenadiles and other fabrics of that class,
while the xtibroitdered patterns te i

comi1 in various wiltiis of iloinciig. il

seeis abxlundantly evident Chat cottonls
and washimg fibrics iill be imiiii worn
durning lie comîxing season, and every eflorb
lias beei dir'ected te reider tiema more
durable in coloring. Unfortimitely, upjx to
tua prosent more thani halflose tieir beauty
after washing, but with care this is not so
important, and imiany, evei of the îmost
delicate tints, will enlure for montis with-
out aly recoirse to the lalindress.

ini liglit-îweiglit woolleis Ilie new White
wool, cal's hair, albatross and imperial
serge will be imuheli uîsed, trimmnied w'ith
liavy watered ribbon in rows upon tUhie
overdress. A miew' s:unile dress las the
wocol fabric kilted on one side of the skirt,
bhe kilts trinunîîed with thxe moire ribbon.
On bhe other side is a finely plaited panel
batided across witi the ribbons rxm througli
a slide and tied in bows vith loose ends.
On the corsage te ribbons ire tied te
iuitxîte i Pompadour waisi, crossing oaci
other it riglit angles. This style is applic-

able to all wixite wool goods of whicl
numberless new styles are shown, crossed
with fine lines of golden brown, blue pis-
tacliio, black, cardinal, heliotrope, terra
cotta or the new copper color. These goo-ds
make up beautifully with velvet or silk,
and seemu te comnmand a large sharc of
attention from the better class trade.

It really seems as if, in spite of all the
recent modifications, the reign of the tailor-
inado gown was drawing to a close. Ladies
complain of their weight and that they are
far toc ieavy for summier wear, and there
scei to be indications that fashion is turn-
ing once more toward sillis. It seems
certain that, this year, silks wvill be more
worn and that the wheel of fashion is
turning slowly but surely in favor of the
lighiter tex turos. Even the beautiful French
serge backgrounds, with velvet efl'ects, in
combination with plain French serges to
match, do not secem te draw attention fron
the silk counters.

Of course the Queen's Jubilee has been
turned te account, and Jubilee serges are
anong the iovelties shown, both in silk
and wool, by the leading English bouses.
The w'ool serge is beautifully softin texture
and drapes like a fine cashmere, while the
silk serge is of pnre silk, does net crease,
and (if its iakers are to be believed) will
neitier split ner turn shiny with wear.
These aie strong recommendations and
will uindlonhtedly attract the favorable at-
tention of carefal buyers. In every fabric
a steady improvement is visible and pur-
x:hasers can complain neitier of the variety
nor the quality of the goods oftbred for
their approval.

That the banîkiig interests of the Province
of Qucbec, bcinig largely intferestecl directly
and indirectly in the lminber industry. i coi-
mon witl ti fhe other coimiimercial interests
in the. Province, hit being fuîlly conversant
with tlte fact that the profits derived fron the
liuber trade ire smiall ii comuparison with
the risks involved anid the capital elployed,
bielieve tliat anly considerable increase in
charges uîpon the trade would so impair the
secuîrity in tiiber licenses as to deter the
banks fromt mîaking the advances frein tine to
tline necessary for the efficient carrying on of
the trade, and liat any serions curtailnent of
suîclh advances would reduce flic output of
limiber and thereby diinîîislh the provincial
revenue.

As this night furiier result i imapiiiring
the credit of the province they venture to ex-
press file hope tiet the Governmnt of Que-

bec vill be induced te reconsider their recent
action in increasing te so serions tin extetift
tie charges upon tinber limits.

pay duty at the rate of 20 per cent,., but if is
iiot generally believed that any fine will be
exacted.

Fortiniately the Presi-
dont can be trusted to imnalige a very dilicult
situation with signal discretion.'"
