ST. ALBAN'S CATHEDRAL.-After long delay the
first step has been taken towards the commence-
ment of a Cathedral. Some weeks ago the
CHURCH GUARDIAN referred to the prospect of se-
curing an excellent site in a most desirable locality.
This has now been donc and a plot of four and
one-half acres has been purchased north of ~Bloor
street. The site is 300 feet by 643 and is made up
of 26 lots. The price seems a large sum, viz.,
$10.288, but one half of this amount is given as a
donation on condition that a See house is erected
upon the grounds within two years. 'l'he owners
of the property also promise donations of $2000
towards the erection of the choir and chancel of
the intended cathedral provided this portion of the
building is also completed within two years. The
district is in an excellent portion of the city and
is rapidly filing up. When the cathedral is erected,
there will doubtless be a suflicient number of in-
habitants .to form a very desirable parish. It is
not likely to trench upon any of the existing
parish boundaries, as the site is at least three
quarters of a mile [rom the nearest City church.
This will doubtless help to give effect to the scheme
of erecting a suitable residence for the Bishop, a
matter which has now been pending for several
years. Last June the See House Committee re-
ported that the amount subscribed was over
$S3,oo, of which one-third had been paid. With
this sum on hand work ouglht to begin at once.

OBSERvANCaL of CHRISTMAs.- Fron all sides
come favourable reports concerning the proper
observance of this great Féstival. 'lie Ch urches
everywhere were well attended, the offerings
liberal, the number of communicants larger than
ever before. Strenuous exertions were made to
beautify the Sanctuaries in a befitting maînner, and
good music was the order of the day.

building up of the Church he so much loved. One
of the last appointments he made was that of your
humble servant, for Christs sake, to the care o
this parisb, Oh I may it be a blessed appointment,
resulting in eternal goad to you, and some victory
to myseli. Our Bishop fought long and well, and
now he has won the weil fought battle. He enlisted
under the banner of the cross in early youth, and
from that hour be fought the good fight of faith
until his death, and having overcome in the grs'ce
of Our Lord, lie bas now won the crown of Life.
We all have a conflict in which we must engage.
The Bishop bas fought this battle nobly for several
years, whiie labouring under the attacks of an
insidious disease. When be fell asleep in Jesus
there was nothing to be done, no wedding garment
to be sought. But what of the bereaved one, yes,
she bas our deepest sympathy ih this great af-
fliction, for she is a noble, Christian woman. " Our
Christmas services were well attended both here
and in Stewardtown, and both churches were taste-
fully decorated.

TYRCONNELL.-The holy Festival of Christinas
was observed at Tyrconnell by the members of St.
Peter's Churci with something more than ordinary
enthusiasm and holy joy. The Church was de-
corated not perhaps in strict accordance with the
artistic rules given by a correspondent in the
Canadian Missionary, yet elaborately and taste-
fully and with such an abundance of evergreens as
ivould satisfy the evergreenflSmand of the Cturcz
Review. 1

In addition to wreaths and festoons, there is a
large screen of gothie form, made of evergreens at
the entrance of the Churci conststing of three
arches, one in the centre and one over the Read-
ing desk, and a third over the Pulpit. It was the
joint work of the Rector and Mr. Liberty, assisted
by Miss Ada Liberty and other young ladies.
Thère are twelve shields of different patterns, in
colours of crimson and blue, having titles and
naines of Christ in letters of gold, and every one is
surmounted by a cross, a crown and star or some,
other device in foundation work filled in with sprigs
of red cedar, hemlock and pine. The shields were
made at the Rectory and are much admired: The
Reading Desk and Pulpit have decorations of their
ownand are very elaborate and beautiful and owe
their beauty to Mrs. Wilson Miss Pearce ard Miss
Tweedale. 'The font also was tastefally decorated
by Mrs. J. Sifton and lier sister Miss Louisa
Bobier.

The attendance at Church on Christias Day
was very good, and all joiaed heartily in the
beautiful service. 'lie choir with Miss Backus as
organist did admirably. The antlem, " The
Grace of God which bringeth salvation" was ex-
cellently rendered, Miss Lily simging the solo with
niuch expression. The sermon from tue text
'I The Desire of nations shall come" was much

appreciated. The number of communicants was
the largest ever administered to at one Lime in this
Church. The collection for the Clergyman was
large according to the usual liberality of the people.
The entertamament for the Sunday School children
-vill take place to-morrow Eveaing at the bouse of
Stephen Backus, Esq., which judging from the pre-
parations made cqnnot fail in being successful.

LONDoN.--SeIvices were held in the several city
churches on Christmas Day, and were wellattended.
The Bishop preached la the Chapter House.
Some of the churches were neatly and appropriately
decorated for the season of the Nativity.

LoNDoN SOUTi.-The services in St. James'
Church on Christmas Day were particularly bright.
The musical portion was well rendced and much
credit is due the organist, Mi. Win. Ellis and his
choir. The Holy Communion was admoinistered
at 8 a.m., and also after the nid-day service. Tlie
Rector (Rev. Evans Davis, preached iin the
occasion, and is now able to officiate occasionally
after being laid up for eleven months.

His Lordship the Bishop of Huron held
confirmation services at Dorchester Station in St.
Peter's Church on Monday evening, Dec. 29th;
at St. John's Church, Harrietsville, on Tuesdiay,
Dec. 30th-, at 10.30 o'clock a.m., and St. George's
Churcli, Belmont, at 3 o'clock p.n.

DEATH OF ARcHDEACON NELLES.-The Ven.
Archdeacon Nelles, probably the oldest clergyman
in years and length of service in the Diocese of
Huron, and one of the most prominent and best
known members of the Synod, died at Brantford
on the î9 th Dec.. after a long illîess. He vill be
missed by bis many friends and the clergy generally
of Western Ontario, who were wont to meet hi
at each annual Synod, and with whom he always
interchange-l a most kindly and hearty greeing.

Archdeacon Nelles was bon in Grimsby, ont.,
in 18o5, and educated under the late Bishop
Strachan at York. He was ordained deacon in

1829, and priest in 1830, by the Bishop ot 1 Eter.
The whole of his long and usefil life ma tle
ministry bas been devoted to the missionary work
among the Six Nation Indians, on the Grand
River Reserve, near Brantford. He v-ts made a
Canon and Rural Dean of Brant in 1868. On the
elevation of Archdeacon Sweatman ta the Sec of
Toronto, Bisliop Hellmuth appointed Canon
Nelles Archdeacon of Brant, selecting the 50th
anniversary of his entrance into the ministry as a
niost appropriate day on which to confer upon liii
the well-deserved honor and titular dignity of
Arcldeacon. The church at which the deceazed
officiated was the old Mohavk Church of St.
Paul's, the most ancient and historie churcht in the
Diocese of Huron, and said to be the first church
crected in Canadi West. Within the pîrecincts of
its churchyard lie the renains of the great Inli:n
warrior and chief, Joseph Urant. 'Plie late Arch-
deacon entered service of the New Engand
Company who held the Indian Reserve under a
Charter fron Charles II as a missionary. an du ring
his long and uîseful life lias been an honorcd and
valued officer of the Company. lie was tw:ce
nuarrietd, his first vife having been a Miss Mac1!om.
Ne leaves a widow and several children. A bain -
less life and a consistent Christian's daily wvalk,
gave evidence of his love to the Master, wlion lue
served "devotedly, and whose gospel of love . .ud[

peace lie bas for the past 6 5 years been endeavo-
ing both by precept and example to convey to tilt
simple minded Red men of the Grand River. ]Iy
then he wiill be most sorely missed.

DIOCESE OF NEWFOUNDLAND.

ST. JOHNs.-The Rev. J. F. Phielps, forneriy
vice-principal of the Theological College, lefi this
city in the carly part of Deccmîber for Enini,
wiere he takes an incumbcncy in the Dioer of
Manchester. Mr. Phelps lias resided in Newf.un:-
land for thirty years, during the latter part of the
Lime having been head master of the Church of
England Academy in this city, and precenutor uf
the Cathedral, a position for which his fie voice
and thorough knovledge of music eminently lted
him. Socially and ecclesiastically his renoval
from Newfoundland leaves a blank not casily filled.

The Rev. Reginald Heygate arrived fron Eng-
land last week, as an assistant curate at the
Cathedral.

'The publication of the accounts of the Synod
for the year ending 3oth April, 1883, seens to
have been delayed beyond the usual time this year,
as the report only reached the subscribers li the
nionth of October. It is satisfactory to see, how-
ever, that the subscriptions for Church wark
throughout the diocese continue to increase. The
financial position laid down by the Synod being
that it is the duty of every Churchnan to con-
tribute according to his means for the support of
the Church, both in his own parisi and generdly
through the Diocese, a collection for this pirse
is made annually in every muission,¿t part oi which
-regulated by the amount of his stipend fro:
other sources-the clergyman retains fur hinuself,
and pays the remainder to the treasurer, to be
expended in grants for clurclu building and orher
objects.

Several other funds, however, put in their claimîs
for support annually, among which the Clergy
Widows' and Orphans' Fund, and thiat for -loue
and Foreign Missions take forward places and
meet with liberal support, judging by tie largey
increased subscriptions. 'lie latter fund, whieb is
but newly fornLd, seeis to be duly valued, the
special object of iL bcig to open iew missians
and to pruvide stipends for clergymen in others,
which, for want of macns, have ueen temporarIly
clused.

First Sunday After the Epiphany.

IY TiE BISHOII OF ALBANY.

While it is truc that the season of the Epiphany
is specially charged with the manifestation of the
Deity of Christ, whercas Christmas was specially
concerned ta reveal His manhood, we are not ta
forget that even the Epiphany manifests the God-
man, ' the incarnate Deity."

lu the successive and progressive series of
Sundays in this season, ve came, one aiter
another, upon evidences of different attributes of
Dety in the holy Child and in the perfect Man.
This week it is the Epiphany of Wisdom, which
ve contenplate in Him, and desire for ourselves;
the kind of wisdom which the collect really defines
in its petition, first clearness,. and then courage of
convictions, " ta perceive and know what we
ought ta do," and to have " grace and power" ta
fulfil it.

Of course the striking picture, and the central
figure of that picture, is the Boy of twelve years
old in the midst of the doctors in the temple,
manifesting here not merely Divine wisdom, much
less the human wisdom in which He grew, but far
more revealing Himself as " the Wisdom of God"
as Solomon's Proverbs revealed Him long before.

Looking inta the rich depth of meaning of this
picture of the Christ-child in the temple, we can
somewhat realize how inarvellous its Epiphany is ;
for Christ in the midst of the doctors is esus, the
Word, and the Wisdom of God, the Revealer,
iearing the old Testament speakers, and asking
them questions. They ail speak of Him, start
from Him, point ta Him, gather round Him. He
is in the midst of then: the prophet like unto

, Moses; the truc Joshua, the real Isaac, the actual

t-..
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Job, the--Weýom of Solomon, the Singer, in His
own persan, of David's psalns, the veritable Jonah,
the Antitype of ail types, the substance of every
sacrifice, the point aid purpose of ail prophecy.
He is in the midst of the doctors in the temple,,!

that is, of the inspired teachers in that great templ
of God, which revelation is. He hears them speak?
as the echo of his own voice comes back to any'
speaker; and He asks then questions, for it ia
Christ's catechizing of the Old Testament writers
which brings their meaning out. The Christ of
history unrolls the manuscript that prophesied of
Him.

This is the manifestation of the Wisdom of God
in Christ, as Christ is manifested in the Scriptures.
It is hardly too much ta say that as the boyhood
somewhat veiled the Godhead in that strange
scene, sa, now in the very simpleness, and now in
the difficulties of the language of the Bible, the
Word of God is veiled. Is it not also truc, that
as we look upon the Scriptures in this" Épiphany
light, the Wisdom of God increases, ta us at least,
as the Child Jesus increased in wisdom ?

We find the second manifestation of the Deity
in the Child's answer ta His mother's complaiut,
"/ y father and I have sought Thee sorrowing."
As though He said, "l My Father sought me not,
for I am about His business." Owning the human
motherhood, He asserts Himself the only-begotten
Son of God. The great concerns of the will of
God which He " came," and " was content ta do,"
weighed already upon Him. By the omniscience
of inherent Deity, He " perceived and knew," and
by the onnipotence of the inherent Deity, He had
"grace and power ta fulfil what things He ougit
ta do." And far below it in the earthly parallel
comes the manifestation of that great and growing
human wisdom, perceiving, knowing, and fulfilling
the duties of His relationship ta Mary, that led
Hlm down from His Heavenly Father's house ta
Nazareth, and ta filial subjection. And when one
makes the thorough application of these far apart
parallels of duties owed ta God, and duties owed
men, of the duties of earthly, and the duties of
heavenly sonship and citizenship, we must surely
came ta learn, not only that there i no antagonism
between then, but that each is incomplete without
the other; that He is God's best son, vho is most
dutiful ta parent, pastor, ruler, ta every obligation
ai His humaîr liie.

Set beside ta the practical and personal
teaching of the epistle for the day. The presen-
tation of the living sacrifice of our bodies unto
God, more than suggests, first, the parental dedi-
cation of the child, in Holy Baptism and Con-
firmuation, as here the Child, who had been brought
at eight days old ta circunicision, is brought again
at twelve years up ta Jerusalem; and second, the
personal devotion of aur own lives, in submitting
ta the outward institutions of Christianity, BaptisU,
Confirmation, and the Holy Communion, keeping'.
tht Church's feasts, frequenting the house of God,-
and diligence in the study cf His Word. This ls
not all; but this is essential. After this, and with
this, comes the being about our Heavenly Father's
business ; the obedience, by vhich alone we can
prove, that is, make trial of, " the good, acceptable,
and perfect will of God," the reasonable service
that ve ave ta Him.

The Epiphany Appeal.

We might call the circular which has been ad.
dressed by the Board of Management of the Dames.
tic and Foreign Missionary Society of our Ch4rche
ta the Clergy and Congregations of theIjious
Dioceses, and which, we suppdie in
every church last Sunday, the Bi s appeal,
because it comes to us with the direct authorization
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and commendation of our right reverend 'Fathers
in God. As such it demands and will, we trust,
receive the most serious and prayerful consideration

of every member of the Church. The duty of
contributing to the support and extension of

Foreign Missions, which is so powerfully set forth
in the letter above referred to, is one that has not,
hitherto, received a proper amount of attention
from the Canadian Church. While the Mother

* Church in England, and the Sister Church in
the United States, have been yearly extending the
spheres of their operation in sending the Gospel
of Christ to the heathen, the Church in Canada
bas not displayed that interest in this important
depariment of Church work. 'We thank God that
our beloved Church appears to be at last, awaken-
ing to a sense of the too long neglected duty. Our
representatives in the Provincial Synod, by the
organization of a Missionary Society, whose
membership is co-extensive with the memnbership
of the Church, have summoned us, one and ail, to
take our part in the great work of evangelizing the
world, and we are now called on to respond to
the invitation, by our sympathies, our prayers,
and our free will offerings at this holy season when
He who came to be the Light of the World, was
first manifested to us sinners of the Gentiles.
The glory of God, the honor of our Redeemiîer,
Our own prosperity-may we not say, Our pro-
longed existence as an independent Church, are
bound up in the answer which we give to this
appeal.

justifiable in the one instance, it surely is in
the other. If we are to be assaulted for singing
" over and over again" the saine things, and
especially when those things are largely taken
from the Bible itseif, what grounds of objection
can there be, to so Scriptural a worship as ours?
What is often broughuitorward as.an objection, is
reéally, as our writer remarks, one of the great
ddvantages of a pre-composed fori, inasmucli as
t prevents that undesirable sameness, which is so

;often observable in its absence.
t Our Blessed Lord evidently did not regard the

Jrepeti:ion of anything as a cause of objection. He
doubtless lad been accustomed from His youth up
to repeat over and over again the same truths, and
so when He came to teach, He did not scruple to
say over and over again the saine precepts, while
in that inimitable prayer which He left the worid,
the sane petitions, indeed, the very sane words
re employed by Him, again and again. If a thing
s right in itself why should any one ubject to
clpat it over and over again. But these few

thoughts suggested by the article in question, are
al] that will be offered concerning it, for which you
may possibly make room.

IT was early day, and the great city lay in the
hush, the unwonted hush, of Sunday morning.
The sounds of busy labor and restless human life
were stilled.

But, alasi how many there are who have never
had a glimpse of God's beautiful earth, who yet
may have some strange, vague yearning for loveli-
ness and purity, which takes no defiued fori, and
comes only now and then like an angel's visit, with
a sort of hazy glimpse of sorrething beyond and
above the endless tiles and chimneys and blocks
of warehouses and breweries and shops which
hem them in on every side.

How little do we think of these multitudes of
huiman seuls. te whorum the country and elowers
and overhanging sky convey no distinct idea; and
te whom shops brilliantly lighted at night, vith all
their garisi adoruments, in the principal thorougi-
fares, into which they sometimes wander, as a
treat, out of the shadow of the bricks and mOI tar
amongst which their days go on, constitute their
idea of beauty, and afford the only change in
their lives.

A pair of dark, wistful eyes opened upon the
Sunday morning of which I write, in a cellar be-
neailh a great storehouse, somewhere in the neigh-
bourhood of Si. Dunstan's church, lu the very
beart of East London. It did net make mnuch, or
indeed any difference, te that little, ill-clothed
figure, that it was Sunday morning. She had
passed the night in a heap of straw or rags, which
we will not cail a bed. She hiad had no supper,
and there was no breakfast for her ; but that too
was a circumstance of too commen occurrence te
affect the child. But nevertheless she was very
hungry : and raising herself upon ber elbow
peered curiously at another heap of rags in anothir.
corner of the cellar. Tien she crept towards tb'éi
man who lay there in the heavy slumber whic
follows drunkenness.

There was no fear of waking hins, and little
Matsie boldly passed him, and opening the door
close te his head, began te ascend the narrow
steps towards the daylight. On the way Out she «i
nearly stumbled over two more sleepers, waifs and
strays of humanity, who bad curled thernselves up
under the bricked passage te which the steps led ;
butthough one of the boys turned and growled out
something in an angry mutter, lie did not take an -

further notice of the child.
Matsie passed out into the narrow alley, an

threaded ber way through a labyrinth of lanes and
streets which she knew Weil, for she sold matches
te the blabitants, or sometimes watercresses,
which she bought at the pnmp in Stepney Market,
and retailed at a higher price.
