But there is one portion of this re-
glon which will always have a fzachna-
tion for Irishmen the world over
apart from magnetiem of its glorious
scenery. It 18 O’Conpell’s ccuntry,”
the distriet that nurtured the great
pitizen who created a nDew Bsoul in
Erin, and whose teachings modified
the political ideae of a considersble
part of Europe,

The house in which O’Ccnpell was
born, just a little way outside of Ca-
hitciveen a poor little village, but re-
deemed from the commounplace by
magrificent setting apd the beauti-
ful church dedicated to the Libera-
tor’s memory, i8 nuw a picturesyue
ruin, its mouldering pables and walle
tenderly hidden under a luxuriant
growth of Irish Ivy.

Throurh the thoughtful kindness of
Mr. Jeremish Curtin, the tremslator
of Quo Vadis, it 18 Donahoe’s goud
fortuue to place before its readers the
fine illustrations accompanylng  this
article.

»I gend you three more photographie
views,”” wrote Mr. Curtin, when pres-
enting the pigture to Donahoe’s.
“0'Cunnell’s residence at Derryneame,
the Old Cemetery mear Derrynane, and
a view of part of Cahlrceevan,” These
photographs, like theothers--the ruins
of the house [z which O’Cunnell was
burn, und the bridge---are of my own
taking, amd the work was a labor of
love oo my part.”

Morgan O'Conmell, the father of Dam.
iel, was & younger somn, therefore the
house at Cahirciveen was a much less
jmpusing maneicn than Derrymane, the
chief geat of the family, which, al-
though built in different centuries
and apparently with ap utter disregerd
of architectural canoné, hss that
stamp of distinction which seems in-
separable from the abodes of old fem-
llies in Europe. Neur the house 1is
Abbey Ieland, containing the ruims of
a monastery supposed to dute back to
the seventh century, In this wild and
grand resting-place  ageinet whaose
sides the waves of the Atlantic thun-
der unceasingly, repuses the dust of
generations  of the house of O’Cop-
pell, llere is the tomb of Morpa Duv,
Dark Mury, the tribuse’s grandmoth-
el, who resembles a figure. in one of
Scutt’'s mediseval movels. She ruled
her retuiners, her workmen, her bus-
band and  her twenty-three children
with kindness but with firmmess, amd
bad only one weakmess, intenge family
pride. Perfectly excusable in the
eyes of her clanemen, withal, for was
8he not the daughter of the Dcrpohue
of the Lakes? There are still tradi-
tlons among the country people of
her extraordinary gifts as an lmprovis-

“‘But before entering wpon my Bub-
ject, my friends, 1 wish to premise a
few facts. In ci.il society every (r-
grnized ovrmmunity jields submission,
1 might say, tu a ruler or superior
empuwered to muke liws and receive
submissivn, That ruler I8 always vest-
ed with the essectial elements of a
ruler, viz., power and ¥ndependence----
power to enforce the observance and
maintain  the existence of his laws,
And  independence qualifyiny him to
freely exercise them. You kniw that
in civil suciety every ruler, in order to
enfurce the observance und m .intain
the existence of his laws, lmpises a
Ppenalty upon every imdividual who be-
comes either 8 delinquent, by ignuring
ghe law, or an uvpen culprit, by its vio-
jativn. This mode of acticn, you will
admit, i8 an obvivus pecessity, It is
consigtent, tor, with ecinwon cense
nnd reasum,

A #imilar system exists between
God snd His creatures. We cumpise
the universul commupity known a8
Christian suciety, established and pre-
sided over to-day by God Himsell, God
is our ruler, and in Him are created
the esrential attributes of a ruler,
viz,, puwer and iadependence--spuwer
to enfurce His lawe w»nd to maintain
their existence, and independence to
exercise them. But you know well
that God, in order tu enforce the ob-
servence and uphold the existence of
His laws, must necessarily impuse a
Ppanalty upun every iedividual who be-
ocommes a delinquent, either by iynoring
the Jaw, or & culprit by violating it.
This mode of acti-n, you will ackn w-
ledge, is as necessary fir the preserv-
ativn  of the uciver(al community
known as Christiun S.ciety, us [or the

pregervation of any particular  civil
commusity,

“Now, further, this Christian  So-
ciety of which I spedk i8 a4 visible in-

stituticn: we ave its members and we
are visible. lence it i3 & visible in.
stitution: hence God, in Ilis wisdom,
must have established here on earth,
in tue midst of this s .clety, sume tri-
bunal, scme instrument, sovme sgent
through wlich He waould visdicate His
Jaw wnd by which He would impoze a
penalty or a punishment up.n any in-
dividual who would ignore His law, or
any [ndividual who would directly viu-
Jate it. This i8 evident tu thesimplest
mind. Now we will a8k ourselves,
‘Where on earth is this institutiun,
tribunal, or whatever you can call it,
that God has erected here on earth in
order to be the vindicator of His law,
and to viodicate it by imp sing 2 pun-
jshment upun thuse who violate it?
We Catlolies maintain that thet in-
atrument, or agent, or tribunsl is the
trikena]l of heaven---the confessisnal
established by God, and presided over
by the priests of the Cbhurch, to
whom He has delegated His irtue
and His power.

“Th.se outside the Churel, whilst
spatptaining, or admitting rather, that
Gud does aisibly punish th.se whu viu-
late His law, yet maintain that God
reaches His end fully by Nature it-
self punjshing Nuature's violat.r and
by the civil coixmuunity punishiog  the
civil criminal,

Befure establishing cur wwn pusition
let us examine the greunds upon
wlicly this asswmption of our breth-
ren cutside the Churclh 1ests, If Na-
ture and the civil commuaity cary
out ia full the ends of God, why our
claim  for the confessi-mal must fall,
ln the first place, thuuph, we will say
that every work created by God hears
the iurpress of llis hand, und that I8
evidence of perfecticn, Ivery werk es-
tablished by God, or crexted Ly Gud,
is perfect in its own luw. Thus it
will carry out perfectly the eund fur
which it was instituted.

“1f God, therefore, has established
an jnstrument or a tribunal already to
punish us for the violativn of His
law, the action end work of it must be
perfect. God is perfect; He made it,
§t muet be perfect in its actiun and
wiork. But here, on the very thregh-
old of our jnvestigation, we muat find
out what is 4 perfect system of pum-
isbment. We know that a punishment,
although just, must mever be indlicted
with venmgeance, When it assumes

this form, it must neeesszrily en-
gender your reveuge, Dunish harshty,
and you drive a person elther to des-
pair or open rebelliun, Justire must
be exercised in order to punish the
criminal and prevent the recurrcace of
crime; but something must alwiys be
introduced to prevemt the temCency to
degprir and rebelli .o, Andwhat is that
semethingt It is mercy. It is the
misrling of merey with justice; it is
tu temper justice with mercy; it is to
fmprse a pen:lty that is just, but in a
mereiful  form, Justice exercised
al me will crush the victim: mercy, on
the vther tand, exerciied alone  will
impirse no pesalty and will comprom.
ise justice always, separate these twu
---justice ¢nd mercy--- and you have a
system of punishment that js danger-

ous: but mingle merey with justice,
and  yuu have a system of punishing

that liexls at the very moment it
wounds, that cuns.les at the vecy mo-
ntent it intllcts.

~Thus you gee, the real elements of
4 perfect penalty are justice emd mer-
cy. A perfect punishmemt js (De that

is wiven justly, but tempered by
merey. You will admit  this is in  ac-
cordance with the mind of God. God

dues mot  rule us by Ilis justice alope,
por by His mercy slone, but by a sin-
rular commingling of His justice and
mercy. Therefore you will see a per-
fect punishment is (me that j8 given

with justice snd mercy; voe that is
jugtly given, but edmijnistered by
mercy.

“Now let us proceed with cur jn-
vetimtion,  Does Nature, in punish-
ing Nature’s violator, impore a perfect
punisirment? I say, 'No, wy. {riends,
It may impise a just punishment, but
not a merciful voe.” How dees Na-
ture proceed in this work ot punish.
ine: It seizes the individual, inticts
an externas]l as well a8 an interma} pun-
ishment; it maims and disfigures the
body. reduces it in strength, znd for-
ces the victim tu a premature end. Am
I mst correct” When you zo forth at
your leisure and pass by eny of the
low resorts awd see the vietims  that
issue forth, behold, their sunken eyes,
devsid of matural brillizncy, behold
their uttenuated, shiveriny frames,look
4t them a8 they stumble =l:ng your
stieets, ‘thinking aqot, perhaps, what
they are, but what they were and
what they should have Leem. Ah! sel-
dem when Nature strikes does the vie-
tim rise; it strikes at the very essence
uf the physical structure and corrals
ite very vitals, Where is the mercy of
that punishment? There is none, ab-
s« Jutely .n«ne.

“In this case the creature is erush-
ed, physically destroyed; and where a
ctexture is physically destroyed by a
punishment, tvhat punishient does
n.t mete out justice with merey. So
yoii see Nature haidly has a claim  to
an  {fostitution  estabiished by an all-
wise, 4 just, a merciful Gid t) punish
us  fur the direct idlation of His
laws.

~Ilag a civil  govermment :my betlter
claim® I sav, 'No,' It may punish
jugtlv, but it really punishes in &
wasnner  th.t is  siripped of  merey,
Iiow does it proceed in its  work of
punishment. It seizes the cresture---
vne  who hus  been guilty either  of

crime 1r ni--- drags him  iato your
public courts, lLis crimes (if he hud
any) are lsid upen tu public gaze and
public censure. And what j& conse-

quent up.n this: social disgrace, which
is the equivalent of suwcial destruction.
What! Drag a  man who hus held 2
high position 1o your city, and a still
higher wpe in public estimation for
probity apd moral worth, drag him
from the busom of his family and his
friends, arraign him in ywur public
ouurts, publish his crimes to the
world, crush him socially, and tell me
it is 2 merciful law! What! Dia-
honor, disgrace me, crush me gocially,
and tell me that iz a merciful law!
Not at all, It may be just, but I say
when a viotim is dishcmored, is utterly
disgraced, is suclally murdered, that
crestuse has put been punished with a
perfect punishment, There I8 mo
merey visible in it at all.

“Now, [ am no condemning our 8)8-
tem of government at all or m.des of
punishing for crime; "1 vuly wish to
show yuu the cuntrast between man’s
workiog =nd Gud’s working, Our eivil
ipstituticng are the inventiune of man,
apd man is limited in his capacity; he
is finite, and hence his works are im-
perfect and finite, The method of
working mazy be just in its way, but
there is no merey §n it. To have =a
perfeet punishiment oome must  lave
et in  dccordinece  with Gud’s mind,
une  that i3 just, but tempered Ly
merey.

“Yuu amee, therefore, that neither
Neture 25 a penal instrument, nor the
civil wovernment enn Ty clsim to the
agents employed by Almighty Gud to
directly punish us for the violativn of

11is laws. One crushes wud plnsically
destroys; the other dishonors, dis-
graces sueially destroys. And  where

4 vietim is destroyed, crushed by a
punishment, there is no mercy.
“+Where,” you ask, ‘are we to find
it¥? It is in the Catholic Church; it is
nu less thaun thut cunfessional conse-
ciated and by the vld Mother Church,
Does not that institutica, that tribu-
oul lmpese a perfect pepulty? Does it
not punish  without destroying physi-
cally? Does it mot reprimand and cor-
rect without dishonoring, disgracing,

soclally destroying? Does It not, I
28k beal the very momeat it wounds?
Does it oot coveole the very moment
it inficta? If thia be true, it is & per-
fect pemal jpatitution and immposes a
perfect pemalty---one that is tempered
and pots with justice tempered with
mercy. You will ssk me, ‘How f{s
this®* I will answer, ‘How does the
confeesional proceed in its mode of
punishing and vindicsting law¥’ That
triboa]l demands of you that you come
Lefore it ant acknowledge your weak-
neeses and confess vyour crimes
aguinst Almighty Gud, This 18 just,
you will admit, for when we volunlarl-
ly outrige God Ly tramplivy upon EHis
Iaw, it is certzinly just we showld
viluntarily go end acknowledge cur
crimes sad oo nfess our faults.

“But this, viewed spirityally, is the
most  excessive of ull  humiliatiom,
Whea you for instance, have trampled
upun your  neighbor’s  field, ruined
yvour  nekshbor’s  character ur robbed
bhim of his property, is there anything
more galling to your proud nature
than to be [oreed to kneel befure him
and scknowledre your fault and  ask
hig pardon. But this, amnd scmething
more then this, is the punishment of
the o mnfessi nal. There you kneel
down befure God, end acknowledge
your weakaoesses, your depravity, your
lomelizess, y.ur perversity; ydu un-
earth secrets that are hidden in the
dark recesses of your soul, which you
would nst breathe to the moet intim-
ate friend. Is there sny pupishment
or humiliation equal to that? It is
just, you will say, because you have
voluntarily outraged God by departing
from Him, and it I8 but just you ze-
knowledge it anl cunfees your crime,
though it humble you to the earth.

“You will say, *‘This is just; but
where is the mercy? [ will show you.
You confess in secret, and in your ac-
tion of confessing you are shielded
from the public gaze and sacred
against the public cessure. No one
knows what trapspires within that
tribunal but Gud and yourself.  You
confess in secret a secret that has
never been broken; you confess in sec-
ret to a man, ole like yourself, but a
man vested with the power and virtue
of God. Youu unearth all rour weak-
nesses  before him, but yon are nut
physically crushed: you are corrected,
you are made a good man there; but
you are nut dishnored, neither are you
disgraeed, awl you come forth  trom
that tribunal more a man than when
you went ito it. You came from  that
tribunal as the God-man cume forth
from the tumb, more gloriou¢ in your
manhcoud, mote glorious in your newly
risen Maker. Here is merey. The
confessional punishes ycu, but it does
mst crush you. In the confessicnal
you ara corrected, reprimesnded; but
oot disgraced or dishocnored. Here is
a perfect penal instrument, here is an
instrument that imposes a perfect
putishment, one that tempers justice
with mercy.

My friends, we live in apn enlighten-
ed age, 2n age im which humsn wis-
dumn appesars to have run to its ex-
treme. Our Jegisl.tors have sotually
reached perfectivn in their work wof
voverning; at least, they have reached
¢ perfect'en pever dretnd «f, tiuch
less reulised, centuries zg.a. 1t 1 ask
you now, with the enlichtenmegt and
preoress of our modern day, with all
the wisd m that our legislat rs  pos-
sesg and seek tu manifest, *What have
they doue tu gsscure the perpetu:tion
of this sueiety in which we liver” I
say, ‘Searcely anything,” What  have
they done to eradicate crime, to really
refurty the eriminal, who i8 the enemy
of all sucietyr Miad ,ue, crin -~ and
mider, which i3 the bwsis of saciety,
are essentiully antag nistic: they are
ever warring, If srder is to be pre-
served, crime has wnot ooly to be re-
pressed but eradieated, stamped vut.

--Apnd what have cur legislators done
to stamp out crime? they have
picked up, to say the most, one cut
of every ten that have violated law
and order, and flung him within the
walls pf your prison, and in this he j8
disgraced. They fling Lim within the
walls of your penitentaries and re-
formitories in order to bring back te
him a sense of hunor, and in this he is

dish.anored. What more have they
done for this criminal® Nothing
more, s crime within bim, then,

routed out cr nature changed: Is he
reformed in any manner? Not at all.
He receives an external punishment,
but the root of the crime is not
reached at all, What conetitutes the
crime; is it the cold exterivr? Nut at
all; it a power in the interior. The ex-
terusl action is but an instrument uwn-
der the influence and forces of the in-
ternal power., The crime ia in the will
of a man; for every crime must he
first willed, if 1 can use the expressi.n
Ly the will. And whut does buman
wisdom do, or what has it dune, to
reach that will and reform it, streng-
then it and give it furee to contrul
the evil passiuns that drive the crimi-
nal to despairt Nething more  than
building a prison ur penitentiary and
leaving & man there dragging out Lis
weary months or years, planning out
and scheming how he will act when
the prison doors are open apd the
walls of the peuitentisry are passed,

“There ig8 no refurmation there or

security for the perpetuation of our
sceiety, Crime is restrained for the
oonce, held down for a moment, but

not eradicated., If we had to trust to
human wisdom, we should huve but
alight guarantee fcr ths prrostuativm
of uu- society. But, thanks tu Al
wighty God, He in His wisd s Las
esiablishad on earth am fiasbiiution
tlat, amongst all penal lng%itutions,.

pan eradicate crime, and refor:n  the

‘giving

criminal so that he la transformed
from a sinver into a Christiin and a
saint., And that fe' the confesslonal.
“"What {8 the approximate ruler of
all man's actlicma? It is the consciemce
that rules all our powers, cur &%,
cur ‘heart, ocur body. Every action
that is performed by us has to find its
origin back in ovur conscience, which
Is the directur of man in all nis works
and actjons, Il A mzn commits a
crime, you have to go back to tne

conscience for its origin; and If you
went to eradicate it, go. baick to the

fountain svuree--- the conscisnga---and
plrek it forth. Apd how are yon evet
to reach the cupscience of a :wan® lhe
conacience «f & man can only be reach-
ed as it reveals itself: enl yon  kusw
there is no place en God's earth where
a man reveals his cunacience, but in
the ccanfeseinual-bux, the tribunil ol
heaven, There the power of religicn,
which is greater thun the force of
arme ur of penal law, acts direct'y on
muan's conscience, refurma it, strength-
ens it, restures it zgiin to its .normal
condition, where it can contr 1 bis ac-
tions, make him restrain vode  vim
ps8sions that raa):’e within Lim. *har

convert  the men into the ciimioal,
that convert the sinper into the sim-
per.

=Ah, my friends, here is the work
wf Gid! The very workings of the
confessiumal manifest that it 8 not
the work of man at all, Man, with
all ‘hus wisdom, cculd neither cuneeive,
miuch less reslise, such a system; and
if he could, why have not these }ast
2,000 years developed his efforts® No,
my friends, the confessivnal in its
workings, in its nature, shows it is
& work of God, not of mam, but of
svme power above man; that it is
God’s work., Hence it was with the
great Voltaire, cne of the boldest and
vilest enemies that assailed the Church
in msdern times. Speaking of the
confessicnal he said: ‘The Catholic
Church has ccnsecrated that in the
confessional which the wisdom of man
ha¢ perceived the beauty of and em-
braced the shadow?® All that man hns
dune on earth is to grasp at the nere
shadow of this divine imstituti.p,
which alune ipflicts a perfect pemalty,
which alone reaches the root of erime
and alone can save society.

“But wow you may say, ‘This is all
reason,’ I have unly attempted to es-
tablish for you this truth founded
even on reascn, I ‘have shown you its
action; it proves its divinity., You will
ask, 'Is it true the priests of the Ca-
tholic Church have the power of for-
ging?” 1 anmswer you, ‘Yes.
Sume 1,900 years ago, my dear friends
a little barque was seen flying over the
rude, expansive water of the sea of
Galilee. The occupants of the boat
were remarkable. Their raimemt bore
the characteristics of nublemen,
though they were in humble gown, and
as their manly forms passed to and
fro, there might have been seen wpun
their countepances and brows that
gmile which bespcke a hallowed with-
ic. But cae of the occupants of the
boat was more remarkable than the
others, He sto:d in silent thought,
with his eyes fixed vn the receding
shore., Around him seemed to play a
divine halu, and his brow was radiant
with beauty and light. The boat reagh-
ed the land, and the peuple, in thelr
earnest zesl, crowded rouwd him, =all
eyes fived up n him whge mien bore a
stranwe but heavenly impress; for it
was Jesng,who borecur infirmities and
our diseases. The blind and l.me were
there, the diseased were presented tu
[Mim. ‘And behold they brought to
Ilitn a man sick of the palsy, lying on
a bed, and Jesus seeing their faith,
paid to the man sick of the palsy:
*Son, be of ged heart, thy sins  ere
forgiven thee,’ But murmurs passed
through the ranks of the scribes and
the Pharisees: *This man blisphem.
eth.,) Bui Jesus, knowing  their
thoughts, said: *Why think yuu evil in
your hearts?’ Wh:ch I8 easier to say
“Thy sins are forgiven thee,’ or to say
‘Arise, and walk?’ Apd now that you
may know that the Son of Maa bath
power on earth to forgive gims, [ say
to this man: “Arise and walk.” The
man rose, took up hie bed and walked
to his house.” And what was the re-
sult” ‘The people,” we are ‘tvld, “went
off praising and glorifying God because
He had given such pawer to wen,’

‘This ia the miracle I have just read
to you from the 9vh clhepter of  the
Gospel if St, Matthew. And yen will
notice Christ perfcmed this wandruus
miracle for no cther purpese than o
cunvince the world that He, as mun, a8
the Sun of Man, had power ¢n earth to
furgive sing, When he saw the [aith
of the peuple, Ile said to the man sick
of the palsy, *Son,beof guod heart, thy
sing are furgiven thee.’ But mur-
murs passed through the ranks of the
Scribes emd Pharisees: *‘This man Dles-
phemesh.” But Jesus, knowing  their
thougrhite, said: *Why think you evil in
your hearts? Which is easier to say,
*Thy sins are furgiven thee,” or to say,
*Arise, and walk?’ lle put this ques-
ticn in this manner before them Dbe-
cause He knew they were a carmally
minded people, ruled and convinced
mure by their senses thun anything
else, He koew they would conclude
that i le had power to raise this
man, He would have what wus in their
estimation the lesser power of for-
giving sins. So He said, ‘Take up thy
bed and go into thy bouse;’ amd the
men did so.  And what was the re-
sult? Why, we are tcld the multitude
were convinced of the truth of His
words and of His power, and - they
‘went off pralsing and glorifying God,
who had given such power to men.’

‘“The Son of Mm—;t_:-ornﬁrmed the ex-
ercise of that power by his wondrous

miracle. What inconsistency csn there
be in Him, as' the Son of Man, dele-
gatlog His power to sncther? What
difference fs there sny more than that
the Lisutenant Governor of this pro-
vince should delegate to the sherift of
a ocounty the authority to declare &
peracn incarcersted in a prison freef
Ncoe, But did nct God direotly, es
plain as sunshine, delegute to His dis-
clples, who were His priests on earth,
the power to forgive sins? It waus
some days after the perfurmance cof the
miracle of which I have spoken that
the disciples were zssembled for In-
struotiun, and Our Lord appesred be-
fure themn and said; ‘Decelve ye the
Holy Ghust, Whatsvever you shall bind
0 earth shull be | vund aleu in Heaven,
and whatsoever you shall lucse un earth
shall be lwsed also in Ieavem.’ Now,
my (riends, Ly these pusitive, eclear
words God delsgated to His disciples
assemnbled around Him, who were the
first priests of the Church, the very
power He Himeell exerciged uf lousen-
iny thuge who were bound by the
clhaing of sin on earth.

“You know that he was speaking of
mural slavery and moral bends. When
1o said to them: ‘Whatsvever you
shell luse uo earth shall be loosed also
in heaven,’ Ie said: *Whatsuever sins
you shall forgive vn earth that mom.
ent they are forgiven ln leaven.’ But
Btill, my f{riends, God was put satia-
fled. He knew that mea would con-
tort His words and endeavor o ex-
plain them away (as they have done),
and bence he wae determined tu Le
rigidly explicit in delegating His pow-
er to His priesthood, It was after the
death of our Lord that the disciples
fled to an upper chamber in the house
in the suburbs of Jerusalem. They
feared the Jews, who bhad put their
Master to death, ana they gathered in
this upper private hidden room in or-
der to save themselves, and pray to
Heaven. We are told they closed the
door and barred it, and closed up the
windows with hearvy Dbars, and there
in silence and fear, raised their hearts
and minds to heaven, and while so en-
gaged, a rostling ncise was heard
wmengst them, and luoking up they be-
held Jesus in all the grandeur and
glory of the risen Gud, He had walk-
ed through the barred door jnto their

midst, and He s8aid te¢ them: "Amen,
amen, [ say to you, whuse sins you
shall forgive, they are forgivesm, and
whose 8ins you shall retain, they are

retained.’

“Now, I ask, could God give expres-
siun to an idea in clearer, plainer or
more positive words. He wamted to
cunfer upor them the power of for-
giving sins, and He said: ‘WhuBe sins
you shall forgive, they are forgiven
them,” a8 Io the same muenner He
said: ‘Whatsvever you shall lvose on
earth shall be loused instanmtly in heav-
en.’ There is nuthing clearer thun
this doctrire. God hus, plainly as God
ever spoke, delegated to His disciples,
the priests of His Church, the power
ta forgive sina, ‘Whose sins,’ gaid He,
‘you shall forgive, they are forgiven,
and whose sips you shall retajn, they
are retained.’ That power as exercised
to-day, has Deen exercigsed from the be-
giontng, God gave this power to  the
disciples, the priests of the Church,
tube exercized for the consummationof
the wourld.

*God delegated tu Ilis apostles, the
priests of the Clurch, twns pawers---

vie the power of preachiny, the otlier
the power of forgiving sins, The day

e delegated the power of preaching,
He sxid: 'Go into the whole werld and
preach the Guspel tu every creature,
and, behuld, I will be with you all days
even to the very end of the world.’
You see if God is to remain with the
Chureh to the very end of the world,
that Church must be in existence: that
priesthnod must be in  existence, If
you deny that the Church ceases to
exist, you prove Christ a liar, because
He said: "I will be with you, even to
the very end of the world.’ Now, un-
less this priesthoud, the Church,exists
to the end of the wurld, cur God 1is a
liar, He is not a lfar. And,thereiore,
priests and the Chureh will exist, and
while they do, they must mnecessarily
exoroise the powers entrusted to them.
And what are these powers? The au-
thority and power to preach truth
without deeeiving, and the puwer to
forpive, sios when you are chaimed by
them, God said to the Chureh; ‘Go
and preach the Guspel tu every creat-
ure, Whose sing yuu  shull [orgive,
vhey are furgiven them. Behcld, 1
your God, am  with you all days, even
to the end of the world)’

“Ilere, now, is the re:son why we,
your priests, to-day, a8 the descend-
ants of the disciples, exercise the
power to remit sins. DBut qou  ask,
‘Where is the tribnn:l which you are
speaking ¥’ Since Gud gave to the
priest the power or authority tu for-

give sing, He necessurily c.mstituted
Him as a judge. Now, since he is a
judge, established by God to furgive
sing; you know die can mever furgive
sing unless he kmows  them; and the
judge, or priest, can never know them
unless a4 man makea them public.
Hence the cunfessional, When a  man
confesses his sin, he ig an accuser of
and a witness to his own sin, This is
the tribunal of whiel I told you that
slone punishes with justice tempered
with merey---the only inatrument in
this world that heals the very moment
it wounds, comsoles the very moment
it ftoficts. It is the crly power on
earbh that ean ever redoh msun's con-
consclecce, which 1s the ruler of man
elther fur good or for evil. Hence |t

crime and the only power that can
raiée man $o his normal condition; eo

thet &is higher power rules his lower

The * Julyles
bridge took its place today, and u 2
o'clock trains were running upon tj,
d9ub]e track of the new bridge, in the fy))
view.

Upon gy
completion, at a cost of nearly  sevep
willion dollars, it was opened by e
Prince of Wales. The work was lawded
all over the world as the perfect trimgy
of the best engincering.

The single track sufficed for a hmited
business which did not look for 2 areat
expansion in the near future. Then cane
a time -when, even to the old munaw.
ment, it scemed that something shoul
be done in order to meet the needs of an
expanding business which, with new ai-
filiations, with the increase of population
fL.ml industry, required modern facilites,
The old management was rather timid ;

SIR WILLIAM JEXNER DEAD,

——

Landon, Dee. 12—SKir William Jenner,
H_lc distingnished pathologist and physi-
cian in ordinary to the Queen and the
Prince of Wales, died to-day.

The late Sir William Jenner, who was
born at Chatham in 1815, and who was
president of the Royal College of Phy-
sicians fromn 1331 (o 1889, when he re
tired from the praetice of his profession,
was well known, not only 1o pathelogists,
but to the publie at large as having hoen
the first Lo establish heyond dispute the
difference in kind between typhus and
typhoid fovers.

On the death of Dr, Baly, in 1861, Sir
William Jenner was appointed to surceed
him as physician extraordinary to the
Queen, and the next year he wis g
zeited physician in ordinary to Her Ma-
Jesty, receiving the same preferment in
1865 in the Jiowselioll of the Prince of
Wales.

A FATAL CATASTROPHE.

Xew York, Dec. 13.—The great steel
gas tank of the Consolidated Gas Com-
pany, at Avenue A and 20th strect, the
largest of its kind 1n the world, col-
lapsed at 3.3v o'clock this afterncen. 1t
weat down with a crasl and a roar like
a great explosion. Masoury of gramite
Dlocks aud bricks to the height of ity
fvet fell like a child’s toy Louse of bloeks,
and cight millions ot gallons of water
Joosenced from bondage deluged  the
streets, and in a ten-feot tidal wave car-
ried death and destruction through the
surrounding neighborhood. 1t is not yet
known how many were killed and in-
jured, bLut the list will be a long oue.
Already the bodies of Andrew Wendt,
a workingman, and Pious Baum, an eagt-
neer in an adjacent factory, have been
recovered.

About twenty-five people were injured
more or less severely, or almost drowned.

SCENE OF THE ACCIDENT.

To make the scene more terrible, the
rushing waters tore up gas mains and
destroyed electric light conduits, causing
almost complete darkness. This, later,
was partiaily remedied, but the gassup-
plv below Grand street was almost to-
tally shut off for the might.

The plant of the Consolidated Gas
Company occupies several blocks in the
neighborhood of Avenue A and 20th
street. On Avenue A, beginning at 20th
street, is the five-story brick factory of
Henry Fuldner, manufacturer of exten-
sion tables. The other half of the block
is occupied by five-story tenements, the
property of the gas company, and large-
ly tenanted by its employees. Tmmedi-
ately back of the factory and tenements
was the great steel tank, 178 feeb in di-
ameter, and 160 feet high. Rising out of
the ground and to a height of fifty feet,
was built a great circular wall of gran-
ite and brick, and many feet in thickness.
This was filled with eight million gallons
of water. The tank was supported by
eight great steel uprights 212 feet high.
The water in the pit fitting against the
tank made it ‘gas tight! A gang of men
were at work under a foreman filling the
pit with water to make the first ‘water
test’ 'The great tank, with a gas capa-
city of 3,600,000 cubic feet, and costing
$300,000, seemed to’ withstand the test
well. The representatives of the com-
pany and the foreman in charge were con-

Washington, Dec. 13.—The solemn
High Mauss of the Catholic Church was
performed over the remains of General
Garcia at St. Patrick’s Church to-day be-
fore the body of the distinguished Cuban
leader was comnnitted to the vault in the
National cemetery at Arlington. The
service was notable in the distinguished
gathering present. All the honors of
war that could be meted out to a na-
tional hero were bestowed by this gov-
ernment upon the body of the lion-heart-
ed Cuban.

The sermon
was delivered by Archbishop Ireland. A
the conclusion of the mass, the body was
transferred to Arlington with military
honors, where it was deposited in a vault
to await shipment to Cuba.

{riendship enter into our souls and reign
between America and Cuba, hetween
America, Cuba and Spain.

There arises before us
new responsibilities for America and
new responsibilities for Cuba. For the
latter there opens the vista of liberty to
the Cubans to show what they are in de-
veloping their own talents and the re-
sources of their country.

Religious liberty will be
theirs ; let them show themselves wor-
thy of their Cathalic faith, and their
Catholic traditions.

“l have had a very busy summer, the
building of our new church in pixce
of the ore burped, and a large addition
to the hespitul, scgether with the cure
of providing for the coming Winter,
was no little work, and the large sum-
ber of patients in the hwspital for the
past two months has kept me ge busy
48 -1 could be day and night, We have

the first time l:dies were inzluded

185 pstients at present, mostly ty-
phoid fever, which has been very bad
here this summer, but the doctors all
agree that we are having unusually
good success In the hwepital.

“‘Qur new church i¢ very fine for
this part of the world, and would do
credlt to a8 much oldet towm. It cost
$25,000, and was the gift of ome gued
mean, Alexsnder McDonald. I seld the
first Mass im it cn August 12, amd
blessed it, snd then turned it over to
the Oblates of Mury, who have charge
of the parish now. [ atill have the
care of the ‘hoepital, which {s &8 much
as I can attend to with the present
mumber, and expect tu turn it over to
the Sisters in the Spring and go back
1> Awmerican Aluska, where I belomg.

“‘We have five or aix hundred at Mass
every Sunday, sc you can understand
what kind of a town we have, I have
a telephooe in my office, nut only for
the town, but also to the creeks (the

-aveeks are fifteen miles from Dawscn).
They are preparing to give us electric
light. I think we will have ebout 15,
009 people in this town this wioter. I
have met . several Baltimore persocns
here lately, and indeed nearly every
part of the world is represented here.

“It is sad to ses how many poor pec-
ple have left good homes to come here
apd find thermselves without the neces-
saries of Jife, without momey and with-
ocut work, I fear there will be much
suffering here this winter. Thers are
themasmds 8till in tents and winter ie
on us,”

Father Jwige was born in Baltimore,
pursued his studles for the priest-
hood at Woodstock College, Howard
County, M4., and was ordained about
twelve years agu. He wag sent to the
Roeky Mouotain Mission and finally, at
his own request, was assigned to work

Mentally, e was able, inlefutigal le
and learsed, an eager and untitiog
tuifer, not eusily disecursged at  ar-
duvus labor or difliculties, «nd an es-
pecially virorous defender ang expun-
ent of Catholic faith and di-cipline.
His death removes one of the m.st
able divines thit ever resided in  this
part of the State.

and above board,

this matter, the Oflicisl Receiver had
infurmed his lordship that the l.ea to
the community during the lagt seven
yearg, which hud gone into unworthy
pockets, was  L28,150,432, the mmnount
of luss by the creditors lLeing L£7,696,-
846' and by ghuareh. lders {20,4‘:2)‘;3"
These firures he should sayonly applied
to compulsory wound-aup, and escluded
cages in which there nad been i redue-
tion of capital, cases in which  shares
had Deen taken up at par, and in which
ghares were now compuaratively worth-
less, and other czges of reductitn and
value, su that the public k8 wus en-
ormous, It wue, therefcre, of  preat
importance that these mutters should
e hinpressed upun the public mind
and consecience, in order that evil might
Le dealt with in an effective mznoer

TRAINING IS.

The superintendent of the Manual
Trainkngy Department of Woodstuck
College, in the sister Pruvince of On-
tariv, in dwelling vpon the many ad-
wintzges to be derived frum  such a
ovurse uf ipstructi-n made the fullow-
ing practical wubservations upun the
systemn, He Baid:

Buys ure set to wurk with touls and
machinery, because of the education
this wurk affurds, and because of its
influence uf their meantal develupment,

Just us boye are required tu study
Latin, nut with aiew o using the

lanruage, but because of the discipline
the study affords, and just as & young
mun eXercizes with Ipdian Clubs, nut
tecause he expectda to puss his life
swinging [odian  Clubs, but because
thia exercise 13 test fitted to give hiw
the strength and the suppleness of
muscle and general healthy vigor ne-
cessary at every turn of life, 8u, ou
the same principle, 4 series of practi-
cal exercises ia arransed in manual
training to work in hermeny  with
and to supplement the mure theoreti-
cal training usuully given in the class.
roo,

The muanual training course usually
comprises for the first two yedrs ex-
cebinet work, iocludes wuod-turning,

ing touls. It beying with elementary
cubingt wurk, includes wood-turing,

puttern-m:dsioyg, wood-carving., Draw-
ing is always 1made to furm a promi-
mnent feature in all manual training
work, In the third and fourth years
of the course the exercizes are usually
drawn from metal work, They com-
prise forging in irom and steel, braz-
ing apd work upon the various tools of
the machipe shop, such as the drill,
iron-planer, milling machige and en-
giue lathe, closing with the construe-
tion of Buch physical apparatus as mo-
del engines, dynumnos, ete. The course
may be varled to an endless degree, ac-
cording as equipment, location or amy
other cause makes some features mure
degirable than others. A certain per-
jod eachi day is allotted to ‘this work
ingt @B to any other clasg work, snd
Latln, manual traieing and mathems-
tics may follow each other in success-
ion, or pupile may go from the phy-
sical science class room to the work-
shop, anmd there give practical appllica-
tlon to the principles they have been
studying., There is po effort made to
teach even the rudiments of a trade,
and no necegeity that the exercises
should be confined within the limits
of any trade. The object sought is
education, and everything Jike routine
is studiously avvided, the same work
wot being dome more than once if the
first effort comes up to the required
sitandard of accuracy,

It is found that in memwel train-
ipg clagses a much larger proprtiom of
pupila continue in school ¢ill gradua-
tion than in other classes, showing
that it helps to retain pupils lomger in
8chool, and that it supplies a felt
need, The change of work and relax-
ation manual training affords, act as
a stimulus for pupils, and those talo-
ing manual training will do the Tull
work of the literary course, and do it
just as waell as those whose whole time
is confined to literary work. There is
mothing In school life so suited to cul-
tivate thoughtiodlness, observasion, in-
dependence, Belf-reliance and gaberal
manliness a8 the course in mapal

Atlanta, Ga., Dee. 12.—Justin 1L Me-
Carthy, who is in America lecturing in
the interest of lreland, and who spoke
in Atlanta on the *Victorian age of Kug-
lish literature,” has been snubbed and
put aside by Atlanta Irishmen De-
cause of his views lavoring un Anglo-
American alliance, as expressed in his
lecture on Saturday night. lHe declares
himself in favor of such an alliance, and
to-day many leading Irishmen of this
city are severely eriticising the visitor.

It was intended te honor Mr, MceCar-
thy at a banquet in Atlanta, but Irish-
men put on the committee of arrange-
ments decline to serve, giving as a reason
that no true friend of lreland can favor
an English glliance with the United
States.  The dissatisfaction resulted in
the banguet and other entertainments
contemplated being cancelled. The in-
cident has stirred the Atlanta Irish col-
ony to the greatest pitch. Mr, McCar-
thy addressed an jmmense audience at
the Grand Opera House, where his utter-
ances were enthusiastically received by
Americans, but coldly listened to by
many lrish people in the house. Among
other things he said : ‘I am an advocate
of a close friendship and an understand.
ing between the two great English-
speaking countries of the world. I be-
lieve that if would be a good thing for
the world. The people of England are
friendly toward the United States.
Even the war of the American revolution
was a war of ministry and not of a peo-
ple agninst the colonies. The Earl of
Chatham and his associates represented
the feelings of England at that time,
and it was the stubbornness and mad-
ness of the king and his closest advisers
which led England into war with her col-
onies. If the two countries form an al-
liance they <will shape the destinies of
the world. The influences of American
free institutions will be felt in England
and will aid home rule for Ireland.

It is this language to which the At-
lanta Irish object. Mr. James Gilles-
pie, who is nmong those who refused to
serve on the banquet committee, said :
‘It is true I was one of the committee to
entertain Mr. McCarthy. On account
of his views on the proposed English-
Anmerienn alliance the committee declined
to act. The Irishmen of this country
are a unit against the much-talked-of al-
liance. They see that England is on her
knees begging for an nlliance, and it has
always been the motto of patriotic sons
of Treland that England’s difficulty is
Ireland’s opportunity.

jn steady employment for a number uf
yours, and we lmagine that if “tintin.
itus” follbwed fts use with anything
like the same certainty as dyspepsin
fellows pork chops, or gout 2 steady
devotion to “rintage™ port, we shuuld
heve heard a great deul more about it
than we have d ne. Indeed, M. Gelle--
who claims to have discovered the new
malady---admits that it is only found
in people of a decidedly neri: us orgsi-
tzation, and that even in these craes it
disappears by giving the auditory ap-
paratus “‘a physiolugical rest.’” ’ersuns
of extremely highly strung cunstitu-
tions are apt, however, tv be affected
by almost anything out of the ordinary
track of their experiemce. There are
plenty of individuals who sicken at the
smell of oheese, and vthers who, like
Erasmus, experience febrile symptums
at the sight of fish. Scauliger turned
pale when water cresges met lis eje,
and Sir David Brewster always felt n
electric shock when a cat entered the
roum, The famous Boyle swoened
when he heard the splushing of water,
and he knew m young mzn who falnted
when his roum was swept. The Duke
of Epernay fell into & ayncope tn 8ee-
ing a leveret, thuugh a hare did nut
produce tbe same effect; and Tycho
Brobe conld not endure the sight of a
fox, or Marsh:l d’Albret the [ace of a
pig. History records how James I.
felt “all in a qualm’ at the sight of a
paked sword, and Hippucrates tells us
that “‘one Nicapor’ suffered dreadful
agonies whenever he heard a flute--- &
circumstance not, however, Bu unusuzl
as the Greek physician appears to have
imagined, Vincent, the Freuch paint-
er, was always seized with vertigo if
Tuges were in the same room with him,
apd Amatus Lusitanus asks us to be-
lieve that a mu.mk of his acquaintance

go regularly faimted at the sight of
this Hower that he never guitted &ls
cell whilst it wes in bloom, while 2

military friend of Volpi wus throwz
into eoonvulgions in conseguence of
pinks being placed in the same cham-
ber with bim,

The foregoing examples are of per-
sons sound in health and who were in
no instance of feeble intellectuz] pow-
ers.

are working to touch thelr food, and
pot mapy years ago a fumous Scandin-
avlan artist died of a diserse which
was confidentially attributed tc & hab-
jt he had got into of hwlding his spare
brushes in his mouth, and in this way
conveying into bis system some of the
polsonous ingredients entering into
composition of the cclors used. A still
more remarkable form of the same
kind occurred some time ago- ubder
circumsetances which entitle it to  be
called a malady of clvilizaticn. It was
noticed that meny of the woen em-
ployed in counting ‘“‘green-backs”  in
the Treusury Department in Washing-
tun Jooked I!1, and had scres up m their
hynds and heads.

Players «n wind
instruments are often troubled with
emphysema, cunsequent on  the wir-
vessels of their vver-taxed lunge  giv-
imr  way, Similsr caeses in puint are
the clergyman's sure throat, the heuge-
muid's knee, the “hummy’ un the
back uf the de:l purter’s n:ck, the cal-
losity on the pitmun’s thumb und fore-
inger, end the corne which are so fre-
quent vn the feet of perscns using
tight shoes.

The coul miner inhales the fine par-
ticles of carbon, the knife grinder the
steel dust, the cigar end the snuff-
maker the pawdery ‘‘shrrts,” the sand-

Dr. Benjamin Richardson---himselfan
emicent cyclist---evem goes 80 far as to
declare that there is no sign., no evi-
dence anywhere, that the deliberate
culture of physical strength favors the
lopgevity of an individual or the vital
capacities of a rtace. The observation
made by Greek, Roman, Arabien, and
Italians admit of but one Interpreta-
tion--pamely, that such exercises oftem
ensures premature decay. The facts
elicited in more modern times temd in
the same directiom, and it is nctorions
that the longest lived and healthjest
people cn the face of the earth are the
Jews. Yet, if there is ome character-
istic of this wonderful race more
marked thap another, it is that at 1o
period of their history have they aim-
ed at the development of their ply-
gical capacity, while, in the countries
through which they are geattered, the
pursuits whioh they fuvor are oot
those demanding much muscular toil,
The sleeplessmess, the Dervuus excite-
ment, and the frequent softening of
the braim, by reason of which busy
men so suddenly disappear from their
accustomed huucts, are all comeomit-

ghont of tlat enjoyed by Father Tom
Burke,when defendigg the character of
Irelsnd apd Irishmen from the asper-
atons of Mr. Froude, the English hie-
torlsn, Father Kawupagh bus gome
wmiews on the queation of the ““priest
In politics,’” to which he hag given ex-
presslon,andthese utteranceshave beem
quoted often and at length by the an-
ti-olerleal section of the press, as lemd-
¥ng approval to its action In grossly

the most elementary rights of citizen-
ship. :

We bhope these amti-clericallste who
ssized with avidity on certaln phraees
of Father Kavamagh snd twisted end

Let them try this sys-
tem in dealing with the Uniunist can-
didates fur electitm and they will see
what u beneficial effect it will have on
the moral cupstitutione of these gen-
tlemen, undermined by a lomg cuurse
of Government coddling and pamper-
ing, Keep them out in the cold---give
them plenty of cold water douches----
and you will ind when the next elec-
tions ocvmes round that a wonderful
change has been wrought in them, wnd
from being eold-bluoded Irishmen or
West Britons, you will see them trams-
formed into hot and fiery paztiiots---
embryo Emmets and Wolfe Tones.”

This wonderful pew affecticm for
popular imterests, snd popular rights
whichy has been developed in certaim
circles since the passing of the Local
Government Act bas, of course, its or-
igin In the hunger for the louves and
fiahes of oflice, of which the people’s
representatives will now be the sole
dispeneers. The gratitude of the peo-
ple fur services rondered to thelr cause
in the past being a negligible quantity,
ithe landlords and ex-Grand Jurymen
believe, nu  doubt, that in the welter
of contending interests and political
controversies which will avtend the
fortheuming elections, there is a prob-
ability of representatives of their class
stealing in in suflicient mumbers tu
give thowr a weighty if not a4 prep. mnd-
erating influence in the Councils, Our
aldvice to Naticmalists in regard to the
elections would be much the same a8
that given by Father Kavanagh to the
people of Clonmel.

““Serve your friends first---decorate
tried veterans in the people’s battles,
and let new-fledged patrivte wait till
they have won their spurs by honest
service to their ccuntry + 3ut if a man
is a good Irishmuo, true to his coun-
try, do not let his creed stand between
bim and your faver. Such a man,
thuugh he differs from you in creed is
rarely a bigot, for it is a fact that
few, if any, Protestunt patricts were
bigota. The more distinguished we
have known certainly were nct. Neither
lot the politics of a man who geeks
your favor prejudice you against him,
provided he be a Nativnulist, and a
true one, although bLis view of how to
gerve his country differ from ycur
own. Im & word, chocse honest wnd
tried men to represent ycu on these
Councils.”

It should not be forgotten that the
appuintments to the various offices ua-
der the County znl Distriet Councils
are to be made in the comlng yeur,
and if by a fatuons plicy of misplaced
toleration the people stufl the County
Councile with men who huve hitherte
sympathised with the pulicy of tyram-

Sather Kavinagh whilst he has
mo! love for the soti-iried lrishman,
at the same time does not believe In
the anti-clerical demagogue who vilifys
his Chrurch and ler ministers, He be-
lieves that such a mamn has no prio-
ciple, no honesty of a purpose. A man

of principle, a man of hon-
esty, would mnot seek to un-
dermine  the, system he pro-

fesses to believe in, The anti-clerloal
Gemagozus lives and thrives on calum-
oy, vituperation, and misrepresenta-
tion of all that Catbolies hold moet in
reverence. The landlords are an indif-
forent Iot, but the demasgogue is &
thousand times worse; sod the “far-
mers, laboers and artisams,’” to whom
he s continually avowing fdelity,
would be wise to consign him to  the
fate he dreads sg much---compulsory

FOR IRELAND.

The aupusl dioner of the Oxford Uin-
iverpity Culonial Club was beld &wo
weeks ago under ‘the presidemcy of
the Rev. J. Larter, the gu st of the
evening being Hoen, E, Blake, M.P.,
whoe, in responding to the tvast of
“The Empire,” prupesed by Mr. F. R.
Ingle, made teference to the remark
of Lord Curzon of Kedleston the viher
day that India bad always sppeared to
hitm to be the Imperial cemtre of their
pulitical system, He disagreed with
that. In his opinivn that centre wuB
in these twou islands, amd just so lung
48 the resvurces, the spirit, the unity,
the comprelension, determinstion wnd
resolutivn of these islands should be
what it had been, 8o lung might it De
hoped that the ends of thuee who en-
deavored to sustain the great fabric of
the Empire might be strengthened and
maiotained in that gigentic task, apd
no longer. They never must forget
that these two islande formed the cure
and centre uf the Imperizl system,
and the foundativnm must rest on the
principles of f{reedom and justice. But

ago. That the memories of that great
tragle insurrection ghould Le preserved
in the minds of the pecple, and had
resulted in these immense gatherings,
was to his mind a striking and sig-
pificant citcumstance deserving of tle
culm abtention of thuse who govermed
the country and deserving of an ans-
wer to the question whether there was
mat something that cculd be dome 1o
remedy that stute of things, whether
it was not posgible to produce that
unity znd concord which he from his
soul desired ghould be crested between
the people of the twu islands.

Now before any further preliminar-
fes turn to Christmas Eve, 1804, when
through your kindness I was present
at the Midnight Mass, in the Church
of Natre Dame, Montreal, and heard
for the first time the glorious Music
of “Noel.” Recall my answer to your
question of **How I liked the musical
part of the service.”

One part yon named ‘‘Adeste Fide-
fes,” that grand anthem has haunted
me ever 8ince. Often I catch myself
repeating words snd melody, and fancy
myself back ju the demsely crowded ed-
ffice---and joining in volce with choir,
congregation and the army of white-
gobed clergy, and officluting priests
around the altar. Now step over that
interval until Christmas Eve, 1895.
Ten days previous to it I had taken
passage in the “Lorrain.” a roomy
comfortable vessel of the Australian

. line. We s8topped at Londonderry to
take on passengers and the Irish muil.

In the steerage (which was very lit-
stle fnferivr tu the cubini, T remarked a

<party of forty-five or fifty, seeming to
.be one family connection, from the
-fact of them keeping to themeelves.
Some relationship certainly existed be-
-tween a few of them, but they were

Ah! it was terrible to witness the
wild despair of some of the passen-
gera, I felt very helplees myself, but
concesled my fears as best I could,
from the terror stricken belngs around
me.

At 1:8t, unable to endure the crisis
and tears that met me on all sides, I
crept on deck, holding on to bolt and
stay, while so doiug, and atumbled in
among the steersge passengers, (and
now listen with all your soul). Kneel-
fog around the priest, who held aloft
a crucifix, was the little band of emi-
grants. They were meeting the com-
mon fate that awaited us all, with the
heroic sublime greatnese, with which
the eurly Christinn martyrs met their
doom in the Collseum.

I was about to offer an apudogy for
my intrusivn, when ‘*Adeste Fideles ”’
ruse on the sturm; simultanesus from
every vuice in the band, save the young
children in their parents’ encircling
arms, Down on my koees, and as if [
sang it from childhood, I sang it,
strong in the falth that was first
awakened in my soul on *‘Christmas
Eve,” in Notre Dame Church.

To the Ed!tor of the “True Witness.”

Dear Sir,~ Wil you kiadly permit
me space In your valuable columns to
make a suggestion in reference ta the
memorial stone in memory of the vie-
tims of the ship fever, of which a0
much has been sald of late, To my
mind there I8 no more interesting or
viluable memento of the early Irigh
settlers of Montreal, than this grim
monolith which marks the saddest
epuch in the history of Erin’s exiled
sons and daughters. It is a souvenir,
not only of that terrible scourge in
which eo many periebed but it is also
a reminder of thoes persecutiona which
drove the unhappy people to seek a
new home in fur-off Canada, That big
boulder should be treasured by our Ir-
ish citizens, Le they Protestant or
Cathollo, for all were buried in ne
cummon grave.

But envugh of thia, your epace I8
limited, and I will therefore slmply
say this: Where the mobument now
stands it ia out of the world, sur-
rounded by tracks it is dangerous,
even for an adult to visit, and child-
ren cannot go there in safety un-
esoorted. No one sees it, year in and
year out, except railway men and
shunters, Even the memorial service
held on the B8pot every year by the
good priests of St. Ann’s is not al-
ways hell without difficulty, My sug-
gestion is, therefore, Jet the stone be
removed to St. Patrick’s Square, or
better etill to that vacant lot of
ground just esst of Wellington bridge.
There in the heart of St. Ann's Ward,
in the greatest Irish Cathollo Parish
in alj Canada, and almost immediately
in front of noble St. Ann's, where 8o
many survivors of the terrlble scourge
8*i’l worship, there let it stand as a
cu..stant reminder to the rising gener-
ation of whut their fathers suffered
for their faith aod for their country.
As matters now stand, very few see
the monument, but once a year, If
my suggestivn Is carried out, it will
be one of the most striking memorials
in all Moptreal. I belleve the G. T. R.

& RAILWAY CONFERENCE.

Western Officials Give an Ubnqualified
Denial to the Report That They Had
Charged the Grand Trut k With
Disloyalty to Them.

An important conference of rail-
way oflicizle tovk place at the Windesor
Ilotel yesterday, when a number of
railway men from the United States
met the officiuls of the C. P. R, and
Grand Trunk, for the purpcse of ad-
justing a number of matters, some ac-
tion in reference to which was necessi-
tated by the recent re-arrangement re-
gardioyg traffic by the G. T, R. and C.
P. R. upon the termination of the rate
troubles between thuse two lines. All
the details dealt with were of a tech-
nical character and having been satis-
factorily arranged most of the visit-

ing rullway men left for different
points in the United States last
night.

Several of the western officials gave
-an unqualified denlal to the report
that their linee had charged the
Grdnd Trunk with disloyalty in connec-
tion with the recent resumption of
traffic relations with the C. P. R, A
“Star” reporter in the course of an
interview with three of the leading
Western officials, Messrs. P. 8. Eustis,
general passenger agent of the Bur-
lington system; Mr, A. F. Merrill, as-
sigtant general ticket agent
of the Milwaukee system, and Mr. J.
W, Lee, representing Mr. Caldwell, the

chairman of the Weatern Pagsenger As-
gociation, wes infGrined that the re-
cent newspaper reports tiidt the West-
ern lines were chargiug the Gtand
Trunk system with disloyalty, were en-
tirely unfounded, that there was mnol
now nor had bLeen at any time any
lack of confidence in the present re-
lations heretofore existing between the
_Brand Truok and the Western lines,
and the amicuble settlement of griev-
ancee between the Grand Trunk and
the Canadian Pacific had their full ap-
probation.

The reports arose out of the fact

VOCATIONS T0
THE PRIESTHOOD.

The priests of the Church are taken
from the people to serve the people.
God does not send his angels from
heaven tc be minlsters of the Gospel.
He takes men and gends them to
preach, to offer sacrifice and to for-
give sln. His priesthood i not a
caste. It Is not confined to one family
or a slngle race. It Is the priesthood
of Melchisedec, who was without fath-

er or mother. The Church knows not
famlly or condition., She asks merely
for virtue and good will.

The priests of the Church are not
to be strangers in the household of the
fulth, They must be children of the
housghold, The mar who stands &t
the altar must be taken from the peo-
ple that worship round the altar, “*For
every high priest taken {rom among
men Is ordained for men in the thinga
that belong to God that he miy offer
up gifts and sacrifices for sins, who
can have compassion on them that are
ignorant and that err because he him-
self also is compassed with infirmity.”

This spirit of sympathy between the
priest and the people, of which the ep-
jstle apeaks, is ordiparily the result
of human isfluences, race, edncatiun,
family end sccisl ties. Thersfore the
Church recruits her ministers from the
locality in which they ure to serve,
Her dlocesan clergy come from the dio-.
cese, and in the normal condition of
the Church the divcese ia every conm-
siderable town and the surrounding
country, The diucesan clergy bilong
to the diccese and are not permitted
to move freely from diocese to dio-
cese. Some of the 1odern religious
orders follow a different procedure,
but even they have their provinces and
districte within which thelr subjects
are confined. :

Hence in the mind of . the Church
eachk diocese must supply its own cler-
gy. If a dlocese does not supply its
uown clergy, something is wrong some-
where. Of course I speak of dioceses

CIRDINAL LOGUE N
THE IASH UNVERSITY,

“The next best thing to fighting for
Home Rule--- not for County Councils,
but for real Home Rule, s to fight
for a Catholie Uunlversity.” So eald
bls Eminence Cardinal Logue at a re-
cent meeting held In Ulster, in favor
of the establishment of an Irish Cath-
olic Unlversity at Dublin, Tfle posi-
tion of the education question in Ire-
land at present, 8o far as Cathallcs are
concerned, was admirably summed up
by the Cardinsl In these words:

“Fur geverations pust we have want-
ed a system of education, primary, in-
termediste and university, thit will
be in keeping with the soclal and re-
lizivug condition of the country, and
our rulers  with greater persist-
ence still, have forced upon us a 8ys-
tem I educution that will be in keep-
ing neither with the sociil conditivns
nor with the religious interests of the
great body of the people. That is the
educating yuestion brief{ly stated; that

need of of populnr  education
i Ireland as well a8 else-
where, the Catholic Church Thas

always been of the same opinlon. In
the words of Cardinal Logue, every-
thing is influenced at the present day
by the education of the young. It
prepares ihem for this world, and it
prepares them for the next, if the ed-
ucation be of a kind which we consider
wholesome and useful for them. It pro-
vides nut merely for the development
of their minds by the teaching of sci-
ence, bt also, to teke education in
the widest sense, it implies the bring-
ing up, the moulding and directing of

the young heart, as well as the young
mings. Hence the subject is very im-
portant in that reaspect; and then,
#gain, everything at the present day,
every position, every office, 18 open to
educated men, whereas offices and moat
pusitions are shut against the person
:;hu ie not highly qualified for the du-
es, -

But Catholic Ireland has a speclal
need of higher education, because she
Insists that thit education must be
Catholic in spirit and tone. By depriv-
»ug Irigh Catholics of a system of un-
lvex:aity education, of which they can
avail themselves - without violating
their consciences, the Britlsh Govern-
ment keeps them in a position of In-
feriority, As the Cardinal gaye, ‘It
closes against the young men -nearjy
every position that is wourth competing
fer. Hence the injustice of this sys-
tem. Of couree we have the Queen’s
Colleges and Trinity College, but I
think that experience  should have
taught the Government by this time
that they do not supply our wunts in
the matter of higher education. The
Deople of this country are now what
they were for centurles past. “They are
Irepared to .sacrifice thelr temporsl
Interests and every other interest. ' to
their religious principles. In days past
they sacrificed their property, they
Bacrificed their position rather than
Yield on this ' point, and seelng that
they did not it is xot likely that they
will sacrifice their religious principléa
now for the purpose of. avalling therh-
selves of the education provided by the
Queen's Colleges’ nd . Trinity College.
They might ap well be:sllent as. to tell.

DR. DE COSTA'S
NEW METHODS.

Under a large type, 8ensational
beading, comprising such lines as

“PlercoAttack on Protestantiam, Fifty

Million Unchurched,” “Calm &nd Un-
disturbed Pogition of Rume Contrasted
with that of the Protestant Sects,”
the New York Herald recently pub-
lished the report of a sermon delivered
at the Church of the Redeemer, New
York, by the Rev. Dr. de Costa, réctor
of the Protestant Episcopsl Charch, of
the same city., We read the report
through, but failed to find a “ferce at-
teck” upon Protestantism in the sense
obvivus mesnt by the Herald editor
who wrote the sengativnal bheadiines.
Protestantism is passing, if not  al-
ready dead, gald the Rev. Dr, De Cus-
ta. At beat it ls little more than &
pame. We now talk glibly enough
abont Proteatantism, zs though in the
‘reformation denominations of this land
it were a real and common thing,
whereas it is confined chiefly to the
theclogical musenms. 1 do mot pro-
puse to treat Protestantism ag a fuil-
ure, for it gave the people of this land
civil rights and liberties that Roman
Catholics even from the days of Re\:ol-
ution, have been ready to defend with
their lives.

What would Crapmer
and Ridley, Lutlher and Calvin, say i
they could return? The fact fs that
we have becume so tame that we only
protest ugainst those that ask us to
protest.”

If this be an “‘attack’ upon Protest-
antlsm, it is in the form of an ingen-
jous and wily-worded rebuke to the
Protestante of to-day for not beiog 8¢
gotively and bitterly anti-Catholic as
were the Protestants of the time of
Cranmer and Ridley, Luther and Cal-
vin, for having becume, as he says, ‘‘so
tame.” Both the reporter and the ed-
itor of the New York Herald missed
the real meaning of the ‘“‘attack.”

‘1 must insist you
will make a cholce---there are seventy
different ways of scrambling eggs in
this establishment.’” ‘‘Well, then, fry
them for me.” “Which way? We have
forty ways of frying eggs here™® - All
right,'” said the custemer slowly as he
reached for his hat abnd arose, “‘you
have one way here that I can find my-
self, and that is straight out of that
door. Good day.”

Io Paris there are hundreds of tloat-
ing laundriee moored in the Seine.
They have from time immemorial,
been an important feature in the river
scenery, and aldo of the economic and
bygienic systems of Paris. All the suil-
ed linen uf the great city is washed in
the Seine, The largest of these float-
ing laundries is that of the ‘'Arche
Marion,” and by the Parisian washer-
women it i8 considered the best and
most convenient. It cobeists  of
twelve houses in two parallel Jines,
qpon a8 many flat  boats. They are
gonnected with each other by gangways
and form a frontage of three hundred
and Tifty feet, with streets in every
directiop and spaces at varlous - polnts

avhere the wasliorwomei meet to gos-
sip, quarrel, and transact business. In
the centre is a large building baving a
tall chimpey, where are the bollers,
vats and store houses, containing car-
boys of an acid used in washing, par-
cels of carponate of soda, tanks, and
vast quantitles of yellow and poft
s0aps.

Though the twelve houses are separ-
ite und distinet, they are virtually one
establishment, having all the charac-
teristics of a village. The buildings
have two storeys, a river floor and an
upper floor. The first hae ahop-like
windows, the upper flat being devoted
‘to the drying of clothes, Within there
is a long corridor traversing the boat
longitudinally. On either side of this
corridor is a row of washing places,
where the laundresses perform theilr
Jabor. Twenty-four persons cén be ac-
"comodated on each boat, ao that the
“Arche Marion’’ has places for 288 re-
gular customers on its twelve boats,

These customers are divided into
twelve classes--the professional waeh-
erwoman and those women of thework-
-ng classes who, for cheapness, come
there once & week to do their family
washing at a charge of one cent per
tour. The professionals pay only
eight cents per day, and usually wash

fourteen hours out of the twenty-

Look at the absence of
hard, physical labor which character-
izes it, Was this training? Look at
the loafing and begging, for which it
was merely an excuse or a cover. Was
this training? Look at the uncertain-
ty of the income, one day like million-
aires and the next day like paupers.
Uncertainty 6f income, the enemy of
thrift, the enemy of saving, the friend
of dishonesty, the friend of theft. Was
this treining? The absence of an in-
centive to education in this age of
technickl schools and evening continue-
tion classes. Was this trxzining? The
unsettled nightly domicile, not know-
ing what roof would shelter him
morrow night. Was this training? No
place to call lome, no knowledge
where the next meal would be eaten,
or how it was to be paid for. Was this
training?

The president of the National Cre-
dit-Men's Apsuciativn in an address at
New York last week, on successful
methods in bueiness, said in part:

‘The enactment of a natiunal bank-
ruptcy law ’'s a great step forward,
and demonstrates the fact that a large
majority of busiuess men desire ejuity,
juatice, and fuirvess iu desling with
their debtors, 2nd do not wish to take
an upndue advantage of their creditors.
While improper use may be made uf
this luw by some few evil-minded per-
gsons, I venture the prediction that the
number &f fraudulent failures will be
far leas during the next ten years than
ever before, and that the plicing of sll
creditors upon the same busis in the
distributisn of the asseta of an In-
golvent debtor will not wonly directly
work a great Lenefit to all, but will in-
directly exercise a selutary lofluence
over credits generally.

Qur associativn has conetantly tried
tv demonstrate the necessity for care-
fulnest in ull detsils pertaining to the
conduct of business, If the associa.
tion hud not wecomplished unything be-
yond the fact of the adoption of its
uniform statement blank, which is be-
ing generally used throughout the
gountry and which s becoming more
sod more a factor in the mercentile
wurld, this achievement ulone would
have justilied ite exriatence. It has,
huwever, taken another step in advanee
by the agitation of the question af
proper methods of accounting in  the
small retail houses as well us in the
larger estublishments. m
