Tnstead of witnessing Miss
Millwood’s iutrigues, suppose we step into the
Peacock Supper Rooms, which almost jom the
theatre, and have a glass of porter till the
tragedy is over and the overture to the pacto
mime is ready to strike up. You can tell me
there the histucy of the sorrows of your heart.’

I'm now off to begm a
bard night’s task ; so, good-by till atter the fall
of the curtain’ :

He instantly left me, and disappeared up some
mysterious passage, which Ted, like a rabbit’s
burrow, out o the street. Not caring for the
last act of George DBarnwell, I strutted up aad
down, meditating my school-fellow’s unexplaned
condition and adventures without fiodieg any
clue to their drift. Al last, it was time to enter
the theatre: my good luck aod the heaving tiCe
of the crowd, drifted me into a capital place,
neither too far from the stage nor too near it.—
The o}d established medley, scrimble-scramble,
pantomime overture was rasped, aod screned,

bad a smiing columbine, with flowers in her hair
springs 1 ber heels and toes, a silver lissue
outer-petticoat, and a crinoline under one, both
which latter made up by their width for any de-
ficiency they miget be charged with as to length.
We had a pantaloon—such a panta'son /—doat-
ivg, drivelling, and made ot India rubber. But
the star of the might, the great hit ol the season,
in fact, was the clown—a bni!fiant comet arrived
no one knew whence, but who charmed all bearts
alike with the eevelty, perfection, and bold -
spiration, which distinguished his clownly accom-
phshments, Oace or twice, when he ultereda
word or two, my thoughts started off a-bunting
io various directions in search of some other
voice which 1t seemed to eclio ; but soon the cou-
vulsive heaving of my sides made me msensible to
all but the fun before me. Now and then the
clown fixed lus eys on the pit, and made some
singular and original grimaces in my direction ;
but [, hke all the rest of the audience, con-
sidered that extemporaneous effusion as belong-
ing to the part, and that it was net a bad joke
that some one member of the public present
sbould be selected to be made mouths at and put
out of countenance. Towever, whether
tragedy or comedy, the current of time sweeps
all betore if. The last scene bad dazz'ed the
spectators with splendors of fairy temples, and
gas illuminations, and fiery cascales, and colored
lights ; the kicking, the tricking, the jumpiog,
the bumpiog, the grinmieg, and spinning were all

Study for the part was
totally unnecessary ; be only required to put on
the costume.

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MaynooTH ColueGe.—A resolution wasadnpted by
the House of Oommons on the night of Thur:day
week jn which it wag stated that vo portion of the
Protegtant Obuech property shonld be used for the
endowment of Maynooth College or any Church in
Ireland. From this some persous argne that May-
nooth Qollege will soon cloge its annusl grant from
Partiament,and that if the College g to be continued
it must be sopported by the voluntary principle. We
do not think this interpretation is etrictly correct.
But if it be true, then Trinity OQollege. and all the
Queen’s Oolleges must bo closed up, The principle
of disepdowment in that direction must not be con-
fined to Maynooth aloue. but extended to the Protes-
tant and Presbyterian Oolleges. ¢ What is sance
for the goose is sance for the gander.’ Bat we thiok
thet to disendow colleges because the Protestant
Church will be disendowed, is arguing on falae pre-
misse. The grants for education come from the atate
~ihp tithes or rent charge is paid chiefly by a
Catholic nation to provide bishops and parsocag fora
small minority. The former i2 8 benefit to this nation
~the latter is & wrong to five millions of Oatholics;
aod ic removing a wrong, we are not called upon to
destroy what is usefo] a8 well as necessary. The
reagonable mode of proceeding is to disendow the
Eatablishment because it is anoutrage on Oatlolies;
and to continua the graots for education, becauae
they will be followed by useful resnits. 8o far as
we cao aacertsin the Qatholica of Ireland did not
golicit the grant to Maynooth. It waa offared to them
and they accepled it on independent terms. That
offer wng made through fear, aud not as evinciag
either love or respect for the Cathelic faith. The
American revolationiats had trinmpbed over Eagland,
snd tbe French revolution was raging when May-
nooth was endowed, The offering wes made to
prevent Irish stndents from going to tte Irish College
in Paris, where they might imbibe dargerous poli-
tical principles, and then import them to this couutry.
We do not think that England is so foolish as to
abolieh the grant, because it would be the commerce.
ment of & new series of troubles. Oar counntry hag
been plandered ; the estates of moat of the Catbolic
Chiefs have been grasped by Protestants; aod if
Maynooth be disendowed, it is more than probabls,
shat 8 ¢all will ba made to hava these estates [re.
turned to the deacendants of the rightful owners in
order that the nation may he enabled to suatain the
burden of a great Ecclesisstical Oollege for the edus
cation of the priesthood. To avoid snch a state of
things the English liberals sbonld be cantlons. They
should take care and not go too far. To abolish tho
Chburch endowment would give relief to Uatholic
Iveland; but to deny Maynooth the grant from the
Stats would be a gross wrong, which wouald certainly
lead to bad consequences We would wara thoss
who aivecate snch » pernicions covrse to resirain
their feelings. Ireland is ROt now in a position to
be trifled with. She has beso plundered ten times
over, and if the paltry grant to Mayonoth is token
feom her, sho will hardly bear the indiguity in peace.
She will then insist on haviog Trinity College. and
all the Colleges in Bngland and Scotland disendowed,
for she will aot submit to anythiog less thaa equslity.
Wo have no fears, bowaver, that the grant will be
withdrawn, for England is not in a pogition to ctal-
lenge the hostility ot the bishops, prieats and people
of Irelend.— Dundalk Dumocraf,

Tge ' Tiaes ' ox JRELAND.~ It may appear a paradox
and an sudacious psradox, to lument that Ireland
bas never produced a patriot of genius; but, if the
truth be told, it will be found that it is to this defi.
ciency rather thap to s lack of Royal residences thut
the comparative peglect to which Sir Onlman
O'Lioghlen called attention laet night is to be attri-
buted. We cAooot, of course, hope thet the siate«
ment will be nt once accepted. We geem to hear
a crowd of Irishmen ruuning through the nates of
their illastrions conntrymen, all of them patrists and
all of them men of gennis. Not to go back to the
daye of primitive learning, when Ireland was the
home of Buropean knowledge, the very exiztence of
which bas been doubted, Bwif:, Burke, Goldsmith,
Moore, and many mpre wiil be cited. There is no
one among them who fulfils the donble gnalification.
Bwift was & man of genius, but as the late Mr.
Thackeray declared, he was an_Englishman whe
bsppened to bs born in Dublin, He never, refors to
the peculiaritiea of the Irish character except to ridi-
‘cule them, and his lettsrs about Weod's halfpence
were but the accidentsl expression of spleen excited
by what he deemod neglect, Burke was a man of
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"geniug, bat’'he wag *born for the universe.' “Ireland
was to-him a- snbject of politioal illustration and
-speculation, and thongh ke * narfowéd his mind’ to
“party, be never eonfaed it withia the fimtis ‘of iro-,
viacial ' patriotlsm.” Goldsmith Wes a'real Irishman’
‘4o biwfanlts aod virtues, but, in'spita.of the Deserled
Pullage, he néver seéma to have ca-ed much aboat
bis conntry ; while Maore, in apite of his Iriah Melo-
dies, found hisgreatest happiness in Eoglish society,
-and chode to gpend bis iife, when free to select his
owo place of regidence, in au inland Eoglish county.
What bas the past existence or non existence of an
Irishman of genius wha was alea & patriot todo with
Royal vieits to Ireland ? If we turn to the debate of
last pight, we canpot fail of an anawer. Sir Cvlman
O'Loghlen called attention to the absence of & Royel
reridence, end took the opportunity to lament the
iofrequency of Royal visits to Ireland. Bince William
I1I, of indeed, bis Irish campaign can be called &
visit, .o Epglish Monarch has set foot on the ieland
except George V. and Her present Majesty, Upon
an accurate computation by Ulster King-at-Arms, it
hag been discovered that, in the nourse of 170 years,
fifteen doys in sll have been spent in Irelsnd by
Eoglish Sovereigus This limitation cf the Royal
presence there is greatly to be Jemented ; bat there is
some excuse for it in the absence of a Palace to which
Royalty might rraort  Mr. Disraeli, who ezpreszed
the utmost sympnthy with Bir Oolman O’Loghlen’s
feelings, dwelt at atill greater feng'h on the sheence
of a Royal residence, nct merely as an excuse for in-
frequent visits, but aa the cause of their shortness
and infrequency. There have been difficalties, he
pleaded, which conld not be overcume, the chief being
the want of a Palace where Royalty conld take up &
permanent abode. Mr, Gladstone, who foliowed Mr.
Disreeli, had the same scft sympathy; the rame ¢ xenses,
and eamse hopes, We have no wish to bs rade, but,
as we are ou Irishmen and Irish affairs, we may ven-
tare 10 68y that there iz & mnuosyllxb'e, made clapaic
by its uss in the Vicar of Wakefield, whick ia forced
on our memory by tkese extresgions. If the sbsence
of a Royal residence were all, how hag it happened
the Queen kes been able to visiv Scotland ? When
Her Majesty came to the Orown there was na Royal
residesca fit to receive her io the North. There wag
indeed Holyrood, snd we believo Linlithgow i3 io
name a Royal pilace ; but the one iz absut a3 babi-
table ag the other. If Holyrood ba deemed & Royal
regidence 80 is the Oastle at Dublic, Baimoral is
the croation of Her Wajeaty and the late Prince Con-
sort, and the Queen having been graciously pleased
to admit ber subjects to herintimacy by the publica-
tion of ber works, we are enabled te trace the origin
of thia ! Highland home.' It hes all been owing to
Sir Walter Scott. 8ir Walter was a man of geaius,
and be was 8180 a patriot, and bis patriotism was io
the highest degree provincisl. He was a Scotchmnn
from ths crown of bis bead to the sole of hig feet. He
bad a real belief in Scotch one-pound notes, which
may be advantageously contrasted with Swift's
forced frenzy abont Wood’s bal/pense, more eepecially
a8 Swilt really did understand the defecte of Wood’s
gcheme and Sir Walter was absolutely ignorant of
the currency cootroversy in which be engaged. Bir
Walter wag gach & Scotchman that if hia belief were
probed it would bave beon found that he looked
apon George 1V, as a Scotch King who had annexad
Eogland; not as’a King of England roliog also over
Scotland. Bot Sir Walter Scott was also a man of
geniug, aod with hig geniug and hia intense pride in
Scotland he took Burope by storm.

Awmong Low Cburch or Evangelical Protestants in
the Church of Eng'end, among Scotrh Presbyterians,
amopg Diszenters frem the Church of England, whe-
ther Baptists, Independents, Methodists or what not,
there is a gennine horror acd hatred of Catholicism,
It i85, 83 far as we could ever Gi:cern an earpest,
deep seated, urgneationed conviction among them
that Catholicism i3 a very bad, a very sbocking re-
ligion, and that tp hecome a Cathalic is to ccmmit a
great crims. Aod the comeequence is that, 8y a
rule, they dc not dream of applyirng tbeir own prio-
ciple cf the right of private judgment for the herefit
of Cstholics. Dr. Newman's fifth lecture oo the pre-
gent poaiticn of Catholies in Eop'ond, 1831, illus.
trates this, and i3 unrivalled ‘What iz a more
fruitfal theme of declamation against uva (be asks)
than the churge of pergection? Yet Protostants
have felt it right, just, and necesiazy to break the
holiest of esrthly ties, and to icfliect the acutest of
temporal suffering on those whe bave exercised their
privale judgzent in the choice of a religion, They
bave so acted. and they act so daily. A pense of
duty to religiona opinions, and of the supposed reli-
gious in‘erests of those iptrusted to them hes
teampled over the feelings of nature, Years bave
passed, perhaps death hag come without any sign of
recagnition passing from tbe father to the son.—
Sometimes the severance and its consequences may be
gent away, ber children takon from her, because she
has felt & call in conaciencs to join the Cathulic
Ohurgh. The son bas been cat off (s they say) toa
shilling, The daughter has been locked up, her
books barned, the rited of her religion forbidden ber,
The mslediction has heen continued to the third
genoration, The grandehildren, the child wvoborn,
han vot been tolerated by the head of the family, be-
causa the parents wera converts to the faith of their
forefathers. I have been apeaking of the upper and
middle classes: in the lower the feeling ia the same,
only more uncourteously expressed and acted on
more summarily. The daughter on her return bome
tells tbe mother that she has been nttending end
meaus to attend the Catholic chapel, whereapon tha
mother iostantly knocks the daughter down and
takes from her het bonnet aud shawl and the rest of
her clothes, to heep her indoors ; or if it is the case
of 8 wife, the busband fulls to cureing, protests he
will kill ber if she goes near the Oatholics, and that
if the priest comes thers he will pitch bim ont of
window. These acencs come out of the very depths
aund innermost ghrine of the Protestant heart; it is
undepiable; the very staunchest Protestants are
actors in tbem—1ney,tha gianncher they are the more
faithfully do they sustain their part; and yetif a
similar occurrence wers reported of some Catbolic
family, in Itsly or Spain, those very persons whose
condact I have been describing would listen with
great aatigfaction to the invectives of apy itinerant
declaimer who should work up the sterness of the
father, the fury of the mother, the beggary of chil-
dren and grandohildren, the blows atroek, the im-
precations uttered, the imprisonwaent, the over-per-
smasion or the compu'sory promise, lntc‘) a demon-
stration that Popery wa3 nothing elss than'a perse-
euting power, which wag impatlent of light and
afraid of iequiry, and which imposed .upon fathers,
mothers, end husbands, under pain of reprobation,
the duty of tormenting their servantz at ag hoar's
totice.”

He calla his tent the - Proteatant tent,” and
appounces biwseelf &8 an Anti-Parery lec'urer,
knowing that most of the Irish are Papists. Last
oight he was accompanied from bis indgings to his
tent by pome handreds of his so-called * Protestant’
frivnds, aod it is snid that sa be entered an attempt
was made by 8 Militisman to sirike him. ‘Thi3 wng
the gignnl far a row. A great comber of Irish were
tkero, and among them eome Militiamen ont for drill
st Bury, A coll'sion immedistely occorred, and ap
indizerimipate fight led ro the interferrnce of the pox
lice, & body of whom armed with siaves and sworda,
churged the combaterts. Several peaple received
irjaries by blows acd enta A namber of arrests
were ninde, end it was some time befare the riot Wwas
putan end to.

At
sn early bour of the dsy Murphy had appe red in
the police-court at Roctdale, where an ageat of his
bad bern ci'‘ed to show canse why zome 3 500 of
Murpby’s bouks, described to be of an exzeedingly
fohscene and filthy character,’ shorld not he de-
stroyed, the tooks baving been eeized st the defen-
dant’a lodgings, The wmk i3 entitled *Depravity of
the Roman Prieste. and Immorality of the Cenfea-
sional,’ ard it professes to give the Latin test, with
n translation, of certain exsminatiozs which the
priesthood are entitled to use at the Coufessional. —
This book is much used in the aunti-Popery lectnres
to incite the zenl and disgnst of tbe more fapatical
Protestants againet the practices of the Prpicts, and
88 there are alwiys & number of Papiats present who
are ready to denounce Mr. Murphy's inferences from
the book and representations of Romarish doctrines
as untroe and scandalous to theic co-religionists,
Mr. Murpby succeeds in every towa which be visits
io setting the wore ignorant of two clusses hy the
ears.

IntaamusarL Execurions BiLl --~The following is
the substance of an srticle on this bill which ep-
peared in the Post of Wedneadsy:—' Tte bill pro-
videe that judgment of death to be esecuted on any
prisoner sentenced sfter the passing of the act, oo
wny iodictment or inquisition tor murder, ehall he
carried into effect within the walis of the prison iz
which the offender 8 confioed at the time of execu-
tion The only capital offences in 1his e¢iuatry at
present are high treason and murder, 8o 1hat it
would aeem that in cases of conviction for the form-
er crime it ia the intention of the Legislature that
the execution should eontinue to be in public, Ta
Ireland shootiog at a person with intent to murder
was 8 few years eince 8 capital offence ; and it is,
donbtless, under a similar jaw that the man who at-
tempted at Sydney to agens-inate the Duke of Edin.
burgh was gentenced to death. IF the I:ish statate
to which we refer bas not been repealed, exscntinns
will continue to be in public for offecces committed
within its scope. Practically, however, public ex-
ecutions in the United Kingdom may be conasidered
a8 abolighed by this measure. In order, however, to
secure nat only the due execution ¢#f A sentence of
death as well a3 necessary publicity for the fact, it
ig provided that the sheriff charged with the execa-
tion, the groler, the chapluin, the surgeon uf the
prison, and such otber prison officials #p the sheriff
requires, shall be present at the execution indepen-
dently of any persous to whom the sheriff may ac.
cord permiasion to attend. Afrer the execution the
gurgeon must examine the body of the culprit, and
certify in writiog that life is extinct, and within the
subsrquent tweaty-four honrs a coroner must hald
an 1nquest op the body with a view to egtahlishing
its identity, and the fact that judgment of death was
doly executed ; and it i3 forther provided that no
officer of the prison, or priconer confined thsrein,
shall serve upon the jury at such an icqueat. Final-
ly, the bill provides thet printed copies of the sur-
geon's certificate, and of the coroner's iznquisilion,
ghall, with ali possible despateb, be exhibited for
twenty-four hours at the princip+1 entrance of the
prison in which the excoution ha3s takea place.’-
Such 18 the sub3tance of thia measure and it will be
felt that it meets every roasonable objection that has
been raised against the substitution of private for
public executions. No one noteven the least edu.
cated, will ever entertain the slightest doubt that
tbe sentence of law ham been -carried into effect;
whilst the circomstance of that sentence being exe
ecuted in ptivate wiil invest guch excoution with un-
koown terrora, prebably far greater than any in-
spired under the present system. Many, perhaps,
will be [nclined to regard this law a8 a step towards
the total abolition of capital punishrment, We can-
sot, bowever, regard it it in thie light Meny per-
gong may well be averse from those degrading and
demoralia-ng spectscles which have so freguently
cansed thousands to congregate, who mnevertheless
conuider that tbe crime of murder should be expiated
by the offsnder’s blond. The same argument which
proved so irresstible forty yeara-ago in'confining the
ponishment of dea th to eases of murder operates with
tqusl force to day in retsining that puonighment for

that exceptional crime.: Formerly there wag no-in<’

ducement to & burzlar or n highway robber to spare
the life of the fndividasl he eought to pillage, but,
on the contrary, he had the strongest motives for
slaylog possibly the only person who could convlaet
him of his crime. Urder the existing law, howsver,

the burglar or the robber may, independently of any .

otler considarations, hoesitate take life, knowing
a8 he does that in the event of detsctioa hiz own will
be taker in return. Abolish oapital punishment,
however, and you restore the anclent state of things
and once more offar the criminal & direct inducement
to tAke haman life. This is™ a consideration which
weAre bappy to find weighed with the msjoritv of
the Houge of Commons on a recent occasion when
&n attempt was made by Mr. @ilpin to pate a bill
abolisbing capital punishment.

Tae DarpaveLuEs GiaxT OaNNoN.—Wihin the
last few days one of the giant cannong of the Dar-
dapelles and scme ghot for it were received at the
Royal Arsenal. We undarstand that this pieco of
nrdnavee, which i3 one of the grestest curiosities
in artillery, wa3 prezenied to our Goveromant by
Tuikish Government and it is to be depogited in the
museum of artillery in the repositery grounds at
Woolwich, The gun is bronze, and in two parts:
the bind pari, or powder chamber, screwing into
the forepart,or shot chamber. The screw in the
kind part ia a ouoriosity in tself. Itis 14 imches
loog and has five thrends, about three inches wide
and deep; the diameter of the ecrew ia 24 inches.
The hind piece iteelf very much resembles ia form
8 windlass or capstap, having hand or Jever holea
all round at both ends for the purpoes of screwing
it to the froot piece. The gun ia withont asy
trurnions, being intended to be Iaid on sleepers on
the ground, #e other eimilar gune are now placed
ia the batteries on the Dardarelles. [tis evidently
of great nge, and similar to that deseribed by Gibbon
jn bis ‘Decline and Fall,’ as employed by Mahomet
I1. at the siege of Adrivnople in 1453 (vol. xii.,, page
197). The powder chamber ir tha breech part is 64
feet long and 10 ivches in diameter. Tae bore, or
ghot vbsmber ie 25 inchea in dizme'er. The shot
for thig wonster are round, and of white granite;
they weigh 650 1b. each. The following sre about
the weightand dimensions of thiz icteresting piece
of artillary ; Breech part, 9 tons 18 cwt,; length, 7
feet; front part, 8 toms 17 cwt.; length, 10 feet.

grants of money for Romish purposes.’ The Juatie2s
of the Peace issued their warrant under the-20th and
218t Vic. c. 83 by virtue of which 250 of these ob-
scene pamphlets were seized on Scott’s premises, and

ordered by the justices to be destroyed M. J. J.

Poweli, M.P., Recorder of Wolverkampton, quashed
the order of the justicas, and directad the books to be
returned to Scott, being of opinion that as Beott did
Dot keep or sell pamphlets for purposes of gain nor
to prejudice good morals, (though the indiscriminate
tale and circulatton of them is calculated to kave
that egect,) but kept and sold them a8 » member of
the Protestant Electoral Unioo to promote the ob-
jects of that society, and to exposs what he deemed
to be tha errors of the Ohurch of Rome, be was not
guilty of a misdemeanor, and bis possession of the
books weas not unlawful within the atatute. But at
the desire of the justices the Ru:corder atated a case
for the opinion of the court of Quees's Banch, and
their lordships delivered judgment on Wedneeday,
reversing the judgment of the Recorder, and held that
upon the ficts stated tha gale snd Qistribution of the
pamphlets was n migdemennor, aod proper ta ba pro-
secuied B3 such; and ruled that tlhe order of the
jnstices for deatroyinz tha pamphlet should be con-
ficmed.

/ORDINATIONS ‘AT’ THE “SEMINARY OF STV
- The semi-anpual Ordmation.of the Students
‘attending the Grand Serinary of St. Silpice of
thus city took place on Saturdsy last, bth 1nst.
The Rt. Rev. Dr. Bourget, Bishop of Mont-
real, was the Consecrator on the occasion; the
Rev. Mr, Delavigoe, Superior of the Semnary,
acting as Archdeacon; the Rev. Mr. Rouxel,
Professor of Moral, as Notarws ; the Reverend
Messrs. Tranchemontagne and Singer, Directors
of the Semivary, asasting. The interesting
ceremony began at 6 o’clock m the morning and
occupied upwards of four hours., Immediately
before it began His Lordsbip addressed the
ordinande w a lengthy discourse appropriate to
the occasion. He spoke of the dispositions
which every one should briog with him to the
Altar on the day of his ordination, dispositions
waich, His Lordship observed, the Church had
so beautifully laid down in ber Poatifical, for the
various orders of which they were now to be the
recipients. He exhorted them to redouble their
fervor at the approach of the solemn moment, as
did the Apostles wien waiting the descent of the
Holy Ghost oo Pentecost Day. He was now
about to descend on them and fill them with his
choicest gifts, as he did on the Apostles, pro-
vided they prepared lim a worthy reception.

His Lordship concluded bis very impressive
and roteresting acdress 1o suggesting to them the
propriety of umting their intentions with all the
other ordinations that took place that day

throughout tbe universal Church. He hrefly
spoke of the necessity of praying for the holy
Catholic Church. for her iflustrious Pontiff in his
troubles, for the difterent Orcers and Congrega-
tions.

Are we to have another Fenian raid this sum-
mer 7 This s a question we cannot undertake
to answer, and on which we will not hazard an
opinion. The Fenitan organs m the Umted
States loudly proclaim their intention of making
an assault on Canada ; and the fact that the
great elections m the United States are close at
band, apd that the Irish vote is courted by all
purties, will probably induce tbhe Umted States’
autborities to wink hard at what is going on on
its northern frontier,

Oa the other hand, so many and so impertant
are the existing commercial ties that bind tege-
ther Great Britain and the Umted States, and
which a war betwixt the two Powers would
break, that it is not easy to believe that the
Government at Washington will pursue a course
which rsust ivevitably lead to war, The ques-
tion of a Fenian raid, or pno Fenian raid, de-
pends entirely upon ‘the foreign policy of the
Uaited States. If the goveroment of the latter
fulfil jts 1nternational obligations, and enforce its
own muntcipal laws against its own citizens, there
will be no raid; should 1t fail to do this then
war is inevitable.

We have full confidence n the wisdom and
prudence ol our own government. it wel|
koows what is going on, and bas no doubt, loog
ere this, made its represeatations to the autho-
rities at Washington, so that the latter may oot
bave it 1o tbewr power to plead ignorance of the
nostile desigus of 1ts citizens agatast Canada.—
The military authorities too are on the alert, and
whilst no precautions that prudence can dictate
will be neglected oo thair part, we are sure that
the Canadian people themselves will be prompt,
should the necessity unfortunately again present
itself, to take up arms for the defence of their
lives, liberties and property.

The only
night tbat Eogland bad to establish 2 Protestant
church m Ireland, or has to maintain that Estab-
lishment to—day, is the right of conquest, or the
sword, as the Reviewer admits when be says
that ¢t is true that n Ireland the Protestant
Buccession was impesed, not by the vote of its
Legislature, but by force of arms. . . . .

possesses any military or literary prestige, it is
due to the brithant geoius and eloquent tongues
of those who considered 1t a prnide acd an honor
to take thewr stand under the glorious green
baoner of Tnmisfal.

Before that flag the military
genius of Caeesar lost 1ts cunnming—the trained
warrior of Rome besitated—and had 1t not beea
for treachery and the hypocritical plea of a Saxon
ruler, it would be, to-day, in association and his-
torical digaity, the superior of the bloody cross
of St. George.

In the face of surh insults, is it any wonder
that the Irish Catholics of the Dominion hesitate
io the emergency that is upon us? The Eng-
lishman, the Scotchman, the Freochman, the
Negro may love his country and give expression
to that love, but let an Irishman do the same
and he 1s put down at once in Lbhe catalogue of
Fenians. There is no use in their expressing
devation to the free constitution and laws of this
country ; ther are not believed ! The Catholic
Clergy received from the highest English authe-
rities the praise which their consmistent conduct
deserved during the late cnsis in Ireland. Asd
yet, the very same class of men, are unot only
suspected but even insulted by the ullra-loyalists
of this country. Provincials are always
extreme,—they out-Enghsh tbe English them-
selves, and the sentiments which a Bright, a
Gladstone or a Liowe may safely express in Eng-
land, are held to be raek political heresy in
Canada. We kaow ourselves two gentlemen
f the clergy who were grossly insulted as
Femans, by some of these gentry, who, although
dirty Orangemen, were a sample of many others
who do not awear by the Manes of the Duteh
iafidel. Now, those persons,—and all who thick
as they do—may depend upon 1t that is not the
way to effect union amongst all ¢ classes and
creeds” when the day of danger shall have come.
Want of confidence within a camp is more
dangerous than attack from without. If those
individuals wish to avoid such a calamity, let
them curb the pen and tongue that might
aliepate thousands of their fellow-citizens wn the
bour of danger.

Briefly, theu, Theodote's troopa were thie day before
yesterday beatun io a short but sherp engagement by
the Firat Brigade almost unde: Magdala, and the
next morning two of the prisoners, Me. Fiad and
Lieutsnant Prideaux appeared in our camp with &
flag of truce sent by Theodore to muke terms, Nearly
the whole day—n very nnxions cne—wes spent in
parleyiag, Theadore evidently expeoting better teims
than it was possible for Sir Robert Napier, without
compromising the national honour, to coucede; but
before night all the English prieoners .were unced-
ditionally sarrendered, many of the other Europeand
were g1fe in our camp, and. very. little, it any, fcard
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were felt about the fate of the remeinder, Thia
afternoon, as [ write, they ave gradaally coming in
with their own baggage end a long train of presents
from Thbeodore to the Oomm'a;nder-in-Ohief. The
The objects of the Abyssiniaz Expeditien are, in short,
accomplished, for the only question now left to be
gettied is 1he-comparatively unimportant, though by
no weans upexciting ons, whether Theod'ore will
porrepder Magdala without fartber fighting, or
whetber it will have to be atormed. That it can
and will be taken there is no douot, and to morrow
will probably eee the Sritisb flag waviog from the
-spalle. ‘
w‘Yon may imagioe into what a state of confusion
and excitement our camp has been thrown by all
theze momentous eventa, chasing each other in such
rapid succession, with o many anxiousintervals and
bours of almest unbearable suspense, and following
‘mmediately, upon a long, uneventful campaign, dur-
ing which the moat exciting incidenta have been the
joyful discovery that some ‘digtrict produced egleal_)le
bresd, or & tragls whiper that the Commissariat
wag runpning short of rum. It requires a life-
long faith in figures aud almanacy to helieve that
barely & day and a balf have elapeed eince we were
looking forward to the safe delivery of the captives
s a doubtfol event, and to the possibility of another
sear of absence from home and roughing it in Abyss
ginis, suppoeing Theodore escaped. Measured not
by micates, bat by a variety acd intensity of sepsa-
tions, a8 paychologists tell usjtime should be mea.
gured, there are in a life few menths that would pass
more quickly then these short hovrs. Wounld that
any description of mine would do justice to them!
But, €0 tar from this, [ have to ask the indnlgence
of your readers for & report tbat must be written,
not only against time, but 1n such & Babel of ques-
tioze, answers, congratulations, kissings, handshek«
-{ogs, tears, laughter. rumours, comtradictions, and
counter contracictions ss only the present occasion
could create, and to which nothing short of utter
blindncss, deafsess, ezd heartleasness could maite
cven s epecinl correspoodent impervious. Within
four yarda of the litttle fenle d'abri under whish I
have 1o write, Iying at my length on the ground,
Mrs, Flad, who was preventsd by illuess from coming
into camp lagt night, is at this very momentexchang-
ing greetinga aud cougratulations with Mrs Rasen
thal, both bappy and free at last, after so many
weary montbs of well-nigh hopeless captivity; a
groop of small children are carrying on an enimated
convereation in a atrange 7 alois, compannded poasi
bly of German and Abyssinisan ; and a strong lunged
baby is performing, in the universal baby langusge,
a solo of its own. Exactly 24 bours ago these peo-
ple were at the mercy of 8 mere'less tyrant, who two
dayss befora had, in ¢nld blcod, butchered over 300 in-
poceat captives slayisgsome wi hhis own band, and
who, mad with 1age and strong, etrong alternately
thre: tened and flattered them as fear or fary predo-
mina‘ed. Just24 hours sgo their lives wore literal-
iy nct worth a moment's purchase. Now they are as
gafe a8 five thousand gallany bearts ready to shed
every drop every drop of bloecd in their defence can
make them, with friecdly faces and friend'y voices on
all sidea of them, and biz rcogh men — the sailors of
<he Rocket Brigade, of cnuree, as conspicicus as they
were ic the fight of Fridey—almost crying over
their children. Some facetious fellow captive with
8 curions quaver, however, in his voice which makes
the facetiousness give forth an uncertain sound, has
jaat sternly ordered the ladies to come with their
husbande and children, and ¢ have tkeir beads taken
-off) in & photoeraph, and of course I muat presently
g0, tco, to have my firet good 1 ok &t 80 interesting a
group.
It I remember correctly, my last letter left the Ex.
.peditiopary force on the pcint of etarting for the
bead of the Bsshilo Pase. This was reached early
-on Thuradny iast, the march being a very abort one,
and thbe rest of the day, 8 wretchedly rainy, incle-
ment one, wae spent in making preparations for an
.sdvarvce acrogs the Bashiloat daybreak next morning.
Sir Robert Napier usually keeps hia own secrets, and
what his full plan of operations was, 18 perhaps, not
known to any one but himself. But enough of it is
‘known to many \o leave not the slightest doub* that
he had po intention or exvectation whatgoever of
-angagiog the enemy, if he conld help it, an the sawe
dsy as that on which he crossed the Bashilo, His
-{nfcrmation a3 to the topography of Magdala and
the approaches to it was very imparfect. No recon-
nsigsance had been made from pnints sufficlently
near to secure accurate results, and considering that
'he had rot cnly to esrry a fortreas of greatstiength,
belisved to be pumerously garrisoced, but also to
prevent Theodore’a eacape, accuracy waeg sll-import-
ant, It was obviously Sir Robert's poliey, and there
iz little, if any, doubt that it waa also his intention,
to take his troops aear enough to Magdsla to effect
a throogh reconnzissance in torce of the fortress and
neighbouring country ; but not near enongh either
to provoke t e ecemv into A prematnre engagement,
or to alarm them. With this viaw COolonel Phsyre
was ordered to take = reconnoitfing party across the
Bashilo, supported by = etrong body cf infantry,
consisting of nearly the whole of the First Brigade,
or gome 1,500 men, under General Schoeider, and,
avoiding the road already made by Theodore up to
the foot of Fabla, ascend the firat, and if ke found
tbat he could safely do eo, tha aecond of ths moun-
tain epurs, which lie to the right of this
roand, between the Bashile and Magdals. —
Tteodore's road to Fabla, I may mentiona followe &
ravine winding through a series of spura and abrupt
accents, relieved by occasionsl terzaces, which form
a country broken up in & manner marvellously wild
aod irregular even for Abyssiaia, Up to the head
of the B.shilo Pass, whers we were encamped, the
ground is perfectly level table-land, but the platean
suddenly breaks in Bome places aa precipitously and
sharply as if it bad been cat with a kecifs, and the
whole country between it and Magdala, and, incead,
in almost every direction ag far as the eye can reach,
presents one hoge, tangled, inextricable masa of hills,
serapr, and ravioes, lying, as it were, like the
labyrinth which protected Fair Rosamond. between
any invader and Magdala, However, Theodore's
road threads the mazes of this 1abyrinth, roms up ‘o
the top of Fahla, and thence tarning sharply to the
left, or east, connects Fahla, witk Islamgee (the snite
of the King's camp), and Sellassee and Magdala.
Fahla, Selasses, and MagJala prove, on cioge inepeo-
tion. to form one large thres.cornezed amba, being of
nearly the nawe elavation. though differing materially
in the steepness of their approaches, snd mutaally
protecting and flacking each other. "The distsnce
between the extremest pointa of this amba, originally
eatimated at two miles aod a half, can secarcely b
more than & mile and a half, Bir Robert Nepier did
not think it expediont ta uee the enemy’s road up to
the very walla of the enemy’s fortress, and ao he
ordered Oolonel Phayre to uge the road only down to
the Bashilo, ard then to fiod bis own way to the
right, making a rough path as he went over one or
two spurs of the labyrinth; bat on no account to
take the saupporting brigade so fur as to incur any
rick of its being obliged to fght or retreat. Why
Coloael Phkayre cisobeyed this very simple and
explicit order is at present known only to Colonel
Phayre. Hisdisohedience hasled to snch fortunate
resultg that one does mot feel much disposed, more
cepecially at the present moment, to criticize it very
olosely. The foct remaios, however, that he pot
only rusbed boldly in where the Qommander-in- Ohief
feared to tread, but actually sent off a despatch to
gay that he had the command of the Arogee Pass
(Theodore's road before this not unimportant military
manceuvre conld ke parfermed. In oonsequence of
this despatch Colonel Penn's mountain battery, now
better known ag the * Steel Pens,’ tho Naval Rocket
Brigade, & compeny of the &th Kicg's Own, a com-
* pany of Punjab Pioneers, the baggage, animals and
' s baogage guard were all sent under Qalonel Milward
ly Theodore's road, instead :cf over the mouatain
8purs to the right, and in conseque ce of their taking
-this course Sir Robert Napier found himself, to his.

sstsnisbment; beating the enemy long before be.had
intended to be within gunshot of them,

Fortunately, Qolonel Phayre was not the only
brilliant blanderer of the day. King Theodore mis-
{nformed by spies, fancied that only & small pioneer
force was advancing with baggage to find & camp-
ing ground for the rest of the army, and his wmistake
wag immediately confirmed by the appearance at the
top of the Arogee Pass of Oolonel Milward's wan,
more cgpecially as the mules of the battery and the
Rockes Brigade looked to his inexperienced eye like
ordinary baggsge animals. To nnderstand his mis-
take, and the regults to which it led, your readers
must besr in mind thet the 1at Brigade (which had
alone crossed the Baehl!lo, the 2d Brigaderemaining on
the other side) had been divided inte twc unequal
portions, and h+d taken different roatea. the emaller
portion going under Colonel Milward, up the Arogee
Pasgs, within full view of the oproziog kill of Fahla
on which Theodore stood, the larger (composed of
the 4th, the Punjab Pioneers, the Beloochees, two
companies of Madras Sappers, two companiea ot Bom-
bay Sappere, and a few of the 10th R, B.) going up
over broken precipitous ground, which completely
bid them from Theodore’s sight. All that ke saw of
them was a group of atnff officers on a lofty eminence
to his left, surrounding the Commander-in-chief
and Sir Charles Staveley, and down below the Pun-
jab Pioneers whom Sir Rober', considerably sg-
tonished to find that the Arogee Pass was not com-
manded, aa he had beea ¢old, had immediately on
hig arrival sent to support Qolonel Milward's force.
It wag indeed fortnate that he did so, Colonel Pern's
Battery had, a3 it was, 8 vory rarcow escApe from
being taken; it wotld have been taken ten times
over by a hostile Eur pear force in Theodore’s posi-
tion, and it was ounly the Pubjsb Pioncers that
saved it even from Abyssinians. In a few minutes
one ct the gune on Fah!a poured forth s heavy boom-
ing sound; evidentiy in preconcerted signal, snd
elmos] simultaneously the steep road leading down
from the heiphts, and the hily, broken ground below
ttem were alive with armed men, horge and foot,
ruthing impetuously to battle.

A finer or more epirit-sticring sight it is difficult
to imagine, not more, however, from the bold, martial
bearing of the men—some of them, teco, splendid
horsemen—althoagh they came on with the prond,
triumphant confidence of soldiers used to corquest,
than from the magnificent ecenery in which the action
was carrled on, Magdsla and the adjrining moon-
tains forming, a8 it were, 8 grand nabursl amphi-
theatre, and a spacious terrace at the foot of Fahla
waking aa admirable stage on which to give full
effoct to the brilliant game of war. The effect on
our troops was magical. They had ecarcely evar
dared to believe that the Abyssinians wonld fight
even behind walla, and to find them rushing on in
this gallant style to do battle in the open was, indeed,
an unlooked.for taste of the—

¢ Stern joy which warriors feel,
¢ In foemen worthy of tbeir stesl.’

A vingiog cheer broke from their ranks, and the two
armies hastened to close.

How the fight would have gone if thke Abyssinians
bad only had to encounter the force for which they
were preared it i3 not-easy to day although, it may
not perhaps, be safe to admit A doubt on the Bubject.
The Naval Rocket Brigade, although their firing was
at first very wild, almost as dangerous to friend aa to
foe, gradusilly improved and did good wcrk, —the
strange, uoknown character of their missiles con«
trituting, perhape, more than anything else to shake
the confidonce of the Abyssinians. At first they
wers pushed on to the eminence on which the Com.
mander-in-Qhief stood, watching and generally
gnperintending the fight, though leavicg nesrly all,
if not all, its actnal management to Sir Oharies
Staveley ; but later oo, ss the enemy fell back and
made a epirited etand bebiad two guns almost at the
foot of Fahla, the Rocket Brigade were browght down
on the actual stage or terrace on which the fight was
being fought out, and by that time tkeir fre had
become very mischievous. The Mountain Battery,
which did not open until the enemy were within 430
vards, did desdly execution in tbe skilful bands of
Colonel Penn, assisted by Lieutenant Nolan ; and the
Punjab Pioneera and the bapeege-guard, composed
of mea from the 4th and 10th Native lrfsntry,
fought like Leroes. The small force, too, was nunder
the commsnd of an officer who thoroughly understood
bow to make the moat of hig materialg—Colonel Mil-
werd,

Nevertheless, if thia small force aloune had bren o;-
posed to be Abyssiniana. I cannot help thinking that
their overwhelming numerical gnperiority, backed
by undoubted pluck and even by dash, would
have made the battle at least a doubtful ons. But
another and more formidable fos was in store for
them. Up to the moment whan the firat gun from
Fahla sounded the prelude to tbe battle, the
4th were erawliog listlessly along, constantly
falling out of the ranks to lie down, utterly
knocked up by a territly trying march, and implor-
iog any one who passed for a drop of water, which
on that day wae as precious and rare a commodity
88 champuagne. No hallowed rag of saint or wirk-
ing virgin ever wrought such & miracle upon halt or
Iame as did the sound of that one Abyssinian gun
upen the dead~beat men of the 4th. [In five minutes
tbey were to the froot, drecslng up and hurrying
past the Beloochees - not that the Beloochees were a
whit less esger, but they hsd not the-deadly Snider
to recommend them, and in a very few minuteg more
—though to anxious eyes above it may have appeared
a lopger time—they emerged from the hollow into
which they bad disappesred on leaving the hill,
and began steadily to mount the etage ‘which the
enemy bad at first 80 dsuntlessly made their own,
and to take it from them inch by Iach. A Bri‘on
writing for Britons I veed not dwell on tke pluck of
my own fellow-countrymen, Suffice it to ssy that
notbing could have been finer then the cecol, deter-
mined way in which the 4th, nnder Oolone! Oaweror,
gallantly supported on the left by the Eeloochees,
onder Major Beville, mounted the the hi'l without
stopping for s moment to count the ex'my or Adis-
cover how hear they were, aud tten forced them re-
pistlessly back. Their firing was, indeed, like that
of the Rocket Brigade, fearfully wild at frst bat
they were excited Lty the utterly unexpected nature
of the whole affair, and bad probsbly amoog them
many young hands who bad never been in action
before. Afterwards it also greatly improved, and
some wonderful shots were made. Ifany other fault
oould be foond with them, it would be that they did
oot take gufficient advantage of the cover which the
ground readily efforded. but needlessly expoaed them-
gelves - a fau't which their fel'ow-countrymen will
prabably vot te dlspnre1 to treat with great eeverity.

To describp the fight af-er the Snider 6ame izto
play would be orly to depcribe a battue, I's sharp,
short cracks following each other in breathlees, sac-
cession were the death knell of tha Abyssinian cause.
The unfortunate foe had no longer even the shadow
of 8 chance, but went down like grass before the
goythe. How they kept their gronnd at all when
Sniters, moontain guns, and rocketa had began to
got fairly at them la a marvel, and savs a good deal
for their national ¢ pluck ’ notwithetanding that they
nevhr managed to hold even for a few minutes after
the firat impetnous onset any ground from which it
wa attemnted to dislodge them. Tbat they came on
go pluckily is scoounted for by mistaking the oharac-
ter of the force, but this mistake eoon, dis-
covered,] could only have comtributed to tteir con-
fusion, and yet to tbe versy lagt, thongh they had Jeft,
it is thought, some 500 comrades dead on_the feld,
smong them their leader, Thendore's favonrite general,
and must have had at least three times that number
wounded, they kept up some shiw of resistance,
rallied to make a few faint charges, and mustered np

Charles Staveley, as night was coming on and notbing
more was to be galned by ueeless butchery, sounded

the retrent, Their artillery— Theodore's famous guna

i k-victorious cheer when Sir
e o geived fitty lashes more. For some offecebe ¢ -

mitted he was confited tothe guasd room for 1w~ MaYor, 8t Patrick Bherrington,

~=gave them no assiatance whatever ; an the contrary
kilied, it is said, a fow of them. The big guo burst
at the firat evplosion, the rest—there wers about
seven, I believs, altogether poatad on Fahla—keptup
& steady eannonade easily distingnishable by its du!l,
heary sound, szcribed to the slow igmition of bad
powder, from the quick rattle of the mountain guns,
but did not even touck one of our men. Not ove
man on our gide, etrange to say, was killed, and only
nineteén were wouuded, among them one officer,
Captain Roberts, of the 4th, who was hit by a bullat
in the elbow joint. Aa regards the rest I have no
ozact list before. me, mor any means just pow of
gettiog one ; but to the beat of my bellef Bve of our
wounded were from the 4th, sbout four from the
Beloochees, and ten from the Punjaub Pioneera.
?heae last came in for the severeat part of the fight-
ing, and were cheered yesterday by their comrades
in the force for the pluck which tbey showed. They
surprieed the encmy in a ravine, getting so close to
them that bayonets and speers were used, and ghastly
groups of from five to 20 Abyssinians huddled
topether in cornera from which po €5CALE W88 PO8-
gible, showed next morning how fiercs though ece
equal, the contest had been.

The storming of Magdala the next day, withm
whose walls the beaten and discouraged army ot
Theodorus bad retired, was a trifiing affair,—
Scarce any serious resistance wis offered by the
garrison, and with scarce a drop of blood shed,
the assaifant found themselves masters of the
tortress. The Trmes correspondect thus de«
scribes the finding of the body of the King, who,
it seems, shot himself when Le saw that all was
lost :—

Thedore’s body was found, not near those of his
chiefs in the gatewsy, but alone on the hill above
After gendizg you a telegram to say that he had
killed himgelf I heard that the Jommsnder-in-Chie®
had telegraphed home that he was killed in batile,
arnd this now seems to be the belief of those who are
perhapae likely to know best. Ag I do not wizh it to
be supposed that in order to send off a sensational
telegram, T accepted the fist atatement made tn me,
you will, I trugt, permit me to explain that I was re-
lyiog upon the opinion of & surgeon whose bigh pro-
feseionsl reputation fully entitled me to take bim as
authority. I happened to be near Dr, Lumsdaine
when be examined the body, then still warm and
was told by bim that he balieved Theodore to hsve
committed suicide. This theory is exzactly in ac
cordance with what iz koown of the man’s character
and his conduct up to the last moment that I am in
clined still to think it the =ight one, Hia face seemed
to me rather a disappointing one after all that has
been gaid about it, but then it was impossible to
judge properly afier death, especially as the eye was
said to be, from its fire and expression, the most re-
markable feature. There was n look of bloated, sen-
suel iodulgence sbout the cheeks by no means
heroic or kingly, but t’ e forehead was intellectual,
and the mouth singularly determined and cruel. A
very strange smile atill lingered about the lipa. as if
even in the death-throe hia last thought had been one
of trinmph at having baulked his cocquerors by dy-
ing a King.

It is almost impossible to withliold our pity for
the chivalrous barbarian, who, we are convinced,
bas been grossly maligoed. Had be been the
blood-thirsly monster that some assert he was
we should never have seen one of the captives
alive again. He would have cut their throats
wheuo be had them 1a bis power, and fallen back to
thh accessihle fastnesses of his wild country,
where no bostile troops could have approached
bim. The fact that he spared the lives of his
prisoners is a proof that, black though King
Theodorus may have been, he has been painted
hlacker than be really was. We should like to
read an Abyssinian version of the entire business,
from the first quarrel of the King with his Euro-

pean visitors,

Hp hLad beea
kpown to bear ill will again-* ~ -ve«nt Bourne, and,
on coming into the barrack ruum wttbe Victoria Bar-
racks last evening observed, as he thought, Bourpe
pittiog 8t a table, but in reality it was anotter ser-
gesot. Blake fired bia rifla, the ball inflicticg a flesb
wound on the leg of Private Jimieson, instant kill-
ing Eogland who was sittine on his own bed, and
breaking the arm of Private Winters, who #at on a
bed a few fert from England. The prisoner was im-
mediate'y taken into cnstody. Ooroner Jones was
summened aud ordcred the body to be removed to
the Military Hospital, Craig street, where an inqr-at
will be held at nine o’ clock this morning P~ . 2
wag aged 31 yeara, and was anative of Bt, Me v
Heretordahire, BEagland. His murdereris tweu + (wo
sears of sge. and a native of Hurles, conoty Tippe
rary, Ireland, Jamiegon and Winters were also gent
to the Hospital, but the former retursed to barcacks
again last evening, his wound being but alight. The
prisouer Blake bas beea about four-nod-a balf years
in the service, and hags always borne a very bad char-
acter, baving, during at least balf that time, under-
gone pucihment in the guard-room and Military
Prison.

qommitted the murder. After hisarreat he confesged
that he intended shootin g Sergeant Bourne, for having
cansed Lim to be punished on a previous occasion,
and expressed deep regret at having shot Private
Eogland. The deceased bore an exasllent character,
and was considered one of the best men in the ranks
of the 16th, Both the murderer and his victim were
unmarried.

Humauity, if not internationatl law, should prompt
action to avert bicodshed, and & proclamation with
qoiet measurea to prevent the concentratizn of an
armed force on the frontier would he all sufficient.
From the most reliable reports we have received from
the United States, the Feniana contemplate wuking
their grand attacks on the St. Olair frontier and
from the Vermout border, meanwhile great com-
motion will be made at Buffalo and Ogdensbargh, te
divert attention to those points, This idea is given
by 8 Hamilton gentlemen arrived in thecity yesterday,
who bad the best opportunitiea of acquiring informas
tion, and strengtbened by the fact tbat large supplies
of proviaions are at present being moved 1n aceore
dznce with this plan.

~ sand :—= It 18 advisable not to aggravate the dif-
ficulties of the present by denunciations of the
_ past. On the other side of the Rbive there are
also persons who endeavor to proyoke nat!onal
" susceptibilities by saying that Prussia has gained,
_ but Germany bas lost, by tke evacuation of
Luxemburg and of Mantua. Let hustory be the
- judge of these events while we endeavor to en.
sure peace by conciliation. As regards politi-
_cal traditions, England herself, despite ber tra-
ditional policy, allowed the Hanoverian dynasty
to tall. It is not by sowing resentment that we
can put a stop to commercial crims, The Gov-
ernment and the Chamber will not be divided
upon this question any more than upon any other.
They were both elected by universal suffrage,
_and they will always devote themselves simul-
. taneously—not to indindual interests, as former-
Iy, but to ihe general interests of the country.—
The crisis is now disappearing, and France,
which has just applauded the words of confidence
uttered at Orleans, should see in those words the
true defimtion of the present situation’ (cheers).

Marshal Niel, the Mister of War, has ad-
dressed a letter to Marshal M¢Mabon i reply to
the latter’s despatck of the 23rd April, relative
to the pastoral letter of the Archbishop of Al-
giers, Marshal Niel says that the Emperor has
by no means modified Iis opiniocs with regard to
liberty of conscience, which bis Majesty desires
should be accorded 1n its fullest extent to the
Mussulmans of Algeria. The Mmster ot War
expresses approval of DMarshal M¢Mahon's
despatch, and adds that it 13 necessary that whep
public and private charity come forward to give
assistapce to the starving population of Algena,
apy supposition that the Goveroment gives way
to a desire for religious propagandism should be
carefully avorded.

Paws, May 31 —The Emperor Napoleon
and the Empress Eugeme have visited Rouven.
The Emperor made a speech in which he pub-
licly returned is thaoks and the thanks of the
Empress to the Mayor of Rouen for the ener-
getic aod efficient measures of relief which bad
been provided by the municipal government for
the poor of the city during the past severe win-
ter, and expressed the hope tnat their sufferings
were now ended. In his reply to an address
from the Cardical of Rouen, the Emperor de-
clared, ¢ We will not sever our lore of God from
our love of country.” In the evening the Em-
peror and Empress returned to Paris.

The Constitutionne! of Saturday avenig
publishes an article defending the expenditure

General de Failly, in assuming the command
at the Camp of Chalons, isszed the following or-
der of the day : —

¢ Gentlemen, — I sm bappy and proud to be
called your commander, Ialreadyknowa great
number amopg you, and many are acquainted
with me, at least by pame, We are assembled
together, not 1n an eocampment of pleasure, but
in one wtere work is to be dooe. That suffi
ciently says tbat we shall proceed to our
maceeurres without losing time.  'We shall omit
matters of detail, and confice ourselves to evolu-
tions on a large scale, suck as are necessary in
war. The improvements 1y the muskets baving
changed tactics, we shall modi{y — not the order
of the marceeuvres, but tbeir application to the
new armaments. A war being always posaible,
our traimng ought to be earnest, genuine and
uninterrupted. I repeat to you that I appreciate,
as] am bound to do, the lonor of being placed
at your head.

The order of the day just quoted appears to
many people important, not so much because the
general speaks of war as ¢ possible’—everytbhing
18 possible — but because the possibihity seems
meant by him to become probable, from the fact
of lns ¢ omitting matters of detail,’ and confining
himself to ¢ evolutions on a large scale, such as

- are pecessary in war.,’ The words of the gen-
eral are bardly in accord with those which the
Emperor uttered only a few days ago at Orleans.
Had general Failly alluded to the state of politi-
cal affairs in the Senate, of which he isa mem-
ber, nobody would think tbem strange; but as
the general commanding the carmp of Chalons, his
Order of tke Day should relate to the instruction
of his troops, and pot take the form of a pohtical

It1s not
with epigrams and insults that one directs public
affairs, Imagine E. Vemllot (of the Unwers),
whose undeniable talents no owpe admires more
than we co, Minister of State. This is exactly
the impression which Mr. Disraeli’s position 10
the government produces in England. H - hae
never said or done 1n course of his loog pu s .l
career a siogle thing which could lead one to
suppose that be had ideas or convictions on any
pont whatever. Fle bas been three times
Chancellor of the Exchequer without haring
effected any useful measure or promoted progress.

Rericiovs FEeLiNG 1¥ France.—The Paris
correspondesnt of the ¢ Post ? says that since 1843
the Jesuits bave numerically increased in France,
atd tbe priests bave now much influence over
the people, or rather what 1s cdlled the educated
classes. Tke streets of Paris and the envirens
of the city show that a change has taken place
in the religious sentimeat of the people, ¢ There
was a time when you3seldom met with priests ju
a conspicuous robe, and serer with the members
of monastic orders. They may now be constantly
met with on the Boulevard in the railway and in
society— Capuchins, Jesuits of various degrees,
priests with three-cornered bats, such asare worn
at Rome, and conspicuously robed. Ecclesiasties
are not so timid, reserved and unobtrusive, as
they were before the foundation of the empire.
They now thread society with the coufidence of
Austrian or Spanish churchmen. The churches
are more attepded than of old, and Rome has
once more crept into the schools ot France.

Rericious DisTURBANCES In FrANCE.—
Auaticlertcal riots hase taken place in Fraoce.
In one instance the cure was dragged oft by the
mob ; the church became a sceae of tumult.
The disturbances have arisen from an idea that
the priests are seeking to re-establish tithes and
other charges connected with 1be maintenance of
the Papacy.

Advices
from the vine-bearing districts are also most
favorable.

1 was
society the other evemng with the DMexican
Prince Tturbide, who wore the sirople eniform of
a private dragoon—several cadets of noble
Roman houses, including that of Borghese, are
private in the dragoons aud artillery, and the re-
presentative of one of the oldest Catholhic fami-
lies in Yorkshire, who will bave £15000 a year
when lie comes of age, has recently enhsted for
five yearsn the regiment of dragnons asa private.
Ao Austrian colonel and kpight of the order of
Malta, who ot a Prussian bullet in is chest at
the battle of Sadowa—Count Eb:rsten ~ came
to Rome lately with a similar iotention; bat,
going to visit Naples hefore entermg the Pope’s
army, the ball, which had pevar been extracted,
shifted its position, and, approaching vital parts,
produced death before the brave colonel could
come back to show his devotion to the cause of
the Church.’

' Notwithstanding his very diminished resources
in consequence of the spoliation of bis terntory,
tbe Holy Father has now, as before, the geaeral
admipistration of tbe who'e Church to maintain,
the former establishments of congregations of
cardinals, the former tribunals, &:., &e., with
their large staffs of premidents, secretaries, and
other officials, Add to these expenses the mam-
tenacce of the troops tbat he is obliged to keep
on $dot, 10 consequence of the manner 1o which
his present possessions are threatened with inva-
sion by the neighboring Itilian Kingdom, as wel
as by the openly hostle revolutionary party.—
Tbe entire of his present dimaished patrimouy,
with the exception of the sea coast, is all sur-
rounded by his enemes, that with thewr hordes of
banditti can freely choose place and time for in-
vasion and devastation.  T'is obliges the Holy
Father for the safety of his present poor sub
jects, as far as he can secure it, to keep up an
army far too nume<rous n proportion to is
dimiished possessions amd his vastly con-
tracted ordisary resources. For these troops,
besides clothes, equipments, &c, 1t has been
necessry, and is stll pecessary, to provide a
new description of arms, rendered indispensable
in present circumstances. Add again to all
this the {ortifications that have been necessarily
erected n various positions round the city of
Rome, to enable 1t to hold out when attacked,
at least for a time, against its enemies, Just at
present, indeed things are quiet here, and so
would they remain if the people of Rome were
left to themselves; but,as you may perceive,
there is no calculating on the duration of the
present calm. Rather, it is certaio, I should
say, that it cannot endure very long as our
worthy neighbours are determined, according to
their own repeated public declarations n their
cbambers that they must have Rome. The re-
volutiopary party, on the other hand, with the
infamous Gadribaldi at their head, loudly proclaim
that it must be thetrs, Thus the Holy Father
apd his friends, should they even escape the
fangs of the wolves, would soon be destimed to
become a prey to the tigers. Each party are
but biding their time aod opportunity, as they do
oot cease to proclaim—the delay increases and
icflimes their ravening fury, and the aged Pon.
tff must at each moment bhe prepared to resst.
Thanks be to God! amdst ail his tnals and
sources of anxiety, the Holy Father all this year
bas enjoyed excellent health, much hetter than
some two years past.’— Letter from Rome.

According to the reply of Pius IX. to the bdishops,
the great Charch Qouncil i3 to take place on the an-
niversary cf the promulgation of the doctrine of the
Immaculate Qonception, Dec. 8; but, a3 it is estimat-
ed hat the preparatory woik to be done will take at
least sevontiern moutha, it i3 not probable the Conocil
will be convoked before Decemosr 8th, 1870,

AUSTRIA

The Emperor of Austris, aggerts that ha had to
make tis cboice of two alternatives, thesigniog of
the rzcent laws bostile to the Qorcordat, or the ah-
dieation of the Throne of the-Hapsburge, and he chose
the former, Thin explanation is intended to soften
the resentment of Pope, for the violatioa of the Con-
cordat,

PRUBSIA.

It is & pity that the
party lenders cannot perceive what everybody elae
is econvinced of, that Count Bismarck plays 'them off
88 80 many trnmp cards, one against the other, at
one time beatiog tbe ultra- conservatives by the ag-
sistance of the liberals; at another checkmating the
latter by the votes of the conservatives. The union
between Bouth and North will come in due <ime, in
cage of emergency ; bat certainly not while an over-
whelming majority in the South i3 adverae to it for
very good reasons.  Still jtis remarkable that the
promoters of the address were those deputies from
the South returned by such districts, on tho left
back of the Rhine, aa are the most opposed to French
aggression,

RUSSIA.

Losnoy, May 31—~ A despatch from Bombay reporte

that the Russians 10 Central Asia bave defeated the
Bokharians in a pitched battle in which the Emir of
Bokbara was killed, and that the victorions Russians
subsequently captured the capital of Bokhara by
storm,
. The Post, in the course of a leading srticle, strong-
iy sy mpathizirg with the Poles ic conaequence of the
new sund intolerable burdecs with which Roasia has
loaded and is still loading them, says:—

¢ The Commigsion of Public mmstruction was firat
abolished (b? Rassia); then the Qommission of
Finance, the Oouncil of State, the Qouncil of Cen-
tral Adminisiration bave all fallen in turn, as being
calculated to foster the idea ttat romathing s-ill re-
msioed of the country in which they once existed;
and now the fiaal blow hag been struck, and by the
ukase we have mentioned — by the mere stroke of
the Czar’s pen, that is to say—the very last traces
of Polizh nationality are utterly blotted out from the
face of the earth. This astoundiog State document
declares it to be ‘the wiil of the Emperor’ thata
‘complete fosion of the Kingdom of Poland
with the other portions of the empire should be
effected, and by 1ita first srticle diszloses the con-
struction put upon the phrase by taking the whole
Government out of tte administrationa which have
bitherto wielded it, and handing it oves ebsolately
and entirely to the Minister of ths Interior at St.
Petersburg. It was bad enough before when these
administrations were conrstealaed to act in the sense
indicated by the Central Government, but at least
they were able to moderate and to adapt their mes
gures ag the time and the place dewasded, Now,
bowever, the exigarciesof time and plvce are nomore
to be regardcd at all, and the crushing power of
despotism i3 to be increcsed sevenfold by being
transmitted direct from the fouuntaiv-head. Nor is
thia all; for in the regulations appended to, and ex-
planatory of, the nkaso, a blow i3 dealt &t Polish na-
tioaa'itywhich will be felt heavily, It is laid down that
all correspondence and official communications in
every braoch of the country are to be conducted no
loager in Polish, but in the Rnasian language; and,
that it may be made guite clear that tke objact is to
root out entirely the tongue of the couatry, it is pro-
vided that Russian shall be used exclugsively in all
io all colleges thoroughout Polend as the ons lan.
guage of instructon, and that even the
private  scheols which teach  tha mother
tongue sball be closed for ever at the end of
the prezent yeer. This bas been well called an im-
position of dead silence upon the whole country, and
might be thought to make the case as desperate as it
conld possibly bs ; but there i3 yet another rigor to
b1 mentioned. for it ia suspected that even when in-
g'itu'ions and language sre gone, religion might
still bind the people of Russia to break. Therefore
the Roman Catholie faith, which is that of four fifths
of the popul \tio~, i3 said to be considered as a ¢ fo-
reign religion, and iz only to be barely tolerated by
the side of the Greek Qhurch, for which, a8 the reii-
gion of the State, all the advantages and benefits of
an establashment are to be reversed--establishing ou
a larger scale, and with infinite'y harder conditions,
the atate of things we ourselves are now abolishing
in Ireland ; and to show that the Government is not
going to content itself with even nominal plunder, a
nkase was published in Warsaw on the 3cd of the
present month digtribnting amoog the members of
tha ‘ Coustitnent Committee,’ who are charged with
the complete carry ing out of the scheme, a firat in-
gtalment of the lands to be Russianised. M. Solo-
vieff, for instance geta four villages. Prince Tcher-
kasksy eight; while M. Nicolas Milontine, the prin.
cipal man on the committee, is gratified with no lees
than twenty-two—a very snbstaatial mark of the
approval with which their imperial master views
their work,

‘It i3 useless to try to add anything to this tale of
iniquity, and those who followed it may well think
that the case of Poland is now utterly hopeless, Yet
the Poles themselves 10 not think so, snd Prince L.
Ozartoryski, in an admirable and exbaustive address
delivered a few days since to the Polish Historical
Society in London, gave very good reasons for the
hopes which are once more apringiog up In their
bressts. ¢ The allisnce of the three Powers,’ he says,
Y which have partitioned onr country—nan alliance
cemented by crime, aud designated as ‘Holy’ by a
strange irony of fate, and which encompassed us by
a circle of Iron—~hna been broker. Austriz, recon-
ciled to us in the West, opens of her own initiative a
breach in the impreguable fortress which confined us
and already we feel the beneficial influence of a freer
atmoaphere,’ The Prince goes on to show that al-
though Germany slill holdas on always in Polish
matters to the * bybrid alliance ’ with Russia, she does
it to her own damage, and reminds her of the con-
duct that the lntter has already held towards the
German provinces which have fallen uoder her power.
