Service, i nderstood that the lecture courses
will be a X to cover the applied fields of social
work ly case work, child welfare, ete,
snd that unebe courses will be given by people who
had practical experience in such fields of work.

On the condition that my urqerutﬁnulng of the
intentions of the University as outlined sbove is sub-
stantially correct, I have no hesitation in tending my
regignation as DirectOr of the Department of Social
Service ag from May 31st, 1922 and wish to assure you
that the University may count upon my hear ty co-operation
as long as I remain in the city.

In as much as my severance from the Depart.ant
ondemns me to an indefinite period of work ¢f san execu-
tive nature with little chance to read, write or think
outside the field of work in which I nud be engaged, I
&pe¢1e“ce & disappointment which will however be miti-
gated by the advantage to social work in this City and
Bv3v1nce which will, I am sure, revdlt from the changes
outlined gbove.

Thanking you for your unfailing courtesy and
interest in the problems which have demanded your
attention in connection with this Department since you
became Principsl of the University,

It was pointed out to him, that
when the Social Service Commission
was . abolished, and its duties were
transterred to the Health Depart-
ment, he was directed to make a
complete reorganization of the staff
and work and was given a free hand.
That task having been completed in
1921, he had nothing more to do
but see that the new organization
functioned properly. Now,
proposing another reorganization
that no ore has asked for. Further,
he was proposing to set up a theor-
ltical organization for a practical
organization, and to place at its
head a man who would devote only
part of his time to the work. That
man also stipulateg that he was to
name his assistant. . In so doing he
was inaugurating a new policy,
something beyond his powers.

Dr. Hastings challenged the ac-
curacy of these Statements, but was
immediately confronted with  the
minutes of Couneil which expressly
stated ‘“That in refsrence to the
grants to hospitals and charities and
matters of policy, he be assisted by
an advisory board composed of the
Mayor and Finance Commissioner,
who will make their recommenda-
tions to the Board of Control for
their approval.”

Mayor Maguire said those were
[the facts. The City Solicitor had
advised him that it was clearly the
intention of the City Council that
matters of policy should be referred
to the Advisory Board and that aa-
vice would be acted upon. The Dale
appointment and that of hig assistant
would not be approved, but would
have to stand over until Finance
Commisgsioner Ross returred to duty.

Dr. Hastings again objected, but
was met with a new obstacle, as
Controller Gibbons said one of the
chief reagsons for abolishing the old
'Social Service Commission was that
the work had increased to such an
extent that it was imperative it
should receive constant attention.
The members of the old Commission
could not devote their whole time
to the work, so Council made the
change. Now Dr, Hastings wanted
to revert to the part-time plan. Con-
troller Gibbons said he was strongly
opposed to part-time in every way
and would not vote for the Dalf ap-
pointment under S““h, (ro;ﬁdihOnS.
Controller Singer was inclined to
support Dr. Hastings, and for a
