In his entertaining article in Serib-
ner's, on “Some . Early ‘Memories,”
Senator Lodge speaks particularly of
the changes in the society habit, mak-
ing the present customs stupid and
sorrowful, compared ‘with those when
he was a boy, which was befofe the
war.

A good deal used to be said and
written about 'the debilitating effect

of urban life upon individual physi- |

que. Nothing seemed easier tp estab-
lish than a priori conclusions as to'thz
superior physical development of the
rural population, says Prof. Munro, in
the government of American clties. It
was, indeed, so far taken for granted
that the rural militiaman was physi-
cally superior to the townsman: that’

one of the stock arguments for® the
encouragement of English agrflcu!ture
by corn laws and other protectiva leg-

| {slation was the necessity of preserv-
{ ing that yeomanry of England which
| was alleged to furnish the military
| sinew of the kingdom.

When one attempts to adduce ac-

| curate statistical evidence of this rural

prowess in point of physical develop-
ment, however, one* does not:find the
expected "proofs so readily forthcom-
ing. ; Statistical 'data: to. prove or to
disprove the claim are not to be had
in America, for there is in this coun-
try no arrangement for recording the
physical’ measurement of typical sec-
tions of the population. Prisoners in
jails, -athletes ; in, training, applicants
for places on city police forces, newly
enlisted ' men in the-army or navy, are
all measured and the results are put
on paper; but these classes, even
taken together, form so small a part
of the national population that giner-
1 measurements
would. be unfair and inconclusive.

Locomotive Rallwaye.

That locomotives of the ihternal-com-
bustion, or “‘explosion’’ type may come
into general use on railroads which pass
thru desert regions, where water is not
easily obthinable, is belng predicted by
engineers.| The Continental, Railway of
Australin, ' for instance, 1s an example
of a line, which, because of lack of ade-
quate wateri;ns tacilities along its right-
of-way, has adopted gas and oll engines.

While the ofl-fueled Internal combus-
tion loconiétive is economical in fuel eon-
sumptior and operation generally, besider
being practjcally smokeless, the high
speed at which it must be run in order
to produce & steady tractive effort is
said to be a decided disadvantage, requir
ing special mechanism for the transmis-
sion of power to the driving wheels. Slow
speeds are not possible for the reasor
that the intervals between the impulses
on the pistons, caused by the succesasive
explosions, would become too lon and
the momentum of the engine would not
be sufficlent to carry the drive wheels
around, resulting in a jerky motion. Such
difficulties may be avoided, however, by
the use of electric motors, driven by the
oil engine, and used only in starting the
train, in hill e¢limbing, and under other
conditions that necessitate slow speeds.
This method is adopted on certain South
African rallways.
