WASHINGTON, Jan, 28.—President
Wilson vetoed the immigration bill to-
day because' of the literacy test for
admis ion of aliens.

be passed over the executive veto.

Immense Export Sales.

Export sales of 1,000,000 bushels of
wheat at the seaboard and 300,000
bushels here helped bring about in the
last hour the strongest swell in the
market. In addition it was said coun-
try elevator stocks in the northwest
had decreased 10,000,000 bushels 'for
the month and. that private mill stocks
there were depleted.

Only once before in twenty years
was May corn as high as today, but
active commission houses buying read-
ily absorbed large profit-taking sales.
