Happlily, the rain
was soon over, and then one had a chance
to estimate the numbers of the crowd.
When the sun shone out upon the grounds,
the crowd poured here, thdre and every-
where, and there was no point where It
was not an effort to make ome's way, 80
dense was the massing of the people, It
was tremendous.

A General Hollday.

Labor Day is a public holiday all over
Canada, and, as a result, every town in
Ontario sent its quota of holiday-seekers to
the Falr. This, combined with the fact
that the stores In the city were closed,made
the whole provinee keen to take advantage
of the best means of enjoyment. No one had
long to cogitate to conclude that the Indus-
trial Falr was the only and one attrac-
tion that was fit and proper for the day.

Great Influx to the City,

The Toronto Globe cannot discover any
sefitiment In Great Britain In fayor of an
Imperial preferéntial tariff, but tie United
States Consul at Liverpool, Mr. Boyle, sees
‘plainly what is coming. In a recent report
‘| to Washington, Mr, Boyle writes as fol-
lows: ‘“‘Beyond ‘question, during recent
years there has been a - great de:
velopment of sentiment in favor of
an’' Imperlal preferential tariff, and 1
do’ not hesitate to say that this sen-
timent has a far stronger hold, not only
among the masses of the people of Great
Britaln, but even among the politicians,
than the party newspapers and party
leaders concede, It is a significant fact
that for the last two years thlg question
has been discussed more than any other
at meetinga of Chambers of C and
trade organizations of Great Britaln and
"hek colonles.”

Mr. Boyle furnishes some figures which
are of. interest as showing the trend of
trade between Great Britain and the two
English-speaking countries of this conti-
.nent, ese figures are taken from the
Britigh blue book just pablished. The im-
ports Into Great Britain from the United
Btates fell off’ from $612,662,073 in 1808 to
$088,604,5678 In 1809, a decrease of $29,-
067,500, Imports into Canada also show ‘a
slight falling off, they being $§99,161,544
in 1808, agalnst $08,109,8068 in 1809, a de-
crease of $061,648, According to these fig-
ures the increase of our exports to Great
Britain, which has been attributed large-
ly to sentiment, has reached its limit.  We
exported. to Great Britain about one mil-
lion less In 1809 than during the preced-
ing year. It will be interesting to note if
the same downward tendency has been in
operation this year, . Even as the figures

can depend upon sentiment, instead of a
reciprocal tariff, to recelve s adequate
compensation from Great Britain in rgturn
for the preference we extend to he\r.‘ %

EXPRESS TROLLEY SERVICE,

It would be a great buon to cities If some
scheme coald be devised for operating an
express system of electric cars in conjune-
tion with what might be called a local ser-
vice. Toronto Junction is over five miles
from’ the centre of the city, High' Park,
via Queen-street, is over four milés, and
Munro Park is about five miles. What is
wanted Is a service that will reach these
and other points in about one-third less
time than is now consumed. . To effect this
result, it will be necessary to make but a
limited number of stops along the touts.
No system appears to be in sight whereby
an express service of this kind can be giv-
en gver the game tracks as provide the com-
plementary locil service, stopping at every
cross street. We do umot know how thls
problem can be solved in other cities, but
we do not hold that it is incapable of so-
lution in Toronto.
