A ‘surprise was in.store for the
York county council when it met
Yesterday morning, for the York
County Trustee Association was al-
ready in session in the 'council hall.
The Trustee Association had arrang-
ed for the use of the hall on Jan. 29
re it. was known that the council
would meet: on that date, and as trus-
tees had come from al]l over the coun-

ity, 'the council adjourned until today.

During the afternoon the trustees
thrashed out the question of taxation
for educational purposes and passcd
the ‘following resolution: “That the
minister of education be asked to
100k ‘into the difficulties of rura] snd
urban schools .and introduce the ne-
cessary legislation for their relief.”
The resolution was moved by D. B.
Hood and seconded by M. E. MeMinn.

In the absence of the Hon, R. H.
Grant, minister of education, Hb»n.
Harry Mills, minister of mines, gave
the trustees some of his personal
opinions .on the urban and suburban
eduéational questions,

“More money is being spent on
land, forest and mines than on edu-
cation,” declared the minister of
mines. ; .
. Mr. Mills does not thfmk that too
much is spent in his department, but
that too little is expended on educa-
tion.by the government. He went on
to state that he was “Grant’s right
bower,” and was going to further the
cause of education in every conceiv-
able way. ] :
Inefficient Teachers

Reeve Jas. T. Stewart of Searboro |

said that the problem of rura] trus-
teés was not financial, but rather a
matter of inefficient teachers, and that
the best teachers would not ceme to
the country for social as well as fin-
ancial reasons, A
“The ratepayers are not educated
to the need for education,” said Reeve
Stewart, “and they refuse to pay high
salaries. The trustee is. sandwiched
in between the ratepayer and the par-
ent on one hand and the teacher, the
inspector and the board of education
on the other.” - :
W, H. Paterson, the president of
the association, who occupied the
chair, in dealing with.the question of
teachers leaving, caused a laugh when
he ‘said that the cause was different
in Agincourt, as four teachers had
left that school to get married fluring
six years. o
Trustee D.- B. Hood of Fairbanks
thought that the cost of maintaining
the country schools should be spread
out.¥h a uniform tdx rate over the
whole county. "Fle maintained that in
the mewly settled suburban districts
the -parents ,were >laboring under a
heavy financial burden and were un-
able to erect large and expensive
schools without assistance,
A Lively “Argument
H., 8. Clary of Markham staged a
lively argument with Trustee Hood on
Ithis question and strorgly advocated
' that the present system continue.
“Does our friend from Fairbanks
want us to build his house and clothe
his fami'y,” challenged Trustee Clary.
Inspector A. A. Jordan supported
Trustee Hood :and advised that a
board of education for the county be
formed to act on the same principle
as the township council.
‘Trustee Clary declared that the
farmer was a “self-sustaining ani-
‘mal,” but that he should not have’to
supPort thoke “who move out of the
city to escape the high tax rate ard
expect to have the cost of all the ad-
vantages of the city paid by he rest
of the county who never get any ben-
efit from them.”: ¢
The result of all the discussions was
the above resolution, which was al-
amost unanimously passed.

“If I
was not a Christian I would be a
Bolshevik under present conditions,
and I speak from 13 years’ experi-
enge,” said Mr. Penley, who dec ared
that the forward movement has be-
come necessary owing to the split up’
among the churches. The political
parties are also split up but all are
united upon the question of prohibi-
tion.

JANIN AUTHORIZED
KOLCHAK TO-GIVE UP

Czech General’'s Action Has
Roused Bitter Resentment
Among Russians.

London, Jan, 29—Admiral Kolchak's
surrender to Siberian revolutionists
was authorized by General Janin of
the Czech army, who was placed in
command of all allied troops west of
Irkutsk on Jan. 19, by Kolchak’s - or-
der, says a Harbin despatch to The
Daily Mail. "

A profound sensation was caused
thruout the far east by the report that
Kolchak had given up, says the mes-
sage, which was flled at Harbin on
Monday, and one Russian general has
challenged General Janin to a duel,
while officers under the command of
General Semenoff have formed a
league, the slogan of which is ‘“Have
Janin'’s blood!” General Janin's 2x-
planation is awaited, but it 18 known
that Czech reports on the situation
at Irkutsk which havé been tle.e-
graphed to Genetal Janin at Verk-
hnieudinsk induced him to <oasent to
Kolchak's surrender. The Czechs
claim the choice lay between surien-
dering one man and a conflict  in
which they were likely to be com-
pletely annihilated.

Japanese representatives asked the
Czechs to hand Kolchak over to the
Japanese, but this request was refus-
ed. Later the revolutienists rejected
a similar demand and said hg -vould
not be turned over until he had teen
tried béfore a court martial. All ra.-

A special commitiee of the legisla-
ture.was appoiated to suggest improve-
ments on company legislation. This
committee sat in the interval beiween
sessions and the result of its deliber-
ations was the 'loan and trust corpor-
ations act, 1919, some of the main
features of which are:

1. Provision that there ghall te sent
to each shareholder an annual state-
ment at least two weeks before the
annual meeting from which the share-
hglders can ascertain tae true financial

ding of the company,

2. Prgyisions to prevent the juggling
of accounts so that the amounts of
subscribed stock required to be paid
up in cash shall be actudlly paid in
cash. e

3. Provision that guarantee deposits
must be invested only in securities
authorized by the trustee act; that
these investments be earmarked. and
taat there be a quarterly return to
the department showing such ear-
marked investments,

Amount Limited.

4. Provision limiting 'the amount
allowed to be invested by companies
in the stock of any other corporation,
both as to a percentage of the eapi-
tal stock of the corporation invested
in and of the capital stock of the
corporation investing. g

5. Provision limiting- the amount
allowed to be invested in buildings for
use of company.

6. Severe penalty olause for viola-
tions of the act,

From the information gained under
the first relurns made under the new
act it was discovered that the Stan-
dard Reliance Company was and had
for a long time been insolvent and
that company is now being liquidated.

With reference to the insurance side

‘of the department, Justice masten was |

appointed a commissioner to investi-
gate and make a report. His report
was tabled in the house last session)
and a special committee appointed to’
consider waat legislation ought to be
introduced. This committee was never
called together, however, and by the
dissolution of the house has ceased
to exist.
Department Head Resigns.

Shortly before the resignation of the
old governmen:, A, R. Boswell, the
head of the department, aanded in his
resignation, to be accepted as soon
as a suitable successor could be found,
and this was the situation’ when the
present government came into office.

The need for a more adequate and
efficient supervision of the insurance
companies and societies ig further em-
phasized by the position of not a few
fraternal insurance societies whose
financial position has been the occa-
sion of a good deal of anxiety and
quiet discussion of late years. Several
of these socleties are undergoing a
mrocess of readjustment. and with
thousands of Ontario members insured
in these socleties it is of the first
importance that the department of in-
surance should be put in a position to
deal effectively with the financial
position of sogieties already registered
and societies seeking llceq‘ses to enter
into life-long contracts of insurance
with people of this province, and ia
many cases wita people in other
provinces. »

Attorney-General Raney has decided
to recommend to the government the
appointment of V. Evan Gray, M.A,,
LLB., now of the department of tax-
ation at Ottawa, as head of the depart-
ment, with Dr. Frank Sanderson, M.A.,
LIL.D., formerly joint general manager
and chief actuary of the Canada Life
Assurance Company, as consulting
actuary tp the department, and the
government hag now acted on the re-
commendation of the attorney-general.
The latter appointment creates a new
office. In neither case was the ap-
pointee an applicant for tae position.
Both gentlemen will enter upon the
performance of their new duties on
the first of February.

SUBMITS REPORTS

Light Sentences for Cruelty
Stigmatized by Major
Osborne.

The thirty-second annual meeting
of the Toronto Humane Society was
Qeld last evening in St. George’s Hall,
the lieutengnt-governor, Lionel Clarke,
presiding. In his opening address his
honor spoke briefly of the work of
the Humane Society in the past and
expiessed the hope that it would grow
in membership and in accomplish-
ments. He also spoke, highly of tae
team work shown by the police de-
partment and the Humane Socdety.

The Right-Rev, James ¥. Sweeny,
lord bishop of Toronto, and president
of the Toronto Humane Society, spoke
optimistically of the future. “From
straightened circumstances,” said Mr.
Sweeny, “we have come out into the
broader arena of influence and power.”

Major Eric Osborne, the newly-
elected manager, in Dpresenting tae
report of the soiety for 1919, said that
altho cases of cruélty were less fre-
quent in Toronto than in former years,
yet this is accounted for by the fact
that the auto truck is displacing the
horse and siray dogs and cats have
been practically cleared from the city
streets, During 1919 some 6,813 com-
plaints of cruelty were received, 245
horses were humanely destroyed as
well as 4,941 cats, and more taan
1,000 dogs. Out of 215 prosecutions
for cruelty 169 police court convictions
were brought in. The fines were light,
the average bteing about $10, which,
as Major Osborne made clear, is en-
tirely too light where a million dollar
corporation is concerned.

An Active Membership.

The society contains 1,500 members
500 of whom may be said to be active.
This is a slight increase over last
vear. The finances of tae society show
a slight decrease, due to the fact that
no tag day . was held last year. The
treasurer reporteds a balance oa hand
of $2,354.

The police report given by Stock ITn-
spector Gregory showed that the num-
her of police court cases for cruelty
in 1919 -was 357 against 915 in 1914.
A great deal of cruelty in shipping
stock was experienced last year, due
to negligence, carelessness and bru-
tality. Many animals in stock cars
were found to be dead when they
reached their destinatfon, the death
being caused by overcrowding, insuf-
ficient ventilation and herding several
kinds of animals in one car without
separation.

Dr. Francis S. Rowley of Boston,
president of the Massachusetts S. P.
C.- A, in addressing the ' gatherinz
said, “I don’t know a city in the world
where a larger audience would gather
to a meeting of this kind. The gen-
eral public ig indiffent to the need
fo- a humane society.

“Our task is to deepen the spirit of
humanity in the people.”
