His subsequens long remdence
in England gave him opportunities of studying and
of becoming attached to our institutions and peo-
ple. The fruits of this training and attachment
are now visible, and the history of the past throws
light upon the present and the future. It is our
sincere belief, that so long as the life of the pre-
sent Emperor of the French is spared, and he con-
tinues to wield the destinies of that noble empire,
so long will the eutire world feel the blessings
which result from that alliance, to civilization and
humanity. And this, too, is a moment when the
Canadas may well show their sympathy with both
England ond France. The child, however dis-
tant, docs not forget the parent. Let our own
municipalities meet, and cheer forward the frmn_ds
of the Anglo.French alliance, and let the provin-
ces be well represented in the Paris F'xposition of
1855 ; so that France may point proudly to the Ca-
nadian collections and say, see the productions of
onr descendants froin afar. Let us cherish kind-
ly feelings for those whom neither distance nor
the lapse of time can alienate from us. Our own
