L—That the “ Auxiliary Bibla Society of Kingston” cordially approving
the object and Constitution of the British and Foreign Bible Society, has been
organized for the Purpose of co-operating with that Institution, in promotin
the distribution ot the Holy Scriptures without note or comment ; and suc
copies as are in the languages of t&n- United Kingdom, shall be of the author-
ized version only.

IL—That all persons subscribing 7s. 6d. per annum shall be members of
this Society; and each subscriber of £5 at one time shall be a Life Member.

IIL.—That the business of this Society shall be conducted by a Committee
comprising President, Vice Presidents, Treasurer, Secretaries, and not less
than ten other Members ; and that five Members constitute a quorum,

IV.—That all Ministers of the Gospel who are members of this Society
shall be members of the Committee.

V.—That the Committee shall meet every month, or oftener if necessary.

VI.—That the whole of the subscriptions and donations received by the
Society shall be applied, after deducting incidental expenses in the first in-
stance, to such Bibles and Testaments from the Parent institution as are re-
quired for distribution, and that the surplus funds shall be remitted to the Pa-
rent Society.

VII.——’that for the promotion of the circulation of the Scriptures it is ex-
pedient to encourage the formation of Branch Societies and Depots, and to em-
ploy such other agencies as the Committee may tuink suitable,

VIIL—That a General Meeting of the subscribers be held on the third
Monday in January in each year, when the accounts shall be presented, the
proceedings of the past year stated, a new Committee appointed and a Report
agreed upon, to be printed and circulated under the direction of the Committee.

IX.—That in the formation of the new Committee, respect be had to those
who have been found faithful in their attendance during the year.

Form of Constitution for Branch Societies.

I.—That we form ourselves into a Society in connection with the “ duwil-
sary Bible Society ﬁf Kingston” for the purpose of contributing towards the
circulation of the Holy Scriptures of such copies as are in the language of the
United Kingdom, to be of the authorised version only; and that the Society
be denominated * the Branch Society of i

IL.—That all spersons subscribing
members of this Society.

III.—That the business of this society shall be conducted by a Committee
compriging the President, Vice Presidents, Treasurer and Secretaries, and not

or upwards per annum, shall be
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less than —— other members, and that —— members of this Commttee eon-
stitute a quorum,

1V.—That all ministers of the Gospel who are members of this Society
shall be members of the Committee.

V.—That the Committee shall meet every third month, or oftener, if ne-
cessary.

VI.—That the Committee divide the locality into sections, and m&;point two
or more of their members for each section, who may associate with themselves
any subscribers for the purpose of soliciting subscriptions and donations.

VII.—That the whole of the money received by this Society shall be ap-
plied, after deducting incidental expenses in the first instance, to the purchase
of such Bibles and Testaments from the Kingston Auxiliary as are required for
distribution, and that the surplus funds shall be remitted to the Kingston
Aucxiliary.

VIIL.—That a General Meeting of the Subscribers be held at such time as
shall be convenient in each year, when 1'ie accounts shall be presented, the
proceedings of the past year stated, a new Committee appointed, and a Report
agreed upon,

REPORT.

Another year of the operations of this Society is brought
to a close, and in presenting their Report, your Committee
would express their deep conviction of the importance of con-
tinuing with increased efficiency, an agency so well fitted to
secure the spread of our Holy Religion, 1n its purity, and
consequently to advance the highest interests of our fellow-
men, both present and prospective. At no time has there
been more urgent necessity for the diffusion of Scriptural
principles than the present. With much force does this
remark bear on our own country. 'We need their holy in-
fluence to sanctify our commerce and to control our legis-
lation—to excite and regulate local and general enterprise
—+to purify and enoble our educational institutions—to
forestall christianized pantheism, both in its popular scien-
tific and philosophic forms—to supplant by their native
power an imposing christianity, falsely so called—and above
all, to make men conscious of their guilt—their danger, the
reality of a spiritual world within and above them—and of
the existence of a Saviour “ whose precious blood cleanseth
from all sins.”

The Report of the preceeding year was drafted, and an
abstract read at last general meeting, but it was not pub-
lished. In consequence of this, the Committee have resol-
ved to embody its facts with the present one; keeping
them, however, so distinct that the operations of each year
will be easily identified.

The issues for this year are considerably below those of
the preceding year. This may be accounted for by several
considerations—the Colporteurs have not been engaged as
long nor as regularly—stock which was expected in the
Spring, did not come to hand until Nov.: stock which was

ressingly required, and could not be obtained from Toronto.
There cannot possibly be the destitution which there exis-
ted a year or two ago in the immediate vicinity of the city.

There is still a balance due the Parent Society of £398
3s. 8d., stg., but the value of the stock on hand may be es-
timated at £515 15s. 6d.

JUBILEE FUND.

As a Jubilee Fund was opened by the Parent Societ;
for special purposes, and the several Branches and Auxil-

pod 4L sl e AN
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faries throughout the world were invited to contribute,
your Committee resolved to take part in the commendable
enterprise. A public meeting was accordingly held in the
City Hall, in October, 1858, which was very largely attend-
ed.  The collection amounting to £22 10s., and a fund was
og»ened which yielded, up to the general meeting in 1854,
the sum of £72 13s. 10d., which, however, included the
public collection and several contributions from our branch-
es. Since that period to the close of the year ending Jan-
uary, 1855, the sum of £21 8s. 2d. hasbeen collected mostly
however, from the branches. The total sum raised for the
Jubilee Fund is therefore £93 17s. The following branch-
es contributed to this object: Kingston Ladies’ Association,
Branch at Bath, Demorestville, Madoe, Mill Creek, New-
burgh, Picton, Wellington.

BRANCHES.

All the branches reported in the last published report,
are still in existence, with the exception of the one at Mill
Creek, which was changed in 1853 into a Ladies' Associa-
tion. One new branch was established in Madoc, on the
12th October, 1853. There are, therefore, at present ten
branches connected with our Society.

1. BotTH.—The Rev. R. F. Burns visited this branch,
and was present at its anniversary held on the 8rd J anuary,
1854. He reports—* the attend};nce was better than last
year. It wou{)d have been still larger but for its being elec-
tion season. The interest manifested was considerable.
The resident Wesleyan and Presbyterian Ministers cordiall
co-operated with me in conducting the meeting. At the
close of the meeting the sum of £1 18s. 134d. was subscrib-
ed for the Jubilee Fund ; this in addition to £5 17s. 33d.

reviously collected, through the zealous efforts of the Rev.
. Scott—so that Bath has contributed close upon £8 to
this important object.”

For the year ending January, 1855, no new stock has

sent this branch; the Depositary, however, report
sales 10 Bibles, 36 Testaments, '{’)otal copies 45. Due the
Kingston Society for stock, £8 7s, 4d.

2. BELLEVILLE.—The Rev. R. F. Burns was also fo
have taken part in the Anniversary of this important
branch; but in consequence of the bad state of the roads,
he was unablé to reach Belleville in time. In his réport

B
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he remarks—‘ this was the less to be regretted, as there
were plenty on the spot efficiently to transact the business,
It took place on the evening of Wednesday, the 4th Jan-
uary, 1854. It was an eminently spirited and successful
meeting. This branch is in a more flourishing condition
than at any previous period of its history. Its1issues have
tribled, and its subscriptions have nearl y doubled ; it affords
me peculiar pleasure to record their generous free contri-
bution of £15 to our Auxiliary.”

The Secretary gives the following statement for the year
ending January, 1854 :—

During the same period, our Depositary issued to this
branch: Bibles 22, Testaments 426; Total 448 copies of
Scriptures.

For the year ending January, 1855, there have been is-
sued to this branch, 92 Bibles, 175 Testaments; Total 167
copies.

The Secretary reports sales 209 Bibles, and 458 Testa-
ments; Total 667. More would have been doubtless sold
but for the establishment of the new branch at Madoe, and
the efforts of Colporteur in the immediate vicinity.

3. DEMORESTVILLE.~—This branch was rather lifeless
during last year. It only sold one Bible and six Testa-
ments; received no new stock, and was due the Upper Ca-
nada Society a small debt, although the stock on hand was
fully :de(luutc to cover it.

'We regret that for the year ending January, 1855, there
has been little improvement in the efficiency of this branch.
It has received no new stock.

4. GANANOQUE.—This branch has not been so lively
and efficient as some of the others. The hopes excited
at its formation has scarcely been realized. Itsissues, how-
ever, have been considerably limited by the labors of the
Colporteurs, who guided and encouraged by the Rev. H.
Gordon, have been enabled in this locality to circulate a
large number of the Holy Scriptures.

%o new stock was sent during the year ending January,
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1854. The value of Scriptures sold from April, 1851, up
to January, 1854, was £3 2s. 73d.

The Rev. H. Gordon preached a Jubilee sermon which
realized for the Jubilee Fund £2 10s.

5. Mapoc.—The branch in this village was formed on
the 12th October, 1853, at a meeting convened in connec-
tion with the Jubilee. The Rev. R. F. Burns who was
present at a public meeting held in the following January,
reports—*‘ Although only three months in existence the
issues have reached nearly 50 copies ; they would have
still been more numerous had not Colporteur Henry very
recently made a successful tour through the whole ‘of this
region. Colporteur Campbell also supplied not a few last
year. Altogether, this branch has a very hopeful career

resented to it. Seven dollars contributed to the Jubilee
E‘und from an encouraging first fruits, I must not forget
to notice that I was here much aided by my esteemed bre-
thren, the Revs. Baxter and Chesnut,

Stock issued to this branch up to January, 1854, Bibles
102, Testaments 26 ; Total 128 copies.

For the year ending January, 1855—issued to this
branch, Bibles 25, Testaments 30 ; Total 55.

6. MiLL CrEER.—The branch established in this Village
has been merged into a Ladies’ Bible Association.

The Secretary of the late branch, Dr. D, P. Yeomans,
in intimating the change writes—* It was resolved to give
up the organization, rather than go on in the inefficient
and lifeless manner we were doing. To compensate insome
measure for our delinquency, the Ladies' took the matter
up, and I believe are effecting more than we have or would
have accomplished. They have held their meetings regu-
larly, have sold quite a number of books, and have collect-
ed four or five dollars for the Jubilee Fund.

Dr. Mair and the Rev. Mr. Cade, as a deputation, visited
this place on the 14th November, 1853, and held g publie
meeting. It was thinly attended. No collection was taken
up. A report has been received from the Ladies’ Associa.
tion, evincing a fine spirit, and accompanied by a subserip-
tion to the Jubilee Fund of £2 1s. 34d.,, which has been
paid to the Treasurer.

7. NAPANEE.—This branch was found by the deputa-
tion in November, 1858, in avery good state, A Very en.
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couraging public meeting was held on the 15th of that
month, at which Dr. Mair and Rev. Mr. Cade appeared as
our def)utation. A warm interest was manifested. Nonew
stock had been sent up to January, 1854; but the sales
were encouraging—DBibles 189, Testaments 142 ; Total 831
copies sold.

For the year ending January, 1855, this branch has re-
ceived 92 Bibles, 146 l'estaments; Total 238 copies—and
the Secretary sends the following report, Bibles sold 60
Testaments 85; Total140. Subscriptions raised £3 1s. 8d.

8. NEWBURGH.—Dr. Mair and the Rev. Mr. Cade visi-
ted this branch as a deputation from our Society, and at-
tended a publc meeting on the 17th November, 1858. The
meeting was very well attended, and £4 was collected for
the Jubilee Fund, which has been handed over to the
Treasurer.

The branch sold 80 Bibles and 60 Testaments, which
realised £6 5s. No subscriptions were taken up for the
year ending January, 1854.

For the year ending January, 1855, there have issued
to this branch 66 Bibles, 120 Testaments—Total 186.

9. PicroN.—This important branch did not sell as
many copies of the Scriptures during the year ending Jan-
uary, 1854, as on former years—yet 101 copies were sold.
For the year ending January, 1855, only 65 Bibles, and
64 Testaments were issued to this branch. The loss of
several active members has very much retarded its opera-
tions.

10. TRENT VILLAGE—Was visited by the Rev. R. F.
Burns, who attended the public meeting held on the 12th
November, 1853. In consequence of the inclemency of the
weather the attendance was small. The operations of the
branch had been crippled by the serious and protracted ill-
ness of its Secretary. The issues during the year ending
January, 1854, were 36 copies of the Scn};]tures. The sub-
scriptions upwards of £3, one-fourth of which was granted
to our Auxiliary, the rest was applied to the purchage of
Seriptures for gratuitous distribution.
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11, WELLINGTON.—The sales of this branch were large,
For the year ending January, 1854—95 Bibles, 157 Testa-
ments—Total 252 copies sold; a small sum was collected
for the Jubilee Fund, but no other subscriptions were taken
up for the above year.

DEPOTS.

The Depots at Barriefield, under the care of Mr. Forbes;
at Milford, under the care of Messrs. J. & W. Cooke ; at
Portsmouth, under the care of Mrs. Moodie; at Storrington,
under the care of Miss King; at Williamsville, under the
care of Mr. Spankie; and at Clark’s Mills, under the care
of Mr. Clark, are still retained in connection with the

Society.
COLPORTAGE.

The importance of this agency for the circulation of the
Holy Scriptures has been deeply felt by the Committee,
and has prompted them to keep it in a state as efficient as
their means would permit. The establishment of branches,
however wisely am{, numerously located, will only secure a
local circulation, and with whatever vigor they may dis-
charge their mission. large portions of the most destitute
districts of the country wouEl be left unsupplied. The re-
ports of the several Colporteurs clearly evince the need of
such an agency. Whole families are found without a copy
of the Bible, and ignorance of its sacred contents exists to
a most lamentable extent. While some have regarded the
gelf-denying labors of those engaged in this work with
apathy, they have been welcomed by many; and a large
number who otherwise would have continued without the
word of life, are now in the possession of the book which
ig able to make them wise unto salvation.

Colporteur Campbell continued in the employment of
the Society up to the 1st May, 1853, when his engagement
ceased. gp to that Eeriod, from the date of last repors,

there were 1ssued to him—DBibles 192, Testaments 123—

Total 8315. When he left, several of these, as well as of
his old stock were, however, returned to the Depository.
A successor could not be obtained until the 20th Sep,
tember, when Colporteur Lewis Morton was engaged and
m& on his work. It was matter of deep regret .that
months should thus expire without any one to cirpy
on the work; but the dimoug

ty in obtaining a suitable in-
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dividual rendered it inevitable, From the time of M,

orton’s engagement to J anuary, 1854, he received from
the Depository Bibles 628, Testaments 635—Total copies
1263.

From this period Mr. Morton labored as a Colporteur
until the 29th August, and received from the Depository,
140 Bibles, and 285 Testaments—in all 875 copies, Xt
the close of his engagement in August last, he left the em.
ployment of the Society, and a new agent could not be ob-
tained until the 19th October, when Mr, Joseph Bowden
was engaged, who has since continued ; during the brief
Keriod in which he has been at work, he has had issued to

im 85 Bibles, 50 Testaments—in all 135 co ies,

We regret to have also to record that Coﬁ)porteur Hen-
ry, who has been sustained by the Ladies’ Association,
Was compelled by ill health to discontinue his labor about
the end of September; and that a suitable successor has
not yet been obtained, In consequence of these changes,
much time has been lost during the year, and a very great
decrease in the number of Scriptures sold is the necessar
consequence. May the God of all grace raise up men fully
qualified for this important sphere of labor, ,

We copy a few extracts from the journals of the Col-

porteurs, to give an idea of the work in which they are
engaged :

“Sept. 10th.—Travelled about five miles on a rough
new part of the country; visited 11 families; gave a Bible
to a poor family consisting of father, mother and eight chil-
dren; they seemed to be extremely poor. They had not
had the Word of God in their house for about five years,
except when they borrowed it; they had a borrowed one
in the house which the woman showed me; she seemed
very well informed.”

“Called at 12 houses; visited a poor woman who is
dying ; found her ignorant of the plan of salvation through
our Lord Jesus Christ alone ; she seemed to have some
idea that a Saviour was necessary, but still clung to hep
own good works for acceptance with God, I endeavored
to point out to her, her exceeding sinfulness by nature, and
exhorted her to repentance towards God and faith in
g:g,s Christ, as the only way of salvation; prayed with

" Visited 82 families ; sold a Bible and a Testament to
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a man about 40 years of age, who although in good world-
ly circumstances, had not had up to this date, a Bible of his
own in his house; I found him and his family as might
have been expected, ignorant of themselves and of God,
and consequently of those things which make for their pre-
sent and eternal peace. O! how have I been astonished
while visiting families, to find such destitution of the word
of life, and ignorance of spiritual things in the midst of
gospel days and gospel privileges.”

LADIES’ BIBLE ASSOCIATION

Still pursues its great and good work with perseverance
and success. Its mission is two-fold, the supply of the city
with the Scriptures by going from house to house, and the
support of a Colporteur to circulate the Scriptures in rural
districts. We cannot too highly prize this admirable and
efficient agency. From November 2nd, 1852, to Novem-
ber 7th, 1853, it issued

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PARENT SOCIETY.

“ *“We praise Thee, O! God, we acknowledge Thee to be
the Lord.' If ever the language of praise and acknowledg-
ment were appropriate on a review of the Society’s pro-
ceedings, the Committee feel that it is so this day, when
they have to report the transactions and results of a ear,
certainly the most remarkable in the history of the Insti-
stitution. Its income, from all sources, has swelled to an
unprecedented amount, and only in two instances have its
distributions within the year been larger. The friendly
manifestations called forth by its Jubilee have been of the
most gratifying description; whilst the extraordinary effort
made,in behalf of China, and other unlooked for circums-
stances, have combined to place the Society in a position
such as it has never before occupied; and to stamp upon
its fiftieth year a character of solemn magnitude, and of
deepest interest. Your Committee bow beneath a sense of

atitude and of overwhelming responsibility.” Suchis the
anguage employed by the Committée of the-Parent Socie
ty in commencing their last report.

The issues of the year have amounted to one million,
three hundred and sixty-seven thousand, five hundred and
twenty-eight copies—1,367,5628—being an increase over the

The total receipts, from the ordinary souces of income,
have amounted to £125,665 18s. 10d., being £16,505 8s.
2d. more than those of the preceding year; and £8225
9s. 7d. more than in any previous year; to which is to be
be added the sum of £66,507 7s.
