Thé French battleship Suffren displaced 12,750 tons. Her normal comple­
ment was 730 men. She was 410 feet long and 70 feet of beam and was laid 
down in 1699. She was armed with four 12-inch, ten 6.4-inch and eight 4. 
inch guns, twenty-two 3-pounders and four torpedo tubes.

Last year the Suffren took part in the bombardment of the Turkish forts at 
the Dardanelles. She entered the Straits to attack Turkish batteries and, ac­
cording to an official Turkish announcement, was damaged seriously and with,

York city with charges of corruption in 
the police department four years ago, 
substantiating her story with a recital 
c. how she, as the proprietor of one of 
the most notorious houses <n New York, 
wai forced to pay a monthly “tax” of 
$tO to the police for protection, died last 
Wednesday night, and with her death 
the fact was revealed that for four years 
Mary Goode had been Mrs. Mary Bell 
and had devoted her whole existence to 
redeeming unfortunate women.

The woman, according to the testi­
mony of all who knew her, gave her 
every penny, her every thought, and 
finally her life itself in an effort to help 
those who her experience had taught 
were most in need of assistance.

“I do not know what she may have 
done in the past,” said City Magistrate 
Henry Groehl “hut no matter how sin- 

,ful her life may have been, in recent 
years she has more than atoned. I have 
seen the good she accomplished in the 
night court and with women returned 
from Blackwell’s Island.”

Mrs. Goode, or Mrs. Bell, as her friends 
prefer that she be called, lay in a room 
ito her house wherç she died. Near by 
on a sofa was a pudgy white and brown 

! fox terrier, Peggy, the Only thing, it is 
said, that the dead woman cherished cut 
of her old life. Close beside the bier 
an old woman mourned. She was the 
housekeeper and the oily human intim­
ate of Mrs. Bell It was from this wo­
man, and gme or two other friends, her 
mriest of the Catholic Church of the 
SHoly Innocents, 
that the life of Mary Bell, formerly 
(Mary Goode, was learned.

After her accusations against the po­
lice, which resulted in several men go­
ing to prison, Mary Goode was, accord­
ing to her own story, hounded by the 
police. She went from place to place, 
and even a wholly respectable rooming 
house which she opened was raided. Af­
ter a bitter public attack on the whole 
system which had beaten her she disap­
peared, so far as the knowledge of the 
police was concerned.

Formerly she had lived in a city up­
state, what one, nobody knows. She 
'had been adopted and sent to school l y 
« kindly Catholic priest who had her 
educated in a business college in Al-j I 
bany, and then gave her $600 when she 
declared her lntenttion to go to New 
York. In the great city she had fallen 
under temptation, and after many vicis­
situdes had become the keeper of an il­
legal resort. It was the Rosenthal mur­
der and the subsequent Curran Alder- 
manic Investigation which brought out 
her story of graft in which she invoked 
the aid of Mrs. O. H. P.. Belmont. To 
Mayor Gaynor she made the proposal 
that a committee of disorderly house­
holders such as herself be put in charge 
tof the regulation of vice.

The Curran investigation and her 
clash with the police, made her bitter 
■gainst the force, and she hated it to 
the very moment of her death, but she 
apparently had begun then to think of 
others and to realise just what it was 
that women such as herself were lead­
ing other women Into. She decided to 
change her life and to try to do ten 
good deeds for every bad one of the 
past.

erican Navy are being opened this week 
at the Navy Department. The ships 
will be the largest and swiftest fighting 
craft ever planned, so far as American 
officials know.

They will have a maximum horsepow­
er of 180,000, which is expected to drive 
them faster than thirty-six knots, as 
against less than thirty knots for the 
fastest European battle cruiser now 
afloat When fully loaded they will dis­
place more than 82,000 tons, will be 860 
feet long, and each will carry ten 14- 
inch long range guns.

Congress authorized six of the ships to 
be built within three years, as a flying 
wing for the fleet. As they are an ab­
solutely new design, only a tentative es­
timate price being fixed at approximately 
$21,000,000 per ship. The limit of cost 
for hull and machinery is set at $16,- 
600,000 per ship, but the department is 
authorized to have them const|ucted on 
a cost-and-percentage-of-profit1 basis if 
straight bids are not satisfactory.

There are not more than five building 
slips in the country large enough to ac­
commodate vessels of this size.

Chicago, Dec. 6.—On an average ex­
penditure of 81 cents a day per person 
for food, Health Commissioner Robert­
son’s “diet squad” of 12 persons made 
a net gain in weight of 46 pounds. These 
are the outstanding results of the two 
week’s test, which ended tonight, and 
which was organized by Dr. Robertson 
for the purpose of: demonstrating the 
practicability of feeding healthfully a 
grown person engaged in normal acti­
vities on an average of 40 cents a day or 
less. In fact, during the second week of the 
test the average daily expenses per dieter 
was only 28% cents, and both Dr. Rob­
ertson and Misses Lillian A. Kemp and 
Anna C. Johnson, who had charge of the 
buying and preparation of' the food, de­
clared that had the test run into a third 
week they would have shown the possi­
bility of giving abundant and nourishing 
meals at an average expense of 25 cents 
a day.

As to the practical results of the test, 
in the way of conclusions, these were 
figured out by Miss Kemp, who is a di­
rector of the School or Arts and Domes­
tic Sciences, in whose rooms the tests 
were held, and Miss Anna C. Johnson, 
dietician of the Municipal Tuberculosis 
Sanitarium, in a set of “food shoppers’ 
maxims,” as follows :

It 
was work, industry, honesty, frugality 
and business acumen that did it, he told 
a friend not long ago, in recalling his 
early struggles for recognition.

Archbold did in the oil business what 
Schwab did in the steel industry. He 
mastered every detail of the business 
and was all the .time looking for a way 
to improve the business and increase the 
output. He not only worked in the oil 
fields, but he paid particular attention to 
the transportation question, for he rea­
lized that this feature of the business 
was a very important part of it.

It was not long before the Arm de­
cided to open a selling agency in New 
York for their product, and for this post 
Archbold was selected. He was a good 
salesman. He made friends, and he in­
creased them every day in the great me-. 
tropolis.

There was a rage in oil stocks, anà the 
stock gamblers played with them and 
the public in a manner that would make 
present dealings in favorite “war brides” 
look like a curb transaction in some 
well-liked 26-cent copper stock. Bui) 
Archbold never lost his head. He was 
cool and calm, and was planning for the 
future. At times crude oil sold as low ’ 
as 20 cents a barrel, owing to the new 
fields being discovered and opened up.

It May be Used in Almost Every 
Way as a Butter Substitute and 
is Much Cheaper

Started on $1.50 a Week Editor Times :—
Sir,—While many are, or will likely 

be, laboring under the necessity of sup­
plying a cheaper form of fat than butter 
or cream in their dietary, it is well to 
consider carefully the food Value of 
Oleomargarine and skim milk. Quoting 
from “Food and Dietetics,” by Mrs. A. 
P. Morton, M. A., professor of Home 
Economics in the University of Chicago 
(and director of the Chautauqua School 
of Domestic Science):

“Oleomargarine is made by clarifying 
the fat of beef and churning it in milk. 
It is a cheaper product than butter, and 
the temptation to put it upon the mar­
ket under the name of butter has con­
sequently been great. There is abso­
lutely no reason however, why sold 
der its own name, it should not be 
very general article of use. There seems 
nothing to show that it is materially less 
digestible than butter itself; it does not 
grow rancid with the ease that butter 
does, and it is made in a perfectly clean­
ly and wholesome way, certainly so far 
as the best quality of it is concerned, 
even if it is artificially colored, this is no 
worse than is true of butter.

“The difference of taste between it 
and butter is rather in the absence of 
the aroma that we find in the best but­
ter, than in any disagreeable flavor pres­
ent. Indeed, although each person thinks 
to the contrary in regard to himself, few 
people are able to distinguish it from 
butter by taste. It may be used in al­
most every way as a butter substotute. 
It is perfectly satisfactory to use in the 
making of sauces or upon vegetables or 
meat. It does not make so light a cake 
as butter, and is not as satisfactory for 
this purpose, except that in a plain cake 
it may be substituted for part of the 
butter., It cannot be used in candy mak­
ing as for some reason it fails to 
bine with the other materials and 
ates out upon cooling. Since it 
much cheaper than butter it wo Aid be 
well to use it as a substitute for part of 
the more expensive material.

“In regard to skim milk it deserves 
more general use than it has, since the 
proteid of the milk nearly all remains in 
this, and it is for the proteids that we 
especially value the milk.”

“When skim milk is sold at a low 
price, it is economy to use it freely in 
cooking, supplying the needed fat in a 
less expensive form than cream.

“Neither Oleomagarine nor skim-mQk 
when labelled and sold as such are 
adulterations of butter or of milk. Oleo­
margarine is a good substitute for those 
who cannot afford butter; and with the

John Dustin Archbold was born at 
■Leesburg, O., July 26, 1848.

On his mother’s side he came from a

On 
bis father’s side he came from a well- 
known strain of Virginians, and it 
often remarked that Archbold preserved 
the polite, soft speech and manners of 
natives of that state.

The son of a poor farmer, he spent lit­
tle time at school. His ambition to rise 
above his early station in life caused him 
to be willing to work hard- Before he 

jjjassed the age of 12 his father died, 
and ifc began to work in the village store 
at Salem, O, pursuing his studies at 
night after working hours. When oil 
was discovered in western Pennsylvania

* e joined the throng of adventurers, and 
t thè ago of sixteen he found employ­
ment in Jmfit office of an oil firm in the

Keystone State, arid ever since that day 
until his death he devoted his energy, 
talents and time to the development of 
the industry.

A NUTRITIOUS BREAD
:Returning to the subject of bread, here 

is a bread that is even more nutritious 
than the rye bread and quite as econo­
mical. It is the Indian bread. You re­
quire 1% cups Granam flour, 1 cup In­
dian meal, % tablespoon soda, 1 teaspoon 
salt, 1-2 cup molasses, 1 2-8 cups milk. 
The milk may be diluted with water if 
desired. Mix and sift dry ingredients, 
add molasses and milk, stir until well 
mixed, turn into a well greased mould, 
and steam 3Vi hours. The cover should 
be buttered before being placed on mould, 
and then tied down with string, other­
wise the bread in rising might force the 
cover off. Never fill the mtiuld 
than two-thirds full. One-pound baking 
powder boxes make the best shaped 
loaves, but five pound lard pails 
the purpose. •

For, steaming bread, place the mould 
bn a trivet in a kettle containing boiling 
water, allowing the water to come half 
way up around the mould, cover closely 
and steam, adding more boiling water as 
needed.

“Archbold $4 a BbL”
John D. Rockefeller tells in his “Ran­

dom; Reminiscences” of how he first met 
Mr. Archbold. In staying at a hotel 
Mr. Rockefeller was struck by the fact 
that on the hotel register was written 
in large characters this inscription:

JOHN D. ARCHBOLD $4 A BBL.
“Four dollars a barrel” was Mr. Arch­

bold’s battle cry, and though he "did not 
succeed in putting crude oil up to the 
figure named, he did succeed in at­
tracting the attention of Mr. Rockefeller 
in a way that led to business association 
with the Standard’s interests.

Mr. Archbold was the first man among 
his associates to whom Mr. Rockefeller 
pays tribute in his reminiscences.

from Lieut. Guy L, Short, of the 47th Battalion, which took part in one of the 
recent severe engagements, and kept up the reputation of the Canadians as 
staunch fighters.

His account of holding the trenches in the wet weather is very graphic and 
shows what hardships the soldiers who are fighting for us have to bear.

Extracts follow»
I have seen some great sights, but one I saw yesterday was really the most 

wonderful yet. My company was in the line, but I came out about midday to 
take over billets. I walked by communication trenches for over two miles and 
then went overland, being on top of the highest ridge in that part of the coun­
try. Looking back I saw spread out in front of me the whole panorama of 
trenches. Here and there around me the Huns’ shells were bursting, high ex­
plosives sending up great jets of blue smoke and a shower, of mud, or in the 

spreading leaden pellets along a communication trend». Away 
1 across the valley below our shells were tearing up Frits's lines and our shrap­
nel was, I hope, making Heine crouch down in a wet trench and pray for the 
war to end, I could see little parties of our men in twos and threes going back 
and forth behind our lines in plain view of Fritz all right, but too far away 
for rifle shot and too small, to waste shrapnel on. As, I looked, a barrage start­
ed. The crack and boom of our guns grew into a war In which the sound of 
an individual gun was indistinguishable and far over to the left a line of 
smoke appeared above the German lines. It was our deadly shrapnel barrage, 
battery after battery, firing at its highest rate, sending Fritz skulking into his 
dugouts and making his machine gunners leave their guns. Behind it, no doubt, 
our infantry was crawling nearer and nearer to his trenches ready to dash for­

. Washington, Dec. 7—Germany’s acceptance of responsibility for the sink­

ing, without warning, of the British liner Arabia, with the explanation that her 
submarine commander took the vessel for an auxiliary warship, has brought the 
Issue over submarine warfare to a more serious and clear-cut basis than any­
thing that has happened since the threat of the United States, last April, to 
break diplomatic relations after the torpedoing of the Channel finer Sussex.

Such information as the American government now has tends to show the 
Arabia to have been a passenger ship of the P. & O. line, passing through 
the Mediterranean on a regular voyage. Among the many passengers was an 
American citizen, who was rescued.

In official quarters the German explanation is regarded as weak and un­
satisfactory, no weight being attached to the statements that the Arabia was 
printed like the transport, and was following a route usually taken by trans­
ports, and that the submarine commander saw many Chinese, but no women 
and children aboard her. r

.president of the board of education in 
the coalition ministry, will be members 
of the cabinet and that one of them will 
sit in the war council. In addition it is 
also said three under-secretaryships will 
be allotted to the Labor party.

It is understood Lloyd George is aim­
ing at a cabinet of twelve members, five 
of them Unionists, five Liberals and two 
Labor representatives.- From this 
ber a small waf\ council is to be ap­
pointed.

Lloyd George’s difficulty at present is 
to obtain adequate Liberal representa­
tion, inasmuch as nearly all the Liberals 
in Mr. Asquith’s cabinet are declining 
to serve under him. However, it 
decided at a meeting of the Liberal war 
committee held under the chairmanship 
of Sir Frederick Capley and attended 
by thirty members, to support the new 
premier actively.

Returns obtained by the British Board 
of Trade indicate that at the end of 
1914 there were at work in the United 
Kingdom 975 registered co-operative so­
cieties engaged in agricultural distribu­
tion and production. Of these societies 
895, which were engaged wholly in agri­
cultural ' operations, had an .aggregate 
membership of 117,044, an increase of 
4,898 or 4.4 per cent, over that of the 
previous year. The total share, loan 
and reserve capital amounted to £1,156,- 
393, an increase of £123,996 or 12 per 
cent, on the amount in 1918. The ag­
gregate sales of these 895 societies 
amounted to £6,849,945, an increase of 
£779,685 or 12.8 per cent over those of 
1913. The number of persons employed 
was 3,413 and the amount paid in wages 
was £178,805, an increase over 1913 of 
118 and £16,132 respectively, 
of all the 975 distributive and produc­
tive societies and departments amounted 
in 1914 to £7,186,388.
