Sept. 16 — The 
Detroit Free Press this morning says 
that an effort of employes at the Ford 
Motor Company to improve upon 
methods of Henry Ford caused a de­
lay of two weeks in the production of 
the new model autorilobiles of the 
cotnpany.

The story says that Henry Ford pre­
viously insisted that all parts be work­
ed out in wood before being made into 
metal to insure perfect fitting.

According to the paper, several Ford 
employes, without consulting anyone, 
decided to work direct from the blue­
prints, and for this reason it was im­
possible to fit together machines ship­
ped to Ford assembly plants.

Officials of the company, it is stated, 
refuse to comment on an article in the 
Wall Street Journal, asserting that the 
two weeks delay had cost the company 
$5,000,000,000. It was decided that the 
error resulted from the activity of 
paid mechanics placed in the Ford 
company plants by a rival motor car

NEW YORK, Sept. 16-Police and 
hospital attendants are 
another lunatic who had escaped from 
the4 Overbrook .Asylum from which 
Harrison Noel, .accused murderer and 
kidnapper, escaped last July.

The fugitive was John Kuebler, 85 
years old. Police from Montclair and 
several townships adjoining Overbrook 
were called in. by the hospital authori­
ties after it was reported that the man 
had fled. y

Kuebler was extremely fleet of foot 
and had succeeded in outrunning 
gnards and attendants more than 
Kuebler was able to. elude the guards 
easily because of the so-called “King’s

X” law or ruling, which prohibits the 
searching for-j-guards from crossing certain limits in 

pursuit of a prisoner. When he first 
escaped, Kuebler ran out of bounds, 
and the guards had to give up the pur­
suit because of an official legal ruling 
which forbids their exercising their 
functions except in the fixed tone.

As if Kuebler knew of this loophole, 
he remained safe on- base for a time. 
Then he invaded the unsafe zone, but 
fled to free territory as soon as he was 
pursued.

When the police began to arrive, 
however, Kuebler quit, taking refuge

The battle of Courcelette was the 
sixth of the 16 major engagements 
participated in by the Canadian Corps 
during the European war, the pre­
vious being Ypres, Festubert and 
Givenchy in 1916, and St Bloi and 
the Yypes Salient in 1816. Courcelette 
was a phase ef the Battle of the 
Somme, which last from July, 1918, un­
til October of tbs same year.

TROOPS’ SUCCESS.
The Canadians arrived on the Somme 

in the letter end of August, and their 
Initial venture was to complete the 
capture of Foderes Ridge, begun by 
the Australians and finished by the 
Canadians on September 9, 1816. This 
paved the way for the Battle of Cour- 
celette, which was launched on the 
morning of September 16. To the 2nd 
Canadian division went the credit for 
thdr magnificent fighting in this en­
gagement. The towns of Courcelette 
and Martlnpuich were captured and a 
deep advance made into the German 
defences. It was in this battle that 
tanks were employed for the first time 
in warfare.

GAVE prominence yesterday to some opinions on amateur sport 
as expressed by W. E. Findlay, Montreal, in his presidential 

address at Toronto last week wherein he deplored supplying needless 
eqûipment to amateur athletes and the frequency with which amateur 
officials ignored the amateur spirit if not the letter of the law. The 
Montreal man talked considerably in generalities and it is a bit difficult 
to follow his line of reasoning. In one breath he lamented the lack of 
the real amateur spirit and in the next inhalation, he pleaded for a 
lessening of the drastic punishment laws of the amateur body.

* * * * *
If Mr. Findlay means to say that it is not right to supply an 

athlete with a baseball shirt or a pair <>f shoes or not to present him 
with some token of appreciation of his work during the season, his 
suggestions will find little sympathy among the rank and file, of amateur 
officials. The vast majority of the boys who take part in amateur sport 
are not the sons of millionaires or others with a bankroll even half as 
big as that and if the public wants clean, amateur sport it certainly 
does not expect to get it for nothing. And if the public foots the bills 
is it not right that those bills should be for the legitimate expenses of 
the sport. If the money does not go in this direction, where will it go? 
It may be argued that in the good old days it was not thus. But con­
ditions in the world of sport now and then have changed considerably 
in the matter of equipment alone. This business of promoting modern 
sport is anything but an easy financial affair. Ask any organization in 
the city if we are not correct in this view and it might surprise you to 
hear of heavy losses sustained.

*****
YWO YEARS AGO at the annual meeting of the C. A. A. U.

resolution was passed fixing the value of any article presented to 
an amateur athlete at note exceeding $100. This year, we are informed, 
a resolution was introduced aimed to cut that figure down to $35 and 
among its strongest proponents was Mr. Findlay. .It was quickly thrown 
out. And why? We cannot read the minds of those who opposed it ' 
but at least they mi^t have been animated by a broad spirit of tolerance 
And appreciation for these young men, who spend müch/of their spare 
time in providing clean amusement. And the best part of it is that 

time is given freely and whole-heartedly simply because they like 
to do it. And if that is not the real amateur spirit^ what is? They don’t 
go into so much for the trophies or prizes but they do go because they 
like the game and the spirit of competition and they expect to be treated 
fairly.
