Five Thousand Denver and 
Rio Grande Southern Rail­
way Shopmen to Go Out 
Today.

(Canadian Press.)
Ottawa, June 16.—A proposal that 

the assembly of the League of Nations 
should he invited to hold its next meet­
ing In Canada was made in the House 
of Commons last night by Hon. A. K. 
MacLean, Liberal, of Halifax.

The proposal was made during dis­
cussion of a supplementary appropria­
tion of $45,140 for last year for Can­
ada’s share in the expenses of the sèc- 
retariat of the league. Two other 
Items for the current year, $183,000 
for Canada’s share In the cost of the 
secretariat and $15,000 for the expenses 
of Canada’s delegation to the assem­
bly, were also voted.

The supplementary vote was the sub­
ject of a protest by Sir Henry Dray- 
toà over the size of Canada’s contri­
bution.

The' Premier explained that last 
year a reduction was made in antici­
pation of a re-allocation of Canada’s 
assessment. A communication had been 
received from the secretariat of the 
league, however, that the French Gov­
ernment did not intend to ask the 
chamber for ratification of the new 
basis. Accordingly the original assess­
ment had to be returned to.

Mr. Doyle, who announced the call­
ing of the strike, said that theTarder 
was based on the attorney-generW’s 
declaration of bad faith on the part of 
the railroad company.

He broke away from two offi­
cers who were leading him into the 
Court room and clasped the gray-haired 
woman ip his arms.

“The record since 1900 reflects an 
attitude of lawlessness and indlffer- 
to human life without a parallel in his­
tory; nor is the true state of facts 
clearly revealed by the recorded mur­
der death rate, in view of the prac­
tical certainty that to an Increasing 
extent clever mehods of crime are "re­
sorted to, and successfully, 
true facts of murder, while 
reported as accidents or filicides.

“The outstanding facts of America’s 
murder record are: First, the excessive 
proportion of criminals who go entirely 
unpunished or who fall to receive pun­
ishment proportionate to the serious­
ness of their offenses; second, the large 
majortly of murders committed by 
shooting as the result of the ease with 
which revolvers and ammunition can 
be s«ured even where the law pro­
hibits their sale.”

Taking the country sectionally, the 
report showed that the South had a 
higher homicide rate ttjan New Eng­
land. Regarding New York, The Spec­
tator said:

“On account of a few exceptionally 
outstanding cases, the New York City 
murder rate Is always more or less In 
the limelight, though the New York 
rate, 6.8, is much below the national 
average.”

Commenting on the number of out­
standing murders in which the slayers 
have not been puMshed, the report con­
cluded :

“Murder has become a safe trade and 
the Government and public view the 
most appalling situation on record with 
Indifference, if not with a lack of ser­
ious concern.”

Shipping Act.

A bill amending the Canada Stop­
ping Act in several particulars passed 
committee stage. One clause, presum­
ably referring to sales of ship by the 
V. S. shipping board with- a “string” 
attached, provides that no registrar 
shall register any ship purchased from 
a foreign subject or corporation where 
the bill of sale imputes “any measure 
of continued control by the govern­
ment of a foreign country.” Another 
clause provides that the Minister of 
Marine may pay out of moneys applic­
able to the relief of distressed seamen 
such sums as are deemed necessary for 
Ahe relief of ship wrecked or destitute 
stamen not entitled to relief under the 
merchant shipping acts.

Referring to the latter. clause, Hon. 
Ernest Lapointe, Minister of Marine, 
said the object was to ensure that mon­
ey granted would be used only for 
helping Canadian seamen from Cana­
dian ships in ports outside Canada.

Dr. Murray MacLaren, St. John 
City, urged the case of seamen in dis­
tress in Canadian ports.

Mr. Lapointe: "They will be cared 
for.”

Answering a question by Dr. Mac­
Laren the minister said that in most 
cases, the Department of Marine tried 
to make owners of vessels pay. How­
ever, the department had paid in many 
such cases, and was ready to consider 
claims submitted to it.

Four important resolutions were in­
troduced in the House this afternoon 
on which the Government will base 
legislation. One deals with the legisla­
tion necessary to carry the recom­
mendations of the royal commission 
which inquired into the charges of a 
grain rate-fixing combine on the Great 
I,akes. Another, by Hpn. Ernest La­
pointe, provides for legislation to take 
the place of the Halibut Treaty be­
tween Canada and the United States, 
which failed of ratification because of 
modifications made by the United 
hlates Senate. A third, by Hon. George 
P. Graham, moved by Hon. E. M. Mac­
Donald, In the absence of the Minlste> 
of Railways and Canals, provides for 
the construction of 1,002 miles of 
branch lines in western Canada -at a 
total estimated cost of $28,507,400. A 
fourth, by Hon. W. R. Motherwell, 
Would permit the manufacture and sale

of renovated butter in Canada. All 
of these will be discussed next week.

The first, moved by Hon. James A. 
Robb, Minister of Trade and Com­
merce, carries Into effect three of the 
royal commission’s recommendations. A 
fourth for the empowering of the gtrr- 
ernor-in-council to suspend the coast­
ing laws wjien deemed necessary, has 
already been introduced in sepatate re­
solutions. The minister proposes to 
have the rates fixed and enforced by 
the Board of Grain Commissioners in­
stead of by the Dominion Railway 
Board, as had been rumored. He also 
makes provision against vessel brokers 
writing out-turn insurance.

A fourth recommendation regarding 
the posting In the Winnipeg Grain Ex­
change of space chartered is also acted 
upon. This resolution will probably re­
ceive the hearty endorsation of the 
western ' members, especially those 
directly interested In the grain trade.

went so far as to write English with 
a dearness and pungency which haVe 
been admired by competent judges.

“But for the most part English was 
kept alive and propagated as the 
hereditary language of this country by 
vocal use. In that I include not only 
preaching, public speaking, school 
teaching and play acting, but also con­
versation—plain, itelligent and enter­
taining. This seems to be declining in 
the fierce speed and abominable racket 
of modem life. It is hard to find good 
conversation in America, and perhaps 
not as easy to find it in England as it 
was in the time of Johnson and Gold­
smith.

“The real word is not a thing spelled 
but a thing spoken. The meters are 
only a symbol (in English sometimes 
an obscure symbol), of the sound. 
Poetry loses half its power unless It is 
recited, or read aloud. The best-writ­

“One of the chief dangers to our riqh 
and viviQ language today is the sloven­
ly way in which it is spoken, not only 
in the streets, but also in the pulpit, on 
the stage and even In the classroom.

But lazy, 
unintelligible, syncopated speech is like 
a dirty face. America may be the chief 
offender in this, but, if my memory 
does not fail me, I have this year heard 
some folks talk in Lunnon who were 
hard to understand and whose voices 
were perceptibly nasal—quite as much 
so as the voices of Noo Yawk.

“The proposal to make a new Ameri­
can language to fit our enormous coun­
try may be regarded cither as a speci­
men of American humor or as a serious 
enormity.'The natural style of the per­
sons who gravely make the proposal 
gives rise to frightful dreams of the 
kind of new language which they would 
probably make if they were let loose on 
the job.

“Of reading, I hold Charles Lamb’s 
opinion, though I cannot express it as 
well as he did. It seems to me that 
Hooks are not only a main" source of 
Human knowledge, but also, next to 
angling and listening to music, one of 
the most unfailing sources of human 
pleasure. I cannot follow the famous 
American inventor who recently pre­
dicted that the education of the future 
will be chiefly conducted through mo­
tion pictures, not through books. That 
methqd would surely weaken the in­
ward sight and spread the new insan­
ity of the movie mind."

Dr. Fred Newton Scott, head of the 
Department of Rhetoric in the College 
of Literature, Science and the Arts of 
the University of Michigan, denounced 
H. L. Mencken’s American language 
theory.

“That Mr. Mencken has failed to per­
ceive the gulf between the sterile vul- 1 
garity of his performance and the mas- j 
slve dignity of the original is for Am­
ericans not a matter for ridicule but for 
the horse hair shirt and the lash—for 
tears of shame and self-abasement” he 
said.

Dr. Marty of Toronto, the only wo­
man who is a school inspector in On­
tario, holds very progressive views on 
education. She told the Federated 
Women’s Institutes In Fredericton 
on Thursday that hi|h school 
should Include commercial and indus­
trial courses, thus combining the cul­
tural with the vocational. If her words 
have the effect of onnsing the Women’s 
Institutes of New Brunswick to Join 

vigorously in the agitation for 
vocational trailing in this province 
she will have accomplished a most de­
sirable result. Ontario knows by ex­
perience the value of such training in 
the schools, and vocational or com­
posite high schools, the letter combin­
ing both the classical and vocational 
courses, a/e established or being estab­
lished to, aU centres.

By Coroner’s Jurynever

Recommendations re Traffic 
Law Enforcement Made at 
Inquest Into Death of A. L. 
Law.

Complete exoneration of the motor- 
man and the bringing in of traffic 
recommendations marked the coroner’s 
inquest into the death of Alexander L. 
Law, killed recently by a street car 
near the Customs House. The inquest 
was conducted by Coroner Dr. A. F. 
Emery. G. H. V. Belyea, K. C., ap­
peared for Mr. Law’s family, and T. 
Louis McGloan represented the N. B. 
Power Company. Evidence was given 
by James H. Hamilton, James H.’ Mc- 
Partland, Frank G. Robb, John E. Fitz­
gerald, Carl Conrad, Dr. Elizabeth 
Thurrott, Russell Killen, 
son, Policeman Laird, Ch 
Sergeant Detective Power, Detective 
Biddiscombe and R. D. McArthur 
Law. The jury was out forty-five 
minutes.

The finding was as follows:
“We, the jury empanelled to Inquire 

into the death of Alexander L. Law, 
find that he came to his death in the 
city of St. John on Tuesday, June 12, 
1923, by being accidentally struck by 
street railway car No. 67, driven by 
Carl Conrad and, under all the circum­
stances, we exonerate the driver from 
all yame considering the equipment at 
his command.

“We beg to draw the attention of the 
Commissioner of Public Safety to the 
many accidents in our streets in whicli 
motor driven vehicles are concerned 
and we recommend: (1) That the city 
by-laws be strictly enforced and that 
special attention be given to the speed 
limit of such vehicles, especially at the 
street crossings and in passing and re­
passing of All motor driven vehicles in 
the streets; (2) That where the by­
laws are wilfully violated the full pen­
alty should be Imposed; (8) That the 
public should be instructed to cross the 
streets only at the proper crossings and 
of the danger of doing otherwise.

“In a previous communication tq you 
the discovery of stamped bricks of 
Sumsullnuna seventh King of the first 
Babylonian dynasty, 2080-2048 B. C., 
was mentioned, and Mr. Mackay, the 
Field director, established the identity 
of Kish in the lofty ruins of Oheimer 
early in| March of this year. He then 
located the temple of the War god 
Ilbaba on the northeast side of the 
stage tower and found brick stamps 
of this king with the following inscrip­
tion in Sumerian :

“ ‘Samsullnuna King of Sumer and 
Accad, built and raised on high the' 
temp.e Meteursag, the temple of the 
god Ilbaba, in Kish, which his ancestor 
Sumulailu had built.’

“A pavement of the Aramaecan usur­
per Adadapalidinnam was located in 
April and several stamped bricks which 
commemorate his reconstruction of 
this temple were recovered, 
these was found by the British explor­
er Ker Porter a century ago and 
brought to the British Museum. Until 
Mackay began excavations at Oheimer 
this formed the slender evidence for 
the location of the famous and most 
ancient capital of Babylonia. Adadapali­
dinnam belongs to the fourth dynasty, 
Circa, 1096-1074 B. C.

Thèse preliminary discoveries proved 
that the excavators must be approach­
ing more ancient strata which belong­
ed to the earliest history of Babylonia,

Mackay found walls of plano-convex 
bricks, a sure indication of the oldest 
Sumerian period.

“Masons of the earliest period, down 
to about 2900 B. C., invariably laid 
their walls with so-called plano-convex 
bricks. These are of much smaller 
size than the standard square bricks 
of the later periods, and are not made 
in molds, but fashioned by hand on 
a flat surface, the top being left con­
vex, and they consequently have the 
appearance of a small loaf of bread. 
Each bears two fingef or thumb marks 
of the mason.

“Near these older walls incised pot­
tery, filled In with white designs, be­
gan to appear. This method of deco­
rating pottery by incrustration seems 
to have been a Sumerian invention, and 
provided a substitute for painted de­
signs.

Washington, June 16.—What to do 

with the more than 6,500 Federal pris­
oners in Atlanta, Leavenworth and Mc­
Neill, Islahd (Wash.), was the prob­
lem before a joint committee of Con­
gress. Hundreds of these prisoners, 
all men—the women Federal prisoners 
âre in State prisohs—are idle because 
thebe is no work for them to do, and 
work must be provided, the prison au­
thorities Say, if the Government is to 
do its duty to these unfortunates.

The trend of official Opinion as id 
the best solution of the problem appears 
to be employment of the prisoners to 
manufacture articles the Government 
must annually purchase in large quan­
tities, such as shoes for the army and 
navy, fürfiiturê for the Government 
departments and bureaus, and perhaps 
blankets fend sheets for the numerous 
hospital* #6w under Government con­
trol arid Opferatiori. It is argued that 
such employment wdtild riot cdmpfetè 
tb any considerable extent with private 
industry. It is believed, however, that 
union labor will protest if this is done, 
and that is the one big obstacle to be 
overcome.

The committee named by the vice- 
president and the speaker of the House 
to stiidy the problem arid report a solu­
tion at the next session of Congress 
consists of Senators Dillingham, chair­
man; Overman and Shortridge, and 
Representatives Moritàgue of Virginia 
and Graham of Illinois.

Hèbhr H. Votàw, sùperintèndéfit of 
federal prisons, a brôther-iri-lâw of 
President Harding, was the principal 
witness at a hearing before the com­
mittee today. The latest figures, Mr. 
Votaw said, show there are 5,55<5 
in the three federal penitentiaries, of 
whom 2,632 are in Atlanta, 2,519 àt 
Leavenworth, and 502 at McNeill Is­
land.
Says They Should Have Work.

Superintendent Votaw contends that 
the GOverriirieril owes it to these irien 
to provide WPrk for them arid thereby 
make it possible for hundreds to léarn 
valuable trades, which on their iitieVa- 
tion will make it possible fdr them to 
fadkfe horiést headway in civil life. Mr. 
VotâW called thé attèritldri of thé com­
mittee to the work Being dorife in the 
CottOri cahvas fill which is operated 
ill conjunction with the prison at At-

The Atlanta factory, he said, is man­
ufacturing most of the canvas used by 
the post office department in the mak­
ing of mail bags, while the navy de­
partment also is consuming a large part 
of the output. As a result, the Govern­
ment is obtaining its canvas supplies at 
a price between 25 and 30 per cent, 
lfes than the price in the open market. 
The bien employed lh the factory re­
ceive a small wage, which averages 
about $2.75 a week, 25 per cent, of 
Which they are permitted to Spend, the 
rest beirig devoted to the assistance 
of their dependents. There art between 
600 arid 700 prisoners at Work ifi the 
factory.

"In the Atlanta mill,” said Mr. Vo- 
tâw ' "the inert are not Only willing but 
arixidtis to «6 employed.

As far as pos­
sible we employ prisoners who have 
families dnd Whdse dependents are Irt 
need of help. A few civilidhs ate em­
ployed as loom fixers. And I will say 
that inanV prisoners Who have Wdtktid 
in the mill hâve secured good positions 
in textile mills on their release, 'arid 

eports show that they are doing 
good work. We also provide a large 
farm nçar Atlanta which provides em­
ployment for between 150 and 200 
ntn>

Referring to the situation at Leaven- 
wdrth, Mr. Votaw said that prison was 
admirably stilted fot thfe manufacturing 
of Shoes, being irt the centre of the 
taWhlde industry. He pointed out that 
ihfe arirly ànd nâvÿ usé âhniiâlly 600,000 
pair* of Shoes fbr the ëhlIStfed forces, 
nhd suggests that thé Leavenworth 
tirisdhiü's ihÎRht be tisèd to Stipplÿ thèse 
shoes at a large Sâvlng to the Govern­
ment.

army and navy would be a very Small 
part of that total and Would not be an 
interference to ahy appreciable extent 
with private industry. Of course, we 
do not even suggest that the Govern­
ment shall sell ahy of the Shoes to| 
persons outside the service namfed, in 
other words, all that we suggest Is 
that these men be employed to manu­
facture articles for state use only.

“There are entirely too many idle 
men in our Federal prisons. In these 
institutions there are now 3 000 men 
for whom employment should be pro­
vided. A large proportion of these 
men are in prison because they did not 
Wàht to work for a living, and_ for that 
very rtasOn it Is our duty to teach 
them indttetry and thrift. A man who 
stays in prison fob five years with no­
thing to do comes but very little better 
than he wàs when he Went in. Idleness 
in these prisohs is bad business, nd 
matter frdto What point ydti view the 
problem.”

Mr. Votaw said lie Would submit to 
the committee a complete discussion 
of the problem in which ail of the plans 
suggested to relieve the situation will 
be set fdtth in detail.

The committee adjourned pending 
thè submission of that report, subject 
to the call of the chairman.
