(No cities and towns are included in
these valuations, but there are some dis-
tficts employing more than one teacher).

No survey was made of districts hav-
ing valiations of more ithan $100,000 as
the minimum salaries now paid in those
districts are as high or higher than the
minimum recommended by your com-
ntittee.

There are districts paying as high as
$7 on the $100 school taxes and those
paying 15 cents -on the $100. The high-
est and lowest rates are often found in
the same parish. There are school dis-
tricts in the province with a valuation
of $1,000 and a number of districts hav-
ing a valuation of less than $5,000.

Assessment values vary greatly in the
different parishes and counties. Some
| districts, chiefly in cities, are assessed
at'full value, other districts varying from
two-thirds to one-quarter. :

Some poor districts employ teachers
of the higher classes and maintain ex-
cellent schools, while some wealthy dis-
tricts employ cheap teachers and main-
tain poor schools.

Under these conditions it is well nigh
impossible to standardize teachers’ sal-
aries aceording to district valuations.

Such inequalities as have been pointed
out in rate of taxation and modes of as-
sessment do nof provide equal oppor-
tunities for pupils nor equal burdens for
ratepayers.

The proposed increase in the county
fund tax, while it may not meet all
cases of hardship, will go a long way
te enable the richer to help the poorer
districts. | Property accumulates in the
cities, towns and villages, at the ex-
pense very often of the country dis-
tricts, some of which have become de-
serted and others have extreme difficulty
to provide school privileges. Many peo-
ple leave their farms in order to obtain
the better educational facilities to be
secured in the graded schools of the
towns. An increase in the county fund
is a fair and just method of equalizing
the burdens of taxation, by distributing
them over a wider area.

At present (Sec. 4, Sch. Man.) the
county ‘assessment for schools is a sum
equal to 30 cents per head of population
‘according to the last census, imposed
upon the property of each county. After
deducting $150 per head for the educa-
‘tion of the deaf and blind pupils in each,
' the balance is distributed twice each
iyenr on requisition made by the chief
superintendent of education upon the
Icounty secretaries. Thirty dollars is
paid each district employing a teacher,
and the balance distributed among dis-
tricts maintaining schools according to

Section 7 provides for a four-fifths |

vote of council on the question of carry-
ing’ out any paving work, irrespective of
a petition from property owners.' Within
fifteen days after the passing of such re-
solution hotice of the resolution will ‘be
given by three insertions in lécal news-
papers, :
! _ This section also provides for a peti-
‘tion of not less than sixty per cent of
| the owners representing at least one-half
| the frontage for a hearing by the coun-
.cil in case of dissatisfaction with the
character or necessity of the work.

Another sub-section provides in case
disagreement between the city and prop-
jerty owners that the case ‘will be sub-
j mitted to the N. B. Public Utilities Com-
mission -and their decision shall be final
and binding as to the character and
necessity of the work, but not to other
conditions.

Sub-section 7 provides that in case of

an adverse decision by the utilities board
the council shall not initiate work on
that street for at least two years.
{ Section 8 provides that the amount
payable by the street railway shall be
deducted from the total cost of the pav-
ing and the remainder divided between
the abuttors and the city.

Section 9 provides for annual payment
of interest and sinking fund during the
life of the bond.

Section 16 provides that the lessee shall
be entitled to have his special assess-
ments added to his improvement cost in
case his lease is for less than ten years,
and the lessor elects not to renew.

A suggested compromise clause, not
recommended by the comimttee, pro-
vides that where it is decided to pave any
street, if not more than twenty per cent
of the lineal frontage is occupied fop
business purposes, and in consequence of
such street being called on to sustain
heavy through traffic it is necessary to
pave said street with a pavement more

D. A. Cameron Can See
Bright Side of Exchange
Situation

Dollar Is Barometer — Pres-
ent Value Reflects Adverse
Trade Balance of Many
Millions.

(Toronto Globe.)

Canada’s position in international ex-
change is embarrassing, but it has its
bright spots, according’to D. A. Cam-
eron, manager of the Canadian Bank of
Commerce, Toronto branch, in an address
before the members of the Toronto

Board of Trade yesterday afternoon on
the subject of exchange. While freely
admitting the drawbacks of the discount
of Canadian money in the United States,
Mr. Cameron showed that the Canadian

dollar is at a premium in all the coun-|

tries of Furope, with the exception of
Holland, Switzerland and Spain. =

Delving into the causes of the discount
in the United States, Mr. Cameron
threw new light on Canada’s interna-
tional position by saying that, while
this country last year exported more than
$800,000,000 in excess of imports, there
was -an offset against this which more
than wiped, it out. This was comprised
of interest charges on Canadian securi-
ties held in Europe, amounting to $125,-
000,000, and similar charges on securities
held in the United States, of $65,000,000,
or $190,000,000 in all, to which should
be added payment for shipping charges
and insurance premiums last year total-
ling ‘$60,000,000, with another $60,000,000
f? credits supplied to European cour-
t#es buying’ Canadian goods, or $310,-
0,000 in all. That put the balance on
the wrong side of the Canadian ledger
by $10,000,000. Mr. Cameron added to
this a further sum paid for securities
bovght back by Canada from Europe,
which he estimated at from $25,000,000
to $50,000,000.

Luxuries Add to Burden.

“Therefore, our real position for the
vear in foreign trade was an adverse
balance of between $80,000,000 and $50,-
000,000,” said . Mr.. Cameron, .*and this
accounts for the present discount of the
Canadian dollar in the United States,
The excess of imports over exports
brings this about, and it is as accurate
as a thermometer is in indicating a tem-
perature.”

Discussing the recently-imposed re-
strictions on the import of securities into
Canada, Mr. Cameron .said it would gen-
erally be regarded as a matter of wisdom
to'Pay off debts of this kind. In some
cases corporations whose bonds had been
sent back to this side had been able to
buy them in and save three or four years’
intepest; by wdason ‘bf;the -conditions of
e xchange. i it
b From a national standpoint, however,
th* proceeds presented a different as-
pect and resulted in a heavier burden on
the country than the government thought
could be borne. At the same time the
continuation of the import of luxuries
was a further aggravation of the ex-
change situation. Restrictions on the
shipment of gold at the present time
prevented the course of action adopted
before the war to remedy exchange. At
that time a shipment from one country
to another quickly brought currency back
to par.

May Bring Customers.

At present the United States is top-
dog in the world by reason of the stand-
ing of i¢s dollar, which is at a premium
in all but a few countries. Uruguay is
an exception, and that is a country which
generally exports more than it imports.
Canada, however, may yet reap advan-
tages from the very fact that its money
is at a discount in the United States, for
a Furopean country desiring to buy
wheat would find its money worth more
in Canada than in the United States by
reason of the discount on Canadian
money in the United States; therefore,
assuming that Canada had the wheat,
shch a country should give preference to
i\kcountry where its money was rated
higher, which would be Canada.

On the future, Mr. Cameron, analyzing
Britain’s position, said he believed that,
with the possible exception of Belgium,
the old land was coming back faster than
anw other country in Europe. “The
value of the pound will, therefore, prob-
ably continue to advance from time to
time, as it has done lately, until Great
Britain can resume gold shipments. This
may be in a much shorter time than it
took the United States to resume specie
payments after the civil war.”

“Live and help live; produce, export
and economize,” was Mr. Cameron’s
closing injunction.

Charles Marriott, president of the
Board of Trade, was in the chair.

government a resolution strongly urging
the completion of the breakwater and
the construction of better facilities for
handling traffic at this port. While it is
necessary to keep down expenditures,
and the estimates tabled yesterday do
show a decrease of nearly $864,000,000
as compared with the current year's fig-
ures, it is not less mecessary to provide
means of transportation for Canada’s
ocean-borne traffic; and that cannot be
satisfactorily done so far as winter trade
;s concerned, without a large expenditurg
at this port. It will be necessary for the
city council and commercial organizations
to keep themselves fully informed in re-
gard to plang and proposals at Ottawa,
and doubtless it will be advisable ere
long to send a strong delegation to the
capital. Much larger appropriations
then are indicated in the estimates will
be necessary to meet in an adequate man-
ner the situation that has developed in
relation to national traffic through the
port of St. John.

$13,000,000 FOR ROADS.

Hon. H. H. Wickwire, in announcing
the $18,000,000 highway programme of
the Nova Scotia government, last week,
expressed the view that in five years
Nova Scotia would make greater progress
in road improvement than any other por-
tion of the continept. The plan covers
five years, which is the period for which
federal aid will be granted, and the gov-
ernment decided to co-relate the provin-
cial and federal cxpenditure.‘ The Hali-

* fax Chronicle report of Mr. Wickwire’s
speech in the legislature says:—

“The province, he said, in compliance
with the federal act, had been divided
into ten residences with a resident en-
‘gineer in each. Mr. Wickwire said that
the roads had been divided into two
categories—trunk roads or inter-county
roads, which had a mileage of 4,000 miles,
and secondary roads with a mileage of
11,268 miles. The classification was
elastic, dependent upon traffic. He ex-
plained the expenditure that would be
necessary to complete the programme as
follows:—

“Expenditure necessary to secure
Federal aid for five years, which will
provide for the reconstruction of 180
miles per year or 900 miles over the five
year period—One year, 2450,000; five
vears, $2,250,000.

Amount necessary to construct sixty
miles each year of Class I roads to Fed-
eral standard, at $4000 per mile, or 800
miles in five years—One year, $240,000;
five- years, $1,200,000.

“Amount necessary to re-construct 560
iniles each year of Class I roads, at $1,-
500 per mile, or 2,800 miles in five years—
One year, $840,000; five years, $4,200,000.

“ Amount necessary to reconstruct 1,000
miles each year of Class 1I roads at $500
per mile, or 5,000 miles in five years—
One year, $500,000; five years, '$2,500,000.

“Amount necessary to provide ma-
chinery for construction purposes as

_ needed, the plant to be let on hire to
contractors if necessary—One year, $500,~
000; five years, $500,000.

“Amount necessary to be borrowed
each year for five years to provide ma-
chinery for maintenance and patrol pur-
poses—One year, 875,000; five years,
38765,000. i

“Totals—One
vears, $11,025,000.

“In addition to this, $100 per mile per
vear would be necessary to maintain
Class I roads and $50 per mile per year
for Class 1I roads. Heretofore the ex-
penditure had been under $30 per mile.”

This is a very ambitious programme.
Noya Scotia in 1917 adopted a highways
act which has yielded excellent results.
1t provided for a highway board, which
has done much valuable work. The board
is divided into two departments, one to
control road construction and mainten-
ance, and the other to supervise bridges,
which represent an investment of four
million dollars. New Brunswick, lying
between Nova Scotia and Quebec, each
with a very progressive good roads pol-
icy, cannot do less than continue the for-
ward policy inaugurated by the Foster
government.

THE WHEAT BOARD AGAIN

Yesterday’s despatches told = of the
joint action being taken by the agricul-
tural departments of Ontario, Quebec
and New Brunswick to get such action
by the Wheat Board as will overcome
the shortage of mill feed, which is
so keenly feltsby farmers and dairy-
men. The Toronto Telegram throws con-
siderable light on the situation. It says:

“Every thing lies in the hands of the
Wheat Board. They are shipping huge
quantities of raw wheat abroad and local
rulls are getting none at all or perhaps

a quarter of their requirements. Cana-
dian mills are handicapped on the one
hand because they must buy their wheat

through the board, and on the other be- '

cause they cannot export a pound of flour
except through the board—and the latter
has placed no export order since Novem-
ber last. The reflex is felt, not only by
farmers but indirectly by city dwellers
as it hds a distinct bearing on the price
of milk and butter. Mill-feed—the re-
sidue of flour milling—is virtually un-
obtainable at any price and milk pro-
duction is consequently dwindling, and
the city dwellers are consequently hit.
One farmer living within easy reach of
Toronto tried to buy mill-feed for his
cattle yesterday. The mill had none to
sell him as the little they had on hand
has to be shipped out in mixed carloads
of flour to sell the flour.”

Both millers and farmers are sald to
be dissatisfied. The Telegram tells of
one mill laying off three hundred men,
and of another that keeps its wheels mov-
ing only one or two days per week to
hold its crews together. The owners of
dairy cattle who need mill-feed and can-
not get it in quantity, are the most
anxious, but the consumers of milk and
butter will also be affected if the feed
shortage reduces the supply between
now and grazing time. The combined
pressure from the provinces may force
the. Wheat Board to alter its policy, and
certainly should have that effect.

AS IT IS IN MONTREAL.

We sometimes hear Quebec referred to
as a backward province, but note the
following extract from the Montreal Her-
ald of Saturday last:

“All children under sixteen years of
age who are working must present them-
selves at No, 2 St. James gstreet, to
register and conform to the regulations
regarding juvenile labor on Monday,
March ”next- Each must present a
certificate. of age. Full powers are ex-
tended to the officials of the department
of labor for the enforcement of this
law, which in addition to all industrial
establishments, will affect newsboys,
messenger boys, theatre, hotel and res-
taurant employes coming under the law.
All such employes, in fact every work-
ing boy or girl under the age of sixteen,
must be possessed of an education certifi-
cate before they can lawfully follow their
various pursuits. These certificates will
be presented to the applicants showing
qualification, at the new offices at 2 St.
James street. Provision is made for
children who work but attend night
schools. No . child under sixteen years
of age can work after 8 p, m.”

Later reports from the South African
elections are more reassuring. It now
appears that Hertzog’s claim as to the
extent of Nationalism was not only not
well founded, but is declared by the
London Daily Telegraph to be ridiculous.

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Dominion Happenings of Other Days

BLOWING UP THE “TONQUIN.”

In March, 1811, the “Tonquin” en-
tered the Columbia river after a voyage
from New York beginning the previous
fall. An officer serving on the vessel
under Captain Thorn was Alexander
Mackay, who in 1792-98 had accom-
panied Mackenzie on his trip across the
continent to the Pacific coast.

The vessel came to Vancouver Island
and Clayoquet Sound, when word was
received from an Indian that the braves
were very angry at the coming of the
ship. He warned the whites that an
attack was planned for the next day,
but the captain said he did not believe
the Indian, and so a poor watch was
kept. But the next morning savages
came around the vessel in great number,
all decorated in their war paints. Seven
men were sent aloft to prepare the sails
for getting under way, but the captain
permitted fifty Indians in blankets to
come on board to trade. They sold
otter skins for blankets and knives,
tossing the cloth into their canoes float-
ing at the side of the ship, but conceal-
ing the knives in their garments, They
strolled around the ship in their trading
until they were scattered at every point;
then with a sudden yell they attacked
the whites. Other Indians poured up
the sides of the craft, and in a few
minutes the “Tonquin” was. in the hands
of the savages, but for the presence of
four uninjured and one injured men
who had barricaded themselves in the
cabin. 'The Indians soon afterwards left
the ship for the day, intending to return
the next day and strip it. The four
escaped in a boat, but the wounded man
preferred to remain. So when the war-
riors swarmed on board the next day he
touched a match to a powder train he
bad prepared to the magazine where
9, pounds of powder was carried, and
blew the ship and 100 Indians to pieces
and wounded great numbers who were
in the boats alongside. The four who
tried to escape were captured and mur-
dered by the Indians,

One
was found dead on the ice and the other
almost _perished.

The hearing in the Robert E. Moore
murder trial which was to have been
held yesterday at Dover, Me., was post-
poned until Saturday as the condition
of Mrs. Moore, who is at the Greenville
Hospital as a result of wounds received
on the night of the murder. Her daugh-
ter, Mrs. Thomas, of this city, is still
with her.

Two men were shot dead and four
seriously injured in a riot which broke

out in Dublin last night. The riot is
said to have been precipitated by the dis-
orderly conduct of soldiers, about 300
of whom marched about the streets jost-
ling passersby, breaking windows, etc.

Another railway man alleged to have
been implicated in the N. T. R. robbery
at Napadogan was arrested yesterday.
The prisoner was taken to Fredericton,
where he will be tried,

The city council of Moncton is asking
for legislation whereby every person
paying a poll tax may vote in a civic
election. This legislation is proposed by
the labor council and the board of tradc
unanimously opposed this propesed
change.

ESTIMATES TABLED

Expenditures for Fiscal Year
Placed at $537,149,428.09—
New Brunswick’s Share.

Ottawa, March 22——Whereas Can-
ada’s expenditure this fiscal year under
federal government auspices will total
$900,852,231.73 on March 31 in the com-
ing fiscal year the total is set by the
main estimates tabled today at $537s-
149,428.09, or a decrease of $368,702,-
803.64. As this year the total has been
greatly raised by an expenditure of
$850,000,000 for demobilization, $10,000,-
000 voted as an emergency unemploy-
ment fund to carry returned soldiers out
of work through the winter, $40,000,000
for the government shipbuilding pro-
gramme, $25,000,000 for the housing
scheme, and $35,000,000 for miscellane-
ous railway equipment or $490,000,000 in
all, it was anticipated by those not in
the secrets of the Union government-that
reduction would be very much grealer
than that which has been shown, and to
which will have to be added later such
supplementary estimates as are brought
down. But demobilization _is not over.
The estimates ask $38,463,400 for this
purpose, $9,745,000 being for demobiliz-
ation overseas, $28,505,900 for services in
Canada, $57,500 for services of the  de-
partment of justice, $105:000 for the de-
partment of trade and commerce and
$50,000 for the department of the secre-
tary of state. No provision is made in
the estimates for spending any emergency
fund for the soldiers but a committee
has yet to meet where additional assist-
ance is not beyond the bounds of prob-
ability. The government shipbuilding
programme for the next fiscal year calls
for the expenditure of $20,000,000, half
that of this year, and for housing the
estimates place the total required at $13,-
810,000.

The government will also spend next
fiscal year $16,925,501 for miscellaneous
railway equipment. Thus, against $490,-
700,000 spent this year for these excep-
tional purposes there will at leasi an
expenditure of $88,698,901 next tiscal
year or $401,301,089 less than this year.

If the increase in debt caused by in-
terest and sinking fund payments neces-
sitated by the Victory Loan of last fall
be deducted which is $35,433,613.87 it
will be seen that all the strenuous be-
seechings of the minister of finance and
his sending back of estimates to be
pared have not succeeded in bringing
them lower than $2,264,671.49 above
what they were last year. There is also
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every possibility of further sums to be
expended on capital account,

New Brunswick’s Share,

New Brunswick’s estimates show the
various increases decided upon in 1919
for the judges. Fory St. John harbor
they show an appropriation of $1,250,000
under the general title of “improve-
ments” the other items are small, in-
cluding $7,000 for improvements to do-

minion buildings in St. John, $2,500 for|

repairs and renewals to the heating sys-
tem in the post office and $9,000 to be
spent in rebuilding the detention build-
ing destroyed by fire.

Under the heading of harbors and
rivers there is an amount of $172,525,
allocated to New Brunswick mostly for
repairs and improvements, the most con-
siderable sums being $65,000 for repairs
and improvements generally, §15,000 for
repairs to the breakwater at Petit
Rocher, $22,000 for reconstruction of the
breakwater and repairs to pier at Quaco
(St. Martins). Half a million dollars
will be spent for dredging in the mari-
time provinces. Steamship mail sub-
sidies from Atlantic ports remain the
same—except for the service between
Canada and Newfoundland which is re-
duced from $70,000 to $35,000. The sub-

sidy for the steam service between St.

John and Dighby is reduced from $20,000
to $10,000 and from $3,000 to $5,000 for
the seérvice between St. John and ports
on the Bay of Fundy and Minas Basin
and Margaretsville N. S.), no change
being made in other St. John services.
The salaries to be paid in St. John post
office for the coming fiscal year are $115,~
959.75, in Moncton $21,272.75 and Fred-
ericton $28,773. |

THE COMING CROPS.

(New York Evening Post.)

As much of the prosperity of the
country depends upon the size and value
of the crops, it is only natural that much
interest is connected with the reports
coming from the west regarding crop
conditions. The last winter wheat re-
port was issued on December 15. That
i report, because of unfavorable weather
conditions last fall, showed a crop condi-
tion of only 85.2 as compared with 98.5
the year before. At the same time there
were only 88,770,000 acres sown as com-
pared with 50,489,000 acres sown in the
Ifall of 1918. This forecasts a much
{ smaller crop. for the current year. In
‘ view of this the trade is anxiously await-
_ing the next winter wheat crop report,
which will be issued on April 8.

In connection with the above the re-
| port comes from Minpeapolis, in the
! monthly review of the Northwestern Na-
I tional Bank, stating that “the winter
wheat screage in the Tenth Reserve Dis-
trict to the southwest of us, including
the Great Plains belt, is twenty-one per
cent. helow that of last year, already in-
dicating a falling off in production. The
indications for the United States as a
whole point to a yield substantially be-
low normal and late winter conditions
have not been favorable.” But the bul-
letin further states that “in the northwest
the heavy snowfall is in general a fav-
orable condition. Considering the world-
wide prospects in conjunction with our
own domestic winter wheat condition, it
would seem in this preliminary inquiring
glarice across the horizon of the new
year that our spring wheat planting
should be a very profitable venture.”

SVALUE F THE
MAINE CROPS

Department of Agriculture
Says Last Year Was Very
Favorable One for Farm-
ing Interests of State.

(Bangor Commercial.)
Augusta, March 10—The total value
of Maine farm products for the past
year was around $100,000,000 and the
past year was far more favorable to the
business of farming than the two pre-

ceding years, according to the annual
report -of the Department of Agricul-
tylre, filed with the governor and coun-
cil.

“Compared with prices received for
farm crops and products ten years ago,
the precise, the same year, as a rule,
were,” says the report.

“On the other side, taking into con-
sideration the high cost of material and
labor, the prices of most crops have
afforded no increase in profit. As a
rule, farmers feel that their situation is
a very uncertain onme. They entertain

much anxiety for the future of their |

great industry. What course to take, in
what direction to move, they are un-
certain, There appears little light ahead.
Somewhat confused by present unusual
conditions, many farmers are merely
marking time. However, while the in-
crease in crop planting and numbers of
live-stock is very small, yet we discern
a general movement to produce better
crops and tto improve btheir live stock.

“Ihere has been quite a movement
the past year toward Maine farms. Re-
cords show that Maine men have
bought many Maine farms. On the
other hand, men from many other states
and even from other countries have
come to Maine and bought farms. While
the movement is not large, it is signi-
ficant. :

“For a whole century the movement
has been westward for agricultural land.
Prices in the west have gone .up to the
point where men begin to see the better
policy is to move east where lands are
cheaper and where markets are nearer.
There are fewer unoccupied farms than
one year ago. There are, however, large
acres of land left uncultivated from in-
ability to get labor, to pay its prices and
unwillingness to submit to its demands,

“The traveler sees thousands and
of acres of field land, covered |with
only a light stand of poor grubby grass
—acres, that, under proper cultivation,
might be able to produce large and
profitable crops. Such lands, found in
many states, must be used in the not
distant future, as people are likely to go
hungry. We believe our legislature
should take conditions under advise-
ment with a view of devising ways and
means for the renewed cultivation of
such lands.

“We are asking farmers to give more
attention to ascertaining the cost of pro-
duction of their products. We.are urg-
ing them to eliminate -all -wast&§ and un-
businesslike methods, to produce a bet-|
ter quality of goods, to grade their !
goods better, to pack them better and
to label them honestly.

“We are urging organizations to
standardize their products to thé end
that they may have large quantities of
uniform goods for sale. {We are urging
them to give more attention to the
marketing of these goods and also that
they buy their supplies in larger quanti-
ties and distribute them among them-
selves, saving something in the cost.

“We are also specially urging farmers
to improve their live stock and keep
more of it, and by this we mean cattle,
sheep, swine' and poultry, that they pro-
duce more feed at home and buy less
than other sections. We are also urging
them to grow more food for the needs
of the Maine people that less may be
imported into the state. We are trying
to improve the sanitary condition sur-
rounding the production and handling
of milk and dairy products.

“We are trying to suppress insect
pests and ‘fungus diseases and prevent
the introduction of new ones and to
bring to a minimum point the diseases
among sheep and other animals. We
are also trying to create among farmers
the feeling that they should pay more
attention to and use better seeds and
with that end in view we have intro-
duced a system of certified seeds. We
are urging upon farmers to make more
of their own fertilizer and buy less, and
we are trying to protect them in com-
mercial fertilizers that they may get
what the 2y for.

“Men desiring to engage in farm
work ‘will find abundant openings on
the farms of those desiring additional
farm help. Wages are very good, Such
employment will give a young man an
opportunity to learn the business and
secure some training in it. In the
meantime he will be able to lay by some
money towards the purchase of a farm
later.

“There are many good farms for sale
in the state with fine buildings and
fields ready to work. Such farms lie
in good communities, near schools and
churches, and the prices are very reas-
onable.”

USING WHITE COAL,

The electrification of the coast division
of the Milwaukee Railroad is another
important step forward maKing wise use
of nature’s gifts to the weést. Sl
The use of electricity by a great trans-
continental railroad opens possibilities
which were not present a few years ago.

The railroad’s electrical engineers ex-
pect that when the gap between Avery,
Idaho, and Othello, Wash., is closed a
total of 250 steam locomotives will have
been released. They compute the prob-
able saving in fuel at 300,000 tons of coal
and 40,000,000 gallons of fuel oil an-
nually. And this saving is effected at
no loss whatever to the natural re-
sources of the country. The process by
which nature brings the water back from
the sea and steres it in the mountains
will go on without end. We have only

obtain for man’s uses some of the limit-
less energy of nature.

The use of hydro-electric energy on
600 miles of the Milwaukee has centred
the attention of the nation on the west.
Doubtless other railroads have been
watching the experiment and have also

made plans to develop water powers
within reach of their lines. Certainly
water power going to
waste, the railroads are not likely to
leave to one line the exclusive enjoy-
ment of the cheapest fuel in the world.|
—Seattle Post-Intelligencer.

f‘What (a Woman Learns,”

The letters
are to be at least one and a quarter
inches in height and to- be of a con-
spicuous color. Offences against the
law are punishable by a fine of $1 per
day until the law is complied with. In
the case of rencwable leases, the tenant
is obliged to carry out the law. Any
information as to the proper numbers to
be affixed is available from the city en-
gineer.

Commissioner Bullock remarked that
the public was ignorant of many of the
by-laws and suggested that they be
printed in pamphlet form. He was ad-
vised that they already exist in that
form and can be obtained from the
common clerk.

M AN LAPSE?

(The Churchman.)

A little less than a thousand teachers
have left the public schools of New
York city since last September to enter
more lucrative employment. It has
been estimated that about 50,000 teach-

. ers have dropped out of the teaching
- profession during the last year in the
United States. Children who normally
are on half-time in New York are now
frequently without any teacher at all.
This seems to us a grave enough matter
to claim the attention of the nation.

We have counted upon our public schools
as our most efficient agencies of Ameri-
canization. - Are we to let our school
system collapse because we cannot pay
our teachers a living wage? But the
matter is more serious than this loss
of teachers would indicate. Girls are
not entering our normal schools to pre-
pare themselves to teach. The vocation
is not any longer attracting high school
and college girls. Meanwhile a univer-
say military training bill is under ad-
visement in Washington which promises,
if it goes into effect, to cost the country
$650,000,000 a year, which is more than
the whole country spent on its public

liools in 1915.

Halide Edib, Ottoman Fire-;
brand and Dangerous Agi-

Constantinople, March 28—‘Halide‘;
Edib, the most prominent woman leader !
among the urkish Nationalists, and
R.eouf Bey, deputy for Sivas and mouth-
piece of Mustapha Kemal in this city;
Cara Vassif Bey and several other mem-
bers of the chamber of deputies, have
been deported, presumably to Malta, by |
the British. They were placed on board '
the cruiser Hibiscus yesterday shortly
before that warship sailed. :

After Mustapha Kemal and Reouf
Bey, Halide Edib was probably the best
known speaker and organizer in the Na-
tionalist movement. When the Greeks
landed at Smyrna and some Turks were
killed, she cast aside all traditions of
Turkish women. She organized and ad-
dressed mass meetings and so inflamed
the Turks here against alleged plans for
the dismemberment that the allied high-
er commissioners forbade further meet-
ings. She has often been described in
the British press as a “firebrand and a
dangerous agitator.”

She was graduated from the Ameri-
can Women’s College here and won re-
cognition as a novelist and poet. She is
a widely-traveled, handsome woman, and
distinguished herself during the war as
an aide to her husband, who was head
of the Turkish Red Crescent, which
fills the place of the Red Cross in the
Turkish armies.

The first convoy of political deportees
has left her for Malta.

American Buys England’s Most Re-
markable House,

London, March 23—Ottershaw Park,
Chertsey, one of the largest and most
remarkable country houses of England,
has been bougl.t by an American, Miss
Dora Schintze.

Nova Scotia Farming
(Halifax Recorder.)

Nova Scotia has so many resources
that we sometimes forget that the
peniusula contains a splendid agricul-
tural area as well. Our total growth of
wheat last year was more than 604,000
bushels. The population of the penin-
sula is largely Scottish, and consequently
we should expect a great growth of oats
and are not surprised to learn that more
than five million bushels of oats were
harvested last year from 150,000 acres of
cultivated land. Barley showed a crop
of more than 812,000 bushels. Buck-
wheat doubled this in quantity. Peas
numbered more than 32,000 bushels, and
beans 94,000 bushels. Potatoes are our
second largest crop for the year, showing
a growth of these tubers to the quantity
of more than eight and a half million

bushels. Turnips come first, with nearlyl

ten million bushels. Hay cut 1,279,836
tons. Exclusive of the land on which
apples are grown, there were 2,028,633
acres cultivated, but it is a small crop
area compared with the possible land
of Nova Scotia, for thére are about

| eight million acres said to be of value

for farming in the province.

The apples grown last year came to

‘a total of more than one and a half

million barrels, the crop being the great-
est since 1911. It is very noticeable,
however, that the price of this delicious
fruit has not visibly depreciated despite
the great crop-

The live stogk is fewer in number than
the known resources of the province
would lead the casual observer to be-
lieve. The horses number 70,101, the
milch cows 159,085, other cattle, includ-
ing calves 246.829, sheep 270,240, swine
68,230, hens 850,559, turkeys 15,000, geesc
18,637, and ducks 11,237. All thes:
figures could be doubled without much

effort, for our resources are ample. Just .

here it might be observed that the Hali-
fax apple market it and has always been
in an unsatisfactory condition.
of large apple crops of the highest qual-
ity in the province, it is nearly impos-
sible to buy a first-class apple in Hali-
fax, and those sold are at an exorbitant
price. To the disgrace of the province,
be it said, the best well-packed and
genuine first class apples come from the
Pacific coast.

To teach scientific farming and fruit-
raising ther are’many government insti-
tutions, the most important of which is
the Agricultural College at Truro, where
at present there are 141 pupils in at-
tendance. There are also a Maritime
Dairy School and the Rural Science
School. Besides these there are a large
number of societies for the advancement
of agriculture and related subjects, so
that in these respects the people are
well provided for.

| Public Accounts for 1919 $1,-
559,802 Behind — Has Bal-
ance of $7,000,000.

(Toronto Globe.)
On ordinary accounts Ontario had a
! deficit of $1,559,802 for the year ending

Oct. 81, 1919. This is shown in the
public accounts tabled in the legislature
yesterday. The government presents
the accounts this year some time previ-
ous to the budget and not with it, as has
been the custom in the past. The U. F.
0. government is not responsible for the
accounts, however, and what defence is
made of them will come from the Con-
servative benches on the opposition side.
‘ Considerable discussion is expected. The
members meantime will get ample op-
portunity to study the volume of
figures.
| The province started the year with a
! balance of $5,140,176.85. The payments
for the year amounted to $21,465,574.88,
and the receipts totalled $19,904,772.04,
leaving a deficit of more than a mililon
and a half.

Loans totalling about thirteen mil-
lions were floated, in which there was
four millions for the housing scheme.
More than $10,000,000 was secured by
treasury bills, but on the other hand
loans of $3,055,458 were retired, as well
as more than $4000,000, in treasuly bills.
The balance at the present time in the
bank is $7,603,110.19.

IS UNDER ARREST

S POST-WAR DEBT
S SLOWLY PURGED

Much Discussion in England
Over Remarkable Increase,
Possible Causes, and Sug-

gestions for Remedy.

Great wars produce an aftermath of
crime and social disorder. The plague

Panic Sentences Suggested.

Various special measures have been
proposed for the protection of society
from this epidemic. Some of them, such
as “a firm handling of the situation,” are
laudable, but a little vague.

should give panic sentences—raising, as
it were, the post-war price of crime in
proportion to other post-war prices.

Judge Atherley-Jones writes to the
London Times: “Judges ,in passing sen-
tence on a prisoner, have to regard the
quality of the crime and the circum-
stances under which it was committed,
but above all they should have in view
the prospect of reclamation, and for
that purpose they ascertain his antece-
dent life and his prospective opportuni-
ties. That severity of punishment de-
ters the recipient from the commission
of further crime penological history neg-
atives; that it will deter others is a
matter of speculation, and has the sup-
port of no data, but in the case of the
confirmed criminal not so much as a
