‘Presbyterians Are

Union

. DOCTOR GILRAY'S PRAYER -

Additional Union Committee of |
Twenty Appointed, Including

New Brunswickers--Rev. Frank |

Baird Placed en it Because He
Opposed Union

Edmonton, Alb., June 11—Scenes of sol-
emn rejoicing took place last night in the
Fresbyterian General Assembly in recog-
‘fition of the fact that the gathering had
fully committed itself to church union.
Only the details remained to be dealt with.

A .service of praise and thanksgiving to
God, was begun, after the final resolu-
tions had been carried, the delegates join-
ing in singing one of the pealms, after
which prayer was offered, at the request
of the moderator, by the Rev. Doctor Gil-
Tey.

Rev. Doctor Scott moved that telegrams
of congratulation at the approach of the
union, should be sent to the Methodist
and Congregational churches, after which
the assembly resumed ite regular business.

Organic union with the Methodist and
Congregational churches was agreed upon
by a unanimous vote. The larger commit-
tee on union presented a scheme for the
immediate co-operation of the three
churches in all possible ways leading ulti-
mately to organic union when the opposi-
tion to the project shall have disappeared.
The plans adopted inglude co-operation in
home and foreign mission work, social
service and evangelism, colleges and union
congregations not originally connected
with any of the three churches.

A project for the raising of a fund to
protect the widows and children of all de-
ceased ministers was referred to a com-
miitee, . The assembly accepted the invi-
tation to meet in 1913 in the new Knox
church, Torento. ¢

“We give praise to. Thee for the great

+ blesped event of this afternoon. We, give
thanks to Thee for all that our ears
bave heard.- We-thank. Thee and. praise
Thee 48 we think of the years ‘that are t6
comé. We praise and thank‘Thee as we
¢hink of all that this will mean to this
*vast new country. We praise Thee as
we think of all that it will mean to:the
endeavors to Thy people in other lands,
foreign lands. We praise and bless Thee
that in Thine infinite and divine mercy
and compassion. Thou has brought these
negotiations to eo blessed and happy a
conclusion.” These were the words of
Rev. Doctor Gilray.

The chief leaders of the union cause and
the chief opponents of the proposal, with
the assembled delegates, entered into a
covenant to follow faithfully
they might be led by the great head
of the church. Everything that was said
and done was based on the idea that the
denomination had terminated controversy
and had entered on a new life under new
conditions and with new relations.

The spirit in which the discussion was
_carried on in the assembly was in the
highest degrec creditable to the church
and the story of the manner in which the
subject was treated at this aesembly ‘is
worthy of a place among its best tradi-
tions. The .ruling conception was that
consideration’ must in all cases be given
to the views of the opposite party and to
the prevalence of this idea both the re-
sult and the spirit in which it was attain-
ed are due.

Principal MacKay who has been the
chief opponent of union in previous as-
semblys seconded the adoption of the re-
port, which was carried amidst impressive
silence.

New Brunswick Men on Committee

A union committee of twenty was ap-
pointed to confer with the original commit-
tee in private meetings and to meet the
committees of the negotiating churches,
when drafted for this service. The idea
was that these men might be available as
gubstitutes when regular members of the
committee were ill and absent, and this
committee may be kept at full strength
at every session when the theme may bey
discusesed.

Dr. C. W. Gordon, however, moved
that the name of Mr. Baird be added and

VILAGES ARE
 BURIED UNDER
FOT OF ASHES

Eruption of Katmai Volcano
In Alaska Lasts For
Two Days

PEOPLE SUFFER GREATLY

Foed Enough for Only Fifteen
Days ‘and Appeals for Help
Are Seat Out — Crops Des-

troyed and Preperty Loss is
Enormous

(Canadian Press)

Kodiak, Alaska—(Via tug to Seward)—
Kodiak and Woody Island villages are
buried under a foot of aghes as a result
of. the eruption of Katmai volcano begin-
ning on Thureday afternoon and lasting
forty-eight hours. No lives have been\lost
here, but many other settlements near the
volcano must have suffered indescribably.
The revenue cutter Manning was in port
here when the eruption began and furnish-
ed refuge for all the inhabitants of the
town, 500 men, women and children,
doubtless saving many lives.

The Manning is now serving distilled
water and government rations to the des-
titute people. The water supply having
been polluted and springs filled with ashes.

Seward, Alaska, June 11—The firet di-
rect news of conditions on Kodiak Island,
was reweived yesterday when the tug Prin-
ter arrived, bringing Lieutenant Searles of
the revenu# cutter Manning and J. E
Erskin, a merchant of Kodiak, who ap-
pealed for assistance for the stricken peo-
ple on the island. Lieutenant Searles said

The naval wireless station was destruy-
ed by fire, and the Manning’s wireless
'equipment is too weak to work with Cor-
dova. Despatches are being sent by tug
to Beward with an appeal for all availabla
craft to come to the assistance of the peo-
ple. The property loss will be enormous.

As soon as the hail of ashes, sand, and
hot pumice stone began, the officers of
the Manning ordered every one in Kodiak
and nearby villages to board the ship.

For more than forty hours the people
were huddled together in the darkness of
midnight: On Saturday morning it grew
lighter, the Manning worked out of the
narrow channel, and headed for the open
sea. She had not proceeded far, when the
pall lifted and she returned to Kodiak.

ANOTHER TRIUMPH FOR
NEW YORK DOGTORS

Girl Victim of Triangle Factory
Fire Now Able to Walk

New York, June 11—Esther Harris, an
eighteen year old girl, who was placed in
@ heap of the lifeless in the Triangle fac-
tory fire disaster, but who was taken to a
hospital instead of to the morgue when a
faint sign of life was detected, and who
suffered paralysis for months afterwards,
can walk again. The girl slid down the
elevator cable when the shirt waist fire
panic raged, but was knocked from her
hold by a man who jumped down the
shaft, and she, too, was hurled to the
basement, breaking her neck and back.

After she had lain in a hospital uncon-
scious for fourteen weeks, she regained
her senses and the surgeons experimented
by attaching weights to her head and legs
to pull the fractured vertebrae hack into
place.

There is
nothing like having your storm centre
comfortable and decorated in the early
onyx style which precipitated the lrench
revolution. It has replicas and copies of
the more or less old masters on the walls,
which nobody stops to look at. It has
treasures of Satsuma and Cloisonne, which
everybody is too busy to admire. It has
a huge palm in a huge jardiniere which,
by midnight, is almost a tobacco plant so
many cigar butts are left there during the
day. It has a marble corridor off the
lobby, Peacock alley, where the wives
and- daughters of the visiting great men
preen themselves.

CROWD IS GREAT
ATTRACTION

. The congress hotel lobby has many at-
tractions but the strongest is the crowd.
Like ancient Gaul the crowd .in the Con-
gress Hotel lobby may be divided into
three parts —detectives, politicians and
newspaper men. The detectives are there
because there are many things to detect
wherever politicians are hanging around,
the politicians are there‘because they like
it, and the newspaper men because they
have to be.

The percentages change but the elements
remain the same, Before the ten o'clock
breakfast the crowd averages seventy-
five per cent. newspaper reporters, after
that time the politicians are in the major-
ity. Why so many newspaper men? Uan,
no reason at all except that a mnational
crigis always gains something from being
well reported.

The Chicago newspapers seem to have
shifted their staffs bodily to the Congress
Hotel. Afl the big American newspapers
have sent representatives. The Associat-
ed Press will have twenty-two men on the |
convention job. There will be 500 news-
paper men taking the big story down and
perhaps 500 more catching lights, getting
local color and chopping straw.

The Washington correspondent is num-
erously present as he always has to be
at national conventions. His duty is to
identify the lions. He has heard them at
the capital and it is part of his job to
know them when he sees them again.
Without the Washington correspondent’s
help the local reporter is apt to make
horrible mistakes, spell the senator’s name
wrong or take him for .somebody else al-
together. Fame is a very circumscribed
thing. Often and often a great man’s in-
itials are not accurately known more than
100 miles from his home town.* It falls
to few men to be recognized from their
picture wherever they may step off a train.

GREATNESS FADES
AWAY FROM HOME

Perhaps as United States politics work
out this is more of a blessing than other-
wise. Take senators now. There are per-
haps 2,500 state senators in the United
States, and when they take the'five terri-
tories in there will be more. Is it any
wonder that newspapers have taken to
thinking of senators in bulk and are a
little careless of individual distinction.

NOT OVER THE LAST ONE

Coal Struggle Effects Still Felt—
Destitution Among the Poorer
Classes Reported — Father
Hepkihs Advises Men of the
Sailers” and Firemen's Unions

London, June 11—The response to last
night’s call for a general strike of the
transport workers of the United Kingdom
has been by no means general. This causes
little surprise as the men in some centres
had decided already to continue at work
and in other centres the recommendation
of the London committee of the transport
workers’ federation was received too . late
for action to be taken on it' today.

Besides this, many of the more conser-
vative leaders of the workmen are oppos-
ed to a general strike at the present mo-
ment, as the funds of the trades umion
are in a ‘state of great depletion, owing
to last year’s docker’s strike. The recent
coal strike, which threw a large propor-
tion of transport workers out of work,
aiso hastened the reduction of the finan-
cial strength of the umions. 5

The order for a general strike has not
affected the Thames district very much
except that the force of police has been
increased in order to protect the non-un-
ionist workmen, who aré being taken on
in- ever greater nmumbers. There is more
free labor mow in Lendon than has been
Jmown for years, the destitution among
the. men- to seek employment. - De
order of the umnions in Cardiff, Swansea
and other South Wales ports, where the
unions spent most of their funds during
the coal strike, work is going on as usual.
Bimlar conditions prevailed this morning
at Newport while at Bristgl and Avon-
mouth, the dockers quit work but the
truckmen continued at their duties.

Crazy Man Gets By
Marlborough House
~ QGuards

PRINGESS VICTORIA THERE

Woeodley Roams Until He Finds
a Sleeping Room and Then
Goes to Bed — Mystery How
He Evaded Sentinels

'(Oanadian Press)

New York, June 11—A cable to the
New York Times from London says:—

There was' a lamentable occurrence early
yesterday morning at Marlborough House,
Queen Alexandra’s residence. A man nam-
ed William Woodley, forty years old, an
escaped lunatic from Norwich, eluded the
special guard of police and soldiers, broke
into Marlborough House and roamed about
many rooms. Finally he went to sleep in
a bed in a room on the first floor.

Queen Alexandra was not in residence at
Marlborough House, but the Princess Vic-
toria was, and when the intruder broke
in, ehe was sleeping in her apartment.

How Woodley accomplished his amazing
feat, is unknown. There are always police-
men on duty in the roadway, and at the
entrance to the gates and courtyard of
Mar)borough House two sentries. pace up
and down with fixed bayonets. The luna-
tic managed to escape the notice.of the

 police and soldiers and climbed a ten foot

high wall. This performance is' not yet
explained, as he had no rope or ladder.
Still unobserved he walked up to the
house, smashed a window in the equerry’s
room and entered. Now he had the run
practically of the whole house. Fortunate-
ly his madness did not develop into vio-
lence. He roamed about the ground floor
of the house very quiegly without disturb-
ing anyone. Then he went upstairs and
entered ‘a bedroom.: Seeing nobody there,
he undressed and got into bed. Not unti
quarter to eight o’clock in the mornmg
was Woodley discovered, and then by a
housemaid. - The - police were .called and
Woodley seemed surprised that his pres-
ence occasioned so much commotion.

The former principality of Orange pass-
ed, in 1530, to the House of Nassau,
through the marriage of Count Henry of
that ilk with Claude de Chalons, sister
and heiress of the last French Prince of
Orange. This Count Henry is the direct
ancestor of Queen Wilhelmina.

The principality and town of Orange
were surrendered to France in 1660; but
by the treaty of Utrecht, in 1713, the
empty title was conceded by France to
the House of Nassau, now reigning in

MRS, CHARLTON LOSES CASE

M:. Justice Audette Finds She is
Not Entitled to Damages in
~ Suit Against I. C. R.

THE TWO POLICIES"

Premier Flemming had an excellent op-
portunity in the manifesto which he is-
wed to tell the people what he proposed
o do, if returned to power, to advanee
the interests of New Brunswick during
the next four or five years. A careful
study of that document does mot discover
B progressive policy such as is set forth
in the platform of Mr. Copp. The latter
knows and states definitely what he pro-
poses to do if returned to power,

Beyond a vague promise that he will do
something to encourage the éstablishment
of pulp and paper mills in the province,
and a definite assurance that he will try
to get some more money from Ottawa to
be expended by his government, Mr. Flem-
ming has practically nothing to offer. How
will he encourage the establishment of
pulp and paper mills? Will it be by still
.~ further reducing the gize of trees that may
be cut on crown lands? Such ‘a policy
as that might be expected from Mr. Flem-
ming and his colleagues, but it certainly
would not benefit the province.

It is very evident that if the Flemming
government is returned to power we shall
have another four or five yéars of ex-
travagance, political favoritism and utter
failure to rise to the opportunity now
presented for a great forward movement
in New Brunswick. Theé people realize
this fact and are rallyiog to the support
of Mr. Copp, who has a clear cut and pro-
gressive policy, the carrying out of which
would be of enormous benefit to the prov-
ince. In | every, constituency but one,
strong candidates have been nominated;
and that one will also be heard from on

- nomination day. Prabably in no provincial
campaign has the press of the Conservative
party been more unscrupulous or less re-
gardful of the truth. The people, how-
ever, realize the importance of the verdict
which they will render on June 20th, and
the reports from the constituencies indi-
cate the defeat of the government.

—

NOT ANXIOUS, OF COURSE

Premier Flemming is coming to St,
John, Mr. Hazen has already heen here.
Of course it was not necessary to summon
either of these distinguished statesmen.
Mr. Hazen might as well have continued
his plans for naval development, and Mr.
Flemming devote his attention to other
constituencies. Of course they are not
afraid. They would smile at the mere sug-
gestion that their eloquence' was needed
to re-inforce the arguments of Messrs.
Wilson, Tilley, Grannan and Lockhart.
They would tell you that 8t. John is per-
fectly safe for the government, and that
any fear on the part of the Conservatives
with regard to this constituency would be
as absurd as it would be unfounded.

Nevertheless, the fact remains that Mr.
Hazen has been here, and M. Flemming
is coming. Perhaps they enjoy the ex-
Derience of standing ‘before 'an audience
made up of persons who have already re-
ceived favors at their hands and other per-
sons who entertain bright hopes of favors
to come. There is some danger, however,
that the manifest solicitude of Mr. Hazen
and Mr. Flemming concerning the city of
St. John may suggest to people in other
parts of the province that they are not
quite as sure of victory in this constituency
as the St. John Standard professes to be;
and that they may bave grave doubts of
its ability to get a majority for their candi-
dates.

Incidentally it may be observed that the
liberal candidates are meeting with great
encouragement in their canvass of the city
and are receiving such assurances of sup-~
port as indicate that election day will find
their names at the head of the poll.

WHY THEY WELEP

The Standard this morning says:—Lib-
eral candidates complain that the roads
of the province are in bad condition but
they do not explain that had it not been
for the partisan action of the Liberals
in the Senate of Canada the government
of New Brunswick would have had $50,000
more to spend this season on the provin-
cial highways.” .

The Standard knows perfectly well that
the amendment moved by the Liberals in
the senate was in the public interest and
should have been accepted by the govern-
ment, but for purely partisan reasons the
government refused.

| THE SINGERS

(Times’ Special tmreqpondcmg;
New York, June 8—"There is no great-
er mJustlce done to professional singers
than in the recent statement by a college
professor that the study of \(]f-e\pxewmn
and its exercise inclines one to be timid,”
said Charles W. Clark, a distinguished
American baritone.
“Because the average singer displays ner-
vousness on the platform it does not fpl~
low that his highly strung nerves are in-
capable of a test of heroism,” added the
singer. “Indeed there are few public
Singérs who do not show mervousness at
times, but consider the strain under which
they labor and ask if the non-singing per-
son would appear to better advantage un-
der like conditions.
“T believe that practice in self-study and
self-expression is an agent to confidence,
and that confidence is onc of the most
powerful factors in heroism. Who can
doubt the truth. of the statement that he
who daily faces trying emergencies is best
cquipped to down obstacles of all kinds?
Those ' artists who live in solitude and
whose self-expression is through painting
and sculpture, for instance, it may be as-
sumed are not mentally as well equlpmd
for meeting danger as the singer.
“Does mot the bravery shown by the
musicigns on the ill?fated ‘Titanic' indi-
cate what kind of stuff dwells in the ar-
tistic soul?”
“There is too much effeminacy in artis-
tic " life,” declares George Hamiln, tenor,
of the Chicago Opera Company. “lt is
weakness rather than strength mnd yet
highly imaginative souls believe that it
is the badge of genmius.
“Art in all its phases today suffers for
lack of rveal virility. True, this epoch is
npt one of war and bloodshed, which stim-
ulated artists of old to work in primary
colors. The soft neutral tints of peace
times are now in greatest abundance and
they call for the stroke of gentle hands.

“But art, though properly an expression
of love, is served better by sinew than
caress. There are no masterpieces without
brawn. The light, deft touch that now
caters to perverted public taste leaves no
imprint for the future—and fortunately,

.| perhaps.

“Let the publishers and the managers,
who, after all, can largely mold publi¢ pre-
ference as they will, discover that what
the world of art wants today is an appeal
as sh‘ong and virile as that of the old mas-
ters at their Dest. Consecrated tasks can-
not be handled by manicured finger tips.”

Most of the heroes and heroines of opera
and drama in real life are frank to admit
that they arve superstitious in one way or
another. Riccardo Martin, of the Metro-
politan Opera Company, is no exception
to the rule.

“L cannot help believing in the mﬂuence
of certain numbers,” said the singer in re-
sponse to an inquiry if he were superstit-
ious. “The number nine has been auspic-
ious to me all my life. Kither nine or a
multiple of it has figured in all the major
successes of my experience, while thirteen
bas been an omen of misfortune.

It
has sprung up like a guiding star when
least thought of and good fortune has al-
ways followed. It would amaze you were
I to recount the many events that have
been linked so mmuountabl\ with the
number, and, frankly, I cannot help be-
ing very superstitious about it. When-
ever, therefore, L see that a certain event
is to happen on the ninth of the month,
I am instinctively glad. I have never
been disappointed on such occasions.”

They
admit that in the seven wards named,
fifty-three tavern licenses are granted,
which is one less than the actual number,
and seem to congratulate themselves on
the fact that by granting the limit that
the amended law allows, they could
have given sixty-two licenses.

Now my point is this, the law passed
by the old government put the limit for
those same wards at forty-two; the am-
ended law by this government of which
Mr. Maxwell was a member and Mr. John
E. Wilson a supporter, put the limit up
to sixty-two licenses and I defy these gen-
tlemen to contradict this statement.

Here are the facts in a nut shell, and
I quote the wards, populations and num-
ber of licenses that could be granted un-
der the old law. .

W'oigast Turns Down $50,000

round bouts he would have cancelled the
Rivers fight, no matter ' whether ‘Tom

1f Wolgast had been willing to box five
lightweights named by Gibson of the Gar-
den A. C., in the event of beating all of
them he could have received a lump guar-
antee of $50,000, or $10,000 a fight. Gibson
probably had in mind Packy McFarland,
Willie Ritchie, Leach Cross, Matt Wells,
and either K. O. Brown or Jacks Britton
when he made this novel proposition. Gib-
son did not mince matters. He said:
“Wolgast, if you are a real champion,
you can whip all of the men I'll name, and
get $50,000 in cash or you can have a_per-
centage, which may amount to $75,000.
Will you accept or will you go away from
here?” :
Wolgast came back with the unquaii-
fied statement that if all of the five men
to be selected by Gibson would agree to
make 133 pounds ringside or forfeit a sub-
stantial sum in each instance he would
consider the proposition, but he admitted
that he did mot like the stipulation that
he must win each fight., As McFarland
and Wells could not make the weight
named by Wolgast and be strong, the Gar-
den A. C. offer fell through and Wolgast
left here with ruffled feelings.

The lightweight champion wanted a
flat guarantee of $10,000 to meet Cross,
for instance. He would not lower this
figure, in spite of strong pressure. He de-
manded at least $15,000 to box McFar-
land at 133 ringside, which was out of
the question, and $20,000 if he let Packy
in at 185 at five o’clock. Wolgast, in his
extravagant demands, was backed up by
Tom Jones, his manager, but the $50,000
offer for five victories in the Garden took
the wind out of their sails.

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' WHY BOYS

GO WRONG

How a Tragedy Transformed a Mother From Simple
Clerk to Great Woman Dealing With World’s

Worst Problems

\

(Woman's’ Journal.y
“That woman knows more about why
boys go wrong than;any person in Chic-
ago.” Thie was the sentence that attracs-

ed my dttention and’led up to the most
interesting and nigniffic,ahtv story that has
come my way for maiiy a day. I can recall
no story in fact or fiction that is more m-
teresting and more ‘éfitotraging. I give it
Bere. . i

The woman in/,Cﬁ'igaﬁé'(ﬁho knows why
boys go wrong lost her awn son to the gal-
lows in Chicago when tHe boy was only
nineteen years old. . She was a poor wo-
man, with eeveral children. Her husbdnd
deserted her and sbe went to work in 1
dry goode ‘store to support the family.
Her children went to- school and played
on the streets while their mether worked.
One of her sons was full of life and mis-
chievous and caused trouble. He was be-
fore the juvenile court-a number of times
and at one time was sent into the country
to work.” He declared that he liked the
country, liked to work there and wanted
to stay. He was sent back to the city,
however, and at the age of eighteen be-
came greatly interested in electricity. The
work seemed to fascinate him and he was
doing well with an electrical concern.

There was a strike among electrical
workers and he went out in support of
the union to which he belonged. One of
the employers of the concern had noted
that he was making a good workman and
offered him a good opportunity if he would
forsake ‘the unign and-take the position.
The boy refused to take the position un-
der that condition

While he was still ont of work. he was

visited by one of the bad boys with whom
he played when he was younger, a boy
who had grown worse as he grew older,
He told the electrical worker that he did
not see the use of working anyway; he
said there were plenty of ways of getting
money without working and proposed 2
plot to rob a store. The eleetrical worker
fell in with his plane and the two boys
began a desperdte career.
_ In the meantime the mother had. furn-
ished an upper room, in her emall cottage
for her wayward son’s us:, thinking that
if he had a place at home to which to
bn_ng his friends, 1t might keep him from
evil places. In that little room, provided
with such concern and at such a sacrifice,
the two boys met to plot. their many rob-
beries. They were very clever and were
not found out. From small crimes they
turned to big ones and one night they
murdered a man and stole an immense
sum of money . Tt was a deaperate deod
and everyone waa talking about it. Detec-
tives were at work on the case, but no
clue to the criminals could be found.

One day the boy told his mother what
he had done. He told her also that he
was through with that kind of life. Tt
was a hard situation for a mother to face.
Iinally she said that if it reaily was the
end of nis wrong doing. if he veally would
try to live so as to make amends for the
horrible crime, then she would keep his
awful secret and help him in his new life.
_ Of course the detectives were still hunt-
ing for the criminals and it was not easy
for the boy, but he was keeping his prom-
ise, when suddenly the other boy confess-
ed to the police and gave the name of his
companion. He fled from the etate, but
was soon captured and brought back to be
tried. "n a short time he was hanged and
his unhappy career was ended. But his
mother had to live on.

The story of the boy is like that of
thousands. That of the mother deserves
a shining page in the history of the
world’s best work for humanity. On the
day her boy was hacged for murder she
reviewed his past, his father’s neglect, hor
own neglect, his poor bringing up, his boy-
ish pranks, his love of work and of the
country, his inheritance, his lack ‘of equip-
ment to meet the temptations that came—
she reviaved his young life and, believ-
ing that her boy had not been altogether
bad dnd realizing that thera are thous-
ands of others like ‘him, she set herself
two taske in the intcrests of the bad boys
of the world. Her double aim is to save
boys from going wroug and to abolish cap-
ital punishment, and $he works unceasing-
ly for these two refdrms.

She was not an educhted woman, but she |

was well schooled in life. She understood
the connection between laws and crimes,
between government by fathers only and
that by fathers and mothers together for
their common interests. Under the blind
government of one-half the people she wis
deserted, she was forced to neglect her
children’s bringing up in order to get food
for them. Her erring son was taken from
the work and wholesome surroundings of
the country and brought back against.his
will to his old temptations, the tempta-
tions of the city. A boy of nineteen, a vic-
tim of neglect and evil conditions, his
young life was taken by the same blind,
one-sided government.

This mother, who bhas made -careful
study of why boye go wrong, who knows
what she recommends, who brings sym-
pathy and mother-love and thorough un-
derstanding to a great problem, applied
for th: position of probation officer in the
city of her tragedy, and has been scorned
and spurned because she is the mother of
a lost sou! How long shall these things
be in the land of intelligent law. makers?
What shall we say of the opposition to
equal suffrage in face. of this mother’s
tragedy and her transformation and her
position in tha state? Isn’t that one wo-
pum;‘ encouragement enough to keep go-

Scovil Bros, Ltd., Buy - Peters
Building in Germain Street For
Growing Factory Business

Another important real estate transac-
[tion is announced this morning. Scovil
Bros, Itd., proprietors of Qak Hall, have
become the owners of the James H. Pet-
ers estate building, in Germain street,
which was recently damaged by fire. The
{building is a large one, with 55 foot front-
‘age in Germain street, a depth of seventy-
(five feet. The property has a depth of
ninety feet. The building was formerly |
toccupied by Hutchings & Co., and Pater- |
son Co., but these two firms were burn-
led out in the fite which occurred there
itwo weeks ago. The building is three stor-
lies high in Germain street and five stories
ihigh in the rear.

It is the intention of the new owners’ to
make extensive improvements to the
building, including the addition of an-
other story. The firm have found it neces-
sary to purchase this building owing to
the great increase in their wholesale and
factory business, which is now locateu in
the McLean building in Union street. In
their present quarters they have about
thirty machines going, but when they
move into their new building this number
will be added to. Their present retail
business in King street, of course, will not
be affected by the change. The firm bhave
experienced great difficulty in getting help
for their factory, and have advertised ex-
tensively throughout the province. That

to keep up to the demands of their busi-
ness.

{to move into their new quarters by August

Physicians Visiting Private Patients

The board of commissioners may appoint

under 'theANew Brunswick Medical Act,
practising in the City ‘or County of Saint
John to attend patients, in private rooms
in the hospital, under the following regu-
lations:

How Medical Practitioner Appointed

1. Such medical practitioner may be
appointed by the board on application to
the medical superintepdent and on his
recommendation.

Visiting Physiciane Bound by Rules.

2. Buch medical practitioner shall be
bound by all regulations touching mem-

all other rules and regulations of the
General ‘Public Hospital applicable to his
case.

Allottment of Rooms.
