mmLondon, Aug 4—General Legitime, ex­
president of Hayti, who is in London as 
a delegate to the Universal Peace Con­
gress, in an interview today concerning 
the deposition of President Simon, said 
that never in the history of Haytien up­
risings had the property or persons of for­
eigners suffered in the slightest degree at 
the hands of his countrymen. The pres­
ent uprising, he added, undoubtedly was 
very serious, but he did not believe Hayti 
eVer would return to the monarchial form 
of government. What the country badly 
needed, he declared, was an effective or­
ganization of its industries,and resources.

Port Au Prince, Aug. 4—General An­
toine Simon sailed last night for King­
ston, Jamaica, the refuge of Hayti’s fall­
en heroes as the warship “17 Décembre,” 
which took its name from the day that 
he was unanimously elected president of 
the black republic, boomed a doleful fare­
well. He follows in the wake of Nord 
Alexis, whom he overthrew in the last 
month of 1908, and he leaves the capital 
in the possession of General Cincinnitaus 
Leconte, whom he had driven into exile 
with his deposed chief and General An- 
tenor Firmin, a rival for the presidency, 
whom he placated by sending as minister 
to Cuba.

With Simon deposed, attention has turn­
ed to his successor, and there is much 
easiness regarding the future. Gen. Le­
conte and Gen. Firmin both are avowed 
candidates for the presidency. They head 
rival revolutionary armies. Neither lead­
er has arrived at the capital, but their 
followers are in possession of the city and 
feeling between the two parties is far frtim 
friendly.

The diplomatic corps is doing every­
thing possible to avoid a conflict. Today 
they held a conference to decide upon a 
committee satisfactory to all factions to 
which the safety of the capital may be 
trusted.

wife of the man, a portion of whose cloth­
ing was found on the river bank here 
Tuesday, does not accept the suicide 
theory. The clothing found consisted of 

■ a hat, shirt, double-breasted coat, a pair 
of trousers and an umbrella. There were 
no sort of valuables in his clothing, and 
but one cent in money. There were blood 
stains on the shirt. Mrs. Cameron identi­
fied the clothing as that of her husband, 
who returned from New York to see her 
Sunday.

Mr. Cameron for a number of years was 
a book-binder here and during Gov. Garce- 
ion’fi administration state binder for 
Maine. The failure of the state to pay him 
for a portion of the work done in 1880. led 
to the famous Cameron claims.

Mrs. Cameron stated Wednesday that 
the absence of all valuables from Mr. Cam­
eron's clothing indicates to her that he 
has met with foul play. She met him at 
the Johnson house in Gardiner Sunday 
afternoon and had supper with him. He 
paid for the supper from a roll of bills 
which she saw and he also paid the car­
fare from Gardiner to Augusta from a 
handful of change. She stated that he 
had his watch, two pair of gold framed 
eye-glasses, a gold stud and pair of valu­
able cuff links. The chain attached to his 
watch and stick pin which he wore were 
gold and were imported from Scotland. 
Nothing of this sort was found.

Toronto, Aug. 4—J. A. D. McCurdy, the 

Canadian ariator, had a narrow escape 
from death at the Toronto aviation meet­
ing last evening when his bi-plane in which 
he flew fyqm Hamilton to Toronto Wed­
nesday afternoon, turned turtle and drop­
ped atiodt thirty feet, suffering 
plete wrèck.

The accident was due to an inequality 
in the runway from which the flighta are 
started. The machine was skidding along, 
gathering speed for the ascent when it 
struck a slight obstruction which tilted it 
upward and caused it to rise into the air 
before the aviator was ready. A line of 
automobiles was directly in its path and 
McCurdy had no alternative but to at­
tempt to fly over them, although the speed 
was not sufficient -to enable him to ascend 
higher. His machine cleared the auto­
mobiles but took a dive downwards and 
then -turned completely over.

The crowd rushed up, excepting to find 
McCurdy mangled, but found him seated 
OIT thé ground’cdplfy lighting his pipe, fie 
had succeeded iq! throwing himself free of 
the machine before it lad struck the 
ground.

The Duke of Sutherland, accompanied by 
the Dukes of Somerset, of Bedford, and of 
Westminster, are booked to sail from Eng­
land for New York, on the new Cunard 
liner Olympic, on August 9, and on reach­
ing New York, will embark on the Duke 
of Sutherland’s steam yacht, now in Am­
erican waters, under charter to Col. Rob­
ert M Thompson, for Halifax, Nova 
Scotia. From there, the biggest consign­
ment of British Dukes that has ever 
reached American shores at one time, will 
proceed up the river St. Lawrence, and 
through the Great Lakes, as far as Fort 
William; from whence the journey will be 
continued by rail and special train to 
Brooks, in the province of Alberta, where 
the Duke of Sutherland has acquired very 
large holdings, with the object of settling 
fanners of his own there, from his Scottish 
estates. The Dukes of Westminster and of 
Bedford, both of whom are qolossaly rich, 
are expected to follow the Duke 
erland’s example, and to invest largely in 
land in Alberta for farming purposes.

Afterwards the party will visit the Duke 
of Sutherland’s holdings at Clyde, in Al­
berta, in Saskatchewan, and at Fort 
Fort George, in British Columbia, near the 
Fraser River. The party will go west, as 
far as Vancouver, and on returning to 
Fort William, will re-embark there on 
board the steam yacht Catania, for Mon­
treal, whence train will be taken for-New 
York, the return being made to Liverpool 
on board the Olympia, at the end of Oc­
tober, or beginning of November.

There is no one more enthusiastic than 
the Duke of Sutherland about the future 
of the western provinces of Canada, and 
apparently he is communicating his enthus­
iasm to his fellow dukes, who, held up to 
obloquy in England by the present govern­
ment, as “selfish landlords,’’ are likely to 

l find a warm welcome in Canada, where 
Socialism has not yet secured so strong 
a footing as in the old country.

Of course, to Canada, the advantage of 
having new land settled by skilful, -thrifty 
and picked agriculturists, as tenant farm­
ers of great English nobles, who have vast 
wealth at their command to give financial 
backing and moral support to their ten­
antry, is of undeniable advantage to the 
Dominion; at any rate for a considefaTüTe 
time to come.

Archduke Francis Ferdinand has finally 
determined not to purchase the Castle of 
,Orth, on the Gmunden lake, in Upper Aus- 

f tria, which belonged to ex-Archduke John 
Salvator, recently declared dead, after be­
ing missing for over twenty years. The 
result is, that the Castle and its contents 
ire about being offered for sale by public 
auction.

Strictly speaking, there are two castles; 
one on the mainland and the other on a 
rocky island, connected with the main­
land by an artificial causeway. Both are 
very old, dating from the sixteenth cen­
tury, the castle on land being in the in­
finitely better repair of the two. • The con- 
tebte have been y alued at about $1,500,000, 
and they comprise some superb tapestries 
-.very fine furniture, and all sorts of bric- 
a-brac.

Unless some American or European 
with a large fortune steps in and buys 
these two chateaux, which are situated 
in the most picturesque portion of the 
Gmunden lake, it is expected that they 
wiH be converted into a sanitarium, for 
thé treatment of nervous disorders

Lord Rendelsham, who has just been 
subjected to an amputation of his right 
hand, owing to blood poisoning, resulting 
from the sting of some unknown insect, 
is a man of over seventy, who is one of 
the best known figures in English life, and 
perhaps the most popular of all-round 
sportsmen in the United Kingdom. He has 
several times held office as steward of the 
Jockey Club, has achieved distinction as a 
shot, as a yachtsman, and in the hunting 
-field. He has no seat in the House of 
Lords, his. peerage being an Irish one, the 
first, indeed, created after the Act of 
Union.

He makes his home at Rendlesham, a 
beautiful place in Suffolkshire, which old 
Peter Thellusson bought in the eighteenth 
century, from the Wombell family. The 
Rendlesham peerage is peculiar, in the 
fact that it is the only one held by a fam­
ily of Swiss origin. For Peter Thellusson, 
who bought Rendlesham, was born at Gen­
eva, and a Swiss citizen, and as the son 
of that Isaac Thellusson who figured as 
Swiss ambassador at the court of Louis 
XV.

Peter Thellusson came to London in 
1762, at the age of twenty-five, secured let­
ters of naturalization as an Englishman, 
embarked in business, and accumulated a 
large fortune, estimated at some $5,000,000, 
by successful investments, enterprises and 
speculations, as well as by the utmost av­
arice. He seems to have been a most dis­
agreeable old man, with a harsh, hard 
voice, who so terrorized his family, that 
his wife is said to have died of a broken 
heart; while after his death, his portrait, 
which still figures at Rendlesham H**, 
was shot full of holes, by his disgusted 
sons, when they found that according to 
his will neither they nor their children 
were to enjoy any of the vast property 
which he had left behind him.

196 Union Streetskirts, $1.10
terest, during the lives of his eight sons, 
and of hia grandchildren. Then the en­
tire propetry was to be conveyed to the 
senior great-grandchild, on the condition 
that he assumed the name of Thellusson, 
if he did not already possess it at birth; 
and that in default of this compliance with 
his wishes, or in the event of there being 
ntf great-grandchild, the accumulated for­
tune should be applied through the agency 
Of the sinking fund, to the reduction of 
the national debt.

His motive in making this will was part­
ly due to a malignant hatred of his child­
ren and grand-children, and partly to van- 
'ity, anxious as he was that nearly a cen­
tury after his death his name should be 
perpetuated by the largest fortune in exist­
ence.

Of course his testamentary dispositions 
created a great deal of controversy, critic­
ism, and litigation, and led to the enact­
ment by parliament of the Thellusson act 
which became a law of the land in 1800, 
and which renders it impossible for per­
sonal property to he tied up for more than 
twenty-one years after a testator’s death. 
But the law was not retroactive, and the 
will was upheld, by decision of the Housq 
of Lords, in June 1805. litigation con­
tinued, however, among the various mem­
bers of the family, for the following fifty 
years or more, enriching generations of 

"lawyers.
The last surviving grandchild died in 

February, 1856, and then a question arose 
as to whether the oldest male descendant, 
or the senior male descendant of the eld­
est son, should inherit the property, the 
matter being brought to a conclusion on 
final appeal in 1859, in favor of the senior 
male descendant of the eldest son, namely 
the present and fifth Lord Rendlesham.

It is said that owing to the extraordin­
ary expenses of all the sixty years of liti­
gation, the fortune which '•thus came into 
the possession of'Ltird Rendlesham, was 
only about twice the size of the wealth left 
by old Peter Thellusson at the time of 
his death. —.

onto World. This advocate of obstruc­
tion dedsres that 'with the duty off— 
and reciprocity will take the duty off— 
the Toronto live stock market would be 
flooded with American sheep, and prices 
would flrop about a dollar a head!’ This 
prediction, seemingly direful for the farm­
er and satisfactory to the city consumer, 
is made on the strength- of the fact that 
289 sheep from the United State* 
sold on the Toronto market at five and 
a half cents a pound, 
weight of sixty-four pounds they brought 
$3.52 each, and the duty was eighty-eight 
cents, This is used as an argument to 
convince the Canadian fanner that the 
price reduction through tariff relief would 
mean
sheep and forty hogs, it being declared 
that what is true of sheep ia also true 
of hogs and cattle.,

"During the year ending with March, 
1910, the Canadian farmers sold sheep in 
the United States to the value of ' $587,- 

On these they or the people who 
bought them paid $103,519 to the United 
States Treasury. This will be remitted 
by the tariff rtlief-egreement. Some of 
the benefit will fall to the United States 
consumer and seme to the Canadian sheep- 
raiser. The buyer will get more mutton 
for his money and the seller more ïnoney 
for his mutton—a thing which Professor 
Leâeock, who fills a chair in political econ- 
omy, thinks impossible. The World and 
The Newa accept his guidance. During 
the same year the sheep imported into 
Canada from the United Statee were valu­
ed at $181,492, and on these the American 
farmers or the Canadian consumers paid 
$32,873 to the Canadian Treasury. This 
sum, too, will be remitted, performing the 
wonder of giving the Canadian 
more mutton for his money and the 
American farmer more money for his mut­
ton. The greatest- benefit to both the 
buyers and sellers of all kinds of food will 
be tie mutual relief from obstructions 
that now make it easy to tie up both to 
the middlemen. It is the packing-houses 
on both" sides of the line that are "making 
violent efforts to perpetuate the obstruc­
tions..

“When relief is effected the men who 
Tales live animals for the market will be 
in lose danger of being pinohefi by tem­
porary local* gliits in the* market’, and con- 
snmers will he less likely to suffer through 
temporary shortages, 
fluctuations, now used1 with free alterna­
tion to warn buyers against high prices 
under freedom and sellers against low 
prices under freedom, afford opportunities 
for middlemen, but seldom benefit either 
producers or consumers. The World is 
now warning the farmers against abundant 
and cheap imports under freedom.

ATRAID or THE ISSUE
Partisan polities aside, the one question 

before ell patriotic Canedians today is 
whether or not reciprocity will benefit the 
Dominion. The Conservatives profees—of 
cqurse-rto be more patriotic than the Lib­
erals, but for the moment that does not 
Blatter. Both sides believe, or assert, that 
they know something about the results 
that will follow the introduction of recip­
rocal  ̂trade; hut the sure way to tell what 
.will happen is to ratify the trade agree­
ment and try the new scale of dùtiee for 
» year or so. That will be done.

If the Conservatives are right in their 
contentions, if, aa they eey, our railroadr 
kill be ruined, our farmers injured, the 
country robbed of its natural resources—if 
all these evils begin to come shout—what 
will happen? Why, the Conservative party 
will be brought into power by the indig­
nant Canadian electors and the Liberals 
will be puniehed for their bad policy.

The Liberals are willing to make the 
t*t, But are the Conservatives? Not to an 
extent that you could notice.

Terrified politically by the iaeue of re­
el procity, which they believe will 
the defeat of their party at the polls, Con- 
lervative newspapers everywhere are bend­
ing all their energies to divert attention 
from the economic t advantages of re­
ciprocal trade, and ire attempting daily 
to'introduce extraneous issues in the hope 
$hat they may blind the people to the eolid 
business advantages of the "larger market.

The Conservatives enter this campaign 
beaten. They know that .the day of ex­
treme protection has gone by. They know 
that all over the Anglo-Saxon \yorld there 
ia a movement toward greater freedom of 
trade, and greater equality of opportunity.

PREAMBLE OF TREATY 
PUBLISHED AT PARIS

Arbitration Agreement Does Not 
Remove All Poisible Chance 
of War, But Goes Long Way 
Towards It

London, Aug. 3—The Anglo-American 
arbitration treaty to be signed late today 
will be given out for publication in Lon­
don and Washington simultaneously.

Should the house of commons be in ses­
sion at the time the unusual course will
be adopted of submitting the treaty to 
the lower chamber at the same time that 
it goes to the United States senate. Other­
wise it will be given to the press in the 
usual way.

Paris Aug. 3—An official note issued at 
the foreign office after outlining the de­
tails of the ceremony of signature, points 
out that the treaty eliminates many re- 
serictions from the treaty of 1908, assures 
a means of regulating, pacifically all differ 
ences which would be impossible of settle­
ment through the channels of diplomacy 
and adds;

The character of the treaty is clearly de­
fined in the preamble thus "The French 
republic and the1 United States of Am­
erica being equally desirous of perpetuat­
ing firm and inviolable the constant prece 
which happily has existed between the two 
nations since the first days of American 
independence and which was rendered 
more sure by the close relations of friend­
ship and commerce; affirming that no im­
portant queationa remain in limitation 
tween them, and resolved to prevent any 
future difference from being an occasion 
for hostilities or an interruption of these 
good relatione and ao forth.”

No kaleidoscopic change is looked 
for ,even if all should go well, and by a 
practical confirmation of the agreement by 
the Canadian people at the forthcoming 
eleetions the interchange of commodities 
between the two countries should be per­
ceptibly quickened within a few months.

I As far as two-thirds of the American 

border is concerned in the northwestern

New York, N. Y., August 3—With 
an escort of a dozen other 
mencial vehicles, which met it in Yonkers, 
the Saurer five ton truck, known as the 
“Pioneer Freighter," reached the end of 
its five thousand mile journey at City Hall 
yesterday afternoon.
