TOUGH FEMALES.

REMARKABLE EXPLOITS OF TWo
SISTERS IN NEW JERSEY.

‘Fhey are Veritable Fire Bugs and Made
Things Extremely Lively After Their
Arrest.

BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.

New York, April 5.—Henrietta Frances

Day, aged 16, and Emma I. Day, aged 23
were arrested on Tnesday night at Sum-
mit, N. J., on a charge of arson. A few
weeks ago the Randolph Block, which
cost $60,000, was totally destroyed by fire,
and other buildings have been burned in
a mysterious way.
The girls were detained by the police
and Henrietta confessed that on March
23rd she and her sister went to the ap-
artments of Susan Campbell, in the post
office building, and saw a baby sleeping *
in a col. They opened a closet, poured
on a bundle ot carpet
rags, and then Emma set fire
to the rags. They left the baby
asleep and went to the room of
their sister, Mrs. Ordell, in the same
building, and waited until the alarm was
given. Then they ran out and enjoyed
the terror of the inmates and the crack-
ling of the flames.
They tried to set on fire Temperance
hall. They were also concerned in fires
at Plainfield and other New Jersey towns.
They said yesterday they could not resist
the temptation to set houses on fire be-
cause they liked to see a big blaze.
The girls were arrested, and while be-
ing taken to jail Henrietta broke away
and raced like a deer across the fields.
She was chased for more than 8 mile be-
fore being captured.  Her sister Emma
was quiet.
‘When Henrietta was put in her cell
she smashed windows and tried to bat-
ter down the door with a large stone.
Thos. Britt entered the door to disarm
her and was felled to the floor. Britt
got the stone away after a struggle and
escaped from the tiger. Emma only
sat on the cot and applauded her sister.
A policeman had to remain in the jail
with the prisoners all night, while =
policeman was on guard outside. The
glrls took sticks, and p 'ked themn through
the iron bars of their cell and upset the
stove in the narrow corrider, and but for
the presence of the policeman, the place
would have been in a blaze.

Yesterday, the girls gloated over their

exploits in frightening people and mak-

ing a blaze for the firemen. Henrietta
tried to wrench her iron bedstead apart
to get a tool to break an opening in the
jail. She begged for matches to set the
place on fire. A man passed a stick
through the window and she demolished

A vote was taken in the Honse of As.
sembly last evening on the woman saf-
frage resolutions and both were defeated.
Mr. Wilson’samendment which proposed
to give the franchise to all women, who
are 21 years of age was defeated by a vote
of 11 to 26, the yeas being Messrs. Al-
ward, Morrissey, Russell, Taylor, Stock-
ton, E n, Baird, Ketel Atkin-
son, Bellamy and Moore. Dr. Stockton’s’
resolution which limited the franchise to
women possessing incomes of $400, or
real estate worth $100,0r personal proper-
ty worth $400,\vas defeated by a vote of 24
to 14, the yeas being Messrs. Alward,
Young, Killam, Glasier, Taylor, Whited
Stockton, Emmerson, Hibbard, Baird,
Ketchum, Atkinson, Bellamy and Moore.
Mr. Wilson, who moved the amendment,
was abeent in St. John

DECKLDIDS ON COISTERS

There was an important discussion in
the House of Commons last evening in
regard to some of the provisions of the
bill, introduced by the minister of mar-
ine, respecting the safety of ships. The
object of the bill was to prevent the loss
of vessels through the shifting of cargoes
and overloading. The bill, it seems, has
been asked by the Seamen’s Association
of Ontario, and it embraced provisions
requiring the use of shifting boards for
grain laden vessels, and preventing the
carrying of deckloads. Against these re-
strictions, the Maritime province mems
bers vigorously protested and with good
effect. The clause requiring shifting
boards for grain ladem vessels
was so amended as -to exclude
vessels laden with oats, and thus Prince
Edward Island was relieved of an ob-
noxious law. The section preventing
vessels  clearing with - deckloads
for the Waest Indies and
South Ameriea was also dropped, after a
somewhat warm debate. The credit of
successfully opposing this clanse must be
given to Mr. Baird of Queens, who is
thoroughly conversant with the coasting
trade, and who pointed out that to pre-
vent vessels bound to South America
carrying deckloads would reduce their
freighting capacity and consequently

Considering the sharp competition to
which we are exposed with the United
States in the West India and
South American trades, it is certainly
most unwise to handicap our vessels
by arbitraryand unnecessary restrictions.
‘We cannot see what claim the Seamen’s
Association of Ontario, has to dictate
Legislation, which shall affect injuriously
the ships of the Maritime Provinces, and
it is surprising that the minister of mar-
ine who represents a maritime consti-
tuency should have listened to them.

THE sHIP LABORERS.
The agreement arrived at between the
ship laborers and the merchants, ship-
owners and stevedores seems to be fairly
equitable. They are to be paid from date
to Nov. J, $3 per day on sailing vessels
~.and $4 Per day on steamers; from Nov. 1
to April 1, $2 per day on sailing vessels
and $3 per day on steamers. Employers
select their own crews, and may employ
gix seamen on ships and four on barks
in loading and discharging, and may
employ steam in the work at their op-
tion. The employers agree to give their
work exclusively to Union men except
as ahove provided.
