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FINANCES. ¢

The Committee drew attention, last year, to the fact that the Reserve Fund of £100 (set
apart as a Working Capital), was reduced to £17 7s. 10d. ; showing that the regular income of
the year 1865 had fallen below its expenditure by the sum of £82 12s, 2d.

The balance at the beginning of the year just closed, as shown in that Report, was £56 5s, 3d.
(including £8 7s. 10d. of the Reserve Fund). The Committee regret to say that, at the close
of the year, there is a balance of only £11 Bs. 2d. ; showing that the income of the Society has
again been gmaller than the expenditure by £45 0s. 1d.

It has therefore become necessary that retrenchment should take place: and the Committee

have already decided upon this course. The staff of missionaries will be accordingly reduced.
. They-cannot take this step, without appealing again to the friends of the cause, to sustain
their hands. If this work is to prosper, retrenchment must not be permitted. Let a portion
of that money which is now spent upon superfluities and indulgences, be given to God,
and abundance of means will be found to maintain His cause. Let those who are satisfied thnt
this work is one which ought to be carried on in dependence upon God, put forth the efforts
that lie in their power both to interest others, to meet objeotions, and to give in proportion to
their means, If this is not done by those friendly to the object, the cause of Christ committed
to our hands must receive a wound, and those who are looking for spiritual light and assis-
tance will be discouraged by our supinencss, The Chureh of England in this Province ought
to be a light to all who are in darkness, and to those who are out of the way ; and if faithfal to
her Master will fulfil her task. i

MISSION BUILDINGS.

The want which was noticed last year of a suitable building for the Girls' School, becomes
every year more and more apparent,

At the same time, the Parsonage is 5o much out of repair, that it has been pronounced by an
architect from Montreal (who kindly visited and examined it at his own expense), to be in an
unfit state for a habitation, and most prejudicial to the health of all who might live in it,

A grant of £50 stg. has since been made by the Parent Society in England, towards the
repairs of the building. Friends in England have added £40 more. Promises have also been
received; amounting to $140, from a few friends in this Province towards the erection of a
Girls’ School.

If these funds can be raised to the necessary amount, the present Parsonage might be replaced
by a building properly adapted to all the purposes required.

SABREVOIS.

Mz, E. ROY, Missionary.

Mr. Roy continues to conduct the French Service on Sunday, by license from: the Bishop,
undertake the management of the Boys' Sehool, and the provision of food and fuel, &o. for both
the Schools, giving one hour a day to the teaching.
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These duties, together with lis own studies, in preparing for ordination, occupy nearly the
whole of his time and strength. His journals, iowever, show that he is able to do a little in the

way of visiting from time to time.

My occupations at the College have not permit-
ted me to go very far away, so that I have not been
able to distribute but a very few copies of the New
Testament or tracts.

T will give particulars of some of my conversations
with the Roman Oatholics. One day I was visiting
a Roman Catholic family, and found one of the neigh-
bours present. Soon we began to speak upon religion
‘and particularly Extreme Unction. He said “You
Protestants do not follow the Gospel, for you do not
anoint the dying with oil ;” and added that the holy
oil ought to be applied to the eyes, the ears and the
mouth of the sick person, for the good of his soul,
because we sin with the mouth, the eyes and theears,
and this oil purifies them from sin.

I said that they had changed the use of the oil, for
in the time of Jesus Christ and his Apostles they
used it to cure the body and not the soul. I read to
them St. James v. 13, 15, St. Mark vi. 1, 3, and St.
Luke x. 30, 37,

I showed them, too, thiat St. James is speaking in
v. 13 of the goul, and in v. 14 of the body.

He was unable to reply.

We have been rejoiced at meeting -some persons
disposed to hear us speak and read, of the things of
God, and also some Protestants who take an interest
in the Gospel, and speak of it when they have an op-
portanity. Although the work is sometimes discou-
raging and slow to our eyes, yet the Lord permits us
to gee from time to time that He is with us, and
blesses our feeble and imperfect labours. And this
we may be sure he will do, for it is even more Hig
work than ours, and He is even more interested in
it than weare. An old man whom we met in the
house of one of our Protestants, joined in the Family
Worship, and listened with the greatest attention,
We had chosen a chapter which speaks of some of
the errors of his church. We also visited another
family who listened very attentively to us, as we
read the words of consolation drawn from the Holy
Scriptures. They found them very beautiful and full
of comfort.

The, Schools closed on the 13th June with the
Annual Examination, in presence of several of the
parents and friends of the Mission. . We were
cheered by the presence of six clergymen, four from
the City of Montreal, with the Rector of St. Johns,
and the Rev. B. P. Lewis, Missionary at Lake
Brandon.

The Examination was the best the Schools have
ever passed, since [ have been connected with them.
I was really myself surprised at the number of
correct answers, and  the proficiency attained.
Much credit is due to Mr. Roy and Mr, DeGruchy.
The subjects examined in were, History of Canada,

The whole number of pupils, who have been under
instruction in the Boys School and College, during
any period of the winter is 20, of whom 15 have
been boarders and b5 day pupils. Of the former
number,two were dismissed for bad conduct,and one
left of his own accord for the same reason. One of
the pupils is an English boy from the Sorel Mission,
a8 before reported.

1 feol satisfied and thapkful with the general
results. of the winter. Some of the pupils have
shown a marked improvement in character, giving
us the pleasing hope that they are under the power

The subjects which occupied the Missionary stu-
dents have been Latin and Greek, English, Church
History, the Romish Controversy and a Commence-
ment of Geometry, and I can bear my testimony to
their diligence in prosecuting their studies. One
of these four, Mr. John Roy, presented himself at
the Examination of school teachers in Montreal, and
obtained a first class diploma in French, He is at
present engaged ‘to assist in the sup d
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state that great exertions have been made by them
during the past year to repair and improve their
House of Prayer, which was greatly in need of it.

Nearly $200 has been subseribed and 1laid out in
farring, lathing, plastering and coloring the inside
wallg, pointing the outside, and repairing dilapid-
ations; and the building is now warm and dry.

A harmonium has also bcep purchased for §$100,
of which $66.70 has been paid, and $6 more pro-
miged. The success of this effort is due to Mr. P.
DeGruchy's activity and perseverance.

WORK DONE B’

Mr. Roy reports:

As Director of the manual labour of the College,
T ought not to pass over in silence the work of the
pupils in the College. They give about a couple
of hours a day to it, viz., in the morning after
breakfast, and in the afternoon after school. Their
work consists in sawing and splitting wood-and
bringing it into the house, taking care of the
animals, milking the cows, &¢. And within doors;
each one makes his own bed, and the younger ones,
make themselves useful in a variety of ways, Thef
also keep their schoolroom clean.

The garden which was made and kept in order
by the teachers and pupils has produced vegetables
to the amount of $32, without counting what was

We have 10 boarders and 4 day pupils. We have
had 16 applications, and it is to be regretted that
we have not a separate school for girls. It is much
needed. They are not comfortable here, as they are
obliged to remain from 6 in the morning until 9
at night in the basement floor, which is very damp
in the spring and fall. Several of them have been
sick since they have been in the College, and I fear
this is the reason of it. Ido not see the possibility
of continviug the two schools in the College any
longer than this'winter.

I wish very much some of the Ladies of the
Committee would come and see the Mission, and
they could then judge for themselves.

Rev. A, L. Forrin, Missionary.

In the early part of the year Mr. Fortiii writes encouragingly :

During this quarter I have lent 4 Testaments and
given away 30 tracts. It is with pleasure as well
ag with thankfulness to Almighty God, that I have
to state some interesting facts.

Mr. ; one of those who a year ago left the
Church of Rome, for some pecuniary difficulties, is
now thoroughly convinced of the errors of the
Romanists. He is a regular attendant at our Bible
readings, and takes every opportunity to influence
his neighbours to receive the Word of God for their
guide and not the word of man. He is not able to
read himself, but he has his Bible, and goes in the
louses of those who can read, and has it read. It

is encouraging (and it cannot fail to have benefi-
cial effects) to see them gathering in one of their
houses on Sunday, to listen to the Word of God.
Mr. L. told me before some rigid R. C.,that he
could never go back to the Romish system with
his present views, it would be against his con-
science. I sold a Testament in the same neigh-
borhood, and the man went to the priest to have
his approbation : (it was the approved edition of
Saci) the priest told him that it was not good ; the
only good Bible was in Latin, and he could not
understand it. The man was so disgusted with this

| monstrous falsehood that he went away convinced
more then ever that his Bible was good, and fully
determined to read it all the days of his life.
Another went to the priest to have a Bible ; he
| told him it would be of no use to him, he was too
| ignorant; and even if he were educated it would not
be right for him to read ityfor some passages when
| read bring the evil'Spirit. As the man was a good
[ Roman Catholic, I suppose he believed it. When
| the minds of the people are influenced in this
| manner by their spiritual advisers, yon may well
imagine what an obstacle it must be to our work.
Another man has virtually left the Church of
Rome. He will soon send his demission. Hig wife,
who was bitter against us the first time I visited
them, is quite different now. She is willing to be
instructed.

I have visited several families in the Township
of Acton, in company with the Rev. Mr. Waurtele,
who is interested in the work. Iintend to work
with him some of the time.

Some 12 families are desirous to leave the Roman
Catholic Church. They have applied for a minister
of the Gospel. I shall take an early opportunity
to visit them and instruct them in the Bible.

But the same opposition which elsewhero is met with as soon as any good work begins to
appear, has shown itself here also to try the faith of God’s Ministers, to stimulate their prayers,
and to demonstrate that it is not by man but by God alone that the victory is wrought. At a

later date Mr. Fortin says :

In writing this report, I cannot but express the |

feelings of my mind with regard to the work, in one
section of the Mission field. In the Providence of
God, a series of accidents, moro or less severe,
happened to those who had manifested an earnest
desire for the truth, and about whom I entertained
strong hopes of their ultimate firm attachment to
the Word of God—but these in great measure are
now frustrated.

T'may state the accidents, which led some of them
to go back to the Romish Church. One was killed
instantaneously by the falling of a tree ; this caused

unsettled among them, than to go back to the
Roman Church. Those that took that step, gave
me the Testaments which they had been reading
for some time.

This is certainly a discouragement in this work,
but good may result from it.

However I am happy to say that some are still
firm, and earnest in seeking the truth.

Not very long ago [ baptized the child of a
Roman Catholic, who married a Protestant wife.

In the early part of the year Mr, Fortin writes :

An application has been made to the Govern-
ment for the permission to build a Church here
according to the rites and ceremonies of the Church
of England. The superintendent of Indian affairs
has kindly sent us a tracing of the village, asking
us to designate. on the said map . the exact spot
which we wish to have as a site for our Church.
As soon as we have settled that very important
matter, we shall return the map together with the
required indication, when, I have no doubt, full
permission will be granted.

The spiritual edifice is also, I trust, progressing.
I constantly notice new faces at our services. This
is the more remarkgble as all Romanists are far
more scrupulous during Lent than at any other
season of the year.

During this quarter two French services were
held in Christ Church, at Sorel, at the suggestion
of the Rector, Rev. Canon Anderson. The first was
very well attended by deeply attentive hearers—
but the Romish priest having strongly denounced
it, and having threatened all who dared to attend
agaio, with the denial of the pdques, which is next
door to excommunication, some withdrew and did
not attend the second. However I noticed here and
there,in the body of the Church, many of those I used
to meet in my Scripture readings. On'the following
day, [ was very much plensed with the visit of a
very intelligent young woman, who had attended
the services and wished to know more about the
books we used in our Church. T lent her a Testa-
ment, a Liturgy, and two tracts ; a fow days after,
she called again, and showed by her conversation,
that she had carefully read the New Testament.
She said : I find in one passage that ‘“it is not that
which goeth into the mouth which defileth a man,
but that which cometh out of the mouth,” and
therefore, she continued, how absurd the distine-
tions of the Church of Rome about meats and so
forth. ~ Aftor some conversation on a fow of the
errors of Rome, T showed her the necessity of boldly

confessing Christ before men, and thus prove her
gratefulness to God who had so graciously mani-
fested himself to her, She said she was determined
never to go to mass again. She wished so much
we had a French service every Sunday in Lent.
My two other Stations, Ste. Victoire and St. Ours,
are also visited in their turn.

At —— considerable excitemeént was raised about
‘some tracts which I had distributed on a former
visit. Some said they were bad books, and tried
very hard ‘to influence those who had received
them, to burn or return them, When I heard thig
Icalled on different parties, and asked them to show
me the objections they had to the books which had
been distributed. They said, that in one of them
prayer and faith were represented as unable to save
a man.,

T replied that there was no error in that. Prayer
and faith are means, but Christ is the only effective
cause of our salvation. After much conversation
on the subject they were convinced.

I regret to say, however, that my services were
not 8o well attended this time as usual. Their
having so much to do with the Church at this pan-
ticular time, may be one reason, and the discussions
about the tracts another,

But this must be expected. The Evil One will not
allow a good work to be carried on, without placing
obstacles in its way.

Were it not for the despotic power of the Romish
priesthood, which an ignorant people cannot shake
off, how many would come out! It was only
the other day that — from — told me: “What
a pity, 8ir, you do not huild a Church and live
here—then we should ot be obliged to go to the
priest to confess.” I then showed her that she must
confess to God, who isever ready to receive repent-
ing sinners aud hear their cry.

Thus it is, that the work is carried on, with
encouragements here, discouragements there. But
it is God's work, we must look to Him.
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His last roport says:

I cannot but abound in praise and thanksgiving
to Almighty God who has so signally blessed our
endeavours. When I consider that it was late last
winter when we thought of erecting a Church here,
and that now we have a neat and confortable little
edifice, with only two hundred dollars to raise to
free it from all incumbrance, I can truly sny
“Hitherto the Lord hath helped us.”

And here I would thankfully ncknowledgu the
kindness and favours we have received from dif-
ferent quarters.

We have been presented with a handsome bell
from the Church at St. Martin, which I am sorry.
to say is now closed for want of a congregation.

We have also received a small organ, the gift of
Dr. Smallwood, Montreal.

Through Mrs, Monk, Montreal, we have been pre-
sented with beautiful white linen cloths for the
communion, (and most likely we shall have the

July 1st.

In —— (the place mentioned in the preceding
paragraph,) I received much encouragement. Two
families have resisted the priest's tyranny.

At Easter he asked all his parishioners, whether
they had attended our services. If they said they
had, he then made them promise never to go again.
However Mr. — and Mr. — would make no such
promise, saying that they Leard nothing but the
Gospel there, and that they thought it a privilege
to have it preached them. They went so far as to
say, that they had learned more from the few con-
versations we had had together than from all the
magses they had attended since their childhood.
Then one of them asked the priest : “ Can we obtain
faith by our own strength, or must we ask God
for it?” The priest said : “ We must ask for it,
of courge.” * Well,” said the man, “I never knew
that until I heard it the other day, at one of these
Services which you forbid us to attend.”

The priest, who is a very passionate man, then
snid in a rather angry tone: * Either promise
never to go and hear Mr. Fortin, or you shall not
have your pdgues.” Both men, and the wife of one
of them, immediately said : “In that case you may

Since writing my last report, I have been engaged
much a8 before, viz., superintending the building of
the Church at St. Francis, and collecting means for
it.

Mr. James Allen, from Pot-au-beurre, gave us 250 ft,
of deal planks.

Nor must I omit to mention the kind and uncens-
inginterest, which the Rev. Canon Anderson,Rector
of Sorel, had all along manifested towards the
.\lissifm, and the valuable agsistance he has given
me by his advice and letters of introduction to some
of hig friends, when I was collecting.

I also wish to .acknowledge the kindness of the
Rev. Canon Bond, who, in various ways, has proved
a warm friend of the Mission, and has visited it on
different occasions.

keep them.” Since that time I have visited them,
and found them in a very nice frame of mind. In
the game place I baptized the child of a Roman
Catholic mother—there were & great many of the
neighbors present. They seem to understand and
enjoy our beautiful baptismal Service. A Roman
Catholic woman, from that place also, has attended
the Services of the Church at Sorel, several times
since I have begun my visits to Thope and pray
that these visits may have lasting effects for good.
It is true it is only here a little and there a little—
but we are taught in God's Word, not to despise
the day ?f small things. And certainly these few
souls, that may from time to time be rescued from
error and darkness, are of inestimable value before
God.

The Church at St. Francis is progressing.
now raised and roofed in.

We have not been obliged to incur debt yet, and it
is hoped that we shall be able to collect the fands
a8 they are needed.

May the Great Head of the Church bless this our
endeavor to establish His worship in our midst.

Thave to lament the necessity of being so often
absent from my Mission. I know the effect is any-
thing but beneficial, Still as one is the path of
duty, T trust that God may prevent any evil con-

are constantly present—and I hear from different
quarters that as B’g:m a8 the Church is opened many
more will come. I was very much pleased on
Sunday evening: when I came out of Church (I
mean the Service) a French Canadian accosted me,
und said soon after, that he had been listening
outside to our mass ag he called it. He wished to
speak to me in private. Iasked him into my rooms
where we had a long conversation on various points

of controversy. He ardently desires to be instructed.
He agked a number of questions showing much
thought and good sense. At St. Ours, —— has, I
believe, become a converted woman. Only six
months ago, she was a Romanist and wordly minded
—and now she is thoughtful, and anxious for the
conversion of others. She has lately lent three New
Testaments to her friends. Trejoice in this greatly,
for I consider it a sign of something genuine. Let
ug pray for these persons, and hope that more may
be similarly enlightened.

TO THE LADIES OF THE CHURCH OF ENGLAND.

DeAr FRrenps:—Last year, feeling our position as a mission
to be a very critical one, I endeavored to interest our lady friends
by laying before them the difficulties we found most trying ; viz:
want of funds, bad buildings, much out of repair, the mueh
needed Girls' School, and insufficient house linen. Some of these
diffieulties, I am very thankful to say, have been remedied, others
still need attention, The College is now warm and comfortable,
filled to overflowing, and several applications had to be refused.
Our church has been thoroughly repaired, the floor supported, the
walls lath and plastered (they were at first only plastered on the
stone), the gallery finished, and the whole interior coloured. Tt is
very warm, and many who eould not venture into 5o cold a build-
ing now attend. We have also bought a harmonium, which adds
very much to the cheerfulness of our services. The parsonage is
too much out of repair to be inhabited ; we are therefore all in the
College for this winter, and trying to colleot funds to convert it
into a Girls’ School in the spring. The funds are still much in need
of a large increase, as you will find from other parts of the Report.
Our pressing needs are, first the Girls’ School, and then house linen,
You will see from Mrs. Roy’s remarks how necessary she feels it
to make a change, and I fully endorse her views, The basement
of the College is, and has always been unhealthy : whoever has to
stay there suffers more or less from the dampness. One of our
girls is in a terrible state from breakings out upon her skin, and
others suffer in a less degreo. ' Their school-room was originally
a cellar, and is only divided from the present collar, by a thin lath
and plaster partition—both teachers and soholars suffer. Oh ! if
our ladies’ auxiliaries would only.send deputations to see these
things for themselves, what a comfort it would be to the mission-
aries, what a saving of weak words. Our house linen is very short
in quantity, and much of it nearly worn out. We find it very
difficult to keep the beds clean. Our ladies’ societies could find no
better way of helping us, than by sending us sheets, quilts,
towels, and pieces of all descriptions, Let me beg of our friends
to interest themselves in this matter without delay, and Ho who
suffers not even a oup of ‘cold water given for Christ’s sake to pass
unnoticed, will send an abundant reward,
