The
natives have never been capable of self-
government and for years they have
been the victims of foreigners of various
nationalities by whom they have been
despoiled ‘and to whom they have
virtually been under subjection.
A despatch of the 6th instant
announces that Queen Lilliokani, who
was elevated to the thromeon the
death of Kalakans,is at the pointof
death. The Queen has been advised of
the worst, has made her will and is pre-
pared for the finalsummons. The death
of the Queen will bring about & serious
political complication, and already
schemers and wire pullers are at work to
gecure control of the island in the inter-
est of England. The Honolulu newspap-
ers dare not print one word of what is
going on, but the people are in a great
fever of excitement. There cannot be
found in all the islands a regent
which the country will unite upon, who
shall reign during the minority of the
present heir to the throne, Princess
Kainlani, who is now at school in Eng-
land. The Americans will make a strong
effort to secure & preponderating in-
fluence in Hawaiian councils and perhaps
the annexation of the islands to the
United States. The father of Princess
Kainlani, however, is an English-
man and all  his influence and
the influence of his friends will be
put forward in favor of the British. The
despatch goes on to say that the Ameri-
cans will take advantage of any lapse of
time to prevent Princess Kainlani from
getting to the throne. The natives are
in sympathy with the Americans and
want either a republic or annexation
to the United States. The situation is
80 critical and there is so much certain-
ty of riots and bloodshed that the pres-
ence of two or three warships from the
United States is an absolute necessity.
The presence of these ships will prevent
the British element from taking the lead
in affairs. Not only is the Queen near
to death, but the Queen Dowager,
Kepielans, is also dangerously ill with
paralysis and may die at any moment.
It is & settled fact that the final end of
Hawaiian royalty is near at hand.

The Hawaiian kingdom comprises a
group of twelve islands in the North
Pacific containing about 6,100 square
miles.

form the Britis;. empire. The proposal
to include the ‘Inited States in any
Federation would come properly enough,
if that country had displayed any friend-
ship towards Great Britain or her
colonies. But everyone knows who has
studied the politics of the United States
that the surest passpatt to popular favor
a politician could useis to abuse England
and endeavor to belittle her power. We
do not propose to ask for support for
Imperial federation from its enemies ;
such an ides would be as foolish,as for &
lamb to seek protection from a bungry
wolf. When Imperial Federation is
consummated, as it will be, there
can be no objection to the Federated
empire entering into 'an alliance with
the United States. But Federation must
precede such an alliance. The advocat-
es of making the United States a part of
the Federation, cunningly suggest, that
to make stich 8 Federation possible, it
will be necessary for the colonies of Great
Britain to become independent nations.
They desire to see Great Britain separat-
ed from her colonies, as a prelude to the
grand union of all the English nations
which i8 to follow. The suggestion is
ingenious, but it will hardly be adopted,
because, it shows the cloven foot only too
plainly. We will not seek to enter
the gate of Imperial Federation, by
the sacrifice of our connection with the
empire. Imperial Federation is coming,
and it will be accomplished without the
aid of those pretended friends, who are
seeking to inject a state of discord into
the proposed union of the British em-
pire.

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DEATH OF MR. 0. V. TROOP

An Interesting Sketeh of his Life.

Mr. Ozais V. Troop & well known and
highly r died suddenly at
his residence 194 Wentworth street this
morning. Mr. Troop had not been in
good health for the past week but attend- |
ed to his business duties as usual, and
nothing serious was anticipated until a
day or two ago, when he became serious-
ly ill.

A physician was summoned but medi-
cal aid was of no avail and Mr. Troop
passed peacefully aw#y at 3.30 o’clock this
morning.

The deceased was born at Granville,
Nova Scotia, in 1823,and was consequent-
ly 68 yearsof age.
