London, Sept. 26.—The coroner’s jury 
to-day returned a verdict declaring 
that Belle Elmore Crippen was mur­
dered by her husband, Dr. H. H. Crip­
pen, the American dentist.

The careful work of the authorities 
in building up a case from the ghastly 
relic found in the cellar of 39 Hilldrop 
Crescent, North London, whereby an 
Identification satisfactory to a British 
jury was obtained, is a feature of the 
verdict. For mtffly weeks Dr. Pepper, 
the government toxicologist, worked 
almost single-handed to gain sufficient 
evidence from the fragments to show 
that thé remains were those of Mrs. 
Crippen.

This evidence was presented to the 
coroner’s jury and convinced them of 
the identity of the murdered woman, 
in spite of the fact that the attorneys 
for Dr. Crippen brought experts to 
contradict the testimony.

The verdict is a distinct victory for 
the crown. With the corpus delicti es­
tablished the government is relieved of 
the necessity of holding the - trial of 
Crippen in abeyance and it Is probable 
that when his case is reached on the 
calendar the authorities will be ready 
to proceed with the trial.

The summing up of Coroner 
Schroeder partly favored Crippen, par­
ticularly with reference to the evidence 
regarding the rfex of the victim. He 
also said: -

“It does not follow that because Dr. 
Crippen lied regarding his wife’s death 
and fled to Canada that he killed her. 
Moreover, you must not consider Miss 
Lenevé’s connection with the case 
after that flight."

The jury, however, apparently was 
convinced that the body was that of 
Mrs. Crippen. The verdict added that 
the cause of death was poison by hyos- 
cin.

Domodossola, Italy, Sept. 24.—Avia­

tor George Chavez, the first man to fly 
over the Alps, will live. Chavez’s left 
leg Is broken In two places, his right 
leg is broken and his body is covered 
with cuts, but according to his physi­
cians, his injuries, which were received 
after he had safely passed the danger­
ous part of his journey, and was in 
sight of his goal, will not prove fatal.

Chavez passed a fair night and was 
able to receive a few visitors to-day. 
He attempted to tell the story of the 
accident, but was stopped in the midst 
of it by his physicians, who advised 
him to rest.

“I encountered a tremendous wind 
when I arrived over Simplon pahs,” 
said Chavez. “It forced me to alter my 
course and swerve toward Gouda 

jgo rge.
“It was hard work controlling the 

machine, which swerved and leaped 
madly. Once I almost ran it headlong 
into the sheer face of a precipice.

"Reaching Domodossola I saw Duray 
signalling me there was a good place 
beyond to alight. My petrol tank was 
nearly empty and I could not have 
gone much farther. I shut off my en­
gine and began planing down,

“What caused the collapse is more 
than I can understand. I suppose the 
stays must have weakened under the 
strain of the adverse winds.”

Chavez was interrupted at this point 
by his physicians. He went to sleep 
mutttting “too bad, too bad.”

Completely unnerved by the accident 
to his fellow aviator and friend, Wey- 
man, the American, to-day announced 
he would make no further attempt of 
the Brieg to Milan flight.

“I am done with alpine flying,” said 
Weyman, “I realize now that to try 
to fly over the Alps is to court death. 
Chavez made a wonderful flight and 
deserves the honor 'that I hope It will 
bring him.”

A movement to erect monuments to 
Chavez at the starting point and the 
end of his journey was started by the 
Italian aviation society.

Chavez probably will be given half of 
the $20,000 purse. In the wreck of his 
machine Çhavez’ barograph was broken 
and it is impossible to tell how high he 
went but it is believed he beat his own 
height record of 8,429 feet, made at 
Issy.

The report that Paileti, the Italian, 
had duplicated Chavez’s flight across 
Simplon pass was corrected to-day. 
Paileti went to'Cresa by train and his 
presence there was. mentioned in dis­
patches. It was assumed his machine 
was with him.

Chavez awoke this morning feeling 
much refreshed. Dr. Karl issued a 
bulletin saying his condition is satis­
factory.

The reported letter from the city so­

licitor which the sub-committee had 
before it read as follows :

Gentlemen : There Is one contract 
with Mr. W. H. Worswick assigned to 
the Worswick Paving Company, Ltd., 
for the work to be done on these four 
streets and the work is almost com­
pleted.

I beg to call the attention of the 
committee to the fact that under the 
contract Mr. Worswick is bound to 
keep the pavements upon these streets 
in a good state of repair.

The guarantee is not only against 
defects of materials and workmanship 
but also ' covers matters of incidental 
maintenance and repair. For instance, 
If a team were travelling upon the 
pavement and the tongue broke loose 
from the neck yoke and falling, ripped 
a hole in the pavement, this hole In 
the pavement, under the conlrarct, 
would be bound to be repaired by the 
contractor.

This clause of the contract is dis­
tinctly beyond the powers ot the 
council to make.

The statute distinctly says that all 
work of maintenance and repair shall 
be done at the expense of the munici­
pality generally, whereas by this con­
tract it Is attempted to place the cost 
of repairs upon the local improvement 
work, therefore, when the city engineer 
comes to give his final certificate, and 
an assessment by-law i a|jpnipteÿ to 
be put up, there mart ' become allo­
cation made between ' t is the Act­
ual first cost ot the wnr and -. li.it s 
fairly chargeable to the city, as and 
for maintenance and repair. Unless 
this is done, any property owner af­
fected will be able to successfully 
maintain an action against tjie city 
against the provisions of the assess­
ment by-law assessing his prorperty 
with the cost Qf these repairs.

I would suggest that a copy of this 
letter, which I herewith furnish, be 
sent to the city engineer for the guid­
ance of his accountant, when making 
up the amount chargeable to the work 
of local improvement as being the act­
ual cost thereof.

Mr. Sorby pointed out that in mak­
ing the proposed opening in Point El­
lice bridge the eastern span would re­
main intact, but the second span, of 
about 150 feet, would have to be re­
moved. This would give the required 
space for a Scherzer rolling lift bridge. 
The eastern 35 feet would provide the 
area for the balancing arrangements 
and give a clear opening of about 110 
feet for navigation, ample for all pur­
poses. This span, now the property of 
the city, would be floated on scows to 
Rock Bay for re-use.

The second proposition is to remove 
the present wooden bridge across Rook 
Bay, from Store street to near the 
Rock Bay hotel, as a cumbersome 
nuisance and impediment to naviga­
tion and to throw this portion of the 
water as far as Store street into the 
upper harbor, deepening it to 20 feet at 
low water, thus adding about 4% acres 
to the area of the basin. From the 
north end of Store street, adjacent to 
the gas company’s wharf to the south­
ern end of Rock Bay avenue adjacent 
to Lemon & Gonnason’s mills, is a dis­
tance of about 100 yards. By building 
concrete piers at either end the spare 
span from Point Ellice would form a 
bridge over a clear opening of about 
140 feet.

Winnipeg, Sept. 24.—The feature of 

the railway commission’s sitting yes­
terday was the outspoken charge made 
by D. C. Cameron, president of the Rat 
Portage Lumber Co., that William 
Mackenzie and D. D. Mann were en­
gaged in a deliberate attempt to put 
his company and himself out of busi­
ness by their manipulations of traffic 
on the Canadian Northern railway. He 
said that he could easily double his 
plant here, but he is dependent upon 
the Canadian Northern for a supply 
of cars to carry his logs. The plant is 
unable to run more than 125 days in 
the year now owing to the cold blooded 
refusal, he says, of the Canadian 
Northern to furnish him with suffi­
cient cars. He had complained many 
times to both Mr. Mackenzie and Mr. 
Mann. The former had tried to put 
him off with promises which were 
given to cloak his real design, while 
the latter had bluntly informed him 
that he could not have any better ser­
vice from the Canadian Northern than 
he had during the past six years.

Mr. Cameron appealed strongly to the 
railway commission for relief. He 
sahi If It were not given he. would be 
forced out of business.

The statement came out during the 
course of a discussion on the applica­
tion of the Rat Portage Co. for lower 
rates on the Canadian Northern rail­
way between western Ontario points 
and Winnipeg. The intermediate rates, 
it Seems, are higher than the through 
rate from Rainy River.

Mr. Cameron’s company secured a 
favorable decision against the railway. 
The latter has, as required by law, 
granted a rate of $2.56 per thousand on 
logs from Rainy River to Winnipeg', 
but was charging him a higher rate 
from intermediate points in Minnesota. 
The chief commissioner declared the 
$2.50 rate must apply from all points. 
If the rate on the American portion of 
the line, which is chartered under an 
American company, is higher, then the 
rate on the Canadian end must be made 
correspondingly low, so that the regu­
lar raté be not exceeded. With re­
gard to the failure of the railway to 
supply cars, the chief commissioner 
declared the courts would give the J 
lumber company full redress.

As a commercial proposition Mr. 
Sorby suggested the reclaiming of the 
piece of waste space between the 
existing septic tank and the end of the 
tannery wharf having a frontage of 
about 350 feet in deep water. This re­
claimed land to be let on lease 
would more than secure interest and 
sinking fund on any expenditure the 
city would make in Rock bay. To this 
he added a further suggestion that 
the present curved embankment should 
be amended by a straight street from 
the tannery to Bridge street, which 
would develop the land lying between 
this street and John street .on the 
north.

'What we want in Victoria is factor­
ies and a big payroll’* is an expression 
often heard, and yet whenever there is 
a movement on foot to erect such, 
there is always someone to make ob­
jection. Most of the harbor frontage 
will have to be used for factory pur­
poses, if not all of it. One by one the 
industries are coming in, and the re­
sult is that Victoria is growing fast. 
In order that it may continue to grow 
it is expedient that every possible en­
couragement be given to those who 
have the power to. help in this work. 
The old Arm of Moore & Whittington, 
formerly contractors and house build­
ers, have gone, into the lumber busi­
ness, and have a saw mill on the water­
front beyond Point Ellice. They 
wish to erect in the same neighborhood 
a sash and door factory in conjunc­
tion with their mill. They have pur­
chased what they consider a suitable 
site, close to the mill, but they are at 
once opposed by those who reside in 
the neighborhood. Doubtless the city 
council will follow the precedent set on 
Douglas street and allow the factory to 
be erected. By doing, so they will insure 
the establishment of an industry and 
the continuous employment of a large 
number of men who would otherwise 
have to find work elsewhere. The 
perty owners of the district will lose 
nothing, for their holdings will be 
worth more for factory purposes than 
it is for residential.

At the present time large numbers of 
doors and sashes are being imported to 
this city from Puget Sound and other 
points. The local factories are unable 
to cope with the demand. There is also 
a demand for the goods all over Van­
couver Island, and there is no place 
where they can Ije made better and 
more economically than in Victoria. It 
Would be the height of folly to turn 
down the prospect of having this in­
dustry added to those already here. 
Some cities would be only too quick to 
offer a free site for such an industry.

The members of the Manufacturers' 
Association are with us this afternoon. 
Some of them may be looking over the 
ground with the possibility of estab­
lishing branches of their factories in 
the West. It would be very poor policy 
to allow them to get the idea that Vic­
toria does not want factories. We 
want èveryone we can get, and we 
must be willing to make some in­
dividual sacrifices in order that the 
city as a whole may be built 
Doubtless the streets committee will 
report favorably to-night on the grant­
ing of the application for à permit to 
erect the factory, for that seems to be 
the only reasonable course.

iAt last the Conservative party is a 
unit as to what it wants in the way of 
a tariff. There has been much dis­
cussion of the subject in the Tory 
newspapers, and the opinions given 
have been in anything but accord, but 
now Mr. Borden, the leader of the 
party, has solved the question. He 
says that what the Tories want is “a 
satisfactory tariff.” No one can take 
exception to this, for ’he would be a 
bold man indeed who at the present 
time " and under present conditions 
would declare for absolutely no tariff. 
Even in free trade England they have 
à tariff and some of the duties are very 
high, but it is a tariff for revenue, not 
a tariff for protection. Even now the 
Irish people are discussing the increase 
of the tariff on whiskey, and some are 
objecting to it. This extra tariff was, 
put on by the Free Trade party in that 
country, yet no one suggests that the 
party is protectionist. The Tory party 
in Canada is to be congratulated upon 
having a leader with such depth of in­
sight as to be able, with a word, to de­
cide upon what they want, and to bring 
all the discordant factors into har­
mony. They want a “satisfactory” 
tariff. With such a battle cry as that 
they should at once overthrow the 
party which .has for so long kept them

There has recently been organized 
an association for the benefit of the 
poultrymen of -British Columbia. This 
British Columbia Poultry Association 
has been organized for the purpose of 
fostering poultry-raising throughout 
every part of British Columbia, and 
placing the Industry on a more sub­
stantial working basis. Probably there 
has seldom been so much interest 
shown In poultry as within recent 
months. However, there is great room 
for improvement and the association is 
endeavoring to secure a larger member­
ship in order that it may be more ef­
fective' and accomplish more than It 
otherwise might.

Never before in the history of the 
production of eggs, flesh and feathers 
has there been so much interest as 
within the past few months. Local 
poultry associations and poultrymen 
generally seem to be taking to the fact 
that there is a future before us. Un­
dreamed of possibilities of the past are 
being realized at the present and even 
the most sanguine must be convinced 
that still better results may be obtain­
ed under improved methods.

ASBESTOS IN LARDE AU

Nelson, Sept. 24.—C. O. Woodrow, who 
is interested with E. W. Widdowson 
Inxthe Asbestol mine on the west slope 
of Poplar creek In the Lafdean coun­
try, has brought into the city some ex­
ceptionally fine samples of almost pure 
asbestos. It was from this property 
that specimens won a diploma at the 
recent Vancouver fair and the Asbestol. 
group is, incidentally, the only asbes­
tos mine in Canada with the exception 
of a number of properties in Quebec. 
The latter province is responsible for 
practically all the world's supply of 
this fibre.

On the Lardeau property is a well 
defined dyke, of the serpentine geologi­
cal formation, 125 feet wide, which ex­
tends through the three claims, the 
Asbestol, the Scientist and the Assayer, 
which constitute thé group. The dyke 
Is between sandstone walls and the as­
bestos which appears all through the 
dyke in streaks and veins is of the 
chrysotlle grade, almost white in color 
and when drawn out In threads Is of a 
brilliant silky lustre. The mineral Is 
found almost entirely in the serpentine 
belt.

“Asbestos occurs in the seams and 
In the slips,” says Newton W. Emmens, 
the well-known Trout lake mining en­
gineer, in a report on thé property dat-' 
ed August 10 of this year, “with fibres 
parallel thereto, in a manner similar 
to the deposits of the East Broughton 
area of Quebec, where the asbestos oc­
curs as 'slips’ or 'parallel' fibre on 
or in the rock, parallel" f6 the cleavage 
faces. For a distance of some 1200 feet 
on the strike of the Pôjilar serpentine, 
’which is north westerly, ^Conforming to 
that of the other formations, asbestos 
can be found occupying seams and in 
the mass of the rock itself can be seen 
almost anywhere.”

The length of-the fibre in the sam­
ples brought down by Mr. Woodrow 
varied considerably in length but one 
piece of rock of almost pure asbestos 
was a trifle over nine inches long. The 
fibre of the Lardeau asbestos is of 
somewhat lower tensile strength than 
that .obtained in Quebec but it Is rea­
sonable to expect, Mr. Emmens ob­
serves, that the tensile strength of the 
fibre obtained from below the surface 
will be considerably higher than that 
of the samples so far taken froip the 
claims.

Mr. Woodrow stated that there were 
many big streaks of -the mineral which 
must weigh several tons each. Noth­
ing in the way of development has ÿet 
been done with the exception of a little 
surface work.

The claims of the Asbestol group ex­
tend from the bed of Poplar creek to 
the top of the mountain, a horizontal 
distance of 4500 feet and a difference 
in elevation between the creek level 
and the summit of over 3,000 feet. The 
property is well situated for economic 
working. The rock, Mr. Emmens states 
in his report, can be mined for a depth 
of 3,000 feet or over by means of adits 
and open quarries, the method usually 
adopted in asbestos mining. There is 
ample timber on the property and a 
good stream of water flows down the 
mountain side. It is within two and 
one-half miles of the railway.

The Asbestol group was first located 
in 1902 as a gold prospect but no work 
was done on the claims. It is only re­
cently that Mr. Woodrow has become 
interested in It as an asbestos proposi­
tion.

A deal is now in progress which will 
propably result shortly in the property 
being taken over by big capitalists and 
extensively developed.

ZINC ÔRE PRODUCTION.

Nelson, Sept. 24.—At the last meet­
ing of th.e city council Mayor Selous re­
ferred to the establishment of a zinc 
smelter at Nelson by French’s Complex 
Ore Reduction Company.

INew Westminster, Sept. 24. — Within 
two months the Canadian Western 
Lumber Company’s mill at Fraser 
Mills will be considerably enlarged.

Work has been commenced bn the 
foundation of the new addition, which 
will consist of a sash and door factory, 
shingle and lath mill and a box factory. 
This structure will cost approximately 
$300,000 and will give employment to 
another 200 men. A big squad of car­
penters are now at work on the build­
ings and they will be rushed, for there 
are already big orders on hand for 
dressed lumber. Six new houses are 
now under construction for the new 
employees, who arrived from the east 
about a month ago.

Although there have not been any

mill and Fraser Mills Is now’a town in 
itself, quite a change in the past two 
years, for previous to the reopening of 
the mills jhere were not more than a 
dozen people living near there. At least 
100 private residences have been built 
on the north side of the railway track 
and the construction of many more will 
soon be necessary,

NEW BRIDGE OVER FRASER.

Vancouver, Sept. 24.—A new .three 
span steel bridge now being built across 
the Fraser river at Cisco for the Can­
adian Pacific railway, will be complet­
ed within three weeks and opened for 
traffic. It parallels, and will replace, 
a cantilever bridge which has been in 
commission since the completion of the 
line. The new bridge was inspected a 
few days ago by F. F. Busteed, general 
superintendent of the Pacific division. 
Mr. Busteed inspected the various im­
provements which have been in pro­
gress all summer in the Kootenays, as 
well as along the main line, between 
Field and the coast. He found that 
very satisfactory progress is being 
made. Various sections are being re- 
laid with heavier rails to accommodate 
the ever-increasing traffic. The yards 
at Field and Kamloops are being great­
ly enlarged and improved. New snow- 
sheds are being built In Roger’s Pass 
as well as near Illleillawaet.

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OBJECTS TO MAKING
STATEMENT IN PUBLIC

Great Northwestern Telegraph 
Co. Official Before R-^way 

Commission

Winnipeg, Sept. 26.—“We must have 
some one here who knows more about 
the Great Northwestern Telegraph 
Company than this witness," declared 
Judge Mabee Saturday when the in­
vestigation into telegraph rates was in 
progress. “We must know how much 
capital there was invested in the com­
pany. We must understand what its 
relation has been to the old Montreal 
company and the Dominion company. 
We must understand how much actual 
money was put in, not wind and water. 
We must know what the actual re­
ceipts from, the various offices are. 
There is no other way In which we can 
détermine whether the rates charged 
by the company are fair.”

The telegraph official who was on the 
stand and who submitted the figures 
which the board was called on to con­
sider was S. B. McMichael, assistant to 
the general manager of the G. N. W. 
Mr. McMichael supplied statistics in­
tended to show that the charges made 
for telegraph service in and out of 
Winnipeg were not appreciably higher 
than the rates in and out of other large 
cities. He also indicated how large has 
been the Increase In the cost of doing 
business In recent years.

Isaac Pitblado, who appeared for 
the Winnipeg board of trade, sought 
to learn from Mr. McMichael, what the 
actual receipts of the Winnipeg office 
were for the last year, and what the 
expenses of the office were.

The official was exceedingly reluctant 
to produce this information. He stated 
that he could not obtain from the Win­
nipeg office a statement showing the 
receipts from that office for the past 
year, but that this could be obtained 
from Toronto.

“Will you get me that information?” 
said Mr. Pitblado.

“I submit to the commission that this 
is private information which should 
not be made public. I am prepared to 
submit the statefent to the commission 
privately, but there are reasons why it 
should not be made public.”
“My dear man,” said Judge Mabee, 

"there are no companies doing business 
under a measure of government con­
trol and supervision which can have 
anything in their business of any kind 
of a confidential nature. If the com­
missioners cannot examine documents 
in public, we will not examine them be­
hind a screen. That matter was set­
tled permanently sc far as this body 
is concerned in the case of express 
rates. The express company sought to 
have the press excluded, 
that the press should not be excluded, 
and that all investigations should be 
made in public.”

"What would you do,” said Judge 
Mabee to the witness, “if the govern­
ment sent you out to investigate the 
charges which some man was making 
for his goods. You go into his office 
and you see a vault. You ask what is 
in the-vault. He replies that the con- 
ténts of the vault cannot be seen; that 
the papers are of a confidential nature. 
What reply would you make to the 
government which sent you to make 
the investigation?”

When the witness professed to Mr. 
Pitblado that he was giving all the in­
formation in his power, Judge Mabee 
said, “No, you are not. You are hedg­
ing and fencing and refusing to give 
information. You give something with 
your right hand and then take it back 
with your left.”

• The witness stated that it would take 
two or three years to prepare the sta­
tistics for which the board asked, to 
which Mr. Pitblado replied that he 
knew that the telegraph companies 
Would take this attitude and that he 
Tÿould ask for an interim telegraph raté 
in and out of the city pending the pre­
paration of these figures.

In the consideration of the sugges­
tion contained in the president’s report 
in regard to preferential Imperial trade 
the desire of the convention to avoid 
the appearance of placing too much 
importance on the free trade or reci­
procity questions which have recently 
been raised was evidenced by the adop­
tion of the Resolution calling upon the 
Dominion Government to endeavor to 
arrange a preferential agreement with 
the Australian Commonwealth, and al­
so to instruct the Canadian delegates 
at the next Imperial conference to urge 
the. necessity for a more efficient pre­
ferential trade policy in the various 
commonwealths, unions and dominions 
throughout the Empire.

These preferential resolutions were 
introduced by Messrs. H. Bell Irving 
a/id W. H. Barker, of this city. They 
pointed out the necessity for such pre­
ferential arrangements. R. H. Alexan­
der introduced the resolution referring 
to the Australian agreement.

The Companies’ Act was dealt with 
at cpnsiderable length by President 
Buchanan, of the Vancouver board of 
trade, in welcoming the convention to 
the board rooms at the opening of the 
morning session.

After referring to local matters, Mr. 
Buchanan paid a glowing tribute to the 
influence of the association’s maga­
zine. Industrial Canada, in furthering 
the manufacturing interests of the Do­
minion and giving information that 
would tend to a better appreciation of 
good business methods.

GIVEN NEW NAME Washington, D. C., Sept. 23.—John Barry

In 1889 the people of Victoria decided 
to hold a show of their own in this 
city every year. Prior to this date the 
provincial exhibitions were held alter­
natively on thé island and mainland, 
but in 1889 a meeting was called and 
the management of the show was unan­
imously in favor of having one exhibi­
tion here each year and one in New 
Westminster.

Two years after the erection of the 
new- building the association • fell Into 
financial difficulties owing to the heavy 
expenditures on property and suffering 
other reverses. An agreement was en­
tered into whereby ' the exhibition 
grounds were taken over and all other 
liabilities assumed by the corporation 
of Victoria. From then on fairs were 
held nearly every year, although sev­
eral times they were not financial suc­
cesses. The city of Victoria is repre­
sented on the board of directors and 
the annual exhibition is bonused not 
only by the city but also by the pro­
vincial government.

The exhibition grew Very rapidly and 
the accommodation for cattle, horses 
and other stock became so small that 
the city council was asked to put a 
by-law before the citizens for the. pur­
chasing of sixty acres of ground ad­
joining the exhibition, owned by the 
Bowker Park Go., including the race 
track, for a sum of $50.000. This by­
law carried with a large majority, the 
people recognizing that additional 
ground was required if successful ex­
hibitions were to be held.

In the winter of 1907 the handsome 
exhibition building was destroyed by 
fire, which was of incendiary origin. 
For several years before this time the 
structure was considered unsafe and 
exhibits were only placed on the ground 
and first floors. At one time visitors 
were allowed to climb the spiral stairs 
leading up to the numerous towers 
which ornamented the old building, but 
this practice was abolished some time 
before the burning of the structure.

The management was not daunted by 
this regrettable catastrophe and at once 
proceeded with the securing of plans 
and specifications fob new and more up- 
to-date buildings than the old one. 
Generous grants were received from the 
city and the provincial government, 
and after à great deal of deliberation 
the directors selected plans for thé new 
building. Tenders were called for and 
the contract was let to Mr. McDonald, 
who undertook to have it completed in 
time for the exhibition of 1908.

Great preparations were made for cel­
ebrating the first show in the new 
building, which was elaborate and mod­
ern in every way, and stood as a mon­
ument to the energy and determination 
of the people of this city, and the ab­
sorbing interest in the agricultural wel­
fare of their country. The exhibits were 
not all crowded into one building, as 
in the past, but filled three separate

Streets Committee Settles Point in 
Dispute Between Company and 

Property Owners '

After having assured two deputations 
who were present that the 
would not be settled until the 
bers had paid a visit of inspection to 
the proposed site of the sash and door 
factory to be erected in the vicinity of 
Bridge street by Messrs. Moore & 
Whittington, the streets committee of 
the city council half an hour later 
unanimously passed a resolution au­
thorizing the building inspector to 
issue the permit.

The matter came up for consideration 
as soon as the session was convened. 
There were a large number of resi­
dents in the locality present to watch 
the proceedings. Those opposed to the 
issuance of the permit were represent­
ed by George Morphy, barrister and 
solicitor, while Mr. Whittington con­
ducted his own case.

Mr. Morphy and a number of the 
property owners argued that it would 
be working a hardship in the locality 
for the city to allow the mill to be 
erected. They claimed that the district 
was purely a residential one, and in 
proof of that contention cited the fact 
that the city had put down cement 
sidewalks and boulevards, for which 
the owners were heavily assessed. They 
had no objection to Messrs. Moore & 
Whittington going to the waterfront, 
which was the natural site for factor­
ies.

Mr. Whittington presented a counter 
petition to the one which had been 
presented in protest, and in a lengthy 
statement he argued that the locality 
was destined to become a natural site 
for industrial establishments.

At times the discussion between Mr. 
Whittington and the owners present 
grew heated, and the board showed a 
disposition to postpone action. The 
mayor, at the 
speeches by the members of the depu­
tations, said the whole question for the 
council to decide was whether the 
locality in question was destined to 
become an industrial quarter.

The chairman finally announced that 
the decision would be left over until 
Monday evening’s meeting of the 
cii, and that in the interim the 
bers of the committee would visit the 
site and judge of its suitability or 
otherwise as a site for the proposed 
factory.

The members of the deputation with­
drew with this understanding, but later 
in the evening Aid. McKeown urged 
that the question be disposed of at 
once, wlÿch was done with the above 
mentioned result.

upper Fort street, It was decided that 
the city engineer and the city 
solicitor » should

the old by-law for that purpose, and 
so arrange that should the street be 
widened at a later date the pavement 
could be altered to suit the wider di­
mensions.

At the suggestion of the mayor it 
was decided that on all streets where 
some work must be done in order to 
give owners ingress and egress to and 
from their properties, the amount re­
quired should be advanced, to be later 
added to the cost of local improve­
ments on such streets when the time 
arrives for local improvements. Aid. 
Mabie, Fullerton and Raymond op­
posed the suggestion, but without avail.

The city engineer and the plumbing 
inspetcor will make a report on the 
advisability of permitting the use of 
wooden septic tanks instead of concrete 
ones. The solicitor will also be asked 
to give an opinion on the validity of 
the by-law aimed at compelling pro­
perty owners to make sewer connec­
tions, Aid. Mabie being of the opinion 
that the provisions of the by-law could 
not be enforced.

COMMITTED SUICiDE.

Vancouver, Sept. 23.—The coroner’s 
jury empanelled at Mission to inquire 
into tiie death of George Reid, whose 
body was found floating in the Fraser 
river near Matsqui on Monday morn­
ing, found that he came to his death 
by suicide while temporarily insane.

CANADIAN PACIFIC
PLANS NEW HOTELS

Number Will Be Erected Next 
Year—To Establish Swiss Col­

ony Near Golden

Vancouver, Sept. 24.—Mr. George 
Ham, superintendent of the publicity 
department of the C. P. 3., arrived in 
this city from Winnipeg. He was ac­
companied as far as Banff, Alberta, by 
Mr. Painter, chief architect for the 
railway company. Mr. Painter is at 
present engaged on the proposed alter­
ations to the C. P. R. hotel at Banff, 
where it has been found necessary to 
make considerable extensions for the 
purpose of accommodating the rush of 
tourist traffic which has set in during 
the past two years.

According to Mr. Ham, the C. P. R. 
intends to make arrangements for a 
miniature Swiss colony in a valley near 
Golden. The Swiss guides at present 
who wish to indulge in the pastime of 
mountain climbing near Golden and 
Banff leave for their native country to 
spend the winter months. By estab­
lishing a model colony near Golden, 
which will in every respect be as sim­
ilar to the average Swiss village as 
landscape architects can make it, the 
company hopes to be able to hold the 
guides in British Columbia all the 
year round. Thé company has two val­
leys under consideration at present, but 
which one will be decided upon will not 
be known until Mr. Ham Joins Mr.

One is to be 
erected at St. John, N. B., and another 
in Toronto. A new hotel is to be built 
near Nelson, and another in Ottawa, 
Ont.

SEEKS TO QUASH
SALOON BY-LAW

Nelson Case Goes to Supreme 
Court—City Council Will 

Oppose Motion

Nelson, Sept. 23.—The city council 
met in special session to consider tiie 
action to be taken in view of the legal 
notice served upon the city by John 
Bloomberg, proprietor of the Grand 
saloon, to the effect that he would ap­
ply to the Supreme Court for an order 
quashing bylaw No. 207, popularly 
known as the saloon bylaw, the intent 
of which was to do away with the 
saloons on the expiry of their present 
licenses. It was unanimously decided 
to oppose the motion to quash the by­
law and to retain E. P. Davis, the Van­
couver lawyer, to assist A. M. Johnson, 
city solicitor, in the conduct ’ of the 
case.

Mayor, Selous stated that the meeting 
had been called as a result of the legal 
notice served on him, of intention to 
move for the quashing of bylaw 207.

Aid. McDonald said he did not think 
those people had a foot to stand on, 
but as the man who brought in the by­
law in the first place, he felt outside 
counsel should be secured to assist in 
defending it.

Mayor Selous remarked that the 
case would probably be brought at the 
coast. Whether here or at the coast, 
however, he did not suppose Mr. John­
son, the city solicitor, would appear in 
court, and it would be necessary to em­
ploy counsel.

The notice served on the mayor was 
read in its entirety.

Aid. Rutherford—There is no ques­
tion, Mr. Mayor, in my mind that the 
people last January expected us to 
abolish the saloons.

30 days from the date of giving notice. 
In regard to the question of the law’s 
delays, were the members of the coun­
cil desirous of getting tt-o matter set­
tled as soon as possible?

Richard Gibson, one of the oldest 
residents of Nanaimo, passed away at 
his home in the Coal City on Wednes­
day morning, after a lingering illness.

As one of the directors of the 
London Morning Post, and therefore 
familiar with Journalism and its work, 
he would have to sàk the pardon of the 
editor of that paper for so doing, but 
there were some things in that inter­
view he felt in justice to himself he 
would like to set right. He wanted 
first of all to correct the statement 
that he was in accord with the ideas 
of Norton Griffiths, on the question of 
the scheme for a central governing 
body for the Empire. He should not 
like it to be known that he was in 
sympathy with the ideas of Norton 
Griffiths, for the simple reason that he 
did not know what the ideas of Mr. 
Norton Griffiths were. (Laughter.)

He could tell them, however, what 
his own ideas were in regard to plans 
for the better consolidation of the Em­
pire. He was in favor of colonial re­
presentation in the House of Lords. He 
believed that were colonials to sit in 
the Upper House they would be able 
to render very valuable service to the 
Empire whenever any questions came 
up affecting the countries from which 
they came. (Applause.)

Earl Bathurst took up the leading ar­
ticle which he referred to. The state­
ment appeared there that he had said 
that "Canada had its peerage.” He 
did not say that. What he had said 
was that Canada had peers. He would 
not like the editor to believe him so 
ignorant of conditions in, the overseas 
dominions as to think that peers were 
not peeers of the whole realm but 
peers of Canada. (Laughter and ap­
plause.)

“There is another matter to which I 
must allude,” said his lordship. "The 
other day there appeared in that paper 
the portrait of a lady said to be La.dy 
Bathurst. Gentlemen, that picture was 
no more like Lady Bathurst than I am.
