More than 96
per cent ofgthe population here lost
everything they posSeased in the re-
cent conflagration, and while many of
these will have insurance to’ enable
them to rebulld there are over 200 min-
ers in ‘additfon to millhands and other
members” of the working population
who “will have absolutely no means
immediately available with ‘which to
meake a be‘innmg on'a new home. It
will be necessary to make some pro-
vision for these at once. They must
be assisted to buy clothing, bedding
and other héusehold utensils and what
is most im ant to build a shack v
which to Ve during cold weather.’

Theé sewers of the
city ‘are now of liftle use, of course,
and while ‘the water works have not
suffered, it 'is 'almost  impossible to
mllntam sgtisfactory sanitation under
the present wonditions. A supply of
money to put the city out of the reach
of an epidemic ‘would be the greatest
Investmant which a philanthropic pub-
lic conld make.

MORE RATIONAL
FEELING ABROAD

E. H. HARRIMAN TALKS
IN CHEERFUL STRAIN

Good Crops Are Basis of Pros-
perity—Views on Financial
Situation.

San Francisco, Aug. 7.—“A more ra-
tional feeling pre\alls throughout the
country in the matter of financia] con-
ditions,” said Edward H. Hamm
the railway magnate last night, while
discussing the question of prosper
and other subjects of interest to ti
people at large. “I fee] that there
much improvement in the situatior
With the crops growing, and those a
ready gathered the production in th
aggregate will be of greater magnltw
and value this year.” This'is the basis
of prosperity. When the farmers sell

 their crops they wil] be in the markets

to buy and thus help the merchant and
manufacturer,

“The increased cost of material and
labor 18 responsible for a great falling
off in railroad revenue. Labor is the
basis of the increase. I do not suppose
there is a railroad of any importance
at present paying a fair return on the
money invested owing to the increased
cost of maintenance. There must be a
decrease in cost or an increase in rates
to conduct the transportation business
properly. Railroads assume as much
risk, if not more, than other enter-
prises, and ought to have a fair margin
of profit. I am in favor of a compen-
sation that wil] meet the better facili-
ties afforded by railroads. I do not
think it advisable to make the increas-
ed rate at this-time, but think the peo-
ple and the railroads, together with the
governmexit, are arriving at a point
where conditions are better understood
and that the outcome will be satisfac-
tory to all

Credit Is Essential.

“It is necessary for the railroad cor-
‘porations to hayve credit with which to
raise funds to put their roads on a
proper basis and have them reach the
highest state of efficiency. As I wrote
to President Roosévelt and Secretary
Taft, I favor a regulated publicity, but
that the railroads must have protec-
tion. Forced competition by legisla-
tion. is destructive and rot beneficlal,

“In the matter of assisting the Gould
interests, I will say that we took the
action we did in connection with the
Erie railroad to bridge over an emer-
gency and it certainly proved beneflcial
to the situation,

‘“Regarding the ruling of
state commerce commission
railvoads and trans-Pacific
lines ‘Mhust publish their rates, I feel
ithat the situation is a serfous one. The

Garnering of Crops Will Pro-
vide Work for Winnipeg
Unemployed.

Good progress has been made with
the harvesting of fall wheat in South-
ern Alberta, and with the barley crop
generally.

The latest estimate shows that
twenty-five thousand men will be
needed in the three prairie provinces
for the harvest, distributed thus:
Manitoba, 12,000; Saskatchewan, 11,000;
and Alberta, 2,000.

More unskilled labor has been of-
fering all season than the railways
could absorb and wages have been
down to $1.50 per day, which is un-
usually low. Now, however, mén are
beginning to quit the construction
camps and go to the harvest fields,
where the work, if harder, is under
more pleasant conditions, while thef
board is much superior. As a result
contractors are raising wages to $1.75
and even to $2 in an effort to keep a
sufficient staff for the economical
working of their contracts, but they
will be short-handed for the balance
of the season, which means that much
of the new lines which it was hoped
to have ready to handle this season’s
crop will not be in shape.

Not a quarter of the twenty-five
thousand required -is likely, however,
to be drawn from this source, and
witlh a good cxop south of the boun-
dary the Canadian west will have to
rely mainly on Ontario and Quebec for
the labor deficiency. The first excur-
sion is dated to leave the maritime
provinces on August 1ith, but it looks
now as if that date is somewhat late.

Of course there is a big army of un-
employed in Winnipeg, and twenty-
five rper cent of the men belonging to
trade unions -have been unable to se-
cure employment this summer, but
the unemployed, as a recognized and
organized class in.this eity, préfer
waiting roung for town:jobs to getting

| busy-in the fields,xand not half 'of them
‘may’ be available.

It is likely; however, that at least
a couple of thousand fine workers from
the striking ranks of the Canadian Pa-
cific mechanics will be available, and
it is probable, therefore, that eighteen
tce twenty thousand harvesters from
the east should be enough. It is esti-
mated of eastern bharvesters ten per
cent, settle permanently in the coun-
try, and the excursions are therefore
invaluable for leavening the raw mass
of the west with the sturdy and in-
telligent men of Ontario and Quebec.

In the petition Thaw states that his
assets are $128,012, and his liabilities

000, and John Newell and James Platt,
two prominent business men of this
city, became security for Mr., O'Mara.

The most interesting information
given regarding the proceedings is to
be found in the petition asking for the
appointment of a receiver, in which it
is alleged that the action is taken for
the purpose of preventing his property
heing - dissipated in litigation over
claims, many of which are unjust. The
figures in the bankruptcy petition show
that this refers to the lawyers and doc-
tors.

Thaw states that he is confined l£
jail, Dutchess county, N. Y., and like
tc be there -for some time. He says
some of his creditors have commenced
suit against him and others are con-
templating similar action.

AT B. C.COLLEGE

COLUMBIAN IS WELL
EQUIPPED FOR PURPOSE

Pupils Can Gain Good‘Ground-
work in Mechanics and
Electricity.

The group  of  leading men who
founded = Columbia .College fifteen
years ago were fully alive to the pos-
gibilities  before it; ‘and successive
boards of ‘management have done their
best to keep it abreast of provincial
deveiopment, says Prof. J. Porter in
vancouver Province. Secondary edu-

cation of a.certain type, a divinity |

school to train men for a particular
filed of work, and an arts curriculum of
s sufficientiy high grade to permit of
complete affiliation with one of the large
ieastern .universities—these have mark-
ed ruccessive stages of its growth into
an institution of university rank. But
the modérn university coliege has to
take account of  the field of applied
science as well; and Principal Sip-
prell foresaw that, both for educa-
tiona] and practical reasons, the field
riust be occupied at an early date.
1t was not, however, until the college
chtained the science equipment of Vic-
toria University, Toronto, that he saw
his way clear to making a start. Ne-
gotiations were then opened with the
Ontario School of Practical - Science
(now th: Faculty of Engineering in the
University of Toronto.) = Certain ad-
ditions 11ad to be made to the profes-
sorial staff and equipment, after which
affiliation was granted.

§. course of Columbia College, It
is open to matriculated students of a
recognized Canadian university, "and
lasts for one year. Students.in civil
and mining engineering take algebra,
trigonometry, analytical and descrip-
tive geometry, drawing and topogra-
phy, surveying lectures and field work,
mechanics, chemical lectures and la-
boratory work, and mineralogy. Stu-
dents in mechanical and electrical en-

It
as become quite impossible at the
resent day for the workman who is
ent on self-improvement to avail him-
If of the stores of information con-
ined in technica] periodicals and the
manuals of specialists, unless he pos-
sesses a familiar acquaintance with a
lertain range of mathematics, applied
mechanics, and the physical sciences.
Fhe adapted science course hasg been
xpressly framed to supply this scien-
ific training, and at the same time to
rive such instruction in the labora-
ory and drafting room as will’ make
ts practical application easy. The
ourse follows lines which have been
already tested in the technical schools
f England and Scotland. Certain
hanges in details have been neces-
sary, owing fo the points of difference
n engineering practice between the
Dar:iﬂc coast and the old world, In
his connection it is a pleasing duty
to acknowledge the extent of our in-
debtedness to the chief inspector of
boilers, Mr. John Peck. His official
ppportunities for ‘knowing everything
ronnected with engine and boiler prac-
tice in the province, combined with his
varied professional kngwledge and his
well-known interest in education, ren-
dered his advice of the greatest value;

and trigonometry; the principles of me-
chanics and graphics, with a Jaboratory
course on. stresses, '~ the . efficiency . of
simple machines, and elasticity; heat
and steam, leading up to the stationary
engine and boiler; elementdry electri-
city.

The work of the second year is much
more technical. The English ' com-
position includes the preparation “of
summaries of papers. in the technical
press, and the drawing up of simple
specifications. = The mechanical draw-
ng requires the making of complete
drawings of machines, and the use of
such books . as Unwin’s Machine . De-
sign and Lineham’s Mechani¢al En-
gineering. There 4s a short practi-
cal course in surveying and levelling,
ncluding the making of a chain sur-
vey, the use of the.compass, and the
running of & line of section.

The electrical
course/includes measurements, current
distribution, and the leading points of
dynamo and motor construction; while
ihe course . in steam includes work
with -the - experimental engine and
boiler, the" ‘taking of indicator ‘dia-
grams, the screw propeller, the gaso-
line motory and the types of station-
ary, locomotive, and marine engine lo-
cally met with. 'We have established
a good understanding with the heads
of several of the Westminster machine
works; and our students have been
made welcome during the Ilast two
years when sketching and taking notes
from time to . time. Year by year we
shall be in a better position to take ad-
vantage of the opportunities so kindly
afforded us;-and ‘it is the hope of the
board of mandgement that the college
keeping - in touch with practice, but
never losing sight of its primary duty
of sound and systematic intéllectual
training, will play a part in the de-
velopment of the province commensur-
ate with the ideals of its founders.

question ' were - sent here from Seattle
by Mr. Weise and he: paid them as
well' as other men, employed in the
works here by ‘¢cheque on' time sheets
sent to him by Mr. Adams. 'The latter
to-day swore- that he had nothing
whatever to do with the hirjng of the
men ‘nor yet-with the.-handifig of - any
money for Mr, Weise.

The Times Nature Club

It is surprising how numerous birds
are in London, That house sparrows
abound goes without saying, but that |
thrushes and blackbirds should choose |
that part of the country for a home |
is rather a surprising fact. During
the past week which I spent, writes
the nature editor, -at Putney in the
southwest of London, the birds wexe}
very much in evidence. Bread and |
onilk or other food would be left on the !
lawn for.the ecats, usually more than |
they could#at. Immediately they had |
gone- the birds. would . gather around. |
yThe sparrows were the most daring.;
coming again and again and carrying |
off large pieces of bread. Thrushes,
blackbirds, and starlings also came,
sometimes in large numbers and shared
the feast. On several occasions pver
twenty . birds were counted around the
dish at one time.

Most of these birds breed right in the
eity. At the house I was staying haif

were found in the garden, a city lot
about seventy feet by one hundred.
One of the thrushes built her nest in
& hawthorne tree over the front fence

’in. I found,

a dozen blackbirds and thrushes’ nests |

fiot more than ten feet from the
ground. She was not discovered by the
people of the house wuntil she had|
hatched her brood, and she was al-
lowed to continue her work until the
young were old enough to take care of
themselves.

The chief danger to birds in a large
city is when they leave the nest before
they are able to fly. When passing
up Richmond road in the eity of Lon-
don a few days ago with my brother,
a4 Yyoung song thrush fluttered across
the street. It could not fly much, its
wings and tail not being full grown,
We caught it and put it over .the
fence into a shrubby garden where
doubtless it was safe enough, unless a
cat happened to find it

Wlld Nature,

I supposc everyone has noticed that
& cat which is perfectly meek and or-
dinarily would not touch a bird, be-
comes quite changed when it has
kittens. At that season the old wild
nature asserts itself and the mother
feels in duty “Bound to instruct the
babies in the mysteries of hunting, so
that, should qccasion require they may
get their own living., An instance of
this has just come to hand where one
of the cats: whose food the birds are
in: the habit of taking has allowed them
to do this for years. While T wag there,
however, her kittens were just grow-
ing up and being weaned: On two oc-
casions this old cat brought in birds,
which she had killed for them. One
of these was a.young song thrush and
the other~a house sparrow. At any
other time' the birds could have come
with impunity and she would have
taken no notice of ‘them.

Skylarks.

A short time age I mentioned the
fact that I had not-heard the skylarks
sing. Since that I have been favored
an many occasions, at one time no less
than four being iheard iniconcert guite.!
near .together. There is a great plen~
 titude of bird lift here everywhere, the
starlings and rooks being - especially

Wheén here T was told an Thteresting
fact' about the "gulls. It ‘seems that
fommerly the gulls never came as far
inland as London but one year, not
very ‘long ago the ' severe weather
forced them to: travel inland in search
‘of food. Some Londoners, seeing them
on the Thames took the opportunity of
giving them some .food, They  liked it
dpparently and stayed for the rest of
the winter, and every year since they
have travelled up the Thames ag far
as the metropolis and partaken of the
hospitality .of the residents,

Natural History Museum.

The ' Natural History museum at
Kensington is noted ‘the world over so
that anything I might say would be
superfluous. It is impossible, how-
ever, to pass. without comment' the
fine display of British birds and their
nests which are set in seéparate cases
illustrating the natural  positions of
the nest. The follage and setting was
so wonderfully natural that I imme-
diately’ set out to finvestigate. I lo-
cated “the bird room, thé private library
and offices of the , ornithological de-
partment, but was told by a policeman
that I should probably ot be allowed

Canadian Birds.

In looking for Canadian birds I was
much disappointed. There were very
few to be seen. Among the finches
there was no example of the black-
headed grosbeak, the purple -finch, or
the pine grosbeak, and all the other
families were similarly unrepresented.
The same thing applied to mammals.
There were a good many specimens
from the Yukon and from other parts
of Canada, but few having British (o-
lumbia named as their habitat,

At the Zoo.

A visit to the zoo was a hurried one
and uneventful, The animals there are
very tame and always on the look-out
for food. Even the baby elephant, al-
though he could not reach the people
with his-trunk to beg for food, would
raise his probocis in the air and open
his mouth, for the visitors to throw
food in. This must have been a mat-
ter of education learned from watch-
ing his mother.

The sqiurrels at the
tame,
gardens. They. have their liberty but
they come within a foot or two of the
visitors begging for nuts.

Plant or Animal

A correspondent asks what is the dif-
ferénce between an animal and a plant.
This is a much more difficult question
to answer than appears at first. The
sponges are animalg yet they look like
plants, where they cling to ‘the rocks.
Some plants have the power of locomo-
tion and seem much more like animals
than - the sponges. Perhaps the best
distinction is in the matter of breath-
ing. The animal usés the oexygen from
the air it inhales and exhales carbonic
acid gas. The plant on the other hand
inhales the carbonic acid gas and gives
off the oxygen thus counteracting the
action of the animal.

Another distinction is, the plant geéts

most of its sustenance from the air,
while the animal gets its food from the
plant.
i There is a. popular, fallacy that the
plant grows out of the ground. The
plant certainly takes sOmething from
the ground, perhaps pne per cent of its
whole bulk, the other ninety-nine .per
cent. coming from 'the air which it
eats. That one per cent, which comes
from the ground is necessary, however,
in order to enable the plant to eat the
air.

Birth Netice.

On May 20th, 1908, the first Rocky
Mountain goat ever bred in captivity
was born in the New York Zoological
park. Its parents were brought from
British Columbia by Director Horna-
day in November, 190§ ~ with - three
othe® specimens. All five were born in
May, 1905, and were captured in the
mountains north of Fort Steele,

The kid now in the ‘public eéye was
born at 3 a.m. ‘At 3.10 it arose to its
feet; by 3.30 it was jumping about the
stall and climbing upon: its mother's
back as she Jay upon the straw. It
nursed for the first time at 3,20, Two
days after birth it was 13% inches high
at the shoulders and weighed 7% 1Ibs,
Of course its pelage is pure white, and,
like nearly all young hoofed animals,
its eyes now are practically black. It

is very strong and capable and seems

to take a hopeful view 'of life, It is a
male and has been christened “Philip”
for reasons that every goat-hunter will
understand,

ly above medium. Winter apples at
less than a -medium _erop.

cept in British Columbia and southern

Ontario where a medium crop ‘is ex-
pected.

Noted Physwnans Plea for
" Generous Diet—DBeef
. and Qultur_e.

FERRS AT
At the apnual congress of the Royal

Institue of-:Bublic Health.at Buxton,:

‘Bngland Sir James Crichton’ Bfowne,
preqident of the Préventive Medicine
section, delivered an address on parsi-
mony in nutrition, in which he depre-
cated the predent tendeney' to abste-

iousness in diet as an offset to “over-

eding,” -while he ‘uttered a warning
to ‘“record-breaking” athletes.

Sir James Crichton Browne pointed
out that physiologists and medical men
of high authority are preaching mot
merely simplicity of diet; but.a . de-
gree of abstemiousness that would
hitherto have been regarded as dan-
gerous. Chronic over-feeding .or the
habitual ingestion . of an excessive
amount of nutriment was one of the
burning questions of the hour.

The campaign. m!nut over-feeding
was all very well, but we need not
‘Substitute for it, or rq.shly accept, the
new and startling standards prescribed
‘for us. He proceeded adversely to erit-
icise the declaration.  of = Professor
Chittenden that the daily amount of
proteid or albuminous food required
for the maintenance of health and
vigor ‘is not more than one-half that
regarded as neccesary. Vitality and en-
ergy might almost be measured by the
degree in which un‘lmal flesh entered
into diet.

With the departure of the old re-
gime in Japan’ the prohibition against
eating flesh had been swept away, and
coincident with the rapid-/rise of Ja-
pa,ﬁ among the nations.there had been
a_vastly increased consumption of an-
‘imal food by the best poeple, The An-
glican alliance was now.typified by the
popularity of beefsteak with mustard
and Worcester sauce. (Laughter,)

It was clear that animal food had
played a decislve part in human evplu-
tion, and tha the craving for it had
largely contributed to the advance of
civilization. The culture of the Greeks
not less than the courage #f the Spar-
tans was assuredly nourished on a diet
inta which animal food entered liber-
ally.

. Record.Bréaking Athletes;

The' ‘conviction that eating was.one
of the chief pleasures of life had led to
much too close shaving: in diet in the
application of punitive measures,

Of course Drisoners must be. punish-
ed, but there is plenty of punishment
without inanition, and thére was no
reason why we should run the risk of
permanently damaging: “our criminals
who. were in durance vile for a time, It
avas levelling up outside-prison and not
levelling down within it that was want-
ed ! (Hear, hear.) Economy not less than
humanity and justice demanded that
every prisoner shall be placed in sound
hygenic conditions and sufficiently fed
so that he might ‘do some useful work
while in prigson, and might not> when
set at liberty swell the great army of
degenerates and incapables who have
to be maintained out of public funds.

There was a tendency ‘in  thése ex-
perimental. days- to be ‘a little’ Bhort-
sighted in our physiological views:' In
every hewspaper there was testimony
to the beneficial effects of stfeniious
physical exercise;  But how many. of
these athletes lived to a greéen old dge,
and how many who had undergone se-
vere training and made récords in one
way or another succumb prematurely
to heart trouble < He ¢6uld rot help
fearing ‘that the breaking of records
might sometimes end in the breaking
of hearts. We must nof confuse mus-
cular energy with consﬂtut!onn vigor."

Johnson, or ' Stanley, as he has
always been known here, received word
of the death of his father at the fam-
ily. home in the old country, through
Chief Langley, and is ndw"takm"g steps
to secure possession of the money that
is due him. RS R !

After taking a course in the Green-
wich naval school, Johnson ' came to
Vietorla in the  old Hudson's. Bay
Company’s steamer Princess 'J Royal 25
years ago.and has kno¢ked about this
coast from then until the present.
Shortly after his arrival here his
father fixed an allowance of £80'a year,
on him but aftér two* years Stanley
ceased collecting it and the amount
hes been accamulating ever since. Now
by the death of his father 'he: comes
in-for -the principal of this amount as
well as the back interest, and possibly
quite a large sum in addition. ‘

Apparently the family had lost all
track of Johnson, for some time since
Chief Chamberlain, of ‘the” Vancouver
police force, recefved a letter from Rev.
N. Alleyne-Lash, the champlaincy,
Hail street, Poplar, London, announc-
ing the death of Johmson's father and
inquiring as to the whereabouts of the
son. - Shortly -after a member of the
. Vancouver detective force was in Vic-
toria and seaing Johnsodn in the cells
at . the police station recognized him.
On his return to Vancouwer he reported
his. discovery to Chief, Chamberlain,
who communicated with Chief Langley
on:the subject. Chief Langley in his
turn told: Johnson of the death of his
‘father and also imformed of the fact
that he had money coming to him.

- Johnson takes his /good fortune phil-
osophically. He says that it will be a
aonth or six weeks befone he will knows
_exactly how much is coming to him
and. that it will'be some:time later be-
fore he receives it.. In the: meantime
he will continue to work as a 'longshore-
man, the occupation in which he has
been engaged for some years.

Asked what he would doi when he re-
ceived his, money Johnson replied “Next
year will be a pretty good fishing year
and I think I'll buy a boat and try my
hand at it. I don’t know, though, un-

ti] I get the money.” ? !

“Johnson’s father was a channel pilot.
He was first engaged as pilot under the
admiralty, after which he 'became a
x;wg.l pilot and later served. as pilot of
fTrinity house. He was one of the old-
est members of the service, @t the time
of his death being 87 years ‘of age.

CONRADI’S CRITICS
RECEIVE AN ANSWER

Master of Ohio Defends Cau-
tion in Navigating
Among lce.

Explaining his .aetion, of holding the
_steamship Obfo In a‘ place of safety and
consequently being some forty days in
reaching Nome, Captain C. G. Conradi
declares that hundreds. of lives were en-
dangered by the steamships which made
their way through the ice packs, arriv-
ing at their Northern destination far in
‘advance of the 'Ohio. In the first state-
ment he has made since his return from
Alaska, Captain Conradi says the entire
fleet woBld have'been crushed like an egg-
shell  had a high  gale sprung up Wwhile
they were threading their way through
the ice.

Captain Conradi states that he followed
the instructions of Waterhouse & Co., his
owners, in his action, and that he pur-
sued-the only sane course in-doing so.

‘““Had a gale sprung up when all those
vessels were pushing through the ice
while I remeined-in the open,’: said €ap-
tain' Conradl,: “they“would have all been
crushed, and. the-Ohjo would have been
the ionly one to bring its passengers. into
port safely. ider such circumstances I
‘would have been Hhailed as a hero, I sup-
i pose, but sfmply because I obeyed.the
‘instructions ‘of. the owners of ‘the;vessel
and relied on my pwn judgment, baged on
forty-two year§ of lifs on the sea, while
the ;other ste s happened to be for-
‘tunate ‘enough “tayslip. in unharmed ¥.was
eriticised. " 1 oo ;

“THe veéssel ig‘ig‘featest danger «during
that trip, but I @¥ not propose to mention
‘her name, did nofiget a scratech. The cap-
‘tain--knows, -howeyer, - that he  was..so
much concerned @bout the safety of ‘his
. passengers that He asked me to stand by
him all night, ‘I did so.

“By venturing:inside that ice pack the
other vessels alsg exposed theriselves. to
the .danger of: being swept up into, the
Arctic sea by  thé natural ‘current that
passes through there at that tinie of year.
The Corwin, while at Nome, was carried
out*in the ice paék on two different occa-
sions, and once did not get back for seven
dayk. : y
. “Cautious as I.was, We were once struck
by a. floe and damaged, although not half
the passengers knew it. One of the ice-
bergs toppled over and bumped the side
of the vessel amidships; making a crack
in the steel plate a foot long. We were
able to cement it securely, but the inci-
dent’ shows how easy it would be for a
steel vessel like the Ohlo, without wheel
or rudder protected, to be disabled under
such conditions.

“Take the example of the wRaler Wil-
liam Bayliss, built to withstand the pres-
sure of the ice floes. Captain Bodfish
told me that when she was crushed in-the
straits last June she sank within fifteen
minutes.

“$¥e made the first ice pack near Nuni-
vak Island, June 8th, and it was on July
11th that we reached Nome.” When the
passengers learned that the ‘other vessels
had pushed through the ice ahead some
of them were angry at me, not consider-
ing the risks the other captains had
taken. And yet fifty of those persons
who sued the company for libel returned
on ‘the Ohio to Beattle.

“The Ohio will be turned over to the
new  owners within a day or two, but
until she is‘T am still her master so far
as I know. The Waterhouse Company
upheld my course in the Nome pack, and
I have a clean slate.”

Noble Wallingford, owner of 'the
schooner Lydia, sunk last March: by
the steamer Chippewa, yestetiday filed
a libel against the steamer in the
United States federal court, says a Se-
attle dispatch to-day. The 1libél con-
tains the claim of "Mr. Wallingford
asking damages for the loss' “of - his
schooner amounting to /about , $8,000,
and the claim of Mrs. W. S. Spinney,

his life in the wreck.

Since the Lydiaz was sunk  hegotia-
tions have been under way for & set-
tlement of claims, but no agreement
has been reached. Mr. Wallingford
stated yesterday that he had been ‘de-
layed so long in trying to reach a set-
tlement out of court that he believed
he could do better having his claim
ddjusted by legal process.

The schooner Lydia was sunk at 2

o’clock the morning of March 30th, near
Seattle. Two men wWere drowned, Capt.
Spinney, who held. master's papers,
sailed as one of the crew for the fish-
ing cruise. He is survived by a wife
and child, residents of Seattle. The
Lydia was’' formerly employed on a
scientific expedition to Alaska., She
was an. unusually staunch and trim
craft of her class,
Joshua Green, of the Inland Navi-
gation Company, stated last night that
he had not been notified of the libeling
of the Chippewa. He said the steamer
is protected by a libel bond and will
operate without delay.

‘“The question to be determined,”
said Mr. Green, “is who is to blame
for the accident. That is all we dis-
pute with Mr.' Wallingford. If the
Chippewa is guilty our -~ underwriters
will settle the claim. If the'Lydia was
to blame I understand she is insured.”

OTTAWA ABANDONS THE
- USE OF TAR MACADAM

City Engineer Says That it Has
, Béen Anything but Success
in That City.

In view of the fact thatithere is some
talk of experimenting with tar maca-
dam for street-making purposes, it is
interesting to note the result of similar
experiments with the same class of
roadway. - Ottawa was one of the cities
which went in strongly for tar maca-
dam a 'few years ago, but there it has
proved anything but a success and its
use is belng abandoned in -favor of
asphalt, the .cost of which is"only 25
per cent higher than that of tar mac-
adam, while itg life is two, three or
four timés as long. -

The following is 'the experience of
Ottawas in regard to tar macadam as
told in a late issue of the - Ottawa
Evening Citizen:

“Ottawa is about done with tar mac-
adam as a paving material, according
to a statemerit of the’city engineer this
It may  be explained that
its use was largely in the nature of
an ' experiment, ‘and’ it has ' not- made
good. Now' that'the city has an as-
phalt plant, ‘that -style of permanent
paving will be'more generally adopted.
Meanwhile, a lot of tar . macadam heas
been laid in différent parts of the city,
and several petitions are still pending.

“*I have not'initigted -any tar mac-
adam pavements for about two years,’
sald Mr. Ker, i‘and what has been laid
meanwhile is on-account of petition. It
should now be stopped on principle. At
the very outside the'life of a tar mac-
adam pavement is five years. Asphalt
pavements will" last. ten, fifteen or
twenty ' years, .and the ' difference in
cost is ‘only’ about :26 per cent. As we
now have an asphalt plant of our own
I/shall' fecommend stopping all further
tar maeadam construdtion. With one
exception it has'only been used on res-
identfal streets. ' On some it is in fair
condition, and on others a lot of patch-
ing ‘is required.’ ' .. 4
} “Controller Hopewéll, who lives down
Elgin - street, has grave doubts if the
pavement there will last out this year.
The city engineer wanted asphalt, but
the residents would. not stand for it
on account of the'noise: They wanted
a concrete base and tar macadam top
and got it. The noise is just as bad
while the surface coating has com-
menced in places to ‘disintegrate. The
situation, however, is different from
an ordinary tar macadam pavement by
reason of thé concrete foundation which
will stand for years.’ When the tar
surface gives way. it will be an easy
matter to scrape ‘it off and replace it
with asphalt on the same -foundation.
The controller regards tar macadam as
simply a waste of money.”

The same views (as to the mistaken
merging of all interests in that of the
gold industry) are set forth'at length
in the Handbook of British Columbia,
by Mr. Alston, published in 1870.

stant agitation kept up by a -certain
class of politicians. Though personal-
1y opposed to confederation, he seems
to have acquiesced in the view that
things have got to such a pass that
there was no other way of salvation.
Had he remained in -the colony, there
is no doubt but that he would have re-
tired from his officia] position and tak-
en up private practice, for in his let-
ters from. Sierra Leone in 1872 he fre-
quently refers to the state of things in
British, Columbia, and says that he
never could have endured to be mixed
up ‘with the petty political squabbles
and agitations that were rife at that
time. ‘It is possible,” remarks his son,
“that ‘he was mistaken, for: equally
good men lived through it and survived
to be of use to ‘this provingce.” But it is
evident that he was more at home in a
colony with responsible, but not repre-
sentative government.”

The
condemned men were sailorg on the
Japanese schooner Miye Mary, which
w#8 recently captured by the Rus-
‘8lans while seal poaching in the Kom-
manderofski islands in the Behring
sea.

While the troops were conveying the
prisoners through the streets of Niko-
Javiscsk the Japanese sailors objected
to walking in the middle of the road,
which is in accordance with the Rus-

‘sian regulations, and attacked the sol-

diers with stones and wounded several
of them. The town of Nikolavisck is
under martial law and the Japanese,
therefore were tried by a military dis-
trict court, six ‘prisoners being . con-
demned to déath.

The schoonér Miye Maru was one of
the two which ‘took part in the fatal
episode of June 16, 1905, at St. Paul
Istand, Behringsea, when five Japanese
were killed and twelve wounded by
Alaskan special policemen, under com-
mand of Special Agent Lembkeit.
