REGULATING SMALLPOX.

In the current number of the British
Columbia Gazette is published a set of
regulations drawn up by the provineial
board of health for the purpose of meet-
ing any outbreak of smallpox that may
occur. The regulations have the fol-
lowing preamble: ‘Whereas''smallpox
may at any time break out in the prov-
ince, the provincial board of health, sub-
Jject to the approval of the lieutenant-
governor, engcts the following reguia-
tions.”” The provisions seem  to be
much the same as those of formeér sets
©of regulations, with .perhaps, more strin-
gency as to isolation, quarantine, noti-
fication of the presence of disease, etc.
Even cases of chicken-pox are to be re-
ported when smallpox is known to be
present in the province. Very complete
machinery is called for in the shape
of medical health officers, medical

health inspectors, local boards of heailth;

ete,, and most stringent precautions’ are
prescribed - as to disinfection,’ vaccina-
tion, quarantine and isolation. ‘I'he
section relating to the latter - subjec:
reads in part:

“A suspect shall not be discharged
from such station or place of detention
until after he has been successfully vac-
cipated or‘proved unsuscépt!ﬂé"‘ to the
vaccire disease, until after he has been
officially treated as a suspect for 16

. days, provided he shall not have con-
tracted smallpox during that time, and
until after final thorough disinfection
of his person, clothing and other et-
fects.”

Dr. Davie seems to have omitted a
proviso which his letter to Dr., Duncan
surely made necessary, namely: *“Prov-
ided, that such suspect may be allowed
to go in a hack along with a guard of
the isolation hospital to a poll to cast
his vote at a Dominoin .election; such
suspect in that case to return to the
isclation hospital in the hack after he
has cast his ballot. The guard, however,
may be allowed to remain at the polling
place all day to act as scrutineer for the
Conservative party.” It might be weli
for Dr. Davie to issue a supplementary
set of regulations in which this excep-
tion to the general rule shall be duly
noted.

CABINET REPRESENTATION.

The Vancouver News-Adverti§(r, tak-
ing the cue from its-Victoria prototype,
professes to believe that the Liberal re-
presentatives from British Columbia are
squabbling over the seat in the cabinet
which it is expected will be given to
this province. It is an old dodge with
political charlatans of a certain stripe to
prefer grossly absurd .charges against
opponents and then proceed, with an ap-
pearance of virtuous indignation, to con-
demn those opponents. In this instance
ihe cLarge that the Liberal members are
indulging in an unseemly competition
for a place in the cabinet was first made
by the Tupper organ in Vietoria. Not
a scintilla of evidence was adduced in
support of the statement.

FOOLING WITH FIRE.

tary affairs. - The best authorities have
no hesitation in declaring that if the
Uinited States alone adopts bimetallism
it will very shortly land in mono-metal-
lism, with silver instead of gold as the
single standard. Gresham’s law was
never known to fail, and the TUnited
States cannot escape from its workings
if it tries the double standard experi-
ment. That law is that when two met-
als circulate as coinage the one of lesser
value invariable displaces the other. If
the United States ever adopts the De-
mocratic platform and makes it law it
will soon find its gold coin vanish as if
into thin air, and silver will be the only
circulating medinm. If all other com-
mercial nations were to adopt the double
standard at the same time, this law
would not operate in the United States,
but if the United States alone takes to
bimetailism, the gold standard countries
will quickly absorb all the United States
gold. No amount of eloquence on Mr,
Bryan’s part, no fierce truculence shown
by Messrs. Altgeld and Tillman, can
overcome the laws of commercé. Sen-
ator Hill, of New York, put the case
very clearly when he said in his speech
on the proposal to adopt the platform:

“I think that the safest, the best
course for this convention to have pur-
sued was to have taken the first step
forward in the great cause-of monetary
reform by declaring in favor of interna-
tional bimetallism. (Loud applause.) I
am not bere to assail the honesty or sin-
cerity of a single man who disagrees
with me, There are those around me
who know that in every utterance mad.

It would place the country up-
on a silver basis, impair contraets, dis-
turb business, dimiish the purchasing
power of the wages of labor and inflict
irreparable evils upon our nation’s com-
merce and industry. Until internation-
al co-operation among the leading na-
tions for the free coinage of. silver can
be secured we favor the rigid mainten-
ance of the existing gold standard as
essential to the preservation of our na-
tional credit, the redemption of our pub-
lic pledges, and keeping inviolate our
country’s honor. We insist that all our
paper and silver currency shall be kept
at a parity with gold. The Democratic
party is the party of hard money, and
opposed to legal tender payment as part
of our permanent financial system, and
we therefore favor the gradual retire-
ment and ecancellation of all TUnited
States and ti‘easm_'y notes under such
legislative provisions as will prevent un-
due contraction. We hold that the na-
tional credit shall be resolutely main-
tained at all times and under all cir-
cumstances.”

Doubtless many good citizens of the
United States will be lead away by the

hope that the majority of the people
will not go with them.

MAKING MARVELLOUS

NETS.

Out in the wilds of Wisconsin, in the
little rural village of Martintown,
Green county, lives one of -the most in-
dustrious men of the century, says the
New York World. He is Peter Haase,
a cabinetmaker. Ten years ago he con-
ceived the idea and perfected plans in
detail of the most ingenious and elabor-
ate combination bookease and writing
cabinet in the world. Having saved en-
ough money to support him the rémain-
der of his life. He began the construc-
tion of not only-one of these cabinets,
but of fifteen, finishing a certain part
of each at the same time before advan-
cing further.

The cabinets are inlaid with all of
the native ‘woods, the boards having
been in his shop seasoning for over 18
years. When completed the fifteen cabi-
nets will contain four million pieces of
wood. Some idea of th& time required
for the completion of this undertaking
may be had by knowing that it would
take a man, working eight hours a day,
one year to simply sort and count out
a million such pieces, many of which
will have tq be handled twenty times by
Mr. Haase before being Permanently
adjusted. The top of each cabinet is
to contain 17,000 pieces, and each, of
the posts 4,000. He counts on each
cabinet being worth $5,000—$75,000 for
the lot—when completed, angd believes
that investing his time in making them
will prove more profitable than spending
his money on life insurance would have

been.

He walked slower and slower,
the froth streaming from his nose; at
last he stopped. I told the other fellows
to go on and I would stop with him to
the last. They wanted to shoot him,
but I said the first one that shot my
horse I should loose off into him.

“So they left me, and I stayed with
the poor old chap till he died—his head
on my knees. I tell you, I felt sick.
Poor old fellow, he knew me to the
last. I walked on, and ecaught the
troop five miles further on. The eap-
tain and all were sorry for me, as he
was far and away the best horse and
the best looked after. I lay down under
a little bush and fell asleep. I was teo
tired; I had hbhad, no sleep and .hard
work for the. last twenty-four hours.
When I awoke everyone was gone. I
thanked God I was still alive. Then I
walked after them and caught them up
at night. We did not sleep much that
night and next day at dawn started.

Key West, Fla., July 13.—Advices
from Havana state that a panic prevails
in the Spanish army in consequence of
the terrible increase of yellow fever
during the past few days. It is esti-
mated that fully 40 per cent. of the
cases prove fatal, " In Santiago de Cuba
4500 soldiers are in the hospitals.
Major General Linarez is stricken down
and his life is despaired of. Physicians
and nurses are utterly incapable of cop-
ing with the disease. The epidemic is
also very serious all along the ‘Trocha,
and im some cases entire companies
have been stricken. General Arelas and
nearly every member of his staff is ill.

Captain-General Weyler has ordered
the erection of a new hospital along
the Trocha, and will send to Spain for
additional physicians.

A West Coast African Chief Who |

 Made Trouble for Her Ma-
jesty's Bluejackets.

Storming His Stronghold on Ben
in River—Swamps and Caan-
non'to Overcome.

1

- The- following letter from an officer
on one of the British gunboats engag-
ed in the fighting on the Benin river
in West Africa shows the sort of work
British sailors have to do occasionaliy:

“A chief of Benin, named Nana, had
for some time past been defying our au-
thority, bullying other chiefs, senuwiug
his men out slave-raiding and commit-
ting various other oﬁ'enses: He was
summoned to meet the commissioner and
refused to appear. His stronghold,
Brohemie, is situated about one and a
half miles up a winding creek running
inland from the river, Benin on its right
bank twelve or fourteen miles from the
mouth. Very litile was known about
the place; it was not even marked on
the chart, and visitors when they. did
penetrate were carefully kept to the
trading part. The whole country n;rqpm%:
is a vast mangrove swamp, very thick,
with large and sm«ll trees, slimy mud
and numberless ecreeks; no one would
dresm of 2 town being anywhere near
if passing up end down the river unless
they were told. Across the mouth. ot
the creek, there about 15 yards wids,
be built a very strong pile obstruction,
this in itself being a violation of the
law in those parts. He was told to re-
move it, refused, and it was blown up
with gun cotton by the boats of t.ne
Alecto, a man-of-war specially built for
the river service. While doing this they
were fired on. On Aug. 25 a steamboat
of the Alecto proceeded about 600 yards
up the creek to examine it to see if
there were any more obstructions. A=s
she was turning round to come out fire
was opened from a concealed battery:
the after part of the boat was riddled
with large shot, one man killed outright,
two officers wounded badly (one died at-
terwards), three men seriously wound-
ed (ecne not expected to live), and they
got out with the greatest difliculty.
While this was going on the commis-
sioner applied home for, assistance so
tha the might take active measures
against Nana, the chicf.

“The senior naval oflicer on the west
coast, Capt. Powell, of the Phoebe, was
ordered to use force, provided he had
sufficient at his disposal, and he im-
meciately proceeded to the place. On
Aug. 29 an attempt was made to take
* Brohemie, but after taking the stock-
ade, which fired on the Alecto’s boat
(and which was found to be 300 yards
long, exceedingly well built, and with
23 guns of various calibres mounted),
and getting close to the outlying part
of the town, they were obliged to re-
tire, leaving the field guns behind, as
evening was coming on, and the men
were thoroughly exhausted with their
very trying march through mud and
swamp. The senoir naval officer then
came to the conclusion that the place
must be reduced by shelling-and block-
ading, and telegraphed to that effect,
asking for more ships and ammunition.

“We left Simon’s Bay at 7:30 a.m.,
having the commander-in-chief on board,
on Nept. 8, and arrived at St. Paul de
Loanda at 9:30 a.m. on the 13th (1,630
miles), took in 300 tons of coal, and Jet*
at 2:30 a.m. on the 14th; arrived™ at
Bonny (920 miles) on the morning of the
17th; crossed the bar of the river (very
nasty). and out again by 9:30 a.m., and
on to Fonados river (120 miles); crossed
that bar (tight fit) early in the morning
and steamed through a narrow winding
channel, just room for the ship, tor
about 50 miles to the Benin river, an-
choring off Brohemie at 1:30 p.m. on
the 18th. Not bad work. We found the
Phoebe and Alecto throwing shell, ap-
parently into a forest; occasionally, too,
by lashing one topmast on to the other,
from the additional height a few roofs
could be seen. Next day the three ships
shelled the place, directing the fire as
best we could from the masthead; a few
huts were set on fire. Early on the
morning of the 20th messengers were
sent up to give Nana a last chance. He
said he should came when he wished.
Accordingly, after a . decent interval,
shelling recommenced, but more with
the view of preventing them from work-
ing at more defenses than anything
else.

“We were patroling all the creeks
round, and eventually might have
starved them out, but the wretche:d
slaves would have suffered, not the men
we wanted, so it was determined anoth-
er attack must be made. On the Zlst
we tried the ground on the right hand
side of the creek, but it was quite mm-
pessible;  too soft. On the 22nd wo
tried cutting a road on the other side
by the bank of the creek, but they
opened fire direcily, and all kinds of
missiles came tumbling about; fortu-
nately no one was hurt, but the wood
cutters lay down and would not work,
so that route had to be abandoned.
Then it was determined to cut rouni
and come out in rear of the guns, and
fortunately picked up two deserters.
who were of great use in. pointing out
the best way. We went at it on Sun
day, the 23rd. After we had been
working for about two hours they found
it out and commenced blazing away.
“You can imagine how fast they fired
when I tell you that S8 rounds from
cannon were fired in 55 minutes; th&y
could not locate the cutting, however,
and the stuff fell in every direction but
the right one. It requires a more sen-
sational pen than mine to describe tho
pleasures of cutting a track through a
mangrove swamp. The mud is horribly
black, smally stuff, the only footing you
get is on the trees that are cut dowr,
you get covered with ants sll the time,
half-way ‘to the knees in slush, some-
times over, and ocecasionally up to the
wiist.  The ‘admiral had to be hauled
out by au orderly and a bluejacket, who
were themselves nearly as badly bozged,
and this either in tropical rain or a
damp, hot steaming atmosphere was not
all joy, and I thought of our friends at
home peacefully at church.

“Monday, the 24th, at it again. ‘and
got on so well with the track that it
was decided to attack nex day. At 5:30
a.m. we were on shore. The

‘| Plate; the .ground that was solid had

all been made by slave labor, the chief’s
houses were well built of wood with-
iron roofs, long ranges of iron store-
houses stood about Nana’s house, aiso
many of red clay with iron roofs. We
first got bold of tie magazine and the
powder was destroyed, thirteen tons,
and then the place was garrisoned and
examined. We found no less than 106
cannon of sorts, ranging from a 40-
pounder to a 3-poundcr. between 400
and 500 service guns for mounting on
the war canoes, carrying a heavy
«harge (one I had, unloaded had 38 iron
bullets as its ailowance), and any num-
ber of guns, ete., great stores of trade
goods, and 8,300 duzens of gin.

“Next day several parties were sent
oui to followv up the creeks leading out
of the town, and they came at last up-
on an immense number of canoes. No:

‘I am wrong. Next day' we ‘marched

chrough bog and swamp to find another
town which was reported to be about
two miles off, and where we thought the
people might have gone to. We found
it aftera good tramp at the head of the
creek with two small cannon loaded up
to the muzzle defending it; but we came
in 'behind and they bolted.

“The day after, ithe 27ta, we found
the canoes, and before evening about
150 blacks came in, only too glad, poor
things. Most of them were slaves, all
were hungry, and we fed them ani
Loused them, and as soon as arrange-
ments coull be made for their future
they were freed; over 2.000 were treat-
ed this way. This night two steamboats
went away tc try and cateh Nana,
whem we heard would try and secape
by a creek that night.

“At 3 a.m. (28th) one of them heard
some whispering. They were lying hid-
den under the mangroves and it was
inky dark, and began moving the boat
ouat; instantly a splashing was heard
and they found that four men had jump-
ed overboard from an canoe and disap-
peared in* the bush. They are like wa-
ter rats; it was Nana, and they got all
his valuables that he was going oft
with. T mean small things, such as
£300 in gold, any amount .of _‘cora!.
watches, snuff-boxes, etc., no very great
intrinsic value; his coat and hat were
also found close to. Later that day alt
his war canoes were found a long ‘way
up the creek crammed with all kinds of
things. We were really astonished at
the way money had been lavished by
this chief. In his house and in the othey
houses belonging to his head men were
enormous mirrors. I'rench bedsteads.
spring wire mattresses, overmantels,
sideboards, ete., all ground out of the
labor of the wretched slaves.

“Well, it bas been a serious lesson
and will ultimately do an immense am-
ount of good. We cleared out of the
river cn Oct. 83 with the Phoebe, whose
men were beginning to show signs. of
fever.”

SIR A. B. PAGET DEAD.

Sketch of the Career of the Noted Dip-
lomat.

London, July 11.—Sir Augustus Berk-
eley Paget, formerly British ambassador
to Vienna, is dead. He was born in
1823.

The Right Hon. Sir Augustus Berke-
ley Paget, G. C. B., fourth son of the
late Right Hon. Sir Arthur Paget, G. C.
B., was born in 1823, and after serving
for some time in the general postoffice
and the audit office, was appointed to a
clerkship in the foreign office in 1841.
He became precis writer to the late
Earl of Aberdeen in Feb., 1846; attache
to- the embassy at Paris in June the
same year; and secretary of legation at
Athens in February, 1852.  After fill-
ing diplomatic offices in Egypt, Holland
and other countries. he was on several
ocasions charge d’affaires at Lisbon; was
nominated Envoy Extraordinary - and
Minister Plenipotentiary to Saxony in
December, 1858; to Denmark in July,
1859:; to Portugal in 1866, and to Italy
in July, 1867.
Knight Commander of the Bath in
1863. In March, 1876, he was nomin-
ated ambassador to Italy, and shortly
afterwards he was sworn of the Privy
Council (July 21). On the resignation
of Sir Henry Elliott, Sir A. Paget was
transferred to Vienna, where he held the
post of British ambassador. He mar-
ried the Countess Hohenthal, maid of
horor to the Queen of Prussia. He
was created a G. C. B. Aug. 21, 1883.

Klow-
er called the meeting to order and Sen-
ator Hill tocok the floor.

He believed the platform violated the
established principles of the Demoecracy
in many places. To support a candidato
on such a platform would mean a vir-
tual agreement with it. He did not be-
lieye it was politic to, at present, so
far act as to give it an endorsement.

- Bis remarks were received with ap-
plause. %

He was followed by Col. Fellows, who
was very bitter in his remarks. *I'here
is not one iota of Democracy in such a
platform,” he declared. "It is a tissue of
Populist and anarchistic notions compil-
ed by men who have no claim to recog-
nition as statesmen or even politicians,
but who are frenzied fanaties. 1 can-
not see how I can support such a nlot-
form or any person placed upon 1t.”

William C. Whitney said he had vieit-
ed several delegations of gold staces
and had found their temper such tns:

A GIRL IN WHITE.

She Started a Demonstration for Boies at
the Chicago Convention.

The following extract from the report of
the Democratic convention’s proceedings
serves to illustrate the ‘“boom’’ of Ameri~
can politics:

As the nominator of Governor Boies® be-
gan to speak, a Boise banner was held
aloft by the Iowa delegation. He produc-
ed a laugh when he said that there would
be no sensational performance on the po-
litical trapeze when Horace Boies was in
the White House.

The Boise
delegates then arose and cheered but the
galleries appeared cold. Te a young wo-
man in the south terrace belonged the'
honor of forcing a demonstration sccond
only to that which followed the pomina-
tion of Bland. She was dresed in simple
white. She mounted a chair and began
waving a small American flag frantieally
to and fro. Fully a minute she was unob-
served. Then some one moticed her. Eyes
began- to turn in her d'tf“"c\lon. She con-
tinued to wave the flag with{rhythmic mo-
tion, crying as she did so: “Boles, Boies,
Boies.”” The deelgates got on their chairs
and tke galleries began to cheer, amd i1
anothr minute the Coliseum was aflame.
The demonstration grew.and all eyes cen-
tered on the young woman in white. The
Boies banner was carried from the pit to
the terrace to where the striking figure
stood, like the second Joan of Are. urging
on the nomination of Iowa’s favorite son.
The staff of the banner was placed in her
hands and she swung it to and from while
the galleries yelled. Once she sank back
exhausted by her efferts. and the din suh-
sided. Bat gathering her waning strength
for a final effort she sprang up again and
once more raising the banner she moved
forward and was almost carried down the
slope by the maddened erowd about har,
Swiftly she went forward to the platforin
where the JTowa delegation came forward
to meet her and escorted her with shouts
to the place of the delegation. For four-
teen minutes the demonstration led by the
girl in white kept up. Then order was re-
stored. The young woman who had led
25,000 people proved to be Miss Minnie
Muriay, of Nashua, Iowa.

This incident reminded old conventiou
goers of the great Blaine demonstration at
Minneapolis four years ago, which was led
by Mrs. Carson Lake, of New York.

“No aceidents have happened.” ‘'I'his
brief  but satisfactory cablegram receiv-

set at rest the many extravagant ru-
mors which have been circulated during
the past week in regard to the Victoria
sealing fleet on the Japan coast. ''here
were many in the city, including éxper-
ienced navigators, 'who contended that
the 'schooners must have been in the
course of the fearful tidal wave whick
swept the coast of Japan .Consequently
a great deal of uneasiness was felt am-
ong ‘those in the city who had friends
or relatives aboard the schooners. Cable-
grams were promptly sent to Capt.
Cox, the representative of Messrs, 1. B.
Marvin & Co., in Japan, and Mr. K.
Ker, R. P. Rithet & Co.’s representa-
tive. As days passed on and no answer
was received from those gentlemen it
was feared that the fate of the schooners
was uncertain, and they did not wish to
send anything that would increase the
uneasiness. “The  theory 'was advdnced
that both gentlemen had gone north on
one of the many ecruisers and = other
steamers that went north after the ac-
cident to rendér what assistance they
could, and that they had not received
the cablegrams sent from Viectoria. This
was' no doubt the eorrect theory, as the
dispatch received yesterday came from
another source. The answer is consider-
ed satisfactory, as no doubt by this time
one of the cruisers has brought a report
to Yokohama.

More evidence of the safety of the
sealing schooners is contained in a let-
| ter from Capt. Meyers of the schooner
Teresa, received by the Braemar. He
states that several of the schooners had
been reported since the tidal wave and
they were all safe, In the opinion of the
captain, the majority of the. schoonere
were out too far to be seriously affecteu
by the wave. The Teresa was several
miles out from shore at the time and
was rocked to and fro, but no damage
resulted. Captain Meyers also states
that since the wave the seals appeared
frightened; that they did not sleep as
usual and it was a very difficult matter
to get near them.

THE TURBOT'S EYE.

Lying limp and slimy on the fishmon-
ger’s slab, or dry and sandy in the fish-
wives’ baskets, the turbot are perhaps
the least interesting of fish. When
swimming'in an artificial sea or lying on
the sandy bottom, they are the most at-
tractive of all of the denizens of this
mock ocean, and whether at rest or at
motion, have an air of vigilance, viva-
city and intelligence greater than that qf
any of the normally shaped fish.

Some Imposing Naval Maneuny-
ers are to Occur This
Week.

London, July 13.—A majority of the
newspapers, express themselves as satis-
fied with the adoption of the deceased
wife's sister bill, after forty years ot
agitation. The  important question
now is, will the government giye the bul
a chanee of passing the house of com-
mons as 'well as the house of lords., it
is believed that at he least two-thirds
of the members of the lower house are
in favor of the measure, while outside
it can safely be said that the mass of
the .people, except a .section: ‘of the-
‘chltllfeh”party, is also in favor of the
bill.

" Baron Herschel, formerly lord chan-
cellor, and a Liberal, in a crisp speech,
demolished one of the leading™ argu,
ments put forward by the Bishop of
Ely, who appealed to the canonical law
as denouncing the marriage of a man
with His wife’s sister. Baron Hersechel
retorted that the cononical law equally
forbids the ‘marriage of first cousins,
which the church of England allows.

Lord Dunraven made a telling point
when he produced a *“wkip”. sent to the
Catholie peers, in which Cardirai Vaug-
han declared that he Lad the autbority
of the pope to call upon all Catholies to
oppose the bill. Mhis has been seized
upon by the newsparers to-day as an
interference with English politics, and it
is certain to intensify the feeling in fa-
vor of the measure. The Daily News,
referring to Cardinal Vaughan’s “whip,”
says: “The impudent attempt of an
Italian priest to interfere-in the decis-
ions of +he British parliament has no
parallel since Pope Pius IX. procured
the defeat of Mr. Gladstone’s Irish uni-
versity bill in 1873.” }

.The members of the house of lords
who voted in favor of the biil last even-
ing included the Prince of Wales, the
Duké of Connaught, the Duke of York,
the Duke of Fife, Lord Rosebery, Bar-
on Herschel, the Duke of Devonshire,
Lord Rothschild and others. "Their op-
ponents included two archbishops, all of
the nineteen bishops, the Duke of Argyll,
the Marquis of Salisbury, the Karl of
Cranbrooke and the Duke of Richmond.
* The Times, although it is opposed to
the deceased wife’s sister bill, admis
that thie vote is likely to bring about the
adoption of the measure. The house of
commons has. often previously passed
the bill, and i*s supperters are likely te
force the government to give the neces-
sary time to iis consideration. 1t is not
merely prospective, but applies to mar-
riages already contracted. - h

At the dinner of the Ancient and Hon-
orable Artillery Company, of Boston,
on Thursday the log of the Mayflower,
on foolscap and manuscript, with a
plain parchment cover, written by Gov.
Bradford, was submitted to the Prince
of Wales, who examined it with the
greatest of interest. T'he book was the
property of Thomsas Prince, of Harvard
ccllege, in 1703. and it now belongs to
the Bishop of Tondon's library at Kul-
ham. The reception zcccrded the An-
cients in England surpassed anything
in point of genuine hearty enthusiasm
in the history of the country. On anl
sides, from the Queen and the Prince of
Wales down to the poorest of the
masses, the hand of good fellowship has
been extended to the visitors, who, as
as stated by the prince, were not receiv-
ed as foreigners, but as brothers from
across the sea. But there has been a
humorous feature i the proceedings
which will do no harm to record. When
the Ancients were entertained in the
royal orangerie at Windsor on Wednes-
day many of their ladies were anxious
to obtain souvenirs of the occasion, and

LOBSTERS AND OYSTERS,

The Coensignment from the East
rives at Vancouver.

Ar-

The consignment of live lobsters and

| ovsters sent out by the Deminion Fish
| eries department

to be transplanted
from the Atlantic Ocean to the Pacific
waters with the hope of
them there, arrived in *Vancouver in a
special freight car by yesterday's Pacific
express, the car being in charge of Mr.
A. C. Stayner, of Halifax.

The shipment left Halifax at 1 p.m.
Thursday, the 2nd instant, and arrived
here about three o’clock vesterday after-
ncon, thus travelling from ocean to
0 n in almost exactly a week.

Through “the kindness of Mr. Stayner
a reporter visited the ear at the C. P. R.
wharf last evening. On entering a wave
of ice-cold air was met, the car being
kept at about 44 degrees by ice reser-
voirs at both ends, and the lobsters
were packed in small wooden ‘cases—
there being but one layer of lobsters in
each case—and were Iying on and coy-
ered with coarse sea-weed kept damp
by sprinkling with sea water, Mr.
Stayper uncovered several big black fel-
lows who leoked as happy and comfort-
able in their cold; wet beds as their
cousins, the proverbially happy clams.
The number of lobsters shipped was
600, but on acecount of the jolting of
the car and other causes, this will be
reduced in the end by about 200. This,
however. is considered a small loss as
the venture was only an experiment,
and those under whose charge it has
beenr made, have had but little previous
experience in the matter and expected
an even greater loss. There are in the
car besides the lobsters, several millions
of lobster eges which have all artived in
the hest possible condition and will be
transplanted with the animals them-
selves. The eight barrels of oysters, it
is believed, are all alive and in suitable
condition for transplanting. In the
same car a number of young, live black
bass were brought out to.be placed in
the Fraser river, but owing to the flood-
ed state of the river theSe were put in
charge of the officials at the Fraser
River hatchery at Bon Accord until
somewhat later in the  season.

Mr. Stavner was met here by Imspec-
or of Fisheries MeNab, of New Woest-
minster, and arrangements were quickly
made to have the eastern -crustaceans
irstalled in their. new homes. A tug
was chartered to leave the eity at dav-

light this morning so that there misht !

be as little delay as possible. Neither
the lobsters nor the ovsters will be plac-
ed pear Vancouver ®ar the water here
is far too 1argelv Fraser River water.
A place will nrobably be chosen some
miles north of heré among the islands.
where a small inlet of salt water mav
be fenced in with strong netting until
the lohsters are abhle to take care of
themselves.—News-Adrvertiser.

As
that was all the information he could
obtain he called’ the ckief. "'he man in
the hack said ‘“turn out your engines.”

Immediately after-
wards the chief arrived and ordered the
hose cart out and they started for the
fire.

Engineer Bush, called, said he had not
spoken to the hackdriver., as the hack-
driver stated the other evening. He had
refused to allow Mr. Wilkinson to use
the telephone because there was an or-
der mot +to allow anyone to use the
telephones at night, as all the fire halls
and the chief’s office and residence are |
conrected on the same wire. 1If the
telephone is rung. all the fire depart-
ment phones wonld ring. He dented

Hugh Petticresr. driver of the hose
reel, testified that he had to. eall to the
hackdriver to allow him to pass. ''hey
did not aHow everybody to use the tele-
phone, as it disturbed the horses and
the men, who sleep upstairs. "The only
telephone message he heard was HKn
giteer Lund telephoning to the chief.

Chief Deasy gave similar evidence *o
the previous .switnesses. He said that
Mr. McClarty’s house could not be sav-
ed so he turued his attention to Mr.
Baxter’s house. He considered he had
enough men and apparatus to ficht' the
fire. Not knowing where the fire was.
be did not think it necessary to take
out more apparatus and leave the centre
of the city unprotected. -

Ald. Macmillan in summing up the
evidence, said Mr. Edwards had sworn
that five minutes”after one he had gone
to the fire and Mr. MecClarty had toid
him that a hack had gone to the tire
hall, and that he (Ald. Macmillan) was
telephoning. - He must have been at the
fire 25 minutes before the brigade ar-
rived. The firemen say they got the
alarm at twenty-five minutes past one.
The quesiion is what became of that
twenty mirutes. Then the firemen dif
fered as to where the hose reel passed
the ‘haek. Mr. Wilkinson 'said that he
told the firemen that the fire was with-
in the city limits. He claimed that the
twenty .minutés would have saved a
good part of the house. He did not
complain about the work done at the
fire, but he did complain that not suth-
cient apparatus was taken out and that
some time was lost.

Chief Deasy contended that the hose
reel was taken to the fire as quickly
as possible after the alarm was re-
ceived. It did good work at Mr. Baxter’s
house and Mr. McLarty’s barn was
saved. The rest of the apparatus was
left to protect the rest of the city.
When he heard of the reports that a
gentleman had received discourteous |
freatment at the fire hall, he demanded
a written explanation from Engineer
Lund. In conclusion he said: “I am
willing to stand prosecution, but per-
secution has been my lot from ecertain
quarters for some time. I am willing to
do my duty as fearlessly in the future as
in the past, but I respectfully protest
against petty warfare, which tends to
demoralize any department. If I have
the confidence of my superiors, it will be
a pleasure to retain it, if there is any
fault T ask and expect no consideration.
As you are aware the fire department of
any city requires a man at its head
with independence enough to fear or fa-
vor none so long as he does his duty.
This kind of serkice I have given for
many years.”
