The new act .is truly, as the leader of 
the opposition described it, “a thing of 
shreds and patches,” and will undoubted­
ly work gross injustices.

As against this complex and inequit­
able bill the proposition of Mr. Mac­
donald, leader of the opposition, was 
clearness itself. It allowed the machin­
ery and subdivisions of the old act to 
stand, merely increasing percentages of 
taxation where necessary, but not dis­
turbing its incidence. By the adoption 
of such a measure, the business interests 
of *zthe country, which are really not 
averse to bearing unavoidable increases 
in taxation, would have known exactly 
where they, stood. The adoption of 
such a plan would, according to Mr. 
Macdonald’s estimate, have brought in 
over $800,000 yearly additional to the 
provincial treasury—a sum almost equal 
to that hoped to be raised by the obnoxi­
ous measure which has just become law.

St. Louis, Dec. 14.—Notification of a 

decision of the Missouri Supreme court, 
which brings into question the legality 
of hundreds of arrests and convictions 
made on informations in St Louis, and 
which., according to Circuit Attorney 
Fol-k, opens the doors of the penitenti­
ary through writ’s of habeas corpus to 
many others, was received here to-day 
by Mr. Folk.

In by That Firm. Washington, D. C., Dec. 15.—Regard­

ing the various reports about the dis­
patch of troops to the isthmus of Pan­
ama the Associated Press is enabled to 
make this statement:

“Until the Senate shall have ratified 
the Hay Bunau Vanlla treaty, the ad­
ministration will look to the marines to 
protect the isthmus and keep order there, 
unless in the meantime it is learned that 
a considerable force of Colombian troops 
are to attack Panama. In the latter 
event, the protection of the republic 
could be accomplished by the army, and 
troops would supplant marines. It may 
be stated, however, that the United 
States government does ifot expect such 
an emergency to arise at present, and 
has prepared to retain the present force 
of marines in isthmian waters until after 
the ratification of the canal treaty.”

Receivers Appointed.
Toronto, Dec. 14.—As expected, ap­

plication- was made to Mr. Justice Ma­
hon this morning for the appointment of 
receivers to the Consolidated) Lake 
Superior Company on behalf of three 
Philadelphia stockholders in the concern. 
The judge granted the application, and 
named John G. Garni there, of Phila­
delphia, and tiie Toronto General Trust 
Company as liquidators. This step 
makes it impossible for Sipeyer & Co to 
sell the property to-morrow, and brings 
the matter before the Canadian courts. 
The attorney for -Speyer & Co. says the 
step taken does not prejudice their case, 
and does not put the company in any 
better position.

Montreal, Dec. 14.—The Canadian 
Pacific railway gained1 a decisive victory 
this morning in the ease of the ten China­
men who sought, after having been re- 
fused admission to the United States

Judge La vergue held1 that as the China­
men had not complied with the provis­
ions of the Canadian law and that as 
they had- been t'rtinsported by the rail­
way company on their'having represent­
ed themselves to be citizens of the United 
States, which claim the> were not able 
to substantiate, the company could not 
disembark them here without seriously 
violating the law. So far as any con­
tract between the United States govern­
ment, and the railway company was con­
cerned, it was perfectly legal and there 
was no ground for interference by the 
Canadian courts. He accordingly order­
ed the company t*o return them' to Hong­
kong from whence it brought them.

ANTHRACITE AT CUMBERLAND.

Nanaimo, Dec. 15—Further particulard 
of the recent strike of anthracite by the 
Wellington Colliery Company at Cum­
berland are contained in the ffllowing 
dispatch received by your correspondent 
from a high official of the compayy:

“A magnificent nine-foot seam of hard, 
bright anthracite coal was exposed and 
struck at No. 7 slope a few days ago.

Application For Injunction to Prevent 
F. A. Heinze From Working the 

Property. (From Thursday’s Daily.)
The trial of Cap-t. Casper ,1. Baker 

and Navigating Lieutenant H. Grant .,f 
H. M. S. Flora, was resumed 
court-martial on board the flagship this 
morning. Quite a number of witnesses 
were examined, the case so far )>vh..v 
confined to the prosecution. AjuonS 
those who gave evidence this run 
•were Lieut. Ramsay, Midshipman Camp­
bell1, some engine room officers and 
era! seamen.

Lieut. Ramsay designated on the 
chart the position of the Flora at the 
Union Bay pier before .she left on De­
cember 3rd.

Midshipman Cambpell, of the Flora, 
swore that he reported for duty on the 
bridge about four minutes to 8 o'clock. 
He took the thermometer to the shelter 
deck to take the sea temperature, but 
was unable to find the bag necessary. 
He went to the bridge to inquire where 
it was, and just then heard Mr. Grant 
exclaim: “What’s this ahead?*’ He 
glanced forward and saw what he 
thought were a few planks floating 
aboet. Then he heard Mr. Grant give 
the order “hard a port and full speed 
astern.” Witness went to the starboard 
telegraph, but found her already astern. 
The Flora then grounded. He didn't 
know if any patent log had been put 
over that morning. It did not occur to 
him as midshipman1 of the watch to ask 
the officer of the watch if the patent* log 
had been put over. He entered in the 
log “calm, north, foggy.” That was the 
only entry he made.

He did not know what the routine was 
as to the reading of t’he patent log after 
it was over, as lie never had occasion 
to read it. Just before the ship struck 
he saw something off Village Head, 
which he (ltd not tben recognize as a 
spar buoy. He did not know it was a 
spar buoy until after the ship grounded. 
It was on the sfarboard bow.

When the Flora left Union wharf the 
weather calm and clear. When he 
went on the fore bridge lie noticed a fog 
bank right ahead. He saw land on both 
sides. He couldn’t remember whether he 
saw any land ahead. The land on both 
sides was distinct. When he made the 
entry in the log he didn’t see any land 
ahead because of the fog. He didn’t 
-hear the o-rdef “fifteen degrees star­
board.”

Cross-examined' by Capt. Baker, wit­
ness said that the ship grounded between 
three and four minutes after 8 o'clock. 
The floating planks were off the star­
board bow*. He saw two separate ob­
jects in the water.

Albert J. Forgan, able seaman, H. M. 
S. Flora, was next examined. He stated 
that he was leadsman on the ship on the 
morning of December 3rd. He con­
tinued heaving the starboard lead after 
the quartermaster left’ the chains until 
tiie ship struck. He got no soundings 
until the ship had! struck, when lie drop- 
pedWhe lead and picked up four fathoms.

Arthur Pidgeon, another able seaman 
of the Flora, wàs leadsman in the port 
chains on the morning of December 3rd. 
He went there at 7.45 a. m., and was 
there when the ship struck. He kept 
heaving the lead regularly the whole 
time, and only got one sounding. This 
was about seven or eight minutes to 8, 
and he sounded twelve fathoms. The 
ship was moving at the approximate rate 
of six or seven knots an hour at the 
time. Wheh she struck witness didn’t 
see any land. He was using a twenty- 
five fathom lead.

Several more witnesses were examin­
ed, after which an adjournment for lunch 
was taken. The officers under trial are 
sépara fed from the officers of the court- 
martial, who are gathered about a table 
in the ward room by a green baize line.

Yesterday about twenty witnesses were 
called for the prosecution, Lieut. M. Ham- 
say, who was on the bridge at the time of 
the accident, being the first to give evi­
dence. His story dealt with the time the 
ship left Union, and the course steered 
from then until she grounded.

The seaman who had the helm was next 
called, and he said orders had 
by Navigating
south sixty degrees east. The ship was 
then about ten minutes from Union and in 
midstream. Afterward he was given the 
order to starboard the helm fifteen de­
grees, and apout three minutes later he re­
ceived a sharp command from the quarter­
master to put her "hard-a-port.” The ship 
struck the rocks just after the last order 
was given. He remained at his post until 
told he might go to his station.

Witness was questioned as to how he 
reached the conclusion that the ship was 
in midstream after leaving Union. He ex­
plained that he thought she was about mid­
stream as he could see the banks of Baynes 
Sound from the window.

Geo. Saunders, chief engine room artificer, 
was examined regarding the speed of the 
vessel. He had charge of the starboard 
engines until 8 a. in., just before the acci­
dent. The engines were started slow at 
7.40 o’clock, and were ordered 
speed at 7.45 o’clock. Similar evidence 
given by S. Brinkley, in charge of the port 
engine. In one particular his evidence did 
not coincide with that of the preceding 
witness. The order half speed ahead, he 
said, was given at 7.53, a difference of 
eight minutes from the time in Saunders's 
statement.

Chief Engineer Jameson, who had charge 
at the time of the accident, said he went 
on duty at 8 a. m., when the engines were 
making 72 revolutions. Only one order was 
received by him from the bridge, and that 
was “full speed astern.” The engines were 
accordingly quickly reversed.

Evidence was also given by Engineer 
Moulton, which corroborated that of the 
preceding witness. He was cross-examined 
by Navigating Lieut. Grant, who wanted 
to know whether any alteration had been 
made to the clock in the port engine room. 
Witness replied in the negative.

ADOLPHUS DRUCKER'S DEATH.

Charges Against Attendants of Hospital In 
Which the ex-Member of Parlia­

ment Died.

New York, Dec. 15.—Inspector McCloskey, 
chief of the detective bureau, Is to-day 
looking Into the death In Bellevue hospital 
on Thursday of last week of Adolphus 
Drucker, who was at one time a member of 
the British parliament. Mr. Drucker 
a wealthy mine owner, his interests being 
In British Columbia, 
placed In the prison ward of the hospital 
while suffering from alcoholism, and died 
there.

The present investigation was brought 
about by a letter written to Attorney 
Eugene N. Robinson, Drucker's lawyer. It 
was written by James Murphy, 
prisoner in the Tombs, but had occupied a 
cot next to Drucker in the hospital. Briefly, 
Murphy charges that the attendants dosed 
the patient with frequent and heavy hypo­
dermic injections of morphine, besides an 
Internal dose of a narcotic 
“snipe," and also beat him about the head 
continually and 
Drucker died Murphy declares the attend­
ing nurse was asleep. Afterwards the body 
was hastily taken to the morgue, and it la 
charged the hour of death was misstated.

Another charge is that though friends of 
Mr. Drucker had several times telephoned 
to the hospital asking if Drucker was there, 
the answer was always that no such per­
son was among the patients, it is also 
averred that when he was brought to Belle­
vue he had valuable Jewellery about him 
and thatethls had disappeared.

TAKEN TO TASK.

German Government Criticised For Not 
Adopting Vigorous Measures 

Against Socialists.

Berlin, Dee. In.—Count Von Limburg, 
daring the debate on the budget in 
the Reichstag to-day, sharply criticised 
the government for failing to take vig­
orous measures against the Socialists. 
He drew a parallel of the Germany of 
to-day and1 France prior to the revolu­
tion, and' said he saw ini Germany the 
same unconcern and carelessness on tlie 
part of the government that existed in 
France.

.Cashier Bushnell’s bond' was $20,000, 
held by a surety company.

The cashier excused himself, 
and half an hour later a bank clerk 
found him lying on his overcoat on the 
floor of the basement with a bullet 
wound near his right temple and a re­
volver in his hand.

The gradual way in winch 
the impairment had come aoout pre 
duded them from being good judges.

Proceeding to the question that u man 
might be insane on some lines yet 
vional on others, the doctor objected. 
He said that the theory of monomania 
was an exploded one. He could not 
consider it as correct that a man was 
insane only on some lines. Sometimes, 
however, a man who was insane might 
do rational things.

Mr. Davis pressed for an answer as 
to whether or not a man, who was able 
to transact business was not able to 
make a will covering that business.

Dr. Macdonald said that on the 
meagreness of the hypothesis he could 
not answer this.

On the questions as to whether a per­
son who could charter a ship, or suggest 
changes in the building of a house, had 
intelligence enough to rpake a will, the 
doctor could not answer. He pointed 
out that the question of making a will 
was capable of entirely different con­
struction as to mentality. It was an 
entirely different thing to will 100 shares 
in a company compared with the consid­
eration of scattered and varied interests 
and involving the consideration of a 
number of friends.

could have any doubt that he was well
qualified to represent himself as an ex­
pert.

1889 to 1896 he was the medical repre­
sentative ou a commission appointed for 
New York state, which examined into 
cases of insanity in hospitals and iu pri­
vate. As such he had) examined from 
2,500 to 3,000 cases annually. He had 
for years been a professor iu connection 
with the Bellevue hospital for insane 
cases, and later had been a professor in 
the Bellevue Hospital College, which 
was devoted- to the subject. He was a 
member of the American Medical 
Psychological Society, and had contributed 
considerable to the literature of that 
society.

In the early part of his evidence Dr. 
Macdonald was taken- over the ground 
of mental disease and insanity in order 
to pave the way for the answers in the 
concrete case to which, he was finally 
directed. There was no fixed standard, 
he said, respecting sanity. If there were 
all men wo^ld be classified! insane as no 
two were alike. In order to judge of the 
sanity -of a person it was necessary to 
study his heredity and his previous 
method of thougnt and action, as insan­
ity consisted of radical change in these 
actions and thoughts. According to the 
best definition it was a disease of the 
brain, which was characterized by 
menfai derangement,, which in turn, was 
characterised by a change in the actions 
and- feelings, etc., which differed alto­
gether from those formerly characteristic 
of the person. Taking up insanity he 
described the various divisions of it ac­
cording to the resulting feelings or 
actions. He preferred as the fest of in­
sanity that found in the mental 

^ symptoms.
Dementia in certain forms was sec­

ondary t’o other forms of insanity. It 
really meant mental decay, and the term 
was so applied. It was the final out­
come of insanity. Alcoholism was divid­
ed- into ordinary drunkenness followed by 
alcoholic illusion resulting in delirum 
tremens; alcoholic insanity not so marked 
by such violent forms as delirum tre­
mens, but more prolonged; dipsomania, 
in which a craving overcame the will 
power and the subject* drank excessively 
for some time and them gradually came 

No one ! back to the ordinary condition, and fin­
ally there was alcoholic dementia, which 
differed from other dementia only in the 
cause.

A special correspondent of the Times, 
writing from White Horse under the 
date of December 5th, says: The district 
with White Horse as headquarters for 
the mining recorder’s office and distri­
buting centre, is the most recently form­
ed placer mining district in the Yukon 
Territory, because it only became a 
necessity for placer mining last summer 
by reason of the discoveries made on 
Ruby, Fourth of July, Twelfth of July, 
Marshal and other creek»—situated 
about 150 miles northwesterly from 
White Horse. Since the discovery of 
copper -ore in 1899 White Horse has 
been headquarters for the mining re­
corder, but the limits of the district are 
now defined! by proclamation as compris­
ing all of that portion of the Yukon Ter­
ritory lying to the south and west of the 
PeMy, Stewart and Hoothlinqua districts.

These discoveries created considerable 
local excitement late in the summer, but 
at the present time this excitement has 
reached to the outside because of the 
more recent discovery of Bullion a-nd 
other creeks, tributaries' of Sdinas river, 
which empties into Khiahue lake, situ­
ated by trail 192 miles from White 
ouiorse in an almost westerly direction, 
and 09 miles from Bear creek, the point 
on the trail to Ruby creek, where travel 
to Bullion branches off.

The distances as estimated by a num­
ber of tihe most reliable “muxhers” who 
have been over the trails several times 
are as follows: From White Horse by 
the Dawson stage road to Paokett’s 
road house on the Tahkeena river, 22 
miles; from this point the trail follows 
up the Tahkeena river to Little river, 
a distance of 11 miles; thence to the 
Mendenhall1 river, 18 miles, where -Mc­
Gee’s road house is located; thence up 
the Mendenhall river, and across the 
divide to Champagne Landing, 19 miles, 
where the trail touches the Dezadeaeh 
river at Shorty Chambers’s road house; 
thence it follows up that river to Can­
yon river, a tributary, 25 miles, here 
McGee is building a road) house; thence 
to Marshal creek, 10 miles; thence to 
Bear creek. 18 miles. Ait this point the 
trails fork, the northern branch leading 
to Ruby and other creeks in the Alsek 
camp, a distance of about 28 miles, and 
the western branch leading to Bullion 
and other creeks in the Khiahue camp, a 
distance of about 69 mile» to Discovery 
claim on Bullion creek. About 8 miles 
before reaching that point, and at the 
mouth of Sheep creek, Barnes and 
Rogers are building a hotel or road 
house, which, when completed will cost 
$4,500 by contract.

The citizens of White Horse are rais­
ing a fund to improve the trail and 
facilitate hauling heavy loads of freight 
and supplies on to the creaks during the 
present winter.

In an interview with Louie Beleny, 
who returned from the creeks recently, 
and who impressed the writer very fav­
orably because of his conservatism and 
intelligence, the following facts were 
gathered: He had been working on 
Twelfth of July creek, and had also 
stamped-ed to Bullion, where he prospect­
ed as much as he was able at the time. 
In describing the prospects he had ob­
tained on both creeks he stated that 
they were sufficiently satisfactory to indi­
cate good pay on bedrock, which he ex­
pected to reach in about fifteen feet on 
Ms claim, No. 3 above on Sheep creek, 
and that in Ms judgment bedrock would 
be exposed at a shallower depth on Bul­
lion creek, where he located No. 15 be- 
îow. The prevailing bedrock he describes 
as a garnetiferous schist, and from his 
description it must be very similar to 
the Oaiiboo sclpsts. Having its dip 
almost vertical tikis bedrock will act as 
riffles and hold gold between its lamin­
ations. In pinces, though-, he said, the 
bedrock was massive and smooth, and 
of course where claims are located on 
such there is little probability of finding 
much ^ouKi, except such as is held in the 
gravel from the surface down.

In the judgment of the writer from 
the moat reliable information he could’ 
obtain these new diggings promise greet 
possibilities, and many of the claims, in 
fact me most of them, on Bullion creek 
and some others of the creek» in that 
camp should prove to be excellent “poor 
men’s” propositions. Prospectors are 
travelling to and fro with dog teams and 
single horse sleds all the time, and re­
port the trail for such travel as quite 
good at the present time.

E. From the 
rock Sidney beacon bears N. 59 deg. E.; 
and Dock island lighthouse, N. 25 deg. 
E. The rock is distant from the wharf 
860 feet. It is of very small extent and 
the depth of water over it at low water 
spring tidçs is 9 feet. A small platform 
buoy with cage on top, painted red, is 
moored in 3% fathoms, 170 feet N. 78 
deg. 45 min. E. from the rock. Sidney 
old wharf, close southward of the new 
one, is in ruins. The new wharf extends 
from the shore N. 40 deg. E. 500 feet, 
and has a face extending to the south­
eastward 200 feet. Alongside this face 
there is a depth of 20 feet at low water 
springs.

During the resurvey by H. M. survey­
ing ship Egeria of the outer part of 
Nanoose harbor, a patch was found with 
several heads of 10 fathoms, and one 
head of 27 feet. From jthe 27-foot spot 
Grey rock bears N. 32 deg. W., 9 cables, 
and the eastern tangent of Maude island, 
S. 47 deg. W., 6 cables. From this spot 
the 10-fathom bank extends S. 78 deg.

Location of the i Lands Granted by the 
Government in Southeast Kootenay. (From Wednesday’s Daily.)

On board the flagship Grafton 
martial Is being held to-day to inquire In­
to the canse of the accident to H. M. S. 
Flora.

The Southeast Kootenay coal and oil 
blocks, 4,593 and 4,594, continue to be 
a disturbing element in British Columbia 
politics. On Friday W. W. B. Mclnnes 
asked a number of questions affecting 
the granting of applications in that part 
of the province. The questions and an­
swers were as follows: _

1. How many applications have been 
received for coal licenses and leases in 
blocks 4,593 and 4,594 in Southeast 
Kootenay? 2. Have, any of these appli­
cations been granted? 3. If so, how 
many, and to whom? 4. Is it the inten­
tion of the government to grant these 
applications? 5. If so, when? 6. If 
not, why not?

Hon. R. McBride replied as follows: 
“1, as nearly as can be ascertained, 679 
coal licenses have been applied for—no 
leases; 2, yes; 3, 21, covering lands with­
in lot 4,594, as follows: Ef J. Johnson, 
John Janiesh, Wm. Senkbiel\ Daniel 
McKenzie, David Tracy, John Levis, G. 
McClincy, S. F. Wallace, C. A. Klinge- 
smitli, John Rudolph, Peter VanDusen, 
August Baldaup, J. D. Quail. John Derr, 
J. R.. Stevens, W. A. Switzer, Charles 
J. Bulger, Charles Walde, Thomas Mor­
rison, Francis German and Mrs. H. A. 
Senkbiel; 4, the government proposes to 
recognize all statutory rights which have 
been secured by applicants for coal and 
petroleum license in blocks 4.593 and 
4,594, Southeast Kootenay. It has been 
deemed prudent, in order to avoid un­
necessary complications, that the land 
be not dealt with until the expiry of 
the period within which disallowance 
might be made, about May 1st next.”

Of these 21 applications which have 
been granted it is ascertained from the 
department of lands of works that the 
whole block taken np lies opposite Cdal 
Creek and Fernie, on the west side of 
Elk river.

There Were about 37 leases applied for, 
but the others were filed previous to the 
famous cancellation of the reserve, and 
hence were not considered.

On January 19th, 1902, leases for the 
lands on the west side of Elk river, north 
of Morrissey, were granted to E. J. John­
son, John Janiesh, Wm. Senkbiel and 
D. Mackenzie.

Charles Walde and Thos. Morrison re­
ceived theirs on December 30th, 1902, 
and included lands two miles from Mor­
rissey, on the west side of the Elk river.

Mrs. Senkbiel and F. German got 
their on January 19th, 1903. The lands 
are three miles south of Morrissey, on 
the west side of Elk river.

November 6th, 1902, and apply to lands 
on the west side of Elk river, near Coal 
Creek, on the Lizard' range.

BRITISH COLUMBIA FRUIT.

First Shipment to the Brtish Market in 
Fine Condition.

Stirling «fc-Pitcairn, of Kelowna, B. C., 
are the first shippers of British Colum- 
bdti fruit to the British market. A car­
load of apples, 500 boxes, grown in the 
Kelowna district and shipped on con­
signment some time ago to Glasgow, 
have arrived, and' although no report 
has been recedved by the enterprising 
shippers from their Glasgow agents, the 
report of the Canadian fruit inspector Is 
so encoura^ng that it is not unreason­
able to expect that the venure will prove 
a. financial success. Mr. Stirling, who 
is at present in Victoria, has received 
the following Hotter from the Department 
of Agriculture, Ottawa:

“The following is an extract from the 
report of Inspector Brown on your fruit 
ex-S.S. Hungarian:

“Inis was a magnificent parcel of 
British Columbia apples, consisting of 
Spies, Baldwins, and Canada Reds.

The oases weighed about 48 to 50 
pountis gross, and contained fully 40 
pounds of fruit. Mosf of the apples 
were wrapped- in paper and very neatly 
pacaed.

“All who had these were well pleased 
with the appearance anff-Çû5Hity of the 
apples.”

Most of the Spies were from the or­
chard of Mr. J. L. Pridham, while most 
of the other varieties were grown by Mr. 
Stirling. This is believed to be the first 
shipment of fruit* as a commercial ven­
ture from this province to Great Britain, 
and the success of the experiment will 
very clearly demonstrate tne enormous 
possibilities of British Columbia for 
fruit growing for profit. If apples 
be shipped from Kelowna, in the centre 
of British Columbia, to Glasgow, qnd 
realize a profit on a single carload, the 
limit to the profitable development of 
apple growing in the great fertile val­
leys of the interior of the province can 
scarcely be measured. The markets in 
Manitoba and the Territories will al­
ways be open tk> British Columbia grow­
ers, and with the addition of the British 
markets the industry should prove to be 
a highiy profitable one.

Thousands of Acres Suitable for 

Hay Cropping.;»

ttle William Marchant, who has been 
acting as customs appraiser aï Dawson 
during the last summer, returned from 
the north on Friday last, having tra­
velled by the winter stage from Dawson 
to White Horse. He has come south to 
accept a position at Vancouver for the 
winter season, although still holding his 
own, namely, that of appraiser at the 
port of Victoria.

leaking of the government road from 
>' jWson to White Horse Mr. Marchant 
s^ys that this thoroughfare is in excel­
lent condition. It is 322 miles long, and 
shortens the old journey over the Yukon 
river by ice 160 miles. The sleighing 
was good, save for a distance of about 
ten or fifteen miles, where there had 
been a light fall of snow. Along the 
road the Northwest Mounted Police 
maintain a splendid patrol, requiring the 
mushers, as they journey coastward; to 
sign records at different headquarters, 
and so report themselves as they pass 
along the trail. This is done as a means 
of keeping track of undesirable charac­
ters as well as protecting the legitimate 
citizens on foot.

As to what openings there are in the 
Yukon for laboring men, Mr. 'Marchant 
says there is an abundant opportunity 
for the prospector or explorer, but per­
sons having no definite object in going 
north should remain at home as all lines 
of business are full, and, added Mr. 
Marchant, “the wood's are full of pro­
fessional men,” there being more lawyers 
in Dawson in proportion to the popula­
tion than in any other city in Canada, 
and this is true of other professional 
men. In Dawson there are a large num­
ber of disappointed miners, that is men 
who have gone there to make a stake 
and were either incapable or unfortun­
ate, and! those who are perpetually 
haunting the government buildings in 
order to obtain work on the roads or 
ot*her government employment. Gover­
nor Congdon had reported' lately that 
over 200 of these men. had applied for 
work on the roads, and had found that 
there was none to be obtained.

There is about Dawson, however, a 
good opening for agriculturists, there be­
ing in some parts thousands of acres of 
prairie lands, from which an. abundance 
of native hay might* be cut andi readily 
marketed in Dawson and' on the creeks.
